Subject: Black Pearl Mine, Yavapa County, Arizona, DNA Docket #160 


The above docket was submitted November 23, 1950, by the 
Dixon Mineral Conany, Wickenburg, Arizona, and signed bT It. D. Tripple. 
The docket was referred to us by the Field Team, April 21i, 1951. 


On April 26, 1951, Anderson visited Bagdad, Arizona, on 
another matter, and learned that E. A. Scholz and J. H. Cazier of 
Bagdad, Arizona, have purchased Tripple's interest in the Black Pearl 
mine, and they are already engaged in rehabilitating the Black Pearl 
mine. In addition, Scbolz and Cazier are submitting an plication 
for an access road to connect the Black Pearl mine- southward to the 
Hillside mill, and a second application for exploration of lower 
levels of the Black Pearl mine. 


The Hillside mill is being modified to handle tungsten ore, 
and E. R. Dickie, President of the Hillside Mining and Milling Oomparr, 
infoxned Anderson that he has a purchase contract to sell tungsten 
concentrates to General Services Administration. 


Scbolz and Cazier are ccanpetent mining operators, and 
prep ared financialiy to start mining tungsten ore at the Black Pearl 
nu.ne. Because It. D. Tripple no longer has an interest in the Black 
Pearl mine, it is recommended that DMA. Docket #160 be canceled, and 
when new applications by Scholz and Cazier are received, that they 
be handled on their merits.

1. Reserves were estimated by U. S. Geological Survey (19 Ll3) as 
follows:

The grade of ore was taken from the report and. assay map of a 
consulting mining engineer, believed to be reliable. Exploration might 
increase the reserves substantially. 


The ore consists of q_uartz, woifranite, and. Write in a steep 
vein in granite. The vein is exposed in pits for a length of about 2000 
feet, and. is opened by an adit 560 feet long on the vein, Vlidth of vein 
ranges from 1.7 to 6 feet and averages about 3 feet. Content of V103 in 
parts sampled is 0.72J4 in sulfide zone. Deepest workings are 120 feet 
beneath the surface. 


Past production is 2,170 units, concentrated by hand. 


2. Rate of Production is 500 units '03 per month. 


3. Mining method and costs are not known. 


)4 Milling to be by a dry process, using air tables, followed 
by magnetic separation of the wolframite. Costs not given.
