9. 1 am prepared to invest fifty percent of the cost of 
the proposed project. No dOubt I will be able to 
furnish some equipment or facilities on the basis of 
standard rental charges. I will, in any event, be 
prepared to pay my proportionate part of the project 
in accordance with the regulations on Government 
participation. 


10. (a) There are 10 mining claims in this group, all of 
which constitute the Abril Mine. Reference is 
hereby made to the enclosed contract, which lists 
each individual mining claim with recording data 
on same.

On our proposed work on the No. 4 level, you will 
note Diamond Drill Holes 'Nos. 10, 11, and 14.

Under Item (3) inclu.çle the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6).	 . - 


Undr Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be . reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's Compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 


• should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incUrred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be 
thus supported. 


Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed 
price contracts on Form MF-200- (A), however, are not re-
quired to be supported by documentation of any kind. The 
Operator will submit his claim under item (1) of Form 
MF-104 by deleting as stated above the word "Independent" 
and by showing the number of feet or other units immediately 
after the appropriate descriptive word, such as, drilling, bull-
dozing, crosscutting, drifting, etc., and giving the "Monthly 
Total" amount due. "Totals Previously Reported", and 
"Totals to Date" columns should also be filled in.

Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of thls form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period.

Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract., This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided, for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monfhly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator fot the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower 'left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms.	 - 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and tecipical 
services incurred for the exploratory. operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) inclu.de the costs ofmaterial and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duiy obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion'. 


Iteq. (5) comprises iosts of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildirgs, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Iterr (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). ' The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to , be included 
under .jtem (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories.

NTHLY REPORT 


The Operator (Contractbr) of an exploration project is 
required to make a monthly report to the Government/ 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report cony 
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Mon(hly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti, 
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator far the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative descriptidn of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
mnt to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
tVe narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
shpwing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepar'ed in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the-
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in b)çth4 Operator, and the Operator pr his 
agent should sign the ç,rtification in the.lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they ajpear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1.952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical •services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6).

Iteth (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project.

Iteni (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to , be included 
under item (2) as labor costs.

Preparation of Form MP-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicabje 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been • outlined in the 
form. .There are blank lines, however2 for those unusual phaseswhich may. need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not 4o be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or perid short ofthe entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF-104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over' several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two 'àolumns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract.. A space for remarks has been provided, for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs. 	 .

INSTRUCTIONS 


Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Appiicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project.; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, howev for those unusual phases , which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of .three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Opetating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or perfod short 'of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF-104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipmept", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the cQntract. A space for remarks has been provided, for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs. 	 -	 /	 .

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 


j


The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 
required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monlhly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes ,a voucher or reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative descriptiqn of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
•showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent tp the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104---Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in . Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left coriler of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
how'ever, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contractreported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independeht contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and tehniéal services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies. 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises iosts of labor, supervision, technical 
ser'vices, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to , be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies 'of purchase ordrs, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer.. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy '(or Transcript)", .followed by appro-
priaté signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of eq1ipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 ar not to be 
thus supported. 


Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed 
price contracts on Form MF-200 (A), hdwever, are not re-
quired to be supported by documentation of any. kind. The 
Operator will submit ' his claim under item (1) of Form 
MF-104 by deleting as stated above the word "Independent" 
and by showingthe humber of feet or other units immediately 
after the appropriate descriptive word, such as, drilling, bull-
dozing, crosscutting, drifting, etc., and giving the "Monthly 
Total" amount due.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative descrijtion of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
lOgs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion'. 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
ser'vices, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is tO be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the itegional 
Executive Officer. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", Jollowed by appro-
priate tignature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "On-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of eQuipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00.

Preparation of Form MF'-104A------Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more importan t 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a jarticular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period.

(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unlisüai 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location atd. asays.. 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the 'loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prpared 'n. 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the - 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of-
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly R,cport. 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left.cor4er of 
the form.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR. 
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's MonThly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative descriptioi of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and asays' 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the 'loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent tb the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly 1eport 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form •MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corr1er of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a .unit basis . under"con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed undr an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Dd not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include, the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion'. 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
ser'vices, materials, etc.; which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation nd repair of ex$ing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment.

Reference is made to the engineer's narrative report accompany-. 
ing Sherwood B. Owen's NF-104 Monthly Progress Report fcr April, 1952, 
wherein mention Is made of the operator assuming one-half of compressor 
repair costs amounting to $94.81. The.reason for this, as explained In 
the engineer's report: "The other one-half by agreement with applicant, 
is taken care of by the stoping operations at the mine." The implication 
that the compressor is used jointly for both a mining operation and the 
exploration project gives rise to questions which preclude proéessing 


•	 the Progress Report for pri1 until clarification is.obtained. 


•	 Th. operator ca claim full depreciation on iteiné of equipment 
as stipulated in the contract only when the equipment is used for the 
exclusivø benefit of the exploration project. If the operator has. another 
unrelated operation in progress at the same time and uses equipment the 
depreciatIon of which I charged to the DML Project, then it will be 
necessary that the depreciation be prorated., In addition to the depxecia-
tlon charge, the cost of labor, repairs, operating expense, or any otr 
expense incident to the operation of the compressor should a1s be prorated. 


The appearance of the split charge in compressor repairs brings 
to light a condition of which we were not aware. It indicates that a 
complete reviev of project charges to date be made to ascertain whether 
or not there are other items of charge to the D}IEA project which should 
have been prorated between the exploration work and the mining operation, 	 0 


or were nonchargeable to the exploration project.. 


Some equitable basis, which is consistant with company acomunt-
ing procedures should be established as a basis for the prorations. In 
the case of the compressor, it might b. on the basis of machine shifts 
or air consumption, or on a tonnage basis.

Following the usual New Year holiday shutdown 
we found that none of the regular employees at our 
Abril Mine were willing to go to work in the heading 
on No. 4 level, No. 6 crossctit, this being the location 
of the fatal accident which occured on Dec. 26. TheEe 
men are all Spanish-American and this superstition is 
common in Southern Arizona. 


This necessitated employment of a new crew 
for the exploration work and Mr. Gerhardt, Supervising 
Engineer for the project, started looking for capable 
men. After only two or three days he was called to Ca].-
ifornia because of serious illness on the part of his 
mother and did not return until Jan. 14, 1952. He then 
resumed his efforts to assemble a new crew and after 
considerable difficulty did find some men and resumed 
operations in the mine on an. 22. Some clean-up work 
performed by one man on the 21 was the first work per-
formed (except by Mr. Gerhardt) during the month. 


These new men, while apparently good mines, 
were not familiar with the extreme diffic4ty of pro-
gressing in the hard ground at Abril so were rather 
slow in getting started. They had only seventeen feet 
of new drift at the end of the month but were doing 
a great deal better so we feel that .they wifl be able 
to break the ground all right. 


At month's end, Mr. Gerhardt had sufficient 
labor to meet his requirements.

Herewith narrative report for month of December, 
1951 on the above contract. 


The first work under this contract was began Dec. 
1, 1951. This consisted of laying three hundred ten feet of 
thirty pound railroad on the hillside between elevation of 
6479' (our no. 4 level) and 6324' (our no. 5 level). This 
was necessary to the transportation of supplies and/or equips.. 
ment between these two levels. 


It was necessary that we make a new turn into no. 6 
crosscut on no. 4 level. This was accomplished by driving 221 
of new drift at this point. 


Twelve pound rail was laid from this point to the 
face of no, 6 crosscut, a distance of two hundred fifty feet, 
and a switch installed and track laid into no, 11 crosscut. 
lb was necessary to timber at the intersection of 11 crosscut 
with 6 crosscut. This was done, the drifts cleaned up and all 
rehabilitation work completed on no. 4 level, 


Air and water lines were brought in from connection 
inside no. 4 level and laid some four hundred feet to the 
place of beginning of the exploration work. 


The above completed rehabilitation on no. 4 level 
and work was began on new drift, On1e eighteen feet of new 
work had been completed through Dec. 26 when we had an ac 
cident which resulted in the death of one miner and injury 
to another, Complete and prOper investigation was made by 
myself, Mr. Gerhardt and Mr. J. C. Anglin, State Deputy Mine 
Inspector. Inquest was held at Tombstone, Arizona and the ao 
cident held to be unavoidable, The mine and management were 
cited as being both safe and careful and no blame was attached, 
This accident, investigation, inquest and subsequent delays 
prevented any progress after Dec. 26. 


On Dec. 10 a fire occured in the combination change.. 
room and warehouse resulting in the loss of practically all of 
the supplies and equipment purchased for the exploration pro-
ject. Everything in the warehouse was a total loss. Not only 
were the project's new drilling machines, etc stored here but 
the regular operational mine stock including full stocks of 
machine parts and supplies were completely destroyed.

The results of the work were disappointing in that the mineralization 
encountered was all of submarginal grade. It appears in this instance that 
the issuance of a certificate of discovery or development is not warranted, 
however the DNEA policy on such matters may indicate otherwise, therefore 
the matter is left for your consideration without specific recommendations.

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SUMMARY, CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 


Early in 1951 Sherwood B. Owns applied to the Defense Minerals 


Administration under the Defense Production Act of 1950, as amended, 


for assistance in the further exploration of the Abril Zinc property 


in Cochise County, Ariz. Following the investigation of the applica-


tion, designated as DMA-399X, but with no field examination, the 


project was authorized by Exploration Project Contract I-DNA-E210. 


The contract provided for a maximum expenditure of $63,926 of which 


the Government would participate to the extent of 50 percent of the 


incurred costs. The project work was starjed on December 1, 1951 


and completed early in July1953, when the funds authorized by the 


contract were exhausted. 


The Abril mine had been operated ntermittent1y since 1943. 


It was acquired by the Shattuck Denn Mining Corp. in 1945 and operated 


by that company until 1949. Sherwood Owens obtained a lease on the 


property late in 1950. 


Records show that the mine has produced nearly 31,(O tons of 


ore averaging about 12 percent zinc, 0.70 percent copper, 0.06 percent 


lead, and 0.35 ounces of si]xer per ton. The bulk of this production 


came from a single replacement ore body apparently localized along 


a roil in the lower portion of the Naco limestone. Other small 


scattered bodies were mined but their production was relatively 


insignificant. No ore was ever found on the 5th or bottom level of 


the mine. The principal ore body bottomed a short distance below the 


4th level. The chief öre minerals were sphalerite and chalcopyrite 


occurring in a gangue of contact metamorphic silicates. 
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The Government sponsored project was designed to explore certain 


undeveloped areas on the 2 lower levels where former diamond drilling 


had indicated the presence of zinc mineralization. The work authorized 


by the exploratory contract comprised 1,100 feet of drifting and 


crosscutting, 450 feet of raising, and 1,400 feet of drilling. The 


work actually accomplished was less than this in a].]. categories yet 


it reached and explored the principal target areas. 


The results of the work were diaappointing. The exploration on 


the 4th level, consisting of 659 feet of lateral work, 142 feet of 


raising, and 358 feet of long-hole drilling, found 2 small disconnected 


pods of zinc mineralization, The largest of these was estimated to 


contain about 1,200 tons averaging 5.0 percent zinc. The other was of 


the order of a few tens of tons containing between 3 and 5 percent 


zinc. The project work on the 5th or bottom level of the mine consisted 


of 305 feet of drifting, and 533 feet of long-hole drilling in 14 holes. 


This work found only spotty mineralization. The best drill hole inter-


section contained 1.9 percent zinc across a width of 7.5 feet. 


The total cost of the project, after the liquidation of the remain-


ing jointly owned equipment, was $63,108.33 of which the Government's 


share was $31,554.16. 


Additional exploration does not appear warranted. The former 


work, together with the project exploration, has "cut up" the ore 


bearing zone to such an extent that any remaining undisclosed ore bodies, 


if found, would be, in all probability, small and relatively unimportant. 
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It is questionable whether or not the project should be certified. 


If zinc should again reach a price of 16 to 19 cents a pound, it would 


be possible to produce a few hundred tons of sorted ore from the 


mineralized areas disclosed by the project work. The Government then 


would be reimbursed to some small extent by royalty payments. On the 


other hand, the cost to the Government for the semi-annual inspection 


visits, as required in case of certification, could readily exceed any 


royalty payment that might result if the mine were certified. 


INTRODU ION 


This report describes the results of a completed exploration 


project authorized by the Defense N nerals Administration under the 


Defense Production Act of 195Q. 


Early in 1951, Sherwood B. Owens applied for Governmental. 


assistance for the purpose of exploring certain undeveloped areas in 


the Abril zinc-copper property in Cochise County, Ariz. Following an 


investigation, but no field examination, of the application, docketed 


as DMA-399X, the proposed project was authorized by Exploration Project 


Contract I-DNA--E210. The contract was dated November 14, 1951 and 


provided for a maximum expenditure of $63,926, of which the Government 


would furnish 50 percent of the incurred costs. The contract, with 


amendments, authorized additional buildings, the purchase of certain 


operating equipment, and the rehabilitation of the 2 1owr levels of 


the mine from which lateral work, raises and drilling would explore 


the proposed target areas.
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The project was started on December 1, 195]. and completed during 


July 1953. Very soon after the work started a fire destroyed the 


mine's warehouse with a loss of about $1,500 in jointly owed equipment. 


Inspections of the project were made monthly by an engineer of the 


U. S. Bureau of Mines for the Defense Minerals Exploration Administra-


tion. Progress and narrative reports with costs of the work were 


submitted each month by both the operator and the examining engineer. 


The operator's final report was not submitted until January 1954. 


The final on-site audit of the operator's accounts was completed on 


February 8, 1954.

LOCATION AND PHYSICAL FEATURES 


The Abril mine is situated ir Sec. 34, T. 16 S.; R. 23 E., 


Dragoon mining district, Cochise County, Ariz, It may be reached by 


traveling northeast from Tombstone over 211 miles of dirt road via 


Middlemarcb and Sorens Canyon (figure 1). Another route, preferable 


during the winter months, branches north from the Middlemarch road 


near Sala's ranch and follows Slavin gulch to the mine's ore bins, a 


few hundred feet below the portal of the lower adit. Both routes have 


steep grades and are impassable at times following a snow storm. 
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The mine workings are on the rugged western flank of the 


Dragoon mountains, well up near the crest of the range. ltitudes 


above sea level range from 6,324 feet at the lower adit to 6,641 


feet at the uppermost adit, 


HISTORY AND PRODUCTION 


• The Abril mine was located in 1903 but remained an undeveloped 


prospect until 1943, In that year, with the aid of a $15,000 


developuent loan from the Reconstruction Finance Corporation and a 


Government sponsored access road, the property was further explored 


and a promising zinc ore body was discovered. The mine operated 


intermittently until 1945 when it was purchased by the Shattuck-Denn 


Mining Corp. That company operated the property continuously until 


June 1949, when due to the low price of zinc, all work ceased and 


the equipuent was removed. With the advent of the Korean war and 


higher zinc prices, Sherwood Owens obtained a lease on the property 


late in 1950 and proceeded to mine the ore still remaining exposed 


in the workings.

The Bulk of this ore was treated in the Shattuck-Denn flotation 


m.ill at Bisbee. The average grade of the early production is not 


known, The 19,762 tons produced by Shattuck-Denn was reported to have 


averaged 0.35 ounces of silver per ton, 12.38 percent zinc, 0.80 per-


cent copper, and 0.06 percent lead. The 7,032 tons shipped by 
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Sherwood Owens averaged 11.5 percent zinc, and 0.37 percent copper. 


Tms the average grade of 26,794 tons was 12.15 percent zinc, 0.68 


percent copper, with small unimportant amounts of silver and lead. 


OWNERSHIP AND EXTENT 


The Abril property consists of a group of 15 contiguous unpatented 


lode claims, owned by the Shattuck-Denn Mining Corporation and presently 


leased to Sherwood B. Owens (figure 2). 


DESCRIPTION OF THE DEPOSJI 


The zinc mineralization at the Al nil curs as irregular, discon-


nected replacements in the lower portion of the Naco limestone. 


In the vicinity of the mine the limestone is about 550 feet thick, 


dips from 25 to 50 degrees in a northeasterly direction, and lies 


between 2 beds of quartzite. The underlying quartzite ranges from 


25 to 100 feet in thickness and rests upon a large intrusive mass 


of granite. 


The ore, found in association with a series of beading-plane 


fratures, was confined within the lower 70 feet of the limestone. 


Although several relatively small ore bodies were mined, the bulk of 


the Abril production came from a single irregular ore body that had a 


length of about 5C0 feet, varied from 20 to l5 feet in width, and 


ranged from 4 to as much as 30 feet in thickness (figure 3). This 


large ore body apparently was localized along a flat-plunging roll in 


the limestone where there was an evident change in the dip of the 


bedding plane fractures. The ore bottomed a short distance below the 


4th level, One small body was mined about half way between the 2 lower 


levels, but no ore was found on the 5th or bottom level of the mine. 
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The principal ore minerals were sphalerite and chalcopyrite. 


Garnet, epidote and other silicates constituted the chief gangue 


minerals.


DE$CRIPION OF THE }ROJE( W(RK 


Prior to the inception of the Government-sponsored exploration, 


the Abril had been developed and exploited from 5 adit levels, totaling 


several thousand feet of underground workings. During the .SIattuck'Denn 


operations a large amount of exploratory core drilling was completed


in various parts of the mine and surrounding areas. Several of these 


holes encountered zinc mineralization in areas some distance from 


existing development openings. The DMEA project was undertaken for 


the purpose of reaching and exploring 2 of the best areas.indicated 


by these former drill-hole intersections. 


The project was started on December 1, 1951 and terminated early 


in July 1953. During that time the following work was performed: 


Two small frame buildings were purchased and moved to the 


property. One served as an office and the other as a combination 


warehouse and change room. The latter was destroyed in a fire early 


in the project and was replaced with another building by the operator 


at his own expense. 


After the purchase of the necessary equipment, the 2 lower levels 


of the mine (No. 4 and 5) were rehabilitated and pipe and track 


installed where necessary (figure 3). 
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The exploration on No. 4 level was designed to explore the 


area where an inclined surface drill hole (No. 10) had encountered 


a 4-foot section containing 19 percent zinc. The proposed work on 


this level eventually reached its objective and the drill hole was 


found in raise No. 60(figure 3). All told, a total of 659 feet of 


lateral work, 142 feet of raising, and 358 feet of long-hole drilling 


in 10 holes was completed on No. 4 level. 


Exploration on the 5th level consisted of 305 feet of drifting, 


and 533 feet of long-hole drilling in 14 holes The drift encountered 


the old vertical diamond drill hole, T3, which was the general object-


ive of the work on the 5th level (figure 3). That both the former 


diamond drill holes were found so readily by the underground work 


speaks well for the surveying ability of A. W. Gerhardt, the mine 


superintendent. 


The total work completed on both levels consisted of 964 feet of 


drifting and crosscutting, 142 feet of raising, and 891 feet of 


drilling in 24 holes. Although this amount of work was less in all 


categories than that allowed by the contract, it nevertheless reached 


the intended objectives and essentially accomplished the purpose for 


which it was designed. 


RESULTS OF THE PROJECT WORK 


The results of the exploration were disappointing. Only a small 


amount of submarginal zinc ore was found on the 4th level, and nothing 


remotely approaching the grade of ore was found by the work on the 


5th level.
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The project work on the 4th level consisted of extending the 


drift, designated as 6XC on figure 3, in an easter.y direction to 


the projected position of the mineralization encountered in drill 


hole No. 10. No ore was found by this drifting, so crosscut 12XC was 


driven to get directly under the mineralization shown by the drill 


hole. After reaching this area, raise No. 60 was driven vertically 


until the drill hole was encountered, then the raise was inclined and 


followed the hole upward to the mineralized area. Drifting and other 


work in this area of the raise disclosed a small pod of zinc 


mineralization limited to a length of about 15 feet, a width o 10 


feet, and a thickness of 4 feet. Two samples, taken by the applicant 


across 3.9 feet of the better mineralization, averaged 0.2 ounces of 


silver per ton, 6.5 percent zinc, and 0.3 percent copper. Al]. told, 


this pod contained a few tens of tons that would probably average between 


3 and 5 percent zinc. It was all extracted during the course of the 


exploration. The fonner drill hole, which had shown a 4-foot intersec-


tion of 19 percent zinc, had evidently followed a high-grade stringer 


in this small mineralized lense. 


The mineralization found in the raise appeared to be localized 


within a steeply-dipping zone of northwest fractures hich had been 


previously crossed in the new drift. T. M. Roinslo of the U. S. Bureau 


of Mines was the first to recognize the advisibiity of exploring this 


zone further. This work consisted of driving inclined raise No. 61, 


13 and 14 crosscuts, and the drilling of 10 long holes (figure 3). 


Crosscuts 13 and 14, together with drill holes No. 4, 7, 8 and 9, 


disclosed an irregular lenticular body of zinc mineralization having 
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an indicated length of about 100 feet, ranging from 2 to 10 feet in 


thickness, and probably extaiding for about 15 feet up and down the 


dip. Sludge and chip samples of this mineralization contained from 3 


to 2]. percent zinc. Some of the exploratory drill holes followed 


more or less the strike of the mineralization so the sludge samples 


collected from such holes were not representative. Holes No. 7, 8, 


and 9 were drilled normal to the apparent dip of the mineralized body 


and for that reason are considered to represent the probable grade of 


the deposit. The weighted average of all the representative samples, 


both sludge and chip, was 4.9 percent zinc with minor amounts of 


silver and copper. 


On the 5th level, No. 4XC was advanced to the vicinity of 


vertical diamond dril1 hole T3. 1fter reaching this area without 


finding significant mineraiizatioci, 14 hammer drill holes, averaging 


38 feet in length, were drilled across the favorable zone from 


various points along the drift. The sludge samples from 6 of these 


holes showed small amounts of zinc. The highest sample, coming from 


hole No. 5, contained 1.9 percent zinc across an interval of 7.5 feet. 


A complete log of all the drill holes is shown in the appendix 


of this report.


ORE RESERVES 


The exploration near the top of No. 60 raise found a small pod 


of mineralization that contained not more than 50 tons which probably 


averaged between 3 and 5 percent zinc • All of this material was 


extracted during the course of the exploration. 
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The project work on the 4th level indicated a lenticular body

of zinc mineralization of the order of 1,200 tons, estimated to 	 ( 


average about 5 pef'cent zinc with small amounts of silver and copper. 


No attempt was made to mine any of this deposit, so it remains in 


place, essentially intact. By careful mining and sorting, this body 


might yield a few hundred tons having a grade of 10 to 12 percent 


zinc. It is possible that other small disconnected pods of mineraliza-


tion may exist in the fracture zone, both above and below the 4th 


level, but if found, they, like the others, would probably prove of 


little, if any importance. 


The 5th level project work explored the favorable portion of the 


limestone for some 330 feet along the strike and across a width of 


about 80 feet, yet nothing, other than spots containing from 0.2 to 


1.9 percent zinc, was found. 


Drilling by Shattuck Deun, prior to the DNEA project, indicated 


the presence of a mineralized body a short distance below the 4th 


level near the intersection of No. II and No. 6 crosscuts. A single 


hole inthi area reportedly cut 17 feet that averaged U.7 percent 


zinc. No project work was attempted in this area.

As originally estimated in the contract, the cost of drifting, 


crosscutting and raising was $30.00 a foot. The difference between 


this and the actual cost was due largely to the extreme harness of 


the siicifjed limestone through which the work was driven. Most of 


the long-hole drilling was done when no other work was in progress, so 


practically all the overhead expense during that period was charged to 


a relatively small drill footage. This, together with Ihe hardness of 


the rock and excessive steel breakage, accounts in a large measure for 


the extra ordinary high cost of the long-hole drilling. 


In general, it appeared that the exploratory work was conducted 


in an efficient and competent manners

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INTRODUCTION 


The Abri]. zinc ..lead. mine, Dragoon Mining District, Cochise 


County, Arizona, was explored by Sherwood B • Owens, P. 0. Box 769, Tucson, 


Arizona. The exploration project consisted of drifting, raising, and 


drilling. Government aid was provided by the Defense Minerals Administration 


as authorized by the Defense Production Act of 1950, as amended. The 


total authorized cost of the project was $63,926; however, about $1000 


more than this was spent on the project, and. the excess cost was paid. 


by the operator. 


The Abril Mine was leased by the operator from the Shattuck 


Denn Mining Company, owner. A field examination for D was not made; 


the contract 1dm E-210 was issued directly to the operator on the basis 


of data supplied by the applicant, and on data already available. The 


contract was issued November lii, 1951, and the work was completed July 17, 


1953.


The Abril mine is 21 miles northeast from. Tomatone, Arizona, 


via the Midd.lemarch road and Sorens Canyon. A lower road. via Slavin 


Gulch branches north from the Mid.d.lemarch road near Slavin Ranch and 


terminates at the mine. 


The Abril mine is on the western slope of the Dragoon Mountains, 


at an altitude of approximately 6000 feet, or a few hundred feet below 


the crest of the range • The topography is rugged.

GEOLOGY 


The geology in the vicinity of the Abril mine has been described 


by Wilson and the description given below was abstracted from his report. 


The top of the ridge east of Abril Camp consists •f fine-grained 


light-colored quartzite approximately 80 feet thick. It is overlain, 


on the eastern backslope, by a thick series of metamorphosed., locally 


foliated shale and. arkosic sandstone. 


Underlying the quartzite is limestone, approximately 570 feet 


thick. Its upper portion consists of massive, locally cherty beds which 


are largely metamorphosed to marble. Its lower portion, 70 feet thick, 


is made up of impure, shaly limestone, locally converted to contact-


silicate minerals (tactite). Fine-graineci, light-colored arkosic quartzite, 


commonly 25 to 100 feet thick, underlies the limestone and rests upon 


the intrusive Stronghold granite. The two quartzite members and the 


limestone between them are regarded as Perinian. The sedimentary beds 


at the Abril mine dip northeastwerd. at angles of 25 to 50 degrees from 


horizontal. 


Underground exploration (see flg. 1) has shown that the Stronghold 


granite intrudes the lower quartzite subparallel to its bedding. A 


northeastward-trending dike of the granite 175 to 300 feet wide cuts

wilson, E. D., Dragoon Mountains, Arizona Lead and Zinc Deposits:

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the sedimentary beds immediately north of adit No. 5. Near this dike 


the beds have been complexly faulted and sharply folded. 


A fault dipping 50 to 60 degrees northeastward strikes N. 30 


to 45 degrees W. through the portal of a&it No. 3, bringing quartzite 


on the southwest against limestone on the northeast, 


The mine workings show a prominent zone of bedding-plene faults 


which form the hanging wall of the stopes. The zone steepens, with a 


roll down the dip, from 25 degrees in the adit No. 1 workings to 45 


degrees in adit No. 4, and. about 55 degrees in No. 5 adit. Northeast 


fissures of little or no displacement intersect the bed.di.ng-plane faults. 


1lso there are a few minor breaks of northwestward trend, sub-parallel 


to the portal fault of adit No. 3. 


The ore minerals found in the Abril mine are principally sphalerite 


and chalcopyrite, together with subordinate amounts of galena. Silver 


occurs in unrecognized form. Molybdenite and yellow molybdenum. oxide 


are sparingly present. These minerals occur more or less closely associated 


with garnet, epidote, and other contact silicates. 


The ore bodies are irregular replacements in impure bed.s within 


the lower 70 feet •f the limestone, They are localized beneath the zone 


of bedding-plane faults, previously described, These fissures tend to 


be inconspicuous, but some of them are merked by concentrations of iron 
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oxides. Their association with the known ore bodies and. the fact that 


Shattuck Denn had found mineralized areas by diamond drilling suggested 


the possibility that additional deposits might occur down the dip, northeast 


of the present stopes, in areas that had not been explored. 


DE1OP1NT AID PRODUCTION 


The Abri]. mine (see Fig. 1) has been developed by 5 adit levels, 


amounting to a few thousand feet of workings, at successively lower elevations. 


These development and exploration workings resulted in essentially complete 


exhaustion of the ore. A single large ore bo&y (Fig. 1) nearly 500 


feet long, having a maximum width of about 125 feet and a maximum thickness 


of about 30 feet was the source of nearly al]. the ore produced. Total 


production from the mine is about 30,000 tons of ore. 


Total production of the Abril mine prior to November 28, 1951, 


is given in a letter from Sherwood B. Owens, applicant, to Charles Kumke, 


U. S. Bureau of Mines. Production is as follows: 


Ii000 tons (estimated) produced by original, owners. 


19,762 tons produced by Shattuck Denn Company, through 1946 


to June 19119 inclusive. 


5,056 tons produced by S. B. Owens from March 1951 to November 


1951 inclusive. 


The amount of ore produced since November 1951 is not known 


to this writer.
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Grade of the ore is indicated by the average of the 19,762 


tons shipped by Shattuck Deun. This ore contained an average of 12,38 


percent zinc .796 percent copper, .o611 percent lead and .3116 ounces 


of silver per ton.


PURPOSE OF EXPLORATION 


During the period of Shattuck Denn operations from 19116 through 


June 19119, several diamond drill holes were drilled, and two or three 


of these encountered short intervals of commercial grade zinc-lead mineralization. 


The operator, S. B. Owens, requested Goverimient aid to explore with drifts, 


crosscuts and. raises, the ore that Shattuck-Denn had. discovered by drilling, 


and. the project was undertaken for this purpose. 


DESCRIPTION OF TEE WORK COMPLETED 


The exploration work done under contract 1dm E-210 consisted 


of drifting, crosscutting, raising and "long-hole" type drilling (See 


Fig. 1).


The work done on No. 11. level consisted of 6711 feet of drifts 


and crosscuts, a raise bout 90 feet long and ten short hemmer drill 


holes.


The work done on No. 5 level consists of driving 305 feet 


of drift and drilling of 111 short hammer drill holes. 


The progress of the work was closely followed and. the geology 


mapped as the work proceeded, by Mr. Al. Gerhardt, mine manager. The 


completed project was exainiiied and the workings partly remapped by the 


writer July 22-23, 1953.
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RESuLTS QF EKFLOR1TION 


Exploration on 11-.level 


The plan and sections shown on Figure 1 illustrate the work 


accomplished and its relationship to the mine workings and diemond drill 


holes. On u-level the main drift, referred to as No. 6 crosscut, was 


driven in or near the favorable beds; i.e. the limestone beds in which 


the principal ore bodj was localized. From this drift, which was driven 


approximately parallel to the bedding, a crosscut (No. 12 xc) was driven 


about 150 feet south and from it a raise (No. 6o) was put up about 90 


feet to explore the ore previously found in Shattuck Denn diamond drill 


hole No. 10. Neither the drift nor crosscut found ore; however, a small 


amount of ore was found in the raise, at the place where the drill hole 


had indicated the presence of ore. 


In the No. 60 raise ore was exposed in a zone about 15 feet 


long, 10 feet wide and. about 1 feet thick. Within this zone relatively 


pure masses of sph&lerite have replaced some of the limestone. The 


ore formed as irregular, rounded bleb-like masses in the limestone and. 


also as vein-like stringers that dip at a low angle along possible fractures 


or bedding planes. Some of the individual masses of ore were estimated 


to contain from 15 to 30 percent zinc; however these masses occupied 


only a very small portion of the ore zone, probably not over about 15 


percent. It is estimated that a typical face of ore large enough to mine 
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averaged, only about 3 or 14' percent zinc. The diamond. drill hole, toward 


which exploration was directed, penetrated about Il feet of ore containing 


19 percent of zinc, which represented the higher grade part of the ore 


exposed by the raise. Nearly all of this ore, probably 15 to 20 tons, 


was extracted. by the exploration raise. 


In the raise, the replacement of limestone by ore appears 


to have been controlled by nearly vertical joints that strike &out 


N. 24.5° 1. Several of these joints are exposed. at the top of the raise, 


and correspond in position and attitude to an extension of a fault zone 


that crosses the drift (6 xc) at coordinates 5010 east and. 14980 north. 


Although this fault was unmineralized where crossed by the drift, it 


was recognized as a. potential ore zone by T. M. Rornelo, engineer, U. S. 


Bureau of Mines, who recommended exploration of the fault zone. To 


explore this fault the 13 XC (See Fig. 1) was driven south 75 feet 


from the main drift (6 XC) until it crossed a pre-ore dike; then a drift 


was driven for a distance of about 50 feet along the dike. Exploration 


bythe drift and crosscut was supplemented. by 10 hwnmer drill holes. 


A 15°-25° inclined. raise (No. 61) was driven northwest from the main 


drift (6 XC) and. explored the fcult for about 20 feet. 


Driving of the 13 crosscut and drift, and drilling of the 


hcunnier drill holes resulted in the discovery of a su1]- ore body. Available 


data indicate that this is a lenticular shaped. ore body which has replaced. 


some of the limestone near where it is intersected by a pre-ore dike. 
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The ore body, in so far as can be determined, is from about 2 to 8 feet 


thick, about 8o feet long, and about 15 feet wide. The ore body is 


elongated. in a southwesterly direction along the dike. This ore bo&y 


appears to have been localized by especially favorable conditions. 


It is localized in a favorable limestone bed near the intersection of 


a northwesterly trending pre ...ore fault, and. on easterly trending pre-ore 


dike..


The ore body is adequate1y proved. by drifting, crosscutting 


and drilling. Most of the ore is in the back of the drift and reaches 


the floor of the drift in only one or two places, but apparently does 


not extend below 1 -leve1. The ore body is apparently thin as indicated 


by the drilling. The low angle holes obtained ore at the greatest 


distance from the dike; the high angle holes either passed through the 


ore, or through barren limestone above the ore. There is a possibility 


that the ore might extend upward along the hanging wall of the dike, 


a possibility which remains unproved. The strike length of the ore 


body is probably not much over 100 feet; otherwise, some evidence of it 


would probably have been obtained in drill hole No. 5, or in the No. 


12 XC or in the No. 60 raise. The ore found in the raise undoubtedly 


bears a close structural relationship to the ore body found on 11--level, 


13 XC, and both bodies may have replaced the same limestone bed; however, 


there is no evidence of a connection of ore between the two ore bodies.
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Along the fault explored by the 13 XC and the south end. of 


12 XC the limestone beds have been altered in a few places to massive. 


serpentine which reaches a maximum width of several inches. Along the 


fault on the northeast wall of the 13 XC, and extending a short distance 


southeast of the main drift (6 XC) a vein of high quality chrysotile 


asbestos was localized along the fault. The asbestos vein had a maximum 


width of about 1 inch, and was exposed for a strike length of about 20 


feet. Identification of the chrysotile was made by Lamar G. Evans, 


U. S. Bureau of Mines, Tucson, Arizona. 


Exploration on 5-level 


Exploration on the 5-level of the Abril mine consisted of 


driving the No. ii . crosscut (or drift) in a southeasterly direction 305 


feet, and. drilling of l4 hammer drill holes from this crosscut. The 


purpose of this 5-level exploration is to explore a zone where Shattuck 


Denn' s vertical diamond drill hole (T3..3xC-2) was reported to have penetrated 


a mineralized zone in the favorable limestone beds approximately at 


the elevation of 5-level. 


The drift or crosscut (referred to as T5-14XC by Shattuck 


Denn) was driven along or near a fault which brings limestone into contact 


with a dark colored rock, probably the rock called arkosic quartzite 


by Shattuck Denn. This fault, which dips from 524.0 to 570 northeast, 


strikes approximately parallel to the drift and is exposed along the 


back of the drift and along the north wall of it. The displacement 
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along the fault probably is not great, possibly a few tens of feet, but 


considerable gouge and breccia is localized along it. The dip of the 


fault is several degrees greater than the dip of the beds. 


An unusual rock type is exposed in the drift from. 150 to 250 


feet southeast of the starting point of the drift. This rock is dark 


gray, relatively fine-grained and has an igneous appearance or texture. 


This writer believes it is a marginal facies of the granitic intrusion 


that underlies part of the Abril area, and is probably part of the same 


mass penetrated near the portal of the No. 5 adit. That part of the 


granitic rock penetrated by the recently conipleted. exploration heading 


is classified as granodiorite by this 'writer. The granodiorite is intensely 


altered by epidotization and. 'within 15 or 20 feet of the margins has 


been converted almost entirely to a mass of granular epid.ote, which 


contains disseminated grains of unidentified impurities. This alteration 


is interpreted by the writer as 'being due to passage along faults, fractures 


and contacts, of hydrothermal solutions, which are probably the same 


solutions that deposited the ore in other parts of the mine. Both margins 


of this igneous rock have been shattered by faults, which developed 


later than the granodiorite and facilitated movement of hydrothermal 


solutions through it. 


The principle fault along which the 5-level drift was driven 


apparently is the same fault as 'was explored by the new drifts and cross-


cuts on 14-level. It appears to be the same fault as the bedding plane 


fault exposed in the back of the main stope on - .level and above it. 
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The ore is localized where this fault, or zone of faults,, changes in 


dip from about 25 degrees in the upper workings to about 11.5 degrees at 


the No. 11. level and to about 55 degrees on 5-level. Most of the ore 


is localized west of the 3 XC (3-level) near the intersection of the curved 


fault and a zone of northeasterly trending fractures. West of the 3 


XC the ore occupies the strike fold beneath the bedding plane fault, 


but east of the 3 XC the trend of ore turns and follows up the dip of 


the fault like a pipe or inanto. East of the 3 XC the fault steepens 


to a 75 or 80 degree dip, and in so far as can be determined has no 


rolls or warps similar to the one over the main ore body. The fault is 


obscure near the No. 60 raise. 


No ore was found by the 5-level exploration work; however, both 


the drift (11. xc) and the drill holes encountered mineralized zones. 


The host rocks were found to be strongly altered to garnet and. epid.ote, 


and. small omounts of pyrite, pyrrhotite and ephalerite were encountered 


in the hammer drill holes. The objective of the exploration, a penetration 


of zinc ore in diomond drill hole 3T-3XC-2, was proved to be of no consequence. 


Llthough the diamond drill hole was found at the exact location predicted., 


the zone penetrated. by the drift was found to be barren of zinc, but 


it contained traces of pyrite.
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LOGS OP HINMER DIILti H0LES 


Complete detailed logs ore not available to this writer but 


probolly will be submitted. by the applicant with his final report. 


It is unlikely that additional d.ata will modify this writer's interpretation 


of results; therefore the data presently available which was supplied 


by the applicant, is given here.	 The available data from the 21 hmxner 


drill holes ore as given in Table 1.

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A small amount of ore was found in the No. 60 raise, and. 


in the 13-crosscut and a few of the haimnner drill boles drilled from 


-1evel.


The ore in the raise was extracted during exploration but was 


too low grade to ship, therefore was left on the dump. 


The ore body found in 13-.crosscut has not been mined, but has 


been thoroughly explored, therefore is considered as indicated reserves. 


This ore body is about 15 feet wide, 80 feet long and. probably averages 


about 5 feet thick. It is estiniated to contain about 600 tons of ore. 


The north limit of the ore body is well established by drill holes, 


the south side by a pre-ore dike, and both ends are fairly well established 


by drill holes and drifts and crosscuts. The bottom of the ore is exposed 


in the 13 XC; therefore the only part of the ore body not well proved is 


the top. It is possible that ore follows up the pre-ore dike, therefore. 


may be slightly larger than estimated. The ore probably does not extend 


beyond. the favorable limestone bed and certainly does not extend to 


the surface; therefore it is possible for only a small tonnage of ore 


to exist in this area. 


Only 6 samples of this ore are available to this writer, but 


other samples have been taken and assays will probably be submitted 


15
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with the applicant's final report. The weighted average of the 6 samples 


available is 12.2 percent zinc, and the copper content is estimated to 


be 0.75 percent. This grade evaluation mj be subject to revision when 


additional data become available. 


INTERPRETATION OF RESULTS 


The work done under contract explored the down dip extension 


and the strike extension of the main fault zone, which was the principle 


ore controlling structure in the mine. This project explored the two 


objectives for which it was undertaken, i.e. to explore ore mineralization 


in 2 diamond drill holes. Both holes were found by drifting or raising. 


A hole intersected by 5 .-level was proved by the drift to be practically 


barren, whereas the hole intersected by a raise above 11--level was found 


to have a few tons of zinc ore • All of this ore was extracted by the 


exploration raise, but was not shipped. 


Crosscutting and hammer drilling on a-level, which supplemented 


the original plan of exploration, was successful in discovering a smnil 


ore body in the 13 crosscut. This body contains about 600 tons of ore, 


estimated to contain about 12 percent zinc and about 0.75 percent copper. 


This writer believes the Abril mine is adequately explored and 


no additional work is reconmiended for Government participation. Private 


enterprise might be justified in exploring the small ore bo&y in the 


13 crosscut by actually mining it, and a short raise into the mineralized 


zone penetrated by holes No. 5 and 7 on 5.-level appears justified. 


16
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Significant amounts •f ore will probably not be obtained, from either 


of these areas. 


The ore body found on h-level by this exploration pr•ject 


is too Sm2il to justify certification; therefore certification is not 


recommended. The exploration venture is regarded as unsuccessful. 


CONCLUSIONS AND RECONDTIONS 


This project (See Fig. 1) explored the down dip extension of 


the main fault zone on the 5..level and the southeastward extension of 


the fault on the b-level. A small ore body was found. •n b-level near 


the intersection of this fault with an east-southeasterly trending pre-


ore dike. This ore body is estimated to contain about 600 tons •f ore 


having an average grade of 12 percent zinc and 0.75 percent copper. 


The area in which the Abril mine is developed is adequately 


explored and there is little chance that important amounts of ore will 


be found in it. Future search for ore near the Abril mine will depend 


upon finding other favorable geologic conditions beyond the present 


mine workings, and this is comparable to searching for a new mine. 


Private enterprise might be justified in mining the small 


•re body discovered on b-level, and exploring the mineralized zone encountered 


on 5-level, holeG No. 5 and No. 7, by means of a short raise. These 


•bjectives are too small for Government participation; therefore further 


expenditures of Government funds are not recommended. 


The ore body found on b-level by this exploration project 


is too small to justify certification; therefore certification is not 


recommended. The project is regarded as unsuccessful.

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INTRODUCTION 


An application for a Government Exploration Loan was made 


by Sherwood B. Owens for the Abril Mine on May 2, 1951. The 


loan was approved under DM.A. Docket 399 on November 1k, 1951. 


and work commenced December 1, 1951. Contract No. Idm-E 210 


was assigned to the project. 


The two main objectives for which the loan was granted 


were the prospecting of the mineralized zones on the 1 th and 


5th levels. These were indicated by imowledge gained from 


(1) mining known ore bodies and (2) data obtained from diamond 


drilling. 


Field Engineer Chas. Kumke of the U.S.B.M. was assigned 


to the project. Later Engineer T. M. Romslo of the U.S.B.M. 


took over Mr. Kumke's duties. 


Alvin W. Gerhardt was assigned by Mr. Owens as engineer 


in charge of operations at the Abril Mine. 


LOCATION AND ACCESSIBILITY 


The Abril Mine is located on the Herrera Mining Claim, 


one of a group of 15 claims owned by the Shattuck Denn Mining 


Corporation and leased to Sherwood B. Owens. The Abril Mine 


is the only workings in the group from which ore has been 


shipped. This, group of claims is situated in the Dragoon
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Mining District, Dragoon Mountains, Cochise County, Arizona, 


approximately 16 miles north of Tombstone. Elevation of the 


camp is 6500 feet above sea level. 


The mine is accessible by two roads, one through Sorns 


Canyon (20 miles) the other through Slavin Canyon (16 miles). 


If one enters Slavin Canyon, a steep mountain climb on foot of 


approximately 100 yards is necessary to reach the lowest, or 5th 


level workings. The other' road reaches the mine on the kth level. 


By either route the road has some very steep grades, the 


steepest being approximately 2k percent. The Slavin Canyon road 


is accessible practically every day of the year except for a few 


possible washouts during the summer rains. Only a few inches of 


snow falls on this lower road in the winter and' usually melts 


the next day after a storm. 


The Sorns Canyon road has been known to have as much as 10-


foot snow drifts with k to 7 feet on the level near the summit at 


7500 elevation. This road therefore may be blocked for as much 


as a month at a time. During the past two years, however, there 


has not been more than one foot of snow at any time so the road 


has not been closed for more than a week following a storm. 


GEOLOGY	 ' 


The southern end of the Drago•n Mountains in the vicinity 


of the Abril Mine is composed of segments of sedimentary forma-


tions overlying a large granitic mass. Some of these segments 


are apparently roof pendants of a granitic mass ' and are entirely 


surrounded by igneous rocks. The sedimentary rocks are so meta-


morphosed that no fossils have been found that would definitely 


place the age of the formations. ''The granitic intrusion has been 


called post-Cretaceous by some geologists.
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The granitemass is overlain by â,rock of varying charac-


teristios which was classified by Shattuck Denn's geologists as 


arkosic quartzite.. It varies'in thickness from a few feet to 


over 100 ' feet. Some of this formation looks very much like true 


quartzite but other portions appear to be arkosic, rhyolitic, 


micaceàus or calcareous. Some is very much like schist, while 


some which looks like a dark gray marble can be easily scratched 


with a. knife. 


Above the quartzite are approximately 560 feet of limestone 


beds which are marblized or recrystallized. These have been classi-


fiedas Upper Naco or Permian by most authorities. Many portions 


of the limestones are garnetized, epidotized or silicified. Non-


sulphide minerals occurring in the limestones are chert, wollas-


tonite, hematite, specularite, serpentine and occasionally asbes-


tos of the slip-fibre type. Most of the ore deposition has taken 


place in the lower section of these limestone beds within kO feet 
U 


of the quartzite. 


Overlying the limestone is another bed of quartzite which 


caps the top of the ridge above the mine. 


The strike and dip of the bedding is not always apparent in 


the underground workings. Where a. semblance of bedding appears 


strikes vary from S. 55 E. to S. 81 E.and dips from 30 to 50 


degrees to the north. The contact between the arkosic quartzite 


and the limestone is characterized.by a bedding plane slip and 


some alteration of the adjoining rocks. 


On the surface there is a narrow mineralized outcrop exposed 


for approximately 1200 feet at or near the arkosic limestone







S 
contact. This outcrop contains occasional good zinc values 


and most of the tunnel work was started along this zone. 


The suiphide minerals occurring with the sphalerite ore are 


pyrite, chalcopyrite, pyrrhotite, molybdenite and a very small 


amount of argentite. The sphalerlte, which is the predominant 


suiphide mineral, is usually assbciated with small amounts of 


chalcopyrite and argentite. After sphalerite, pyrite is the next 


most abundant suiphide mineral in the mine but is widely dissemin-


ated and frequently occurs as small specks In the quartzite as 


well as the limestone. Three bodies of pyrrhotite have been 


found, two of which adjoin the main ore body. One of these is 


in the breast of No. 1 crosscut on the kth level, one is on the 


south side of stope k of the 3rd level, and the third was dis-


covered in the long drill hole No. 7 on the 5th level. The pyrr-


hotite lens in No. k stope is approximately 15 feet long and 


about 6 feet maximum thickness. 


ORE DEPOSITION 


Ore bodies are apparently replacement deposits of magmatic 


origin, the lower limestone being the most susceptible to replace-


ment. The main ore bodies have been found where northeast frac-


tures cross the 2avorable limestone beds and where these beds have 


been slightly fclded• to produce a plunging roll. The northeast 


fractures were apparently the avenue for the penetration of the 


mineralizing solutions and the folding offered by open ground re-


ceived these solutions in quantity. 


Some fracture systems with northwesterly direction (which is 


more or less the strike of the main ore body) have yielded pockets 


of ore where they contact favorable spots in the limestone. One
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of such fracture systems was prospected on the 14th level in 


raise 60 and crossouts 13 and 1k. 


HISTORY 


The Abril Mine was located in 1903 by Jose Herrera, Marcos 


Herrera and Frank Abril. It was first worked principally for 


silver ore which is said to have, been found on the surface. 


Equipment and supplies at that time had to be hauled in by burro 


for several miles. Very little work was done other than assess-


ment until World War II when the government approved an access 


road for Bargin Mines, Inc., lessees with option. Later in 19k6 


the mine was subleased to Shattuck Derin Mining Corporation. At 


the time of acquisition by Shattuck Denn the No. 1 'and No. 2 


tunnels were the only development. No. 1 tunnel had approximately 


200 feet of workings, drifts, crosscuts, and winze. Some good 


zinc ore was exposed in the lower openings which were on the vein. 


The No. 2 tunnel was about 70 feet lower and approximately 300 


feet from the first tunnel. This tunnel was in about ko feet 


with an inclined winze on the ore for some 70 feet. Good zinc 


ore was on both sides of this winze. Ore production from the 


mine before Shattuck Denn obtained a lease is estimated at 


approximately k,000 tons and. averaged 23% zinc and 20 ounces 


silver per ton. 


Work was started in l9k7 on the exposed vein on a third 


level 57 feet lower and 180 feet north of the 2nd level. ThIs 


tunnel was driven to cut the ore below the winze on the 2nd level. 


A good ore body was exposed here which spread out and extended up 


to the first tunnel workings. Tunnel No;k was started on the 


mineralized outcropping 37 feet below and. 130 feet north of
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Tunnel No. 3 to get below the ore body. When ore was found to 
extend below the kth level a 5th level was started 150 feet below 


in the underlying granite. It was driven through the granite and 


into the limestone for a total distance of 600 feet. Exp..oratory 


crosscuts and raises were driven but the only ore found was that 


in a single small stope halfway between the kth and 5th levels in 


No. 53 raise. 


During the time that Shattuck Denn operated the mine they had 


a diamond drill crew constantly at work and drove many exploratory 


drifts and crosscuts. The ore mined was from stopes above the 3rd 


and kth levels. 


The production record of the mine is shown in the following 


table.

The drop in price of zinc in l9k8 caused Shattuck Denn to 


close the mine although they still had a few thousand tons of ore 


exposed and some promise of new ore bodies indicated by diamond 


drill holes.
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After the rise in price of zinc in 1950 Sherwood B. Owens 


obtained a lease from Shattuck Denn and proceeded to mine the 


ore reserves from the 3rd, LIth and 5th levels. 


Anticipating a continuation of the ore body below the 4th 


level, an incline raise was run from the stope half way between 


the kth and 5th levels to the kth level. This raise was supposed-


ly in the favorable limestone beds. Although a diamond drill 


hole on the . dip of the beds had shown good zinc values some 30 


feet below the level, no ore was enôountered until within 3 feet 


of the L1. th'level. The diamond drill hole with the ore showing was 


tapped with a short crosscut off the raise and was found to have 


followed a small stringer of ore. 	 ' 


The ore below the stopes on the kth level was then mined out 


by underhand methods and was found to extend only .15 feet below 


the level at the deepest point.

Soon after the, start of mining operations Owens applied for 


an exploration loan, which was approved in November and work under 


DNEA commenced December 1, 1951. Ore production by Mr. Owens to 


this date was 5,056.3k tons averaging l0.9 zinc and ' .39 copper. 


Production while the exploration program was being carried out 


was 1,976.2k tons averaging 13.0% Zn, 0.5% Cu. No ore was mined 


from exploration work.

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The exploration work at the mine was begun December 1, 1951, 


with the installation of pipe and track In preparation for the 


planned program which was to start with the extension of No. 6 


crosscut on the kth level.	 In order to stay in the bedding 


which was indicated as favorable by surface workings and diamond 


drill holes Nos. 10 and 11 (see plan and cross section, Sketch 1, 


page 10) 6 crosscut was extended 3. 800 E. When no ore was en-


countered in this work, crosscut No. 12 was started 60 feet from 


the face of No. 6 crosscut 3. 25 0 E. in order to get below the ore 


shown in DD hole No. 10 where a raise could be started. This new 


crosscut was extended beyond the proposed raise to meet the lime-


stone-quartzite contact. 


The raise was not started directly below the ore showing in 


DDH No. 10 but a little to the north in order (1) to tap the dia-


mond drill hole as soon as possible for auxiliary ventilation, 


and (2) to enter the ore horizon at a lower level. If ore could 


be encountered lower in the horizon the raise could then be con-


tinued on an incline in the ore. 


The diamond drill hole was encountered at 29 feet and the 


raise continued vertically 68 feet above the level. Only a small 


kidney of zinc ore (possibly 100 pounds) was found in the top of 


the raise. From the top of the raise akOO incline was driven to 


the, south again to expose the diamond drill hole and then to fol-


low it at a 600 angle through the ore. (See sketch No. 1, page 10) 


Ore encountered in the diamond drill hole was k feet thick and 


assayed 19.O Zn. 


.	 The raise was extended 6 feet beyond the mineralized section. 


The raise was then widened at the ore zone to determine, if
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possible, its size and the direction of its extension. After 


widening the raise the widest portion of the mineralized zone 


remained on the west side while only a few inches remained on 


the other side. 


A system of fractures extending N. ko° W. indicated a pos-


sible controlling factor for the deposition of the ore. The side 


of the raise was extended in a northwesterly direction. Although 


the rock was still garnetized, only a few traces of sphalerite 


remained after 15 feet of advance. The ore blasted from the raise 


was diluted with waste to such an extent that it was not shipping 


grade. Assays from the raise were as follows.

It was observed that the fracture zone of N. kO° W when pro-


jected with vertical dip coincided with a similar zone in No. 6 


crosscut and a fracture zone in DDH T3-3 plus C-1 which extends 


below the5th level. 


As mineralization occurred in the raise along the NW. frac-


tures it was decided to explore along the similar fracture zone 


on the kth level by driving a short incline raise, No. 61, to the 


northwest and a short crosscut, No. 13, to the Southeast. From 


these workings long-hole drilling methods were used for further 


exploration. The objective to the southeast was a possible ore 


body at.or near the intersection of the fracture zone with the 
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more favorable limestone beds. The objective to the northwest 


was a possible ore body at the intersections of the N.W. frac-


tures with a diabasic dike and a fracture system trending north-


easterly (See Sketch 2, page 13). 


As 13 crosscut advanced it was observed that the strike of 


the vertical fracture system changed from the S ko° E direction to 


S 3k° E with a dip of approximately 780 to the north. (A strong 


slip containing .a good grade of chrysotile asbestOs was exposed 


here.) To the northeast of 6 crosscut in the inclined raise No. 


6i,.: the fracture system seemed to feather out and become lost. 


Such changes in the fracture system in so short a space indicated 


that its position, if projected to the 5th level, would be very 


indefinite. 


When the 13 crosscut and 61 raise had been advanc&d 26 feet 


and 23 feet respectively, long-hole drilling with sectional steel 


was started. Three of the k holes in the face of 13 crosscut en-


countered ore. No ore.was found in No. 6 hole from the inclined 


raise. An additional hole (No. 5) was driven from the side of 6 


crosscut to the south but did not strike any ore. (See Sketch No. 


3 in back of report and log of drill holes, pages 18 to 2k. 


No. 13 crosscut was later advanced an additional k8 feet 


following No. 2 drill hole (s k° E). The ore discovered In the 


drill hole was exposed and found to be a small fIat-lying vein k 


feet above the floor of the crosscut. For a distance of 9.5 feet 


the drill hole had followed this seam of ore, which gradually 


widened to 2 feet and finally made a quick turn into the back. 


A sample of the drill hole assayed l5 Zn and a chip sample across 


a two-foot width assayed i8.8 Zn, 0.6 oz. Ag and 3.15w Cu. As
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the vein turned into the back it lost its vein-like identity in 


a garnetized mass. This mineralized mass bulged almost to the 


floor as the heading advanced, then ended abruptly against a 


bedding-like slip. 


Another crosscut (No. 1k) was started near the end of 13 cross-


cut to explore the mineralized zone along this slip and was advanced 


55 feet. Three long holes were drilled in 114 crosscut at right 


angles to the bedding and through the mineralized zone. Sludge 


samples from the drill holes as well as chip samples across the 


back of the crosscut were taken (See Sketch No. 3 in back of report 


and log of drill holes, pages 18 to 2k.) 


The sample widths and assays were averaged for the purpose of 


estimating the tonnage and average values of the ore reserves. By 


assuming the ore to extend 5 feet below, 10 feet above and 10 feet 


•	 beyond the outside drill holes, a reserve of 12,1420 cubic feet or



12142 tons of ore was estimated which would average 14.98% Zn. 


The sketch on the following page presents cross sections of 


•	 13 and 114 crosscuts with assay values along the drill holes. (See 


Sketch 14., page 15.) 


Exploration work on the 5th level consisted of advancement of 


14 crosscut and the long-hole drilling along its length. Earlier 


diamond drilling by Shattuck Denn had given some indications of a 


possible ore body within 3Q0 feet of the breast of 14 crosscut. 


Three holes in particular (Nos. 3T, 3 plus C-1, 2, and 3) were the 


guide to the direction of extension of 14 crosscut. A sectional 


sketch of these holes with logs is shown on page 16, Sketch 5. 


Mineralization in the holes indicated the probable dip and 


strike of the favorable limestone bed. The crosscut was therefore
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extended S 58° E where it would stay in the favorable bed and 


also tap the vertical drill hole No. 3T-3 plus C-2 at the eleva-


tion of the ore showing. 


As the crosscut was extended it entered a rock which appeared 


to be a dark limestone. Later this rock was identified as one of 


the variations of the quartzite which had previously been called 


an arkosic quartzite. The crosscut continued in this rock along a 


sheared zone containing some epidote and a very small amount of 


garnet. At the intersection with the diamond drill hole was a narrow 


band of crushed garnet which may have contained a small percentage 


of zinc. No sphalerite was observed along the length of the 305 


feet of new crosscut. 


After completion of the crosscut, long holes were drilled in 


the breast and to each side to explore the area further.. In breast 


hole No. 7 which was driven due east, a body of pyrrhotite was 


found which contained 0.5% zinc. This was the most encouraging 


showing. on the 5th level as two known pyrrhotite bodies adjoin 1he 


old stoped out area above. At 50 foot intervals from the breast 


7 holes were drilled to a depth of approximately kO feet. These 


holes were pointed as nearly as possible at right angles to the 


limestone beds overlying the quartzite. This depth was considered 


sufficient, as previous ore bodies had lain within this range of 


the quartzite. Much of the overlying limestone was garnetized. 


The sludge from the garnetized material was assayed and carried 


zinc values up to 1. 9%, the average being less than 1%. 


Two flat holes were drilled into the south wall and two upward 


within the bedding. (See Map and Sketch 3 in back of report and 


long-hole drill logs pages 18 et seq.)
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Zinc values from drill holes on the 5th level were considered 


too low to use in estimating tonnages of ore reserves. The fol-


lowing table gives a log of each hole drilled.

Absenteeism is a problem at this mine, and it is necessy 
to have a man available to replace a miner when he is absent. The 
classification of miner-trammer at the rate of $l.37S per hour allows 
for flexibility of the operation and this man can do the work of the 
hbsent miner. It eliminates the necessity of hiring an extra miner 
at the rate of $]$62S per hour. This classification is in the ir. 
terest of the Government as it reduces the overall payroll at the 
project.

We are using our warehouse as a part time change room 
aid had installed an oil heater for warmth. The man changed at 
8 a,m. as usual and went to work. Our blacksmith and maintainance man 
usually works in an adjacent ' building but since he hadn't been feeling: 
well, had f& led to appear for shift on this date. During the morning 
a. severe wind caine up, apparently causing a backdratt, and the oil 
heater overflowed art! started a fire in the house. 


The construction was sheet iron with complete beaverboard lining. 
Floor was of heavy timber with all joists aid underpinning being• 
wooden. By the time the fire was di8covered by regular mine workers, 
it was so far advanced that we were unable to save a single item of 
either equipment or supplies. 	 . . 


Practically the complete list of small supplies ucb as . r 
and water hose, clamps, connections, tools, etc. purchased for the 
Kxploration project was in. the warehouse. Also,' three of the now 
Atlas drilling machines, one raising feed and two preumatic pushers, 
all unused, were in the listof equipment. . We salvaged the machines 
and pushers. and shipped same back to Copco Pacific at Phoenix 
They tore them down, made complete examination, and regretfully informed 
me that this equipment was unrepairable and was a total loss. It has 
not even salvage value.	 •.	 .	 .	 .

We have an outstanding small mine in the Abril and there 
is every reason to believe that the proposed exploration 
will result in a quantity of additional zinc. Since we 
have everything so well, in hand and are prepared to start 
actual operations at once, I feel that the DMA should go 
along with us to the extent of showing a little speed in 
the matter. We have long since been given to understand 
that the project was approved and was merely gping through 
routine procedure from. that point forward. It does seem 
flow that sufficient time has elapsed to have the contracts 
in hand.

I must apologise for the delay in re-
plying to your letter of July 18 but same was unavoidable. 
Upon receiving your letter I contacted Mr Shattuck at Bis-
bee, Arizona. He advised that Mr Thomas Bardon, President 
of Shattuck Denn Mining Corporation was just leaving New 
York for an inspection of the Western properties of the 
Company and suggested we wait and handle tle matter with 
him personally rather than by correspondence. We decided 
to do this and Mr Shattuck and myself met with Mr Bardon 
at Prescott, Arizona and went into the matter fully. . 


Your letter made two requirements, one of 
which being the eecution of Landlord's Subordinate Agree-
ment. The secondVrequirement is that my original contract 
be extended to August 31, l953.t..._-


In order to clarify the situation exist.. 
ing it will be necessary that I go into the background of 
my deal with Shattuck Denn a little. 


The Abril Mine Group consists of ten 
claims, four of which being owned outright by Shattuck 
Denn Mining Corporation and tIe other six being in process 
of acquisition under a Bond & Lease Agreement. The Bond & 
Lease under which Shattuck Derin is acquiring title expires 
November 2.7, 1952. Thus, in entering into contract with me 
they could not enter into a contract longer than August 31, 
1952 and provide for a sixty day cancellation notice because 
they actually and legally could hold the property only until 
Nov. 27, 1952 unless they paid their Bond & Lease in flill. 


At the time I entered into contract with 
Sbattuck Denn they owed a balance on the Bond & Lease on the 
property of l2,9O6.00. Thus, in order to encourage production 
and reward diligence on my part, they executed tte letter to 
me which provides that in the event my operations at tbe Abril 
are successful to the extent of retiring the aforementioned 
l2,9O6.00 out of royalties on or before November 27, 1952 


(thus obviating the necessity of any money payments on the 
part of the Company to protect their position) the Company did 
bind itself to extend my lease at that time to March 27, 1957.

This is the basis under which we Iave 
proceeded and was the status at the time we made applica-. 
tion for Exploration grant. 


As stated, we met Mr Bardon at Prescott 
and he expressed gratification at the amount of progress I 
have made on the Abril. As of now, notwithstanding the fact 
that we had to build roads and completely rehabilitate the 
mine since the first of the year, we have nonetheless paid 
to Shattuck Denn in royalties the total sum of 4,496.l1 
which has been applied to their Bond & Lease, which now stands 
at only 8,4O9.89.


It is my understanding of DMA that Landlord's 
Subordination Agreements are not requested until application 
has been tentatively approved. Since this was also Shattuck 
Denn's understanding, v proceeded along thase lines in our 
discussions of how best to handle this situation. 


The decisionat Prescott was to have Gentry 
& Gentry, Attorneys for Shattuck Denn, prepare a subordination 
agreement setting forth the Company's position and guaranteeing 
performance on their part of the retiring of the Bond & Lease, 
thus protecting both you and I on the matter.

This is in answer to yoir letter of April 12. I wish to 
apologize for the delay in answering, I will try to explain to you 
some of the problems involved in doing the things you wish done. 


Until just recently the zinc, lead and copper situation 
have been wsU in hand, It has developed, however, that we are los' 
ing much more of these metals to the foreign nations than we had 
anticipatsd. Since World War II we hayc been able to obtain eufficient 
imported metal to make up any deficit in our supply. This was the re-
sult of usurping the uropesn markets t a tame when they were unable 
to purchase these metals. Now that they are back in th. market they 


*s for everything. e have not purchased any lead or 
zinc at the high prices you see in the paper, nor has there been any 
zinc draim from the stockpile. 


We fully realize that something dttferent wifl have to be 
plumed. Inasmuch as these plans cafl for commitment of very large 


*s of money by the federal government, the decision to make them is 
dpendent on the availability of appropriations or authorization by 
Congress to cemeit sueb funds. The total reqiraments for such a pro-
gram are fare in àxcess of the presexd congressional authority. Hence 
the delay in th. announcement of a specific plan.

Senator Hayden has forwarded me your 
press release under date Dec. 5, 1950, which same was en-
closed with your letter to him dated March 22, 1951. It 
is true that the statement you make in your letter is con-
tained in the press release but the whole fault of the 
matter, Dr Boyd, is that the Administration has led us all 
to believe that it would not be possible tO prouuce our re-
auirements without going all outnd assisting the small or 
dormant mines to reopen. 


I think that an outstanding example of the 
present confusion in your office was amply demonstrated for 
the record at the Congressional hearing conducted by the Hon. 
Walter S. Baring at Phoenix, Arizona on March 28, 1951. A 
great many witnesses were heard and your office was amply rep-
resented b.y ur Mr. Hofflund. As General Counsel for DMA his 
statements received the close attention of the assembled inter-
ested parties to the hearing and his prepared address was a 
masterful presentation of the case for DMA. He stressed tie 
fact that although things had been slow in rounding into shape, 
the offices were now fully manned, loan applications were now 
receiving attention, and DMA stood ready to help the small min-
er in all ways INCLUDING OVER-TIlE-MARKET CONTRACTS. During the 
course of the discussion I brought out the fact that Mr Hoff lund 
was either wrong in his interpretation of the law or you were 
wrong in your application. The two of you were definitely not 
in accord. I cited the case of the Abril Mine which we have 
reopened and are operating with not one cent of governmental 
assistance and on which you have so far refused my application 
f or an over-the-market contract. Mr Hoff lund replied to me with 
a masterful piece of double talk which in effect stated that it 
was in the law that we could get extra assistance when necessary 
and that the fact that it wasn't now necessary didn't alter the 
fact that the legislation and authority were there. You know as 
well as I do, Dr Boyd, that the small miner is not in a position 
to wait indefinitely on the DMA to make up its mind. I think it 
high time f or your office to reach a decision as to whether this 
Nation of ours is sufficiently in peril that we must stockpile 
for possible war. If so, what are we waiting for ? If not, 
give the nation the facts and let us go back to a peacetime and 
normal economy. This business of holding out hope to the small 
producers, appealing to their patriotic instincts, and then 'ist 
leaving them high and dry is not acting in good faith. 


As regards the present situation on zinc, it 
is certainly my understanding of the matter from yourpress re-
leases that this is one of the most vital and strategic metals. 
We all know that the world market on zinc is .27 at this time
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and the metal is moving at that price. Is our government now 
paying .27 for foreign zinc and refusing aid to people like 
myself ? I would like to know the facts on this. 


You state in your letter to Senator Hayden 
that you are able to secure the requirements of Defense, etc 
without resorting to over-the-market contracts. I charge that 
here again you are not in accord with the facts as they have been 
presented.


A highly placed official of American Zinc, Lead 
and Smelting Co. had a conference with me at Tucson on March 24, 
1951. As you know, American Zinc is the second largest producer 
but the largest seller of zinc in the United States. This offi-
cial was jjust returning from a long trip through Mexico and had 
been in contact with all of American Zinc's mexican customers and 
producers. He stressed the fact to me that our domestic produc..' 
tion of zinc will run from a hundred fifty thousand tons upward 
BELOW our requirements. Have your DMA experts you mention told 
you this ?


A Capt. Maars (I'm not certain of this name 
but he is purchasing agent for GSA with offices in Washington) ( 
who was present at the Phoenix hearing made the statement that 
GSA had found it necessary to release zinc from the stockpile to 
meet present domestic and 
experts brought this to your attention ? 


I am not trying to be contrary or arbitrary, 
Dr Boyd, but in the face of all these facts I am at an absolute 
loss to see why DMA cannot legally enter into over-the-market 
contracts. I should think they would be scouring the country 
trying to open up flew sources. Instead of that, the attitude of 
DMA right now in this matter precludes the production of many, 
many thousand tons of zinc which we are told is badly needed. 


As I have told you before, I took the state-
ments of the Administration and DMA at face value and opened up 
the Abril Mine. I asked not a cent of loan or government aid in 
so doing. I have expended well over Sixteen Thousand Dollars in 
the rehabilitation of this property. If DMA will grant me an 
over-the-market contract, I can produce a lot of zinc. Otherwise, 
I can only clean up a few hot spots and shut the propety down. 
This will result in an economic loss to the Nation as you so well 
know. Capt. Maars made the statement that his agency, GSA, could 
enter into over-the-market contracts NOW f or finished metal, How 
in the name of common sense can a small miner benefit from that '1 
We don't even have a mill - much less a smelter. I do have all 
that ore, Dr Boyd, and A. S. & R. Co. stands ready to mill 1500 
tons monthly for me. I hope ou will make a thorough investigation 
of all the facts and see to it that I am allowed to do my part in 
helping produce this much-needed metal. All I need is the over-
the-market contract for which I have applied,

I have heard nothing from your office since 
letter dated ioh. 13, 1951 in which you advised that 
nothing had been done up until that time with respect 
to over-the-market contracts for the base metals. 


The press continues to carry releases from 
DMA in which the serious metal shortage is discussed, 
deplored and in general covered from every angle. We 
are now told that the civilian cut-backs ranging up-
ward from 20% are essential because the metal is in 
such short su3ply. With these new cut-backs becoming 
effective April 1, it would seem only good business to 
me for DMA to be adding additional production at the 
earliest possible moment. 


Everyone is of cours familiar with the situ-
ation which has prevailed in tin, copper, rubber, pepper 
or any of the stockpile items in which we have had to 
enter the world market.	 e have paid prices in rubber 
for example which have ranged to 400% of the price only 
a year ago. It is certainly hard to understand why we 
are so free-hearted with our foreign purchases of essen-
tial materials but at the same titie continue refusing to

As I have stated in the past, all of the reha-
blitation of my Abril Mine is now complete.

On Feb 2 I received a letter from Mr. Otto Herres, 
Chief, Lead-Zinc Branch, D.M.A. This letter was dated Jan. 25, 1951 and 
was in . reply to my letter written Dr. Boyd seera1 week earlier re 
posslb],lity of securing an over-the-market contract for zinc produced Iroxn 
the Abril Mine, Cochise, County, Arizona. 


I ia extremely surprised to find the following 
statement inY'. Herresr?. letter. "Up to thepresent time the DMA has 
not established a firm policy with respect to over-the-market contracts 
andas a resultno contracts of this type have"been.negotiated:for.the 
common base metals." Personally I consider this an inthctment of the 
whole metals set-up that, although authorized last September, nOt one 
contract has been made as of. now. Mr. .Herrès' letter .co±itinued by requesting 
the stating by me of the exact amount of price necessary and stated that 
upon receipt of same further consideration woula be given my application 


Full particulars and operating statements were forwarded 
Mr Herres by Airmail as of Feb. 2 and I think the information furnished is 
very ample It should be only a routine matter for DMA to ap.rove this 
Abril kine application and grant us the requested raise over-the-market 
of five cents per pound on zinc. 


I will appreciate it very much if you will follow through 
on this matter for me and insist that Mr. Herres and his co-workers in DMA 
give this matter immediate attention and advise me of their decision. The 
favorable disposal of this particular application will prove to be of real 
value to the mining companies inA±izona. s itnow stands, thex'è is no 'eaI 
basic oolicy and rio one knows just where they stand on increases over-the 
market necessary to meet present high operating costs This Abril Mine is a 
perfect and classic example on which to force the issue. as it hasan operating 
record, established operating costs, known and proven ore reserves, and 
contains zinc, a metal certified by DM as beinE' both vital and in short supply.

1VJy dear Dr. Boyd


I have read with great interest tour address 
to the annual member's meeting of the American Mining -igress 
in New York City. In covering the subject of procurement con-
tracts, you state that these will be certified to GSA after 
DMA has carried out the preliminary negotiations, operating 
through Dureau of Mines-ceological $urvey teams set up in the 
various regions. It is then stated that a great massof infor-
mation must be assembled, forwarded to Washington, then passed 
on, etc. etc.


It is of course easy to understand that certain 
screening must be had,. otherwise there would be endless confu-
sion. On the other hand, it is my personal belief that consider-
ation should be had for established operators of proven relia-
bility. Small operators, such as myself, have established them-
selves through the years and are not given to making overly opti-
mistic statements or in fact making any statement whIch cannot be 
verified. In my own particular case, I have for many years been a 
major supplier of low rade fluxing ores to the smelters in the 
Southwest and you do not carry On a continuing, succossful busi-
ness relationship with major companies unless you are reliable. 


It is always true that undesirable and unrelia-
ble individuals and companies are attracted to mining' in such 
times as these beacuse they think it an opportunity to cash in 
quickly. It is my contention that these individuals should be 
required to furnish verification. On the other hand, an operator 
such as myself can not well afford to assemble this mass of infor-
mation and forward same to Washington where it would merely become 
another statistic. If it passed screening there, it would, in the 
end, still have to he forwarded to a field office and examination 
made by those men to prove or disprove the accuracy ol' the state-
ments. It does, therefore, seem to me that an operator of proven 
credibility should be able to set forth the facts simply, request 
an examination (if the metal is one needed by the government), 
and it would be a matter of only days for the field office to re-
port whereas otherwise it would be weeks. It is well to remember 
at this point that most of the field offices have reasonably up-to-
date information on the mines in their areas, and this in itself 
would afford a certain amount of screening. 


It is not my purpose to 're'quest that you overhaul 
this department - I merely want to point out that legitimate oper-
ators have neither the time nor in many cases the actual informa-
tion you request. It is a big job taking off all the data requir-
ed but it would be a great deal simpler one for the field team to 
make the examination and secure all of this information at the same 
time. Regardless of what is submitted, it must be verified by actual 
on-the-spot check, therefore do both at once.

Here is that concrete example. I have proven ore re-
serves to average about 11.00 Zn.

The American Smelting & Refining Co. mill at 
fleming, New Mexico is ready and willing to mill the ore. You have a 
field office at Tucson, Arizona whiôh is already familiar with the 
property and could conduct this examination on slight notice.
