1. Authority for contract. This agreement is entered into under the authority of the Defense Production Act of 1950, pur-


suant to Mineral Order 5, entitled "Regulations Governing Government Aid in Defense Exploration Projects."
2. Operator's property rights. The exploration project shall be conducted on that certain property situated in the State of

3. Exploration project. The Operator, within .... ... .... ............ days from the date of this contract shall commence

workmanlike manner, in accordance with good mining standards, with suitable and ade a equipment, materials, and labor, all


properly designed to bring the project to completion within a period of 6 --Ë-Ë-6.Ë.$- ----- ...---. _R.$_Ë_ ............... from the date
of this contract. The exploration project and the work to be performed are more fully described on Exhibit "A" attached hereto,
which, with any maps or drawings thereto attached, is made a part of this contract.


4. Performance of the work. The work shall be performed by the Operator, under his sole direction and control: Provided,
That with the consent of the Government and its written approval of the contract or contracts, all or any part of the work may
be performed by the Operator through contract or contracts with independent contractors. The Government shall have the right
to enter and observe and inspect the work at all reasonable times, and the Operator shall provide the Government with all avail-
able means for doing so. The Government may consult with and advise the Operator on all phases of the work.


5. Fixtures and improvements. The Operator shall devote the land and all existing improvements, facilities, buildings, instal-
lations, and appurtenances to the purposes of the exploration project without any allowance for the use, rental value, depreciation,
depletion, or other cost of acquiring, owning, or holding possession thereof. Any additional facilities, buildings, and fixtures, to
be purchased, installed, or erected by the Operator, with the estimated .cost of each, to which the Government will contribute
currently its agreed pro rata share, are listed in Exhibit "A" attached hereto. The difference between the cost of such additional
facilities, buildings, or fixtures, and the salvage value thereof at the conclusion of the work, shall be charged as a cost of the
project to which the Government has contributed its pro rata share.


6. Operating equipment. Any operating equipment to be rented, purchased, or furnished by the Operator, with the allow-
able rental, purchase price, or depreciation, as the case may be, is listed under appropriate headings in Exhibit "A" attached
hereto. As to equipment purchased for the project, the Government will contribute its agreed pro rata share of the cost thereof,
and the difference between the cost and the salvage value at the conclusion of the work shall be charged as a cost of the project
to which the Government has contributed its pro rata share.

7. Title to and disposition of properts 11 facilities, buildings, fixtures, equipment, her items costing more than $50 -
each, paid for or purchased with funds contributed jointly by the Operator and the Government, shall belong to the Operator and *
the Government jointly, in proportion to their respective contributions, and upon the termination of the contract, if they have any
salvage value, shall be disposed of for their joint account unless the Government, in writing, waives its interest in any such items.
The Government may require the dismantling, severance from land, and removal of any such items in order to realize its interest
in the salvage value thereof, and the cost of any such removal and of the disposal of the items shall be for the joint account of the
parties in proportion to their respective interests.


8. Labor and supervision. An itemized schedule of labor, by numbers and classes (miners, muckers, millmen, etc.), and of
supervisors, by numbers and positions, with the maximum wages or salaries that may be paid to each as an allowable cost of the
project is set forth in Exhibit "A" attached hereto.


9. Rehabilitation and repairs. A statement of the cost of any necessary rehabilitation or repairs to put existing facilities,
buildings, installations, and fixtures into useful and operable condition and which are to be allowed as costs of the project is
included in Exhibit "A."


10. Allowable costs of the project. The costs of the project in which the Government will participate are limited to the
necessary, reasonable, direct costs of performing the exploration work, including the costs of materials, supplies, engineering,
power, water, analytical work, accounting, and utilities, mcluding items of equipment costing less than $50 each; and the costs
referred to in Articles 5, 6, 8, and 9, and the exhibits annexed to and referred to in this contract. Although the Government may
pay part of the cost of new or additional facilities, structures, buildings, and equipment, only the depreciation on such items,
computed as indicated in Articles 5 and 6, will be charged as a cost of the project. No items of general overhead, corporate
management, interest, taxes, or any other indirect costs not expressly allowed by these provisions, or work performed or costs
incurred before the date of this contract, shall be allowed as costs of the project in which the Government will participate.


11. Accounts and audits. The Operator shall keep. suitable records and accounts of operations, which the Government may
inspect and audit at any time. The Government may at any time require an audit of the Operator's records and accounts by a
certified public accountant, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the project. The Operator shall keep and preserve said
records and accounts for at least 3 years after the completion of the project or the termination of this contract.


12. Progress reports. The Operator shall provide the Government with monthly reports of work performed under the con-
tract upon forms to be provided by the Government. Each monthly progress report shall bear the certification of the Operator
and shall constitute the Operator's invoice of costs incurred on the project during the period covered by the report.


13. Payment to the Operator. The monthly progress report (invoice), to the ex ent approved.by, the Government, shall be
processed for payment by the Government. Payment shall be made in the amount of .... .... percent of the approved costs incurred;

14. Final reports by Operator. Upon completion of the project or termination of this contract, the Operator shall provide
the Government with a comprehensive geologic and engineering report, including an estimate of ore reserves, to the best of his
ability. Four copies of all reports shall be furnished to the Government.


15. Repayment by Operator. If, upon the completion of the exploration project or termination of the contract, the Govern-
ment considers that a discovery or development has resulted from the work from which commercial production of ore may be
made, the Government, within 6 months thereafter, shall so certify to the Operator, particularly describing and delimiting its esti-
mate of the discovery or the development. Thereafter, if and as ore is p oduced as a result of such discovery or development, the
Operator and his successor in interest shall be and become obligated to pay to the Government a percentage royalty on the net
smelter returns or other net proceeds realized from such ore, concentrates, or metal produced within ten (10) years from the date
of this contract, until the total amount contributed by the Government, without interest, is fully repaid or said 10 years have
elapsed, whichever occurs first, as follows:


Of net smelter returns or other net proceeds not in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton of ore: One and one-half
(1½) percent.


Of net smelter returns or other net proceeds in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton of ore: One and one-half (1½)
percent, plus one-half (½) percent for each additional full fifty cents ($0.50) in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton of
ore, but not in excess of a maximum of five (5) percent.


This obligation to repay from net returns or proceeds shall be and remain a claim and lien upon the mineral deposit which is the
subject of the exploration project and upon any production resulting from such discovery or development, in favor of the Gov-
ernment, until fully .paid, or until said 10-year period has elapsed; and this claim and lien and the Government's right to repay-
ment shall survive any termination of the contract, whether by completion of the exploration project or otherwise. This article
is not to be construed as imposing any obligation on the Operator or his successor in interest to produce ore from any such discovery
or development.


16. No assignment of conbract. Without the written consent of the Government, the Operator shall not assign or otherwise
transfer or hypothecate this contract or any rights thereunder.


17. Termination and completion. The Government may, at any time, by written notice to the Operator, terminate this con-
tract: (a) If the Operator fails to provide his share of the money necessary to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms of the
contract; (b) if the Operator, in the opinion of the Government, fails to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms of the con-
tract; or (c) if in the opinion of the Government, operations up to the time of the notice have not indicated the probability of
making any worthwhile discovery and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justified. Upon the comple-
tion of the project or any termination of the contract the Operator shall render to the Government a full and final accounting of
his operations under the contract and his expenditures of money; shall dispose of any unused materials, supplies, and equipment
for the joint account of the Operator and the Government in the proportion of their respective interests; and shall pay to the
Government its pro-rata share of any money remaining.

The International Lead and Copper Co. was incorporated in


May 1949 under the laws of the State of Idaho for 5,000,000 shares


at par value of 10 cents.

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LOCATION


The property, in seo T. 12 N., R. 27 E., Boise meridian,


is within the boundaries of the Salmon National Forest in the


eastern part of Lemhi County, Idaho. The mine camp, in the Spring


Mountain mining district at the head of Spring Mountain gulch, is


connected with State Highway 28 by a 6-mile access road constructed


during World War II. Roberts, a station 60 miles from the mine on


the Butte-Salt Lake City spur of the Union Pacific Railroad, is the


nearest railhead.

The area comprising company


holdings is underlain by highly folded Paleozoic sedimentary rocks


striking from N. 10° to N. 20° E. These rocks, consisting principally


of limestone and minor interbedded quartzite, dip about 40° to the


SE. Local reversals in dip to 85° NW were observed.

These dikes, ranging


from less than 50 feet to several hundred feet in width, have


resulted in the pronounced metamorphism of the enclosing rocks.

Although reli-


able sampling records are not available, individual small ship-


ments containing 50 percent lead and 29 percent copper have been


recorded.


DISCUSSION AND CONCLUSION


It is obvious that successful exploitation of the property


has been prevented over the years by mismanagement. A detailed


study of pertinent geologic factors never has been made. It is


the examining engineert s opinion that the widely mineralized area


held by the International Lead and Copper Company justifies


systematic and intelligently guided exploration.

1. Authority for contract. This agreement is entered into under the authority of the Defense Production Act of 1950, pur-

2. Operator's property rights. The exploration project shall be conducted on that certain property situated in the State of

4. Performance of the work. The work shall be performed by the Operator, under his sole direction and control: Provided,
That with the consent of the Government and its written approval of the contract or contracts, all or any part of the work may
be performed by the Operator through contract or contracts with independent contractors. The Government shall have the right
to enter and observe and inspect the work at all reasonable times, and the Operator shall provide the Government with all avail-
able means for doing so. The Government may consult with and advise the Operator on all phases of the work.


5. Fixtures and improvements. The Operator shall devote the land and all existing improvements, facilities, buildings, in-
stallations, and appurtenances to the purposes of the exploration project without any allowance for the use, rental value, deprecia-
tion, depletion, or other cost of acquiring, owning, or holding possession thereof. Attached hereto, marked "Exhibit 'B'," is a
detailed list of additional facilities, buildings, and fixtures, to be purchased, installed, or erected by the Operator, with the esti-
mated cost of each, to which the Government will contribute its agreed pro-rata share of the cost. The difference between the
cost of such additional facilities, buildings, or fixtures, and the salvage value thereof at the conclusion of the work, shall be charged
as a cost of the project to which the Government has contributed its pro-rata share.


6. Operating equipment. Attached hereto, marked "Exhibit 'C'," is a detailed list of operating equipment divided into cate-
gories of items to be rented, þurchased, or furnished by the Operator, with the allowable rental, purchase Tirice, or rental v°alue, as
the case may be, annexed to each. As to equipment purchased for the project, the Government will coñtribute its agreed pro-rata
share of the cost thereof, and the difference between the cost and the salvage value at the conclusion of the work shall be charged
as a cost of the project to which the Government has contributed its pro-rata share.

'i. Title to and disposition of prop All facilities, buildings, fixtures, equipme other items costing more than $54 .
each, paid for or purchased with funds contributed jointly by the Operator and the Government, shall belong to the Operator and


. the Government jointly, in proportion to their respective contributions, and upon the termination of the contract, if they have any
salvage value, shall be disposed of for their joint account unless the Government, in writing, waives its interest in any such items.
The Government may require the dismantling, severance from land, and removal of any such items in order to realize its interest
in the salvage value thereof, and the cost of any such removal and of the disposal of the items shall be for the joint account of the
parties in proportion to their respective interests.


8. Labor and supervision. Attached hereto, marked "Exhibit 'D'," is an itemized schedule of labor, by numbers and classes
(miners, muckers, millmen, etc.), and of supervisors, by numbers and positions, with the maximum wages or salaries that may
be paid to each as an allowable cost of the project.


9. Rehabilitation a,nd repairs. Attached hereto, marked "Exhibit 'E'," is a detailed schedule of existing facilities, buildings,
installations, and fixtures, with a statement of the cost of any necessary rehabilitation or repairs to put into useful and operable
condition, which cost shall be allowed as a cost of the project.


10. Allowable costs of the project. The allowable costs of the project in which the Government will participate are limited
to the necessary, reasonable, direct costs of performing the exploration work, including the costs of materials, supplies, engineer-
ing, power, water, and utilities, including items of equipment costing less than $50 each; and the costs referred to in Articles 5,
6, 8, and 9, and the exhibits annexed to and referred to in the contract. Although the Government may .pay part of the cost of
new or additional facilities, structures, buildings, and equipment, only the depreciation on such items, computed as indicated in
Articles 5 and 6, will be charged as a cost of the project. No items of general overhead, corporate management, interest, or any
other indirect costs not expressly allowed by these regulations, or work performed or costs incurred before the date of this contract,
shall be allowed as costs of the project in which the Government will participate.


11. Participation by the Government. At the end of the first full calendar month after the Operator has commenced work
under the project, and at the end of each succeeding calendar month, the Operator shall submit to the Government a voucher for
payment with a detailed statement of work done and allowable costs (as defined in Article 10 of this agreement) incurred, in a
form and with supporting data acceptable to the Government. After approving the voucher, the Government shall pay to the


Operator ....5.0....... percent of the sum of such costs incurred; Provided, That the aggregate total of all sums paid by the Gov-

12. A'econvits and audits. The Operator shall keep suitable records and accounts of operations, which the Government may
inspect and audit at any time. The Government may at any time require an audit of the Operator's records and accounts by a
certified public accountant, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the project. The Operator shall keep and preserve said
records and accounts for at least 3 years after the completion of the project or the termination of this contract.


13. Progress reports. The Operator shall provide the Government with monthly reports of progress in form and content
satisfactory to the Government, and upon the completion of the project or termination of the contract shall provide the Government
with a comprehensive geologic and engineering report, including an estimate of ore reserves, to the best of his ability. Four copies
of all reports shall be furnished to the Government.


14. Repayment by Operator. If, upon the completion of the exploration project or termination of the contract, the Govern-
ment considers that a discovery or development has resulted from the work from which commercial production of ore may be
made, the Government, within 6 months thereafter shall so certify to the Operator, particularly describing and delimiting its esti-
mate of the discovery or the development. Thereafter, if and as ore is produced as a result of such discovery or development, the
Operator and his successor in interest shall be and become obligated to pay to the Government a percentage royalty on the net
smelter returns or other net proceeds realized from such ore, concentrates, or metal produced within ten (10) years from the date
of this°contract, until the tótal ainount contributed by the Government, without interest, is fully repaid or said 10 years have
elapsed, whichever occurs first, as follows:


Of net smelter returns or other net proceeds not in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton of ore: One and one-half
(1½ ) percent.


Of net smelter returns or other net proceeds in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton of ore: One and one-half (1½) per-
cent, plus one-half (½) percent additional for each full fifty cents ($0.50) in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton of ore, but
not in excess of a maximum of five (5) percent.


This obligation to repay from net returns or proceeds shall be and remain a claim and lien upon the property which is the subject
of the exploration project and upon any production resulting from such discovery or development, in favor of the Government,
until fully paid, or until said 10-year period has elapsed; and this claim and lien and the Government's right to repayment shall
survive any termination of the contract, whether by completion of the exploration project or otherwise. This article is not to be
construed as imposing any obligation on the Operator or his successor in interest to produce ore from any such discovery or -
development.


15. No assignment of contract. Without the written consent of the Governrient, the Operator shall not assign or otherwise
transfer or hypothecate this contract or any rights thereunder. ·


16. Termination and completion. The Government may, at any time, by written notice to the Operator, terminate this con-
tract: (a) If the Operator fails to provide his share of the money necessary to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms of the
contract; (b) if the Operator, in the opinion of the Government, fails to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms of the con-
tract; or (c) if in the opinion of the Government, operations up to the time of the notice have not indicated the probability of
making any worthwhile discovery and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justified. Upon the comple-
tion of the project•or any termination of the contract the Operator shall render to the Government a full and final accounting of
his operations under the contract and his expenditures of money; shall dispose of any unused materials, supplies, and equipment
for the joint account of the Operator and the Government in the proportion of their respective interests; and shall pay to the
Government its pro-rata share of any money remaining.

PROSPECTUS


This Prospectus is being issued for the purpose of
satisfying inquiring stockholders and prospective pur-
chasers of the corporations securities.


This company was organized and incorporated
under the laws of Idaho, in 1937, and immediately
took a lease with option to buy, on 17 claims owned
by the Silver Consolidated Mining Co., Inc., which
lease and option resulted in a merger of the two com-
panies, theistock holders of the old corporation agreeing
to take 500,000 shares of the new company's stock
in full payment for the aforesaid 17 claims. In the
meantime the new corporation acquired 18 surround-
ing claims by filing thereon.


The new company was originally incorporated for
1,000,000 shares, but in order to issue 500,000 shares
of stock to the stockholders of the old company and
have sufficient treasury stock to offer for sale for
development purposes, through the regular legal
process, the stock was increased to 2,000,000 shares
at the par value of 10c per share, nonassessable, giv-
ing the new corporation possession of 35 mining claims
of standard measurement with all the improvements
thereon, unpatented. ~


PROPERTY


This large body of mining claims is located in
Lemhi County, Idaho, in the Spring Mountain Min-
ing District. As the crow flies, four miles south of
the Gilmore & Pittsburg properties, where several
hundred thousand dollars worth of ore has been taken
out and shipped. There are other properties sur-
rounding this company's claims, namely: The Iron
Mask, Woods Live Stock Co., Oakley & Ellis prop-
erties, The Quartsite, and other smaller groups.


At the mouth of the Spring Mountain canyon two
smelters have been erected; both were destroyad by
fire from incendiary sources. For several years
when minerals were at bedrock prices, these smelters
were kept busy taking care of the ores mined from
the properties of this district.


At our upper workings we have an inclifie shaft
with ore that assays 46% lead, 15% copper, 32 ozs.
silver, and $4.80 gold. Then about 400 feet north
and next to the same granite porphyry dike we have
a malachite (copper carbonate) shaft with ore that
assays 48% to 52% copper along with gold and silver.
These are all shipping ores.


Our 2300 foot cross cut tunnel has been run to the
objective-the big granite porphyry dike, penetrating
it to the west side-with ore veins on both sides. The
dike is about 50 feet wide. The tunnel cross cuts the
veins about half way between the malachite shaft,
and the incline shaft, and at a depth of about 1500
feet. Our engineers have advised us to drift north
and south on the several ore veins we have cross cut
in the tunnel; by drifting north about 200 feet on the
vems next to the big granite porphyry dike we come
directly under the malachite shaft. By drifting
about 200 feet south on the veins next to the big
granite porphyry dike we come directly under the
incline shaft, at a depth of about 1500 feet.


Our engineers tell us we can expect high grade
shipping ores most any time in the north and south
drifts.


A report which we have on file says: There were '
$250,000 worth of ore shipped from the Teddy group
(to the north of us), $300,000 from the Lemhi Union,
and about $50,000 from the Winnië group. These
properties are all in the vicinity of the Silver Con-
solidated claims, which lie on and around the great
Spring Mountain. The Oakley & Ellis properties
shipped ore from the west side of Spring Mountain.
This property bounds us on the west and used
our tramway to let their ores down to the bunkers
below. We have no estimate as to the value of the
ores taken from this property, but $100,000 would '
not cover their shipments.


Lemhi county is one of the richest mining sections
of Idaho, and the annual reports of the state mine
inspector's office records the activities in this district
which are reliable, and show the progress of this
district m comparison to the state.


TEANSPORTATION


Transportation facilities have been greatly im-
proved in the last few years. An oiled highway is
now completed through the valley from the Union
Pacific station at Roberts, some 60 miles. And
from this highway, up the gulch to the Consolidated
properties during 1945, the government completed
the construction of a good road from the highway at
the cost of approximately $10,000, on recommenda-
tion of it's engineers after carefully inspecting the
mineral possibilities of our property.


Transportation and the low price of metals has been
a great handicap to this district: cost of mining, haul-
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ing to the railroad and freight to Salt Lake smelters,
used up all the profits, consequently our people were
compelled to do the annual assessment work on the
claims, developing and locating the veins and con-
structing tunnels, shafts, and other development
work. Considerable ore has been taken out and left -
at the dumps. One tunnel has . been driven 2300
feet to the great porphyry dike which cuts through
the property from north west in .a southeasterly
direction.


Several mining engineers and minerologists have
recommended that we put in a portable smelter at
the mine, which would reduce the cost of shipping
the ores. This we probably will accomplish very
soon.


GEOLOGY


In the Spring Mountain District the formation is
white and dark carbonatious lime and great porphyry
dikes of eruptive rock cross the porphyry north and
south. Within two miles from the mine a mass of
granite has come up and tilted the lime beds at an
angle of from 30-45 degrees in a westerly direction;

There are several other short tunnels and shafts
in the vicinity of the proposed dugway which it will
pay to develop as good ores are in sight.

The board of directors have decided to offer 200,-
000 shares of the treasury stock for sale, funds derived
to be used for development work, constructing the
dugway, and getting the property on a paying basis.

Tais is


the more remarkable as the rocks composing the range are steeply


folded and present unequal resistance to erosion.

G¾0LOGY


The country rock of the Spring Mountain district comprises


a great series of láte Paleozio sediments which strike North 10*-20°


East and in general dip 40* Southeast. They present a considerable °


thickness, at least 1,200 feet being exposed in uninterrupted order in


the steep Eastern face of the South cirque at the head of 4pring


Mountain Gulch. This exposure, as seen from the opposite rim, appears


to be limestone througnout and is composed of beds of 8 inches to 6 feet


tulok, principally white and gray, but with many bluish layers







Yarionely distriDuted.

Fossils were not found in the South part of the district, ht


the search for them was not exhaustiYe. On the lower slopes of the


range, near the North boundary, a suite of material was gatnered,


regarding which Mr. Cirty saya in part: "I believe, tnerefore, that


lot 3 is of upper Misaissippian age, but owing to the difficulty of


the material there is in this a chance for error.* The ore deposita


at Spring Mountain, however, 11e fest of these beds and on litholic -


grounds are thoubht to be principally in the Devonian part of the


section, as outlined in the caapter on general geology.

Contact


metamorphism was noted only along the large dike, the minerals


developed being calcite, coarse fleeks of muscovite, biotite,


magnetite, Yeaurvisnite, abundant forsterite, and a little garnet,


the last two beinb of microscopio size.
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The dikes are obviously younger than the sediments which


they out and older than the present topography, the higher resones of


which the traverse. iney are of late Cretaceous or early Locene Age.

USE DEPOSITS


Prospecting sufficiently fruitful to offer reasonable en-


courag;ement to further effort has been carried on along a belt about


half a mile wide which starta near the summit West of Hahn and con-


tinues Northward to the end of the distriot, gradually dropping down


the hastern slope to a point about halfway between the summit and the


Ys11ey at the Northern boundary. All the deposits are contained in


limestone, although numerour quartz diorite dikes follow the ore zone.


The ores mined are principally lead-silver, though a low-


grade copper deposit is being prospected on the Bruce estate. All the


deposits, save perhaps those of copper, are replacements, in type very


similar to those at Milmore (P. 94). The copper deposits were not seen,


but from the great amount of magnetite in specimena of the ore, and


their stated occurrence along the contact of a large "syenite"


(probably quartz diorite) dite, they are thouaht to have resulted from


contact metamorphisä.


Ground-water level is always important, both because of


increaued difficulties in mining and because of the changes in the


tenor and mineralogy of the ore which usually accompany it. At


present most of the development in the spring koantain district la


aoove ground-water level, but its distanoe above varies greatly from


place to place because of unfractured dikes which out the intricatly


ointed limestone oorles and serve as submerged dame, ocusinb the


ground water to rise to their upper edge before escapiná. In beneral,
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on the upper side of any dike the water table will be found at about


the elevation of the dike in the bottom of the adjacent canyon. Un


the lower side the elevation will be determined by the next dike down


the mountain side, and so on to the most Eastern dike, beyond which


the springs at the head of Birch Greek will probably be the controlling


factor, allowing, however, a reasonable gradient for the water table.


The ore so far mined in te district has been principally


oxidized material, although the Lemhi Union and possibly one or two


other properties have furnished some sulphides. The general tenor


and make-up of the ore from the district can be readily seen from the


tatie or smelter analyses given on page 65.


As the Veins are inolosed in highly folded Devonian (7)


and pre-Looene in age. The age osanot be determined from local


evidence, although general considerat10na (P. 68) lead to the conclu-


sion that they are late Cretaceous or early Eocene.

The broader features tous indioste


replacement activity, the solutions ceing guided in their movements


by strong Aorth-South fractures, perhaps fissures. No relation saa


noted between the mineralogy and reported relations of the .copper


deposit on the ßruce estate suggest that it is a contact phenomenon


caused by the quartz diorite.

A group of claims known as the Bruce estate extends along


the mountain slope hear its summit for 2 alles douth from Dry Guloh.


The property was not vietted. Lead-silver ore is reported from several


claims, but the most interesting feature is a big low-grade copper


deposit found in aesoolation with large quantities of .uagnetite. The


deposit occura on the side of a big dike walon is calkd "syenite by


the minore, but which is probably quarte diorite, as an abundance of


the latter and none of the former was noted in tne Dowlders of the


gul ches below.


ELIZABETH AWD TEDDY LINES


These properties, whion are about 1,000 feet apart, are


situated on the slope of Lemhi kountain toward Little Lost River at an


elevation of 9,700 feet above sea level. Each mine has a few nundred


feet of development. The Ure is hauled half a mile to the rim of a


cirque, 2 1/2 miles Lest of Hahn, where it is trammed to the bottom,


and thence taaled to the smelter. The Veina have a general Nortu-Bouth


strike and are inclosed in flat-lying limestone and subordinately in


quartalte. Together, the properties furnished the hahn smelter with


400 tons of ore averaging about 20 lead, 11 ounces silver, 10;• iron,


21> silica, and lOf calcium oxide.
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UTHER PRU2LRTIE3


The Red Warrior, Iron Mask, Galena, and Excelsiot are


important among thú properties which were not visited. All are held


for lead-allver.


EQUIPMENT


BUILDINGS:


These comprise tWo Well constructed log cabins, one storage


buildinb and a compressor building with blacksmith shop. All the latter


are log construction and in good condition.


MACHIBLRY:


The equipment at the mine la complete for the present


development program and suffiolent parts and supplies in atook for


immediate requirements. Exhibit A is a partial inventory of the


equipment, etc.


DEVELOPMENT:


As may be inferred from the historical sketch herein,


development of the claims in this district has been sporodio and over a


long period of years, during which period an aggregate of 4,000 linear


feet of crossouts, dri£ts, and shallow shafts and outs. Some of these


are now inacceseable. The distribution of the development will be


treated in the paragraphs following.

Upon this claim there is a shaft 300 feet deep Which has


hibh grade lead-silver ore all of the way. It was estimated from


information I haveet hand that 4300,000 has been received from


shipments of ore from this shaft based upon the current lead price at


that time walon was 3.6 oents. There is also a crossout extending


30 to 40 feet to out this vein but for some reason work had been


abandoned and no further development wodK has been carried down to date.

PROSPECTUS


This Prospectus is being issued for the purpose of
satisfying inquiring stockholders and prospective pur-
chasers of the corporations securities.


This company was organized and incorporated
under the laws of Idaho, in 1937, and immediately
took a lease with option to buy, on 17 claims owned
by the Silver Consolidated Mining Co., Inc., which
lease and option resulted in a merger of the two com-
panies, the stock holders of the old corporation agreeing
to take 500,000 shares of the new company's stock
in full payment for the aforesaid 17 claims. In the
meantime the new corporation acquired 18 surround-
ing claims by filing thereon.


The new company was originally incorporated for
1,000,000 shares, but in order to issue 500,000 shares
of stock to the stockholders of the old company and
have sufficient treasury stock to offer for sale for
development purposes, through the regular legal
process, the stock was increased to 2,000,000 shares
at the par value of 10c per share, nonassessable, giv-
ing the new corporation possession of 35 mining claims
of standard measurement with all the improvements
thereon, unpatented.


PROPERTY


This large body of mining claims is located in
Lemhi County, Idaho, in the Spring Mountain Min-
ing District. As the crow flies, four miles south of
the Gilmore & Pittsburg properties, where several
hundred thousand dollars worth of ore has been taken
out and shipped. There are other properties sur-
rounding this company's claims, namely: The Iron
Mask, Woods Live Stock Co., Oakley & Ellis prop-
erties, The Quartsite, and other smaller groups.


At the mouth of the Spring Mountain canyon two
smelters have been erected; both were destroyed by
fire from indendiary sources. For several years
when minerals were at bedrock prices, these smelters
were kept busy taking care of the ores mined from
the properties of this district.


At our upper workings we have an incline shaft
with ore that assays 46% lead, 15% copper, 32 ozs.
silver, and $4.80 gold. Then about 400 feet north
and next to the same granite porphyry dike we have
a malachite (copper carbonate) shaft with ore that
assays 48% to 52% copper along with gold and silver.
These are all shipping ores.


Our 2300 foot cross cut tunnel has been run to the
objective-the big granite porphyry dike, penetrating
it to the west side-with ore veins on both sides. The
dike is about 50 feet wide. The tunnel cross cuts the
veins about half way between the malachite shaft,
and the incline shaft, and at a depth of about 1500
feet. Our engineers have advised. us to drift north
and south on the several ore veins we have cross cut
in the tunnel; by drifting north about 200 feet on the
veins next to the big granite porphyry dike we come
directly under the malachite shaft. By drifting
about 200 feet south on the veins next to the big
granite porphyry dike we come directly under the
incline shaft, at a depth of about 1500 feet.


Our engineers tell us we can expect high grade
shipping ores most any time in the north and south
drifts.


A report which we have on file says: There were
$250,000 worth of ore shipped from the Teddy group
(to the north of us), $300,000 from the Lemhi Union,
and about 850,000 from the Winnie group. These
properties are all in the vicinity of the Silver Con-
solidated claims, which lie on and around the great
Spring Mountain. The Oakley & Ellis properties
shipped ore from the west side of Spring Mountain.
This property bounds us on the west and used
our tramway to let their ores down to the bunkers
below. We have no estimate as to the value of the
ores taken from this property, but $100,000 would
not cover their shipments.


Lemhi county is one of the richest mining sections
of Idaho, and the annual reports of the state mine
inspector's office records the activities in this district
which are reliable, and show the progress of this
district m comparison to the state.


TRANSPORTATION


Transportation facilities have been greatly im-
proved in the last few years. An oiled highway is
now completed through the valley from the Union
Pacific station at Roberts, some 60 niiles. A nd
from this highway, up the gulch to the Consolidated
properties during 1945, the government completed
the construction of a good road from the highway at
the cost of approximately $10,000, on recommenda-
tion of ·it's engineers after carefully inspecting the
mineral possibilities of our property.


Transportation and the low price of metals has been
a great hándicap to this district: cost of mining,
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ing to the railroad and freight to Salt Lake smelters,
used up all the profits, consequently our people were
compelled to do the annual assessment work on the
claims, developing and locating the veins and con-
structing tunnels, shafts, and other development
work. Considerable ore has been taken out and left
at the dumps. One tunnel has been driven 2300
feet to the great porphyry dike which cuts through
the property from north west in a southdasterly
direction.


Several mining engineers and minerologists have
recommended that we put in a portable smelter at
the mine, which would reduce the cost of shipping
the ores. This we probably will accomplish very
soon.


GEOLOGY


In the Spring Mountain District the formation is
white and dark carbonatious lime and great porphyry
dikes of eruptive rock cross the porphyry north and
south. Within two miles from the mine a mass of
granite has come up and tilted the lime beds at an
angle of from 30-45 degrees in a westerly direction;
at this time great fissures were made north and south
along the bedded planes and these are cut by east
and west veins that cut the whole formation, great
faultings occur, whole mountain slides slid down
and others lifted hundred of feet, during this great
cataclysm the heated waters ascended carrying the
metalic substance in solution and lime, being a precip-
itation agent, arrested these solutions as they passed
along these fissures and bedded planes and deposited
them in pockets, pipes and lenses of pay ore.


At some later time after the first deposition of
ore this great porphyry dike came up and made a
second deposition of ore and enriched the first de-
position, which is a pure " birdseye " grayish granite
or porphyry.


There are three bedded veins that carry ore on the
surface which will undoubtedly be cut by drifting
on the porphyry from where it is cross cut by the tun-
nel. This dike is 50 feet wide where the tunnel cuts
it and the dip to the west is the same as at the surface.


At this depth of the tunnel the carbonite and sec-
ondary ores should be primary ore and it is here that
great bodies of rich sulphide ores are to be found.


There are many places where rich carbonite lead.
silver and copper ores are exposed by open cuts,
shallow tunnels, and in shafts.


Bodies of iron carrying values act as an indicator
along the fissures and are evidence of where ore chutes
have formed.


handle ores from other prospects made accessable
by the dugway road. This will also be a great help
in getting material, and supplies up and down the
mountain, and also in taking the miners to and from
the works.


There are several other short tunnels and shafts
in the vicinity of the proposed dugway which it will
pay to develop as good ores are in sight.


The demand for lead, copper and other metals
was never greater and the price is much higher than
it has been for many years.


The board of directors have decided to offer 200,-
000 shares of the treasury stock for sale, funds derived
to be used for development work, constructing the
dugway, and getting the property on a paying basis.


No salaries are being paid to any officers of the
company except the secretary-treasurer.


This stock is to be sold at 25c per share and when
this block is taken up there will be no more placed
on the market for less than one dollar per share.


IN CONOLUSION


It is our intention to build dugway roads from the
portal of the long tupnel around the hillside to the
upper workings in order to bring the ore down from
