The operators of the Open Question Tluorspar prospect
closed down operation on May 2, and are terminating their DMEA con-
tract. This report is to record the status of the prospect at that
time and to further evaluate the property geologically.” Mr. Robert
Hull sudited the company's books on May 2 and is making a separate
report.

Reasohs for Ceasing Operations

From conversation with Mr. George Spor, son of Chad Spor
one of the partners, I gathered that operations were closed down
for two main reasons:

1. That ownership rights were found to be uncertain
and confused.

2. That at a depth of 46 feet in the project shaft
extremely hard ground was found which made shaft
sinking difficult. Also the fluorspar vein was
narrower in this hard country rock.

Ownership Question

According to Mr. George Spor, his father and brothers be-
came interested in the Open Question prospect in June 1951, when
they first visited the property and bought a half interest for $300
from Mr. John P. Holtermans, the presumed sole owner. Together. with
Holtermans, Chad Spor applied for and obtained a DMEA loan. The
Spor's were to supply the funds to be matched by the govermment.

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This spring (1952) after starting work under the govern-
ment contract, the Spor's discovered that the property had been
staked twice in 1951, first by Mr. Holtermans and two partners,
Tom Kostis and a Mr. Kramer, in February of 1951. On May 4, 1951,
Mr. Holtermans restaked the claim under his name alone, and on this
basis sold half interest to the Spor's. George Spor reported that
the original claim notices of the three partners were on the posts
as well as Mr. Holtermans' later notices. On May 5, 1952, I found
only Mr. Holtermens' notice of May 4, 1951, on the discovery post
and none on the southwest corner post, but I did not examine the
other posts.

During the original Field Team examination made April 26,
1951, Howard and Campbell found that Holtermans®' claim had not been
recorded and were also led to believe that a Mrs. Denny held a 25
percent interest in the property. Mr. Howard wrote Holtermans on
May 1, 1951, advising him that there was a question of ownership,
and apparently Holtermans immediately placed the notices dated May U4,
1951, which are now on the property.

Mr. Holtermans was said to have left Challis with several
unpaid bills and loans.

Progress of Work under DMEA Contract

At the time of this examination an access road had been
bulldozed to the shaft site.

The vein had been stripped for a distance of about TO feet,
as had been an area about 10 feet wide on either side of the vein.

The shaft had been sunk to a depth of 46 feet below the
collar, and several hundred pounds of fluorspar had been recovered
by hand sorting and piled by the shaft.

A road had been constructed to a point south of the shaft
and a drift had been started there, but work on the drift was stopped
because no provision had been made in the DMEA contract for such work.

Some work, apparently prior to contract work, had been done
on the bedding-plane veins 220 feet east of the shaft.

Geologz

At the Open Question prospect, fluorspar is in veins and
veinlets, which strike north and dip steeply either east or west.
Fluorspar also occupies fractures and irregular spaces in a brecciated,
dolomite bed. The country rock has been mapped as Bayhorse dolomite
of Cambrian age by C. P. Ross (1937). On the Open Question claim
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there are grey to buff-colored, limestone-breccia beds, dark-grey
to brown silicified-dolomite beds, thinly-laminated argillites,
limey argillites and massive, buff-colored, dolomite beds. The
limestone breccias are relatively homogeneocus as the matrix and
fragments are of similar material. This is not an "open" breccia
as all interstices are filled.

These strata are warped into an open syncline, the axis
of which strikes northnortheast. The steepest dip on the flanks
of the syncline is about 15 degrees. Jrregularity and indistinctive-
ness of the bedding planes makes it difficult to determine attitudes
exactly.

On other ridges in the immediate vicinity thick sections
of Tertiary, Challis volcanics are present and very likely overlay
these dolomite beds unconformably at one time. It is conceivable
that the present erosion surface is not far below the former surface
of unconformity, and this relationship may have had a bearing on
localization of the fluorspar veins; that is, if the fluorspar was
deposited after the period of Vulcanism, the volcanics may have formed
a dam to impede the upward flow of mineralizing solutions, and thus
aided precipitation of fluorspar in the dolomites. The principal
local control, however, seems to have been the openness and size of
the channel through the dolomite beds.

Veins

The fluorspar vein upon which the shaft was sunk is
slightly over 100 feet long, strikes'almost north and dips steeply.
Massive, coarsely-crystalline fluorspar, in shades of pale purple,
green and colorless, form veins up to 6 inches wide. Details of
attitude are shown on the accompanying map and diagram of the shaft.

Fluorspar appears to have been deposited in open spaces
developed along minor faults and Joints. Crystals grow from each
wall but in a few places do not completely fill the cavity.. In the
vugs left good crystal faces are developed on the fluorspar. Con
tacts between the fluorspar and dolomite are sharp and do not suggest
much replacement.

In the diagram of the shaft wall a rattern of the vein
can be seen which suggests that the main vein fills a fault, the
west wall of which moved relatively downward. The branching veinlets
in the upper portion and the relatively narrow part of the main vein
where it dips west in the lower part of the shaft are evidence for
this type of displacement.

Southeast of the main vein at several other places small
veinlets, a fraction of an inch to an inch wide, fill fractures in
the dolomite.
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Two hundred and twenty feet almost due east of the shaft,
prospect holes have been dug on fluorspar veins which follow bedding
in a general way. Veins up to a few inches thick follow bedding
and numerous veinlets fill irregular fractures in the beds of
dolomite. The particular bed in which the veins developed appears
to have had cavities, perhaps solution cavities, in addition to
the openings developed by shattering. The fluorspar coats the
openings and good cubic crystal faces of fluorspar are developed.

Simplot Prospect Adjacent to the Open Question Claim

Simplot and Co., operators of Meyers Cove fluorspar mine
in central Idsho, own a fluorspar claim just west of the Open Question
claim. The geology of this deposit has a bearing on the Open Question
prospect inasmuch as it is so close, and a brief description is given
here.

The sketch map of this prospect, which accompanies the re-
port, is strictly a sketch and all measurements were eye estimates.
A fault surface forms the southwest face of the main bulldozed cut
and is a very regular plane which dips steeply northeast. A vein
of fluorspar 2 to 6 inches wide follows the fault. Slickensides on
the fault surface plunge about 10 degrees to the southeast. About
8 feet northeast of the fault is the widest vein yet exposed. Fluor-
spar predominates in a body about 4 feet wide, which appears to dip
steeply toward the fault.

In all, bulldozing has exposed a zone of fluorspar veins
over 60 feet long and about 20 feet wide at the widest point. The
vein system terminates rather abruptly on the northwest and apparently
against a fault. Exposure of the fault was poor, however, and the
relationship was not clear.

The floor of the bulldozed cut is composed of pink, uncon-
solidated material which was thought to be andesitic in composition.
Whether this represents crushed dike material or a weathered remnant
of some Challis volcanic flow was not determined. It is conceivable
that mineralization developed in fractured Bayhorse dolomite just
below an unconformity above which were Challis volcanics, but further
study is necessary before such an analysis would be warranted.

Other Fluorspar Localities

Other fluorspar veins are reported a quarter to a half mile
southwest of the Open Question prospect, several hundred feet higher
on the mountainside. On Keystone Mountain about 3 miles southwest
of the Open Question prospect, Mr. Art Chambers of Challis has staked
a claim over an outcrop of white finely crystalline fluorspar, which
he believes to be a replacement of dolomite.

None of these localities were visited.
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Potentialities of Prospect

The abundance of fluorspar veins in the general vicinity
of Challis, Idaho provides encouragement for further prospecting,
because with fluorspar so common it would seem likely that some-
where in the region optimum conditions should have been present
for a deposit of commercial grade and size to have been developed.

The Open Question vein, although not of commercial size
as now exposed, may possibly be wider at depth, yet there is some
suggestion that the limestone breccia bed in which the vein has
been best developed where seen at the collar of the shaft may be
the most favorable host rock of any within a few hundred feet of
the surface. The vein is narrower where it crosses the silicified
dolomite at the bottom of the shaft, although the change in dip
may have had more effect than the host-rock type.

In accordance with a request from the Director of the Suply
Division, the Open Question fluorspar property near Challis, Custer
County, Idaho, was examined by A. B. Cempbell of the U. S. Geological
Survey and T. E. Howard of the U. S. Bureau of Mines. Four copies of
their report are attached. :

On the basis of this report it is concluded that, inasmuch as
no ore reserves have been developed on the property, meither a pur-
chase contract nor a direct loan can be considered at this time. How-
ever, it is believed that the property has some promise and it has
been suggested to the applicant that an spplication for an exploration
contract be filed. This has been done snd four copies®of this appli=-
cation are enclosed. The applicant proposes to sink a shaft, and do e
small amowunt of drifting and crosscutting from the bottom. The exam-
ining team also recommended some preliminary surface trenching which
we believe would be highly advantageous, though perhaps not essential.
The applicant has not made any provision for this in his application.
We note also that the applicant made provision for an ore bin. Presumebly
if he sinks a shaft end drifts on the vein, he will extract some ore
during the exploration and will need a place to store it. We are not
sure, however, that an ore bin is a chargeable item, AU

The examining team checked the records in the County Court
House at Challis and found that Mr. Holtermans' claim had never been
recorded. This was pointed out to him in a letter which is enclosed.
Mr. Holtermans stated that he has now recorded this claim. It should -

be noted that this has been recorded in Mr. Holtermans' own name and
not in that of his partmers.






The field team believes that on the basis of the attached
report that the property has some merit as a potential, though small,

RECCMMENDATIONS

No ore reserves have been developed on the property; therefore, a v
purchase contract cannot be oonsidered at this time.

In the opinion of the Examining Team, the geologioc probébility of
discovering a commercial ore body, the character of the ground which
indicates that a low~cost mining msthod could be applied, and the easy
accessibility of the property are faotorS'whioh meke a small=scale
exploratién program feasible.

However, as the anership of the property is questionable and the
validity of the oclaim has not been fully established, it is recommended
that no loan of any type be granted at this time.

If the property rights ocan be cleared up, it is recommended that an

exploration program not to exceed $10,000.00 be approved.
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APPLICANT

The appliocant is a partnership of Mr. Johan P. Holtermans, 337

First Avenue, Salt Lake City, Uteh, and Mr. Chad Spor of Delta, Utah.
LOCATION OF DEPOSIT

The property consists of oms olaim, the "Open Question", located 5.4
miles west of Challis, Idaho, in T. 13 N., Re 18 E., Boise Meridian, in the
Bayhorse mining distriet, Custer County, Idaho. It was looated June 17, 1950
by Mr. Holtermans and by Mrs. Joyce Vivian Demny, 114 "F" Street, Salt
Lake City, Utah.

OWNERSHIP

At the time of the examination, made April 26, 1951, Mr. Holtermans
told the examining team that Mrs. Denny had a 25 percent interest in the
claim and that he held the remaining 75 percent. Subsequent to the
examination he filed an application for aid for aﬁ.exploration progect on
Form MF-103, in which hs named Mr. Spor as having a 25 percent interest
and himself as hblding the remainder. No mention was made in this application
of Mrse. Denny's interest. Also a cheok made of fha claim looation reocords
in the ocourt housse of Custer County revealed that the property may be subjeot
to relocétion. The appliocant has been advised to take the necessary steps
to assure the validity of his oclaim,

HISTORY AND PAST PRODUCTION

The préperty has never been worked commercially.






DESCRIPTION OF PROPOSAL

Mr. Holtermans' original appliocation, made on Form NSRB-146, was
for a $5,000.00 loan with which to buy the necessary equipment to commence
mining operations. The examining team advised him that the lack of
measurable ore reserves made the property ineligible for a Purchase
Contract and explained to him the Strategic and Critical Mineral Exploration
Program with reference to fluorspare.

The applicant's new proposal, made on Form MF-103, is to conduct an
exploration projeot costing %;1 459,40, half tﬁého;;t to be borne by
an Exploration Loan, with its object to find and explore a possible vein
intersection, a desoription of which is embodied in the seotion of this
report titled "Geologic Setting". He proposes to sink 70 feet of 5- by 6-foot
shaft on the vein to find the intersection. He then proposes 40 feet of
drifting and crosscutting on or below the vein.

| TECHNICAL FEASIBILITY

Geologic Setting

The geology of the region has been ocompletely described by C. P. Ross.l/

The fluorspar veins that were the subjeot of this investigation outeorop in
the Bayhorse dolomite of Cambrian age.. Three fluorspar veins were seen
on the claimg two fissure veins, and one mineralized zone of several small

bedding-plane veins.

L/ Ross, C. P., Geology and ore deposits of the Bayhorse region, Custer
County, Idahos U. S. Geol. Survey Bull. 877, 1937.






The main vein on which a discovery pit has been dug is a fissure-
filling/veiﬂ)of high-grade fluorspar from 2 to 8 inches in width and traceable
in outorop for 100 feet along the strike. Locally the vein swells to
a width of 15 inohes. The trend of the vein is N. 13° E., dipping 80° SE.
A parallel fissure=-filling vein trending N. 15° E., dipping 75° NW, ocours
240 feet due west of the discovery pite. This vein varies in width from
3 to 9 inches and, although poorly exposed, can be traoced with diffioulty
by float and intermittent outerops for approximately 400 feet along the
strike. The third'vein lies 220 feet east of the main vein and appears in
outorop as & mineralized zone up to 4 feet thick in thé dolomite.

As Mr. Spor.was not a partner at the time of the examination and is

not known to the Examining Team, they can give no estimate of his oompetence.

DISCUSSION OF PROPOSAL AND SUGGESTED ALTERNATIVES

In the opinion of the Examining Team, the geologic probability
of discovering a commsrcial ore body is great enough t; warrant exploration
work on the scale proposed.

It is recommended, however, that before shaft sinking is oommenced, the
Woin be further explored on the surface by bulldozer trenching in order to
detérmine if a more eoonomic site for a shaft can be located. The topography
is such that removal of a small amount of overburden north of the discovery
pit should unocover the vein at an elevation that would shor%en somewhat the
necessary length of shaft. The dozing cost should not exoeed $200,00 and
ocould be ocontracted. ‘

The work schedule: proposed does not appear logical. However, they
should have no difficulty progressing at the rate of 20 go 25 feet per month,

so the 6 months time schedule should be adequate.
