Dear Mr, Mittendorf:

This will answer your letter of April 27th, 1951,
in regard to a mining loan Docket DMA-16, and the additional
contract you enclosed for exploration work form MF-200.
These forms are on the basis of a 50/50 program.

I have carefully read the forms MF-200, April 1951,
which you requested me to fill out for your approval. '

I can hardly determine the terms of this agreement
as it is so complicated,

A tailored suit of clothes will not fit everyone .
desiring a suit of clothes, and a tailor made contract, which
your contract seems to imply, cannot be applied to every
project to determine all the details and requlrements of such
an undertakinge. :

The preliminary application and contract I drafted
and mailed to you March 22nd, 1951, was for the purpose of -
exploration work for a drilling program. This drilling program
would be made under a contract in which the driller would do
the drilling for a certain amount per foot of churn drill
operation. The' contract would embody that the hole had to be
drilled to a certain depth and the logs of the drill cuttings
would be saved at every 30", and at completion of such hole, the
contract on that hole would be finished and would require pay-
ment upon the completion thereof. In my application I stated that
I desired to drill as many as 20 holes 300 feet deep. At that
time I set the price at $1.50 per foot for such drilling.

The drilling contractor that made this bid has now negotiated
for a long term operation and I will not be able to secure his
services at this price,

If you will accept a definite contract for the purpose
of completing 20 drill holes to a depth of 300 feet each, to be
drilled under a contract at a certain amount per foot, and within
a given time, I will try to secure as many as three.bids on this

k1nd of a contract to submit to you for approval. Further, it






will be necessary that the Department furnish 503 of the money,
to be available for such drilling as above mentioned in some"
bank in Joplin, Missouri, and applicant to furnish 50% in the
same bank so that the drilling contract can be paid when the
drilling is completed and the payments become due.

It is not the custom in the Joplin area for drillers to wait
for payment for their services over a long period of time,. as
ordinarily drillers do not have the money to carry on the
expenses of operation, and neither have I.

In the event that ore bodies are discovered by such

drilling and the Department is satisfied that the ore bodies are

commercial and sufficient to carry on mining, then in that event,
it is understood that the first application DMA-lélfbr the
request of $105,000.00 will be approved within a reasonable time.

‘This drilling would be of no value to neither parties
without the continuation of the first contract which should go
into mining production in order to pay the Government for such
loans., I am willing to set out 25% of the net production of the
sales of all ores to reimburse the loans under discussion.

If a definite contract can be made covering these

points, I will be happy to negotiate further with this matter,.

but if I will have to be bound by all the terms of the contract
blanks which you have forwarded to me, I will not be interested
any further in this matter, and in such evemt, I will be very
grateful if you will mail me back all my reports, maps, and
data, which you have in your files on Docket DMA-16,

The Deep Rock Mining Company application, as presented by
George W. Lane, has been reviewed by the Iead-Zinc Branch, DMA.

The applicant requests a development loan ($125,000) to
rehabilitate mining facilities of a property in Cherokee County, Kansas.
The original application requested $90,130 (11/5/50).

The application»states the following facts:

1. The ore deposit is a typical Tri-State ore body containing
reserves estimated at 2,600,000 tons of 3-4% lead-Zinc ore. '

2. Fast production estimated at 250,000 tons of 3.5% zinc ore.
3, The mine was operated in 1947.

The applicant does not present conclusive evidence substan-
tiating Such a sizeable ore body. The logs of drill holes accompanying
the map of the property are difficult to interpret as presented. It
is stated that the remainder of the 18 logs can be furnished at an
early date. It is possible that additional information regarding re-
serves is available from the applicant or from other sources in the area.

It is recommended by the Iead-Zinc Branch that the documents
be referred to the field team for review and advice. o
