If, upon the completion of the exploration project or termination of the contract, the Govern-
ment considers that a discovery or development has resulted from the work from which commercial production of ore may be 
made, the Government, within 6 months therealter, shal1 so certify to the Operator, particularly describing and delimiting its esti-
mate of the discovery or the development. Thereafter, if and as ore is produced as a result of such discovery or development, the 
Operator and his successor in interest shall be and become obligated to pay to the Government a percentage royalty on the net 
smelter returns or other net proceeds realized from such ore, concentrates, or metal produced within ten (10) years from the date 
of this contract, until the total amount contributed by the Government, without interest, is fully repaid or said 10 years have 
elapsed, whichever occurs first, as follows: 


Of net smelter returns or other net proceeds not in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton of ore: One and one-half 
(1½) percent. 


Of net smelter returns or other net proceeds in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton of ore: One and one-half (1½) 
percent, plus one-half (½) percent for each additional full fifty cents ($0.50) in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton of 
ore, but not in excess of a maximum of five (5) percent. 


This obligation to repay from net returns or proceeds shall be and remain a. claim and lien upon the mineral deposit which is the 
subject of the exploration project and upon any production resulting from such discovery or development, in favor of the Gov-
ernment, until fully paid, or until said 10-year period has elapsed; and this claim and lien and the Government's right to repay-
ment shall survive any termination of the contract, whether by completion of the exploration project or otherwise. This article 
is not to be construed as imposing any obligation on the Operator or his successor in interest to produce ore from any such discovery 
or development. 


16. No assignment of contract. Without the written consent of the Government, the Operator shall not assign or otherwise 
transfer or hypothecate this contract or any rights thereunder. 


17. Termination and completion. The Government may, at any time, by written notice to the Operator, terminate this con-
tract: (a) If the Operator fails to provide his share of the money necessary to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms of the 
contract; (b) if the Operator, in the opinion of the Government, fails to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms of the con-
tract; or (c) if in the opinion of the Government, operations up to the time of the notice have not indicated the probability of 
making any worthwhile discovery and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justified. Upon the comple-
tion of the project or any termination of the contract the Operator shall render to the Government a full and final accounting of 
his operations under the contract and his expenditures of money; shall dispose of any unused materials, supplies, and equipment 
for the joint account of the Operator and the Government in the proportion of their respective interests; and shall pay to the 
Government its pro-rata share of any money remaining.

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A BRIEF SURVEY OF TEE BlACK PIEE MINING DISTRICT. 


The Black PiiIe Mining District lies 10 miles NJ. of the ówn 
of £hilipsburg, the nearest shipping point and. is reached by good-
rook road which is kept in good condition by the Forest Servie.: 


In the early days the ores were woriced. for their si1veroontent 
alone, althongh they would average from l to 3 copper. Thy probably 
lost from $500,0O0.00 to $700,000.00 worth of copper by th	 --
treatment of their ores. 


Geology


The rocks of the district are of the Spokane formation 
which is composed of Quartzite, Slate and Shale. The Spokane is 
the next to lowest formation in the .E'hilipsburg quadrangle lying 
on top of the Newland. No Igneous rocks appear in the area that 
has been productive, but a large granite intrusion lies about one 
mile north of the old town. 


Veins


In the district there are three important veins striking 
about North 30 degrees West and. dipping from 15 to 20 degrees to 
the south West. These veins are known as the Tim Smith the upper 
one, Combination the middle one and Lower Combination. 


They are about 600 feet apart vertically and very 
extensive as to dip and strike. The Combination or middle vein 
has been worked for over 2000 feet along its strike and 2200 feet 
down its dip. 


The lower Combination vein can be traced on surface 
for over a mile but has had. practically no development with the 
exception of four diamond drill holes. 


Two of these were put down from the old. workings of 
the Combination mine and found a large vein (from 8 to lo;:reet) of 
copper and silver ore of a commercial value.
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Tungsten in the form of Wolframite and. Hubnerite is found 
in the Oombination and. lower Uombination veins. Probably the over 
all aerage is between O.25 and. O.3O W.03 but there are spots that 
will run as high as 4 and. 50. Tese spots could be easily sorted 
out from the copper ore and saved for seperate treatment. 


There is attached to this survey a sketch of the Black Pine 
district. This shows the position of the drill holes, also the 
proposed shaft and. road. 


There Is a good tungsten showing on the double Eagle claim 
of McLure T s but the most promising showing on the Mclure ground is 
on the Bear and Float Olaims. 


The small veins at right angles to the lower Uomblnation 
vein are fault veins and stand. nearly perpendicular dipping about 
85o to the South.

(a) Form MF-104—Operaeor's MonThly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(5) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and 


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104--Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order thy appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations.

These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehahili,tation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buil'dings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of th contract. A space for remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Qperator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

There are submitted herewith two copies of the Audit Report 
and three copies of the Audit Certificate pertaining to subject 
contract.


As this case has been rather controversial, there are 
several points I would like to bring to your attention. The Operator 
submitted a final voucher, Form NF-101. and 1014a, in the amount of 
$lO,270.10. This amount is larger than the sum mentioned in any of 
the previous correspondence. 


The audit took place in the office of Judge McHugh, Suite 2, 
Flood Building, Anaconda, Montana. Judge McHugh .is Mr. McLure's per-
sona]. attorney, and he entered into the conversations fro& time to 
time and was extremely helpful in clarifying many of Mr • McLure' s 
statements. From conversation with Judge McHugh, I gathered that prior 
to the time of our meeting, he was nQt fully, informed nor had he had 
complete access to the files and records of the Double Eagle Tungsten Co. 


Mr. McLure is a rather difficult man to deal with. Upon any 
question I would. ask, he gave a rather vague answer. I would repeat the 
question and his answer to make certain that I had completely understood 
it. Mr. McLure would then modify his answer to the same question, there-
fore, I am not certain that should the same questions be put to Mr. 
McLure now, we would receive the same answers to the questions.







O 


The controlling interest of the Double Eagle Tungsten Co. rests 
in Mr. McLure' s hands • He is able to issue stock as he. sees fit and at 
such value that best suits his needs. The unissued stock certificates 
have a printed value of 5O^ a share. Investigation revealed that the 
shares of the Double Eagle Tungsten Co. have no marketable value. Mr. 
McLure made partial payments for wages by the issuance of shares at the rate 
of 5O for each share; however, Mr. McLure issued shares to himself and in 
creased the value to 75 per share. He stated that this was an arbitrary 
decision on his part to increase the value of the shares. 


Mr. McLure claimed 2,OOO.0O for supervision after the active 
exploration work ceased in December 1951 and based his claim on item (b) 
of the second paragraph of the printed termination of exploration project 
contract form. He also claimed supervision for Mr. W. L. Degenhart in 
the capacity of Secretary-freasurer of the Double Eagle. Tungsten Co. 
and Assistant Superintendent. Mr. Degenhart resigned asof July 31, 1952. 
I have disallowed in its entirety the amount of supervision claimed for 
Mr. Degenhart, for the reason that with only three miners working, the 
project did not warrant a superintendent and an assistant superintendent. 
Also, any of the supervision that may have been claimed in the capacity 
as secretary-treasurer, I considered as management overhead, and as such 
cost, the Government should not contribute4 r. McLure's claim of $2,000.00 
was disallowed. 


Mr. MeLure made numerous mathematical errors in the payroll 
records reporting only the net salaries for labor ançl.-super.visiQr. He 
claimed under payroll taxes not only the emp1oyee' but also the eoyer' s 
contribution for the Social Security Tax. AlSo included were the amounts. 
withheld for Federal Inc oine Tax as well as Montana State Tjnenployment 
Tax. I revised the figures based on the supporting evidence, available to 
reflect the gross wages for both labor and supervision. The taxes were 
then figured on the gross wages and redistributed in the proper manner. 
I am attaching for your information photostatic copies of the payroll 
records and the cancelled checks pertaining to this contract. 


You will note that the wages of C. D. McLure were paid directly 
to L. M. Wanderer, who is in charge of the Town Grocery Store in Philips-
burg, Montana, and according to the statement of Mr. William McLure, the 
checks were made out in this order to insure payment of the grocery bill. 


I would appreciate any suggestions, corrections, or comments 
you may care to make. The Audit Report will not be distributed until 
it has been released by the Contract Administration and Audit Division.

This Division hereby concludes that the work done 
upon the subject property, as described under Items 1, 2, 
and 3 of the contract, has resulted in no discovery or 
development from which commerca1 production may be made.

A description of the property, the work done, and 
the results obtained follows: 


(1) The property on which the exploration was conducted is 
composed of the Bear and Float Claims in the Black Pine 
Mining District, Montana. These q 1ama are located on 
the Onyx or Lower Combination vein, which was the target 
of the referenced exploration program. 


(2) The mineral 8ought was hubnerite, which was thought to 
occur in the Onyx vein in economic quantities on the 
basis of float. The Field Team reported an unuua1 
amount of mineralized quartz containing hubnerite cry-' 
stals mixed with the debris. The excessive depth of 
overburden also was noted. 


(3) The subject contract in the amount of $16,382.00 pro-
vided for the stripping of , the overburden by bulldozer 
to uncoverthe vein and. prepare a shaft 'collar sIte, 
sinking a 100-toot inclined (180) shaft atari estimated 
cost of $60.00 per foot, and driving 200 feet of drift 
on the Onyx vein at an estimated cost of $k3.51 per 
foot. A drift cost of $38.00 was also indicated. 


(k) At the end at November when the project was recessed 
because of the weather, the inc1ne wa's down 65 feet

expended or 38 pereent of the allotted funds. This 
included the cost of road building, billdozing, and 
rehabilitation which totaled $3,Ol9.2. 


Three men and a supervisor had been charged to the 
un1ergrouud work. Rat.e per shift and per stan shift 
averaged 1.83 and O.k7 feet, respectively. Average 
cost per foot for sinking the incline was $58 82 per 
foot. 


The incline 's portal had caved when the project was 
examined by the Field Team in the spring.

This is in answer to Mr. Nittendorf's latest report to you on the 
Double Eagle Tungsten mp's account. 


I wish first, to call yours and Mr. Mittendorf's attention to a letter 
written by him to you, and Senator Murray, on May 28, 1953. 


The last sentence in paragraph one states, quote "The estimates set 
forth in the contract serve only to allocate a certain amount of money 
for the total work. While the total cannot be exceeded, any one item 
not designated "allowable maximum", may be exceeded. To illustrate; 
if bulldozing had actually cost $2,100.00, this amount would have been 
allowed although the estimate was only $1,680.00," unquote. 


On this sentence I based the second Double Eagle account, also this 
sentence was called to the attention of Mr. Hull who made the second 
audit. Mr. Hull simply ignored it entirely. 


Wow, Mr. Mittendorf in his report to you on November 19, 1953, refuses 
to allow $2,777.75 of the $3,380.25 claimed for Supervision, on the 
grounds that it was excessive of the allowable amount. I wish to call 
yours and Mr. Mittendorf's attention to the contract under Labor and. 
Supervision. It states: Supervision, $20.00 per shift, 150 sbift, 
$3,000.00. It is not marked "allowable maximum." The contract went 
into effect August 16, 1951 and was in full force and effect until 
October 17, 1952, when it was terminated by agreement of both parties. 


The Double Eagle Tungsten Company paid me for Supervision of the pro-
ject between these dates and charged the Government, between January 1, 
1952 and the termination date, only $10.00 per shift for supervision, 
or 50% of the allowable amount, under the contract. 


I wish to point out at this time that Double Eagle Tungsten Company so 
far, has made no claim against the Government for the winding up and 
settlement of this project, although it is provided for in the termina-
tion agreement. 	 . 


I will now take up each item that was disallowed in his report to you of 
November 19, 1953:

Item 1. BULLDOZING: $80.00 disallowed from $9.96 asked. I 
now find that Kaiser did one days work on a claim other than the Bear 
and Float. This $80.00 should be disallowed. 


Item 2. A. L. APPLEGATE INSTALLING MACHINERY: $22.0O disal-
lowed in full. 


The Auditor allowed a machinery account of $2,332.b6 and now disal-
lowes $22.O0 for installing the same machinery. The Auditor was 
furnished an itemized account of 'every cent of the $22.0O, and at the 
time of the audit, made no objection. Disallowing this $22S.0O shows 
to what extremes the D.M.E.A. is willing to o to show the Double 
Eagle Tungsten Company in debt to the Government • This is a just and 
true account and under the ruling in Mr. Nittendorf' a letter of May 
28, l9S3 to you, should be allowed and paid. 


Item 3. PAYROLL ERRORS: $324.33. 
After the termination of the contract our books were audited by New-
land and Blinn of Butte which showed no payroll error. While the 
Auditor claimed the error he admitted that the money was paid out on 
the contract. Therefore, under the ruling of Mr. Mittendorf's letter 
of May 28, 19S3, it was a just and true account and should be allowed 
and paid.. 


Item 24. SUPERVISION: $2,777.'7 disallowed as excess. 
This has been commented on in the beginning Of this' letter. It is un-
questionably a true and just account. Proof of payment was shown the 
Auditor and under the ruling of Mr. Mittendorf 's letter of Nay 28, 
l9S3 should be allowed' and paid. 


Item 5. WELDING SERVICES & TIRE CHAIN PURCHASES: $39.2Ô dis-
allowed in full. The welding services were on the machinery which was 
allowed under machinery account • The tire chains were for a truck and 
were purchased for the project while the contract was in full force 
and effect • Proof of payment was shown the Auditor and this is a just 
and true account and should be allowed and paid. 


Item 6. INSTALLMEW2 PAYMENTS ON TRUCK: $ 21i$.245, disallowed in 
full. This item is payments on a truck which was purchased for the 
project while the contract was in full force and effect and long be-
fore there was any discussion of cancelling 'the contract by mutual 
consent. The taxes are the state of Montana's license to operate the 
same. Proof of payment was shown the Auditor. This is a true and 
just account and under Mr. Mittendorf ! s ruling in his letter of Nay 
28th, should be allowed and paid.

Item 7. INTEREST ON NOTES: ($28.b6), FIRE INSURANCE PREMIUM 
($1a4.00J, disallowed in full. I have no recollection of asking for 
any interest on notes but the $1.00 was insurance on the building 
and equipment allowed under the machinery account and under Mr. 
Mittendorf's ruling in his letter of Nay 28th should be allowed and 
paid.


Item 8 DIFFERENCE IN COMPUTATION OF EMPLOYEE' S PAYROLL TAXES: 
$21.15, disallowed in full. This is simply a difference of bookkeep-
ing. The money was paid out and proof of payment was shown the 
Auditor and under Mr. Mittendorf's ruling should be allowed and paid. 


Item 9. LIABILITY INSURANCE DEPOSIT, $1147 .50: This money was 
paid to the Industrial Accident Board and so long as Double Eagle 
Tungsten Company employs any one at all is not refundable. 


As an example of the attitute of Mr. Hull who made the last 
audit; I was showing him Mr • Nittencjorf' s letter of May 28th and 
made the remark that I had the right to appeal his decision and he 
answered me by saying that I could appeal all I wanted to, but his 
audit would be taken as final. 


Exploration loans were started to explore "known ore deposits", "ex-
tensions of known ore deposits", and unknown ore deposits". 


From u experience with the Field Team II and, especially the United 
States Geological Survey, a Small Operator would have to have a fully 
developed ore deposit before be could qualify for an exploration loan. 


Today, Double Eagle Tungsten Company received a check from the Divi-
sion of Disbursement for $14.22 and a voucher from the Field Team for 
"Final Payment as per final Audit Report, dated December 2. 1953." 
We are returning them both to the Field Team refusing to accept the 
check as final payment. 


I am enclosing the contract, termination agreement, Mr. Nittendorf's 
letter of Nay 28th, also letter from R. E. McHugh of Anaconda, and 
letter June 9, 1953 - William R. NcLure to Mr. Mittendorf.

Reference is made to your letter of November l, 1953, ôoncerning 
the Double Eagle Tungsten Company, Idm-El14, DMA-3l5X. The following inf or-
nation is submitted: 


(a) There are enclosed two photostatic copies of H. P. Kaiser's 
statement on the bulldozer work. 


(b) The explanation offered by Mr. McLure for "machine ins talla-
tion" work performed by Mr. Applegate was extremely vague and 
Mr. McLure was not sure exactly what Mr. Applegate had done. 
Numerous attempts were made to get some definite statement 
from Mr. McLure as to precisely what that "machine installa-
tion" was. However, I had a personal conversation with Mr. 
Applegate and he stated that he had done work for Mr. McLure 
and that this work consisted of setting up a gasoline engine 
and a compressor as well as a small hoist (tugger). After 
this machinery was set up he put up sides on a frame building 
to enclose this equipment. This information was obtained from 
Mr. Applegate on November 24, 1953. 


I have discussed this new information with both Mr. McNabb 
and the Executive Officer, Mr. Weissenborn, and they are now 
of the opinion that while the "machine installation" is not 
specifically itemized in the contract it may be considered 
as an allowable cost. However, at the time the audit was 
made, no definite concrete explanation was offered; consequent-
ly, the disallowance in the amount of $255.00.







. 


Mr. McNabb states that the installation was actually performed 
on the project property. If the Contract Administration and 
Audit Division so desires, the audit report may be revised and 
this amount reinstated. 


(c) Mr. McLure was unable to give any information or recall any of 
of the details as to what the$55.75 claiinedas expenses were for. 
This item of $55.75 is made up of two checks; one in the amount 
of $50.00 and the other in the amount of $5.75. The check in 
the amount of $50.00 merely stated it was for "expenses". The 
check in the amount of $5.75 was for "cash advances". Copies 
of these checks have been previously forwarded to you. 


(d) Mr. Paige of the Flint Creek Valley Bank stated that the mining 
equipment is still on the property of the Double Eagle Tungsten 
Company and Mr. McLure retains physical possession of this equip-
ment. The Arthur Taylor account is still unpaid in the amount of 
$1,075.00, plus interest at the rate of 6%. Mr. Taylor has actual 
title to the equipment and may foreclose at any time as the account 
is delinquent, but has taken no action. The Miller Machinery 
Company account has been paid and they have no interest in the 
matter. 


(e) The Fire Insurance Policy No. 252 was issued by the American 
Insurance Company of Newark, New Jersey. The policy covers the 
period of April 11, 1952 to April 10, 1953. This policy covers 
all of the mining equipment and has an annual premium of $44.00 
a year. It does not cover the truck, only the mining equipment. 
Another policy effective April 11, 1953, has been taken out 
covering the same equipment and has the same annual premium. 


I did not advise Mr. McLure of all of the items that would be dis-
allowed. I mentioned to him that the expenses claimed under supervision 
could not be allowed. I further stated that he would be advised of all the 
deletions when the final audit report was released, a copy of which would be 
sent to him. 


At the present time, the Executive Officer, Mr. Weissenborn, is 
holding the operator's copy in view of the fact that there might be a possible 
revision in light of the latest information furnished by Mr. Applegate. 


Please advise us what action you desire to have taken in this matter.

Double Eagle Tungsten Company has cancelled checks to 
the amount of $7830.00 to show that she paid out that much 
cash on the contract project Idm-EllL. Some of the men who 
worked on the project took part of their wages in stock. The 
stock they received represented $1203.30 in cash, making a 
tot of $9033.30 spent on the project. The Government paid 
to iie as their part of the contract the following:

The Government paid 58.85% of the .project instead of the 
75% which the contract calls for. 


Bulldozing 


You will note the contract called for building 1000 feet 
of road at $2L0 and excavating with Bulldozer for collar site 
$1I0.00 total $1680.00. I tried to contract this work but 
could get no contractor who would agree to do the necessary 
amount of work required for the price spe cified in the con-. 
tract. I borrowed a bulldozer, did the work and charged the 
contract $8L0.00 or 50% of what the Government specified the 
work should cost. The Government paid us 75% of $81i0.00 or 
$630.00. This work was inspected and approved by an engineer 
of the Field Team Region II, Spokane, before I was allowed to 
proceed with the Incline. 


Supervision 


When the work on the contract first started we had trouble 
meeting our bills, partly because of the time the government 
took before paying their part of the contract. So I made an 
agreement with the Company that I would take my salary either 
in stock or cash at the end of the project. But that was no

reason why the government should not have paid their part of 
the supervision. 


For over a year I looked after the project and worked with 
the field team in every respect. 


The only charge that has been made against the project for 
Supervision has been for the months of September, October and 
November, 1951, although the project was not terminated until 
October, 1952.

You will note that the contract calls for purchasing 
machinery to the amount of $662.00. All the Double Eagle 
Tungsten Company charged the project for purchased equipment 
was $361.00. 


CONCLUSION 


If the Washington Office is going to take the same attitude 
that Mr. Turner of the Auditing Department took, that "Defense 
Mineral Project Contracts, were not contracts and the Govern-
ment was not bound by the figures that were in them," then by 
every sense of justice they should except our cancelled checks 
and stock certificates as evidence that we spent that amount of 
money on the project and pay us 7% of $9033.30. 


Nearly two months ago, Mr. Turner of the Auditing Depart-
ment spent all day auditing our books. We have never received 
any report of his findings, although everybody else connected 
with the DMEA seems to know all about it. 


Mr. Mittendorf seems to have side stepped the main point 
in this controversy. The fact that the Bear & Float contract 
was cancelled by mutual consent of both parties, on the con-. 
dition that a loan would be granted on the Double Eagle; also, 
the letter from the heads of the Field Team, stating that the 
Double Eagle justifies the loan. 


I would appreciate it very much if this letter was called 
to the attention of Mr. Nittendorf.

The Operator completed the dozer roads a dozer eut and 6S. 
feet of shaft under the contract0 The dozer cut was a superficiaL 
nature and never reached bedrock or disclosed th vein0 It represented 
more of an attempt to prepare a suitable shaft collar site than an 
attipt to uncover the vein0. The shaft was started in overburden where 
the Operator believed that vein float indicated the presence of the vein

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After a révie of the oontract by the yield Team and subsec 
quont discussion with the Operators it taa decided that the contract 
should be terminated, This as accomplished on October 2?, l92.

	 !k'. W. R. E1cLe, tho as in charge of the project, has 
been conducting mine exp'oration most of his life He is considered 
by some to be a competent small mine operator. The technical aspects 
of the work were performed in an orderly manner; hoixever, the Operator 
did not appreciate the geologic problems involved and therefore the 
relatively simple eloration proam did nøt succeed0 


The difficulty of testing the Onyx vein through the deep 
overburden uakes ftther exploration of the Bear and Float claims 
unattractive at this time, although some shallow drilling might be 
done to determine the position of the vein more closely Should 
future work demonstrate the existence of tungsten ore shoots of 
significant size on the Combination vein, exploration of the Onyx 
vein would appear to be well justified.

Dear Mr. Chambers: 


I have reference to your telegram of May 8 regarding the 
subject project, in which you have asked for a detailed analysis 
and reasons for contemplated disallowances of $597.50 for super-
vision and $62.50 for transportation. The attached schedules 
reflect the amounts claimed and the actual payments in the above-
mentioned categories. 


Mr. McLure was under the impression that since the contract 
allowed and permitted certain allowable maximums for items of cost 
these allowable maximums could be claimed regardless of the fact that 
the actual costs did not reach the allowable maximums. Mr. McLure 
acted in the capacity of supervisor, or Supervision, at a salary of 
$400 per month; however, the actual payments to Mr. McLure from the 
project funds amounted to only $602.50, there being a balance of 
$597.50 which was never used from the project funds and therefore 
not an expense to the project and not allowable. 


Transportation or pickup truck rental was claimed in the 
amount of the allowable maximum or $225.00 Actual payment to the 
owner of the truck amounted to $162.50, leaving a balance of $62.50 
which was never an expense to the project and therefore not allowable. 


I hope this additional information will satisfy your needs.

Enclosed are four copies of a memorandum to the Field Team 
from John S. McNabb, Bureau of Mines, regarding a proposed final 
settlement of the subject contract. 


As the history of this project was discussed in some detail 
in our letter of March 20, 1953, regarding Docket No. DJEA 2324 we 
shall not elaborate here. We believe McNabb's proposed solution is 
fair and recommend its adoption as the most practical way out of a 
difficult situation. 


As McNabb points out, strict interpretation of the contract 
would result in the Double Eagle Tungsten Company owing the Government 
2,265.l8, an amount the company is in no position to return. Although 


the equipment and supplies were not acquired as specified in the con-. 
tract, the fact remains that the Operator did produce the necessary 
equipment and supplies to do the work that was completed, and in all 
fairness he should be reimbursed for the Government ? s share of their cost.


If you agree that the proposed settlement can and should be 
made, we would like to have your advice as to how to proceed with the 
final settlement.

The final audit of the Double Eagle Tungsten Co., Contract 
Idm..-Ell4, Philipsburg, Montana, revealed facts regarding equipment 
purchases, rentals, and depreciation which necessitated special handling 
of these items pursuant to a final settlement of the contract. Strict 
interpretation of the contract provisions reveals no manner in i'thich 
payment can be made for equipment presumably rented but actually procured 
on a rental-purchase agreement. On the other hand, it is believed that 
there should be some provision for the reimbursement of the Double Eagle 
Tungsten Co. to compensate for equipment and materials used during the 
DMEA contract. Assuming that all legal aspects of the contract would 
be satisfied, it is deemed advisable to propose the final contract 
settlement in the following manner: Delete all rental, purchase, and 
depreciation costs of material and equipment that were included in the 
purchase contract between Arthur Taylor and the Double Eagle Tungsten 
Co., both of Philipsburg, Montana, and allow in lieu thereof a fair 
rental for all items used. 


A subsequent inquiry was made at Phiipsburg, Montana, 
regarding the age, condition, and use of the subject equipment and 
materials, in order to establish a fair rental value. Investigation 
revealed that the items involved were purchased by Arthur Taylor during 
the period of 1942-1946. Most of the equipment was not new when Mr. 
Taylor purchased it, and records are not available regarding its actual 
age or initial cost. Employing standard depreciation rates, the equip-
ment had little or no value because of excessive age at the time it was 
purchased from Arthur Taylor by the Double Eagle Tungsten Co. However, 
mining machinery, tools, etc. were necessary to the exploratory program, 
and because the condition of the subject equipment and materials permitted 
their use, an equitable rental must be allowed. The following tabulation 
lists values and rentals recommended for adoption as the basis for a 
fair contract settlement:

The adoption of the plan as outlined to resolve the difficul-
ties encountered in closing Contract Idni-E1l4 is recommended. Mr. 
McLure, President of the Double Eagle Tungsten Co., has verbally 
signified his willingness to close out the contract on the basis of 
the subject proposal, provided the company is reimbursed upon claiming 
rental of equipment for the period September 1, 1951 to October 17, 
1952. Active exploration was conducted from September 1, 1951, to 
December 1, 1951. The contract was officially terminated on October 17, 
1952.


Mr. Jay L. Chambers, Chief, Contract Administration and Audit 
Division, DMA, stated in his letter of March 16, 1953, to Mr. Charles 
Turner, DNEA auditor, Region II, that his office will not object to 
paying rental allowance during the period of suspended operation pro-
vided the Double Eagle Tungsten Co. makes said claim against the 
Government. 


Upon adopting the proposed solution, the following course of 
action is suggested as a means of avoiding further criticism by the 
Double Eagle Tungsten Co. regarding Contract Idm-El14. 


1. Inform Mr. McLure of the newly established rental rates and 
request that he submit. a supplemental 1F-l04 listing all rental for 
equipment and materials claimed under the contract. 


2. The Certifying Officer and DNEA auditors should establish the 
legality of the claim and make final payment on that basis. 


Mr. Turner' s audit of the Double Eagle Tungsten Co • revealed 
deletions in the amount of $1350.04, plus an additional $1670.20 should 
all rented, purchased, and depreciated equipment be disallowed. These 
two deletions total $3,020.24, but the Government has already paid the 
Double Eagle Tungsten Co. 75 percent of this amount, or $2,265.18. The 
Double Eagle Tungsten Co. is not in a financially liquid, position 
permitting reimbursement to the Government in the amount of $2,265.18. 
Action against Mr. McLure for this amount would surely result in a 
court fight.
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Assuming that the proposed plan of settlement is adopted and 
McLure claims rental for 13.57 months, the period covering active and 
suspended operations under the contract, final settlement would result 
as follows:

Allowances for rental, although necessaril? arrived at some-
what arbitrarily, are considered fair and realistic. For this reason 
and because additional difficulties with the Double Eagle Tungsten Co. 
should be avoided, it is recommended that the proposed rental rates 
and manner of settlement be adopted.

The audit of the Double Eagle Tungsten Co., Contract 
Idm-E1l4, Philipsburg, Montana, revealed facts regarding equip-
ment purchases, rentals and depreciation that require special 
attention and consideration as to the disposition thereof in the 
final audit. 


The Double Eagle Tungsten Co. purchased operating equip... 
rnent for the exploration project from Arthur Taylor, Philipsburg, 
Montana, amounting to $3,000.00 on an installment sales contract 
dated October 1, 1951. This installment sales contract is supported 
by a chattel mortgage held by the Flint Creek Valley Bank, Philipsburg, 
Montana. Payments by the Operator were to be made as follows: $385.00 
down and the balance to the Flint Creek Valley Bank as follows: 
$385.00 . on the first day of November 1951, December 1951, January 1952, 
June 1952, July 1952, August 1952, and $305.00 on September 1, 1952. 


Payments were made October 1951, November .1951, December 
1951, and January 1952, leaving an unpaid balance at the time the 
audit was made of $1,460.00 principal plus accrued interest. 


An inventory of the equipment purchased is a part of the 
chattel mortgage as follows:

There is no record that itemizes the equipment or the 
price of each item purthased. 


This equipment purchase is further complicated by the 
fact that the motor for the compressor was electric. There being 
no electricity on the job, it was necessary to trade the electric 
motor for either a gas or diesel motor. 


A Waukesha motor was purchased from the Miller Machinery 
Co., Missoula, Montana, for $650.00 on which the electric motor was 
taken in at a value of $350.00, leaving a balance of $300.00 to be 
paid at $50.00 per month. Payments on this contract were made as 
follows:

Since the electric motor traded in on the Waukesha motor 
was subject to the mortgage it is assumed the Waukesha motor (which 
replaced the electric motor) is subject to the mortgage.

In the event it is decided the Government should have an 
equity in the equipment, it will be based on 75% of the payments 
made during the period of operation. 


Both of the above solutions are subject to the facts that 
the Operator worked September, October and November 1951 yet the 
equipment is (information by John S. McNabb, DMEA engineer) still at 
the mine. The contract was terminated by mutual agreement October 17, 
1952.

Dear Mr. Chambers:, 


Before I left Washington we had a conversation about 
the effect of termination notices after the expiration dates of 
contracts. It was agreed that such notices constituted flimpliedtt 
approval of the extension of the contract and, consequently, costs 
between the contract expiration date and the termination date are 
allowable. With this in mind I'd like to point out, by examples, 
that some corrective measures appear necessary. 


In Phillipsburg we audited Double Eagle Tungsten (E-llL,.) 
and Combination Development (E-209). The first one was "suspended" 
on November 30, l9Sl (pending inspection by the Field Team's 
geologist, per the operator), but a t'rmination by mutual agree-
ment Was not effected until October 17, l9 2, two months after tIE 
expiration date of the contract on August 16, 19S2. The operator 
states he signed this termination agreement only as the result 
of Seifridge's visit, when the promise was made (so the operator 
states) that if he agreed to this termination an application on 
another project would be approved. He is sore because he hasn't 
gotten a new contract, and when we pointed out that certain 
exceptions would be taken to payments already made to hi.n, he 
became very belligerent. As an offset he is going to claim rental 
for equipment left on the suspended" project from November 30, 
19S1, until October 17, l92. I think we would have to allow it 
since an operator can' t be expected to return hard-to-get rented 
equipment merely on a temporary suspension of work. 


On the other case, the Combination Development Co.,. the 
expiration date of the contract was December 9, l92; and the work 
was completed on December 6, l92; but a terminaIn by the Govern-
ment (because of the improbability of making any worthwhile discovery) 
was effective in February 19S3. The operator believes there has been 
a discovery but needs more work to block it out; and he's going 
ahead on plans to build a mill in the summer. He opines that the 
Government ha six months only from December 6, l92 and not Februarj-
l93 to issue the Certificate of Discovery, if one is forthcoming. I 
think he is right	 and I also think the Government will be in an 
incongruous position if they issue a Certificate of Discovery after 
writing a termination notice for the reason indicated. 


Dit the main point of these examples (and ther are many 
others) is that, in my opinion, termination notices or agreements

after the completion of work or the expiration of the contract are 
entirely unnecessary and only cause confusion. If for some legal 
reason they are considered necessaryy 	 suggest that the words 
(quoting from the agreement) "is hereby terminated as of the first 
date above written" be changed to indicate the date when work was 
completed, or, at the late&i, the expiration date of the contract.

This will acknowledge receipt of your covering letter of 
June 26,1952, and your enclosed letters with Field Team memoranda 
replying to our various letters commenting on operations under the 
Kelly Camp, Addy Mining Company and McLure contracts. 


We regret that you have misinterpreted our reasons for 
sending you copies of the review reports prepared by the Commodity 
Divisions of DMEA. They are prepared for the information of the 
Administrator; but we thought they might be helpful to you so sent 
them for your information and comments. They are not being sent to 
you for the purpose of criticising the Field Team; but to furnish 
you with analyses of project operations, indicating both favorable 
and unfavorable aspects, and showing the progress of operations over 
a period of time. We believe that you and your staff do not have 
the time to prepare such analyses, although you may be completely 
aware of all the aspects of the operations. It was our theught that 
these review reports would be helpful in correcting any unfavorable 
features of the projects as well as in avoiding their occurrence in 
operations under future contracts. We also thought your comments on 
these reviews would be enlightening to this office. 


We realize that your office and the Field Team have been 
overloaded with work and hope that funds will be made available in 
this fiscal year so that you can employ additional help. Some pro-
jects probably cannot be inspected as frequently as they should until 
the work-load, lightens, or additional help is employed, No doubt, in-. 
spections are arranged so that projects which are being operated eff i-
ciently and have no problems arising from time to time are not visited. 
as frequently as those that are having difficulties • This office, how-
ever, has not been kept as fully aware of project operations as it 
should be • This can be helped to a great extent, without adding to the 
work-load, by furnishing us with copies Of all inspection reports as 
soon as they are prepared.


C
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DMEA has the responsibility for the Exploration Program 
and is called upon from time to time to furnish detailed report? and 
3tatistics on overall project operations, as well as on tndividual 
cases, to ogressional Committees, the Bureau of Budget, General 
Accounting Office, Defense Materials ?rocurement Agency, the Secre-. 
tary's Office, and others. H.enee, it must be fully cognizant of 
project perations in all respects. 


•	 We .ar& very glad to know that you were aware of almost all• 
of the points raised in our four letters and have either solved them 
or are attempting to work out a. reasonable solution. We also appre—. 
elate receiv.ng ypur comments thereon. rou, no doubt, will agree 
with us that opsxtions which are being rim inefficiently should riot 
be permitted to do so lnefinitely, and if the conditions are not 
corrected thin a reasonable period of time, these projects should be 
terminated. We have written you in reply to your letter of June 27, 
regarding the KeW Camp projct%; but do not bél:iee that your lters' 
on the other pvvjects covered by your letter of June 27, require in-
dividual 'epliea. 


We. hope that you will receive our letters nd the review 
reports, in the spirit, and for the purpose, ther are written, that is, 
not to find fault with your office but to aid the Field Team and this 
office in the administration of contracts. We have complete confidence 
in the Field Officers and Field Teems. Our requests for information 
and review repor should not ,be interpreted that we lack confidence or 
do not aprecUte the fine work that is being 4ione in the field. By 
keeping us adYlsed as currently as possible, hever, we feel that very 
little mts'unrstanding will arise between the Washington office and 
the Field.

This is in reply to the summary made by the Iron and Ferro 
Alloy Division on the subject contract. A copy of the summary was trans-
mitted to this office with your letter of June 12, 1952, requesting that 
we take whatever action seemed necessary. 


Item (1) of the summary states that the contract allows for 
only two miners and a supervisor. This is erroneous. As we read it, 
the contract does not stipulate the number of miners who may be employed 
at a given time, but only limits the total number of shifts for all miners 
employed to 300 shifts • For the above reason it does not appear necessary 
to amend the contract because the operator used four men in the fulfillment 
of the contract. 


Items (2), (3), and ) of the summary discuss stoppage of the 
work because of winter weather, time, funds remaining to complete the 
project, and technical aspects of the project. The Field Team is fully 
cognizant of the points raised in the summary. However, we would like 
to point out several factors which will necessitate changing the program. 


(Xring to the limited field personnel, only one routie inspection 
of the exploration project was made prior to the stoppage of work last fall. 
This inspection was made by G. C. Reed, Bureau of Mines, near the start of 
the project. I second inspection was scheduled in the late fall but before 
this could beniade early Snows rendered the area inaccessible until spring. 
Arrangements tere made to inspect the project before the start of work 
in the spring.







1	 .1'
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James Quinlan, geologist, Geological Survey, inspected the area 
on May 27, 1952 immediately after the road was open. He found that the 
operator had been premature in starting his shaft and was still in over-
burden. He also found that part of the shaft bad caved during the winter. 
A traverse was run from the Bureau of Mines drill bile to the shaft collar 
and a section indicates that the shaft is above the Onyx vein. However, 
the outcrop is covered and as the distance between the drill hole and shaft 
is around seven hundred feet and as the dip of the vein is not certain the 
projection cannot be relied upon. It has, therefore, been recommended to 
the operator that he drill two shallow drill boles, which with the existing 
Bureau of Mines drill hole should determine accurately the dip and strike 
of the vein and permit selection of an appropriate shaft site. 


The operator, who has been conducting mine exploration all his 
life, should have continued bulldozing until be was sure be was in bedrock 
and should have notified us before starting his shaft. Unfortunately he 
did not and went off half-cocked. Had we been able to inspect the project 
we could have avoided sce lost motion but with 93 or so projects it is 
obviously impossible for us to be everywhere at once. 


We are faced with the alternative of abandoning the project 
at a dead loss or of jumping in and trying to salvage something by trying 
to get him to the vein. We have chosen the latter course, hoping that 
MäLure, the operator, will have profited by his experience. 


Mr. McLure is considered to be a competent small operator. 
However, this is an excellent example of what can happen to a relatively 
simple exploration project when the operator does not fully appreciate 
the geologic problems involved. We find this to be the case with many 
small operators. Also, it illustrates the need for enough personnel to 
keep a close check on the progress of work under the contract.

A routine field inspection of 'Exploration Project Idm-gL]J.&, 
Bear and Float claims, Granite County, Montana, was made May 27, 
1952.


Owing to the limited field personnel, only one routine 
inspection of this project was made last fall. This inspection was 
made by G. C. Reed, USBM, at the start of the project. 


The Operator's monthly reports indicated the program was 
being carried on as outlined in the contract. However, several days 
before winter set in, the Operator reported that the shaft had been 
sunk 65 feet and was still in overburden. Arrangements were made to 
have a geologist inspect the project, but before this inspection 
could be made, winter weather made the property inaccessible. The 
Operator was advised not to start work in the spring until a geologist 
had an opportunity to inspect the work completed under the project. 


At the time of my inspection, the shaft was caved at the 
collar. The timber at the coflar shows the direction of the shaft 
to be N. 710 W. and that it is sunk on an incline of 180. 


Little is known about the Onyx vein in the vicinity of the 
shaft. The project was approved on the strength of tungsten float 
found in the vicinity of the shaft, coupled with the proven persistency 
of the Onyx vein structure from diamond drill data. The DMA field 
exarrri.ners recognized the deep overburden in the area and allowed 96 
hours of bulldozing to uncover the vein and prepare a suitable shaft 
collar site. The Operator used only approximately half the funds 
available for bulldozing. It seemed the Operator made a very feeble 
attempt to uncover the vein, most of the funds being used to prepare 
an ideal collar site.







The 0nx vein is reported cut in USBM Diamond Drill Hole 
No. 13, which is 700 feet northwest of the shaft • This is the nearest 
point to the shaft, where there is definite information regarding the 
vein. Assuming the vein to be parallel to the Combination vein in 
this area, the shaft appears to be approximately 100 feet in the 
hanging wall of the vein. This projection could be considerably in 
error.


It is recommended that two short diamond drill ho]a a be 
drilled in the vicinity of the shaft; with information from USBM 
Diamond Drill Hole No. 13, a reliable position, strike, and dip of 
the vein can be calculated, materially aiding fature underground 
exploration.

On July 31 you forwarded to Mr. William R. MoLure a request that 
he fill out six new copies of form MF-200, and that he also submit copies 
of his proposed work contract concerning the proposed exploration project. 


This office received six signed copies of form MF-200 from MoLure on 
August 6, together with a letter stating that he, MoLure, did not understand 
your definition of work contract, and that inasmuch as he did not have copies 
of the exhibits to accompany the contract, would we please supply these 
exhibits for him. 


After perusing the contracts, and our copy of the exhibits, we 
decided that the work contract applied to the proposed bulldozing program 
which initially was referred to as work to be done by contract. Although 
we were unable to oontaot MoLu.re for verification, we concluded that MoLure, 
in all probability, had only a verbal contract with the bulldozer operator in 
question and thus it would be difficult for him to furnish a copy of the 
desired contract. Furthermore, it is entirely possible that MoLure is awaiting 
signature of the proposed exploration contract with DMA before he definitely 
enters.: into a work contract with the bulldozer operator. 


The Field Team wonders if it wouldn't be possible to arrange the 
pending bulldozer work contract between MoLure and the bulldozer operator 
following signature of the Exploration Project Contract. At that time the 
lesser points on the work contract could be wOrked out in. more detail. It 
is quite probable that some phases of the proposed bulldozer program would 
have to be changed which would, of course, affect the work contract.

REC OMII1DAT IONS 


The field team recommends that an exploration loan in the amount 


of l6,382 be granted the applicant to expose the Onyx vein on the Bear 


and Float claims, with 75 percent, or l2,286.5O, to be provided by the 


Government, and 25 percent, or 4,O95.5O, to be provided by the applicant. 


LOC.ATION 


The Bear and Float claims adjoin the property of the Combination 


mine on the southeast; they are 11 miles by road northeast of Philipsburg, 


Granite County, Mont.


OWNERSHIP 


The two uxipatented Bear and Float claims are owned by William R. 


MoLure, Philipsburg, Mont.


HISTORY 


No production has been made from the Onyx vein but its existence 


has been indicated below the Combination vein in a number of drill holes 


from the Combination workings and in four holes drilled by the Bureau 


of Mines in 1948. The Onyx vein was only weakly mineralized where cut 


by the Bureau holes.
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DESCRIPTION OF T PROPOSAL 


The applicant proposes to explore the Onyx vein by bulldozing 


inthe area of heaviest vein float and then to sink an incline on 


the vein 100 feet. From the bottom of the 100 foot incline a level 


will be driven 100 feet in each direction along the vein. The outcrop 


of the vein at the proposed site of the adit is covered by surface 


debris. Mixed with the debris is an unusual amount of mineralized 


quartz containing hubnerite crystals. 


TECHNICAL FEAS IBILITY 


Geologic Setting 


The evidence suggesting the existence of a parallel vein, 1ovm 


as the Onyx, about 650 feet beneath the Combination vein consists of 


eight drill hole.s and sporadic vein float found on covered slopes east 


and north of the outcrop of the Combination vein. Vein float, some 


of which contains hubnerite and secondary copper minerals, was seen 


by the examination team at a number of localities along heavily wooded 


slopes east and north of the outcrops of the productive part of the 


Combination vein. The known occurrences of float, some of which have 


been test-pitted without encountering bedrock, occur for a length of 


at least 2000 feet, more or less on a contour down slope from the 


Combination vein suggesting the probability that the source is one or 


more gently dipping veins beneath, the Combination vein. The continuity 


of the vein or veins could not readily be demonstrated by surface 


excavations due to excessive depth of overburden on these heavily wooded 


slopes.
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Three underground drill holes, one drilled prior to 1900 and 


two drilled in 1936, intersected a silver-bearing vein at depths of 


640, 663,"aud 689 feet beneath the Combination vein. In the first 


of these holes 5 feet of vein averaged 13.5 ounces of silver, in the 


second 5 feet averaged 6.25 ounces of silver,, and in the third 10 


feet averaged 10.5 ounces of silver and 0.75 percent copper. No 


copper assay was made of samples from the first two holes, and no 


tungsten assay was made on any sample. A surface hole drilled 


northwest of the Combination workings is reported to have intersected 


5 feet of ore that assayed 7.4 ounces of silver. The position of 


this vein appears to be about 100 feet too high for the projected 


position of the Onyx vein. In 1948 three holes were drilled by the 


U. S. Bureau of Mines to intersect the Onyx vein near its outcrop. 


quartz veinlets were intersected by all three of these holes near 


the projected position of the Onyx cein. A fourth hole intersected 


3 feet of massive pyrite at approximately the projected position of 


the Onyx vein. 


The sum. of this evidence, though inconc1uive, strongly suggests 


that the Onyx vein is a persistent feature for a strike length of at 


least 2000 feet and a dip àontinuity of at least 4000 feet. Both the 


holes and the float indicate that the vein contains low-grade silver 


and copper mineralization, at least locally, and the float indicates 


that significant hubnerite is present in places. 


The evidence, though by no means conclusive, suggests that a 



limited exploratory program might be justified and that the work should 
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be done in the area of greatest concentration of tungsten-bearing float. 


Exposure of the vein at a number of localities by bulldozing to determine 


thickness and grade at the outcrop is considered to be impractical 


because of the depth of overburden, which probably exceeds 10 feet in 


most places and locally may exceed 15 feet. Driving a crosscut adit 


to the vein and drifting thereon would also probably be unsatisfactory 


because of the considerable distance through overburden and vrallrock 


that such a crosscut would have to be driven to obtain iy significant 


depth beneath the outcrop of the vein. For example, a crosscut adit 


400 feet long would attain a depth of aboxb 75 feet beneath the surface 


or about 55 to 65 feet beneath the upper limit of vein in place. 


The examination team believes that sinking an incline on the vein 


in the area of the greatest oncentrat-ion of tungsten-bearing float would 


be the most feasible method of exploration. In order to sink on the vein, 


it will be necessary to excavate by bulldozer a trench of sufficient width, 


length, and depth to expose the vein in place and to prepare a suitable 


site f or collaring a winzo. In this excavation a winze should be sunk 


on the vein to a depth of approximately 100 feet and a level should be 


driven from the bottom of this incline for about 100 feet in each direction 


along the, vein. Such a program would explore a block of vein containing 


about 8,000 tons, assuming a vein width of 5 feet. 


RESERVES 


No ore has been developed on the Onyx vein. The Bureau of Hines 


drilled the Combination vein, 600 to 700 feet above and approximately 


parallel to the Onyx vein. This work indicated 130,000 tons of ore in 
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two bodies. The weighted average metal content of this ore as 


indicated by drill-hole samples follows:

Mining Methods 


The. Onyx and Combination veins are in thin bedded sandstone 


and shales of the Spokane formation (Belt Series). These rockshave 


been altered locally to quartzite. The workings of the Combination 


vein have remained open for many years, the hanging wall being 


supported only by occasional pillars and by rock packs bii1t of 


waste and low-grade ore. 


The Onyx vein no doubt could be mined by open stope methods. 


Slushors would be required to move the ore in stopes because the vein 


dips only 100 to 30°.

There is no equipment on the Bear and Float claims.

One area 


containing much mineralized float appears to be the covered outcrop 


of a vein containing tungsten. The overburden is too deep to disclose 


the vein in place by bulldozer trenching. The cheapest way to explore 


that vein appears by driving an incline, as proposed by the applicant.

In conjunction with several referred field investigations 
in western Montana, two members of the Region II Field Teem visited 
W, L. McLure's-Bear and Float claims near Philipsburg, Montana. The 


1ii[döes not have a copy of Mr. MeLure's application (IMA-
315) for Government assistance in exploration and is not aware of 
the specific proposal that he made. 


In conversation with Mr. MeLure the Field Teem gathered that 
his general plan is. to explore a virtually unknown vein in the foot-
wall of the main Combination-Black Pine vein. Such a plan is not 
without merit, but careful consideration should be given to how this 
exploration might best be accomplished. It would have to be regarded 
as a wild cat for this footwall vein is known only on the basis of a 
discontinuous belt of quartz float containing copper, tungsten, and 
silver minerals, two or three pits in heavy concentrations of similar 
float, and three old drill holes from the Combination mine which 
intersected a silver-bearing vein about 650 feet in the footwall of 
the Combination vein. Nevertheless, the limited field evidence does 
suggest the possibility of a relatively continuous footwall vein with 
worthwhile concentrations of silver and possibly locally significant 
amounts of tungsten and copper. For this reason a limited exploration 
project on the Bear and Float claims might be considered. 


If you would send us Mr. McLure's docket, we would be in a 
position to make recommendations on the basis of the field examination 
and McLure's specific proposal.
