The application,submitted by F. L. ¼ñulty for an explora•
tion loan on a part of the Rising Star and ßelcher quarts lode claims,
has been reviewed by the Lead-Zino Branoh.


The epplicant fails to present data upon which a reliable
evaluation can be based. The application indicates that the property
probably merits en exploration loan but before a commitment can be
considered it will be necessary to have additional information on
the property.


The Lead•¾ine Branch recommends that the application be
referred to the field team for en examination to determine the geolo-
gioal basis for anticipating increased ore reserves ta those parts
of the eleima under lease. If the projoet is geologically feasible,
it should be determined if the applicant has sufficient funds or
equipment for the stehing program. On Form MF-103 tiled by the
applicant he indicates that he is capable of supplyins Sopi or the
funda, but in the attached answere to the questions (final paragraph)
he states "I would still go ahead if I had the means to mateh dollars
with the Government". Obvionely there is a confliot here. Finally,
the lease arran ement with Anaconda should be investigated. The
lease is on a year-to•year basis, therefore, the provisions for re•
nowal should be investigated.

About 35 years, Mines operated under supervision of
F. L. Menulty as followst Midwest, Minnie Jane, Buffalo,
Hesperus, Green Copper, Otisco, Refer, Easley, Black Warrer,
Ardsley Butte - all of Butte, Montana. Comet Mine of Basin,
Gold Coin Mining Co. of Maxwell, Nont., Montana Gold Mines,
Virginia City, Montana, Hamilton Victor Mining and Milling
Co., Hamiltoni ¾ontana, If a loan is arranged F. L. McNulty
will be the operator in charge.


This property had very little exploration. There are no
reports as to the workings of production. This property
had one of the first shafts operated in this camp. What
development work was done encountered sinc, lead, some
silver and gold. The type of ore could not be treated
satisfactorily at that time and the operation of this
property, Us well as other properties close by, was sus-
pended. When oil flotation was put to use it was the
solution of the .complex ores. Ihmi these old properties
have turned out to be great mines--three in the vicinity
of my lease owned by the Anaconda Copper Mining Company.
We haven't any reports nor can we get any. There are none
available. M. H. Gidel, Chief Geologist for the Anaconda
Copper Lining Company and Wallace O'Brien, his assistant,
and Chester Steele, aiso of the A.C.M.Co., recommended
sinking the shaft another 100 ft, which would put it down
to the 265 ft. level. The quantity of ore mined during
our operation, which was a very short operation in June,
1950, was 176 dry,
About 15 10 ft. length and height and 7 ft. wide was
the total amount of ore mined.
Total amount of money received was as follows for the
176 tono ahort 2,017.94. I am mailing you the copies
received from the Washoe Sampler regarding the prices
paid for our product ore, the E.M.J. quotations of which
you will ese on the copies of settlements.


We haven't any data on ore or mineral reserves due to the
lack of development. We have four veins on this prpperty,
one the Rainbow which has produced millions of dollars.
Such minee.as the Alice, Magma Charta, Elm Orlu and Black







) Rock Mine that was classed as the largest zinc mine in the
world in the year of 1918--these mines are all being worked
through other shafts belonging to the Anaconda Copper Mining
Company which they own. It would take some time with steady
work to give definite ore reserves in our lease, which also
belongs to the Anadonda Copper Mining Company. We have a venn To
year lease. It would take a long time to develop four veins
1500 ft. long. I think we should have plenty ore however.


1) Cur plans of assaying'are sample across the vein, the back
of drift or stopes as follows: the face of the drift, the
hanging wall section, the width, top, midway and bottom,
and the same on he footwall. Our sample book shows the
width across the area of samples taken and the assay value
of same. All the samples are numbered and the samples
certificate from the assay office are numbered to correspond
with the sample book and they are filed away for future ref-
erence.


(2) I cannot give you the actual tonnage due to vegr little de-
velopment work. We have four veins 1500 ft. long. I wouldn't
make any guess on the ores that might develop on these veins
for 1500 ft. long but there is no question there would be a
good many thousand tons. The Rainbow vein alone is $ to 12
ft. wide for several hundred ft. long.


9. Roads are good. e are only 1/2 mile from Butte, Montana,
and one mile from the Washoe Sampler. All paved roads.


10. The Butte climate is ideal. We can operate the year round
without any delay due to the weather conditions,


11. We have plenty of water to carry on mining operations, which
is all that is necessary.


12. We installed a power line and have plenty of electric power
for all purposes.


13. (a) Miners live here ill Butte. We don't have any muckers. The
Miners do this work themselves. No mill men. Hoisting
engineers to hoist the rock, top men to handle the rock that
comes out of the inine.


(b) We don't have any trouble getting what men we need--experienced
men for any occusion regarding mining,


o The current wage scale in the Butte camp is as follows:
Miners are paid at the rate of 12.21. Shaftmen get 50/ a day
more than miners. When we contract the wofk it is so much per
linear foot. Hoisting engineers get 50/ per day more than
miners, which would be #12.71.







li a) Present equipment on the property: A 15 HP hoist, 30 HP
comprepsor, large air receive , all the electrical appliances
in connection with this hoist and compressor. In fact we
could be mining in very short notice, a matter of two days
or so. Steel buildings are new. New head frame. One new
water hose. Some drill steel, two hoisting buckets, one mine
car. We would have to buy 2" and 1" pipe.


b) 1 Jackhammer for sinking the shaft; 1 stoper for drifting
both ways on the vein. The compressor and hoist would do
for the time being. We would need one that would have more
air delivery, say about 300 cubic feet, which would take care
of two drilling machines, hose and bits and explosives.


15. Type of government assistance: A #20,000.00 loan to sink the
present shaft another 100 ft., which would put the shaft down
to the 265 ft. level, then drift on the vein some 200 ft, to
open up a good block of ground for stoping, also keep up our
development work to block in advance which would be the right
procedure for good mining practice.


1) Priorities: We be supplied with a priority number to get what
supplies necessary to carry on mining operations. le had a
number to purchase before what ever we needed.
