Do not
include labor, supervision and technical services used for
work performed under items (5) and (6).

Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies
used(in the project other than that used under items (5)
and (6).

Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation.
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a

The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses .incurred under contract Form MF-200
must be supported by original documentation or by certified
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls,
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional
Executive Officer. .This certification may be stated thus,
“Certified True Copy (or Transcript)’”’, followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer ‘of the.Region
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have
an ‘“‘on-site’”’ audit, that is, a Government auditor should
make an audit of the Operator’s books and records of account,
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. ,The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be
thus supported.

Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed
price contracts on Form MF-200 (A), however, are not re-
quired to be supported by documentation of any kind.

MF-104 by deleting as stated above the word ‘‘Independent”
and by showing the number of feet or other units immediately
after the appropriate descriptive word, such as, drilling, bull-
dozing, crosscutting, drifting, etc., and giving the ‘ Monthly
Total” amount due. ‘Totals Previously Reported”, and
‘“Totals to Date’ columns should also be filled in.

The two miners constructed a bulkhead about 60 feet below the
600-level to repair timber sets in the shaft. Fourteen days or 28
man-shifts on days pay basis were spent repairing three timber sets.
Because of the bulkhead, the 800-level could not be reached so the
following information was obteined from the contractor-miner, Donald
T. Miller, who is also President of the National Copper Mines:.

On the 800 foot level, the contract exploration 5' x 7' drift
advanced about 190 feet (156 feet on monthly reports) since the start
of the project November 2, 1951. Quoting from Paul V. Lyon, Jr.
report dated December 10, 1951: '

"From 81 to 98 feet, the drift encountered a pocket of altersd
limestone containing strong ferric and ferrous iron mineralization,
also seams of oxidized zinc ore (24% zinc), and cerrusite with traces
of malachite and copper zinc carbonate mineral.

Only one shift is worked daily. When two shifts daily was
suggested, I was informed that poor ventilation would make twc shifts
daily impossible.

SUMMARY, CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDAT IONS

The Grand Deposit mine was explored under DMEA contract Idm-E201
between the periods of Nov. 2, 1951 and Nov. 1, 1952, Work comprised
the repair and partial replacement of some timber séﬁs in the in~-
clined shaft; eniargihg, straightening and continuing an air raise
from the 800-foot level to the 600-foot level; drifting and cross-
cutting northwesterly from an extension on-the 800-foot level a
distance of 450 feet; raising from the end of the 450-foot drift a
distance of 40 feet in an attempt to intersect favorable limestone
beds; crosscutting 14 feet from the 800-foot level shaft pocket fo
establish a drill statioq; énd the drilling of a 201-foot, approxi-
mately flat dip hole beafing S. 43° W., into the hanging wall of
the Grand Deposit fault. Total cost of the project was $26,400; the
Government's share was $13,200, or a 50 bercent pérticipation.

The'exploration project was not successful in locating ore
bodies of commercial grade. The oxidized lead-zinc ore encountered
was too low grade to warrant mining and shipping to a smelter.
Further exploration by drifting and crosscutting on the 800-foot

level is not justified.





It is recommended that: :

1, No further requests for exploration be approved.

2. DMEA certify no discovery by the exploration as no

ore bodies of significance were discovered, either
in the ,50-feet of drifting and crosscutting on the

800-foot level, or in the diamond drill hole into

the fault zone.

Production from new mine workings might be economically feasible
if done by leasers following the higher grade leads within the fault
fissures.

A d?iftland crosscut was extended northwesterly for 450 feet
from the extension of the 800-foot level drift as required by the
contract. 4 partially mineralized fissure was followed for 155 feet
before turning and crosscutting the limestone formation. No
mineralized fissures were encountered by the crosscut. To expedite
the crosscutting to more favorable limestone beds, a 54° inclined
raise was driven 40 feet from the end of the drift. This raise
was discontinued due to the lack of funds. No mineralization was
encountered.

A crosscut was driven 14.3 feet southwesterly from the 800-
.foot level shaft pocket to provide room for the diamond drilling.

Diamond drilling was contracted to the Nickols & Thompson
Drilling Company of Boise, Idaho and comprised drilling a 201-foot
- flat hole on a S. 43° W. bearing into the hanging wall of the Grand
Deposit fault. No mineralized areas or favorable horizons were en-
countered.

A small crosécut was extended 22 feet into the hanging wall of

EFFICIENCY OF OPERATIONS - COMFETENCY OF OPERATOR
Supervision of the project was inadequate. Weekly visits by
the superintendent, Paul E. Lyon, Jr., from his Salt Lake City, Utah
office,were not sufficient to maintain a uniform work schedule.

Introduction

The Grand Deposit Mining Compeny has expended all of the funds allotted
under contract Idm-E~201 for exploration at the Grand Deposit Mine,

White Pine County, Nevada. December 16, 1952, D. C. Arnold and D. C. Laub
of the U. S. Geological Survey examined the property to determine whether
any discoveries had been made, and if the exploratory program had adequately
explored the ground outlined in Docket DMA-145.

The workings of the Grand Deposit mine are in the footwall of the
Grand Deposit fault in limestone of Cambrian age. Most of the ore bodies
discovéred on the 500 and 600 levels were residual bodies of lead carbonate
and iron oxides coating the walls and partly filling open fissures, and as ox-
idized lead-zinc replﬁcement deposits near iarge fissures in a thin-bedded
limestone unit that strikes northeast and dips northwest in the mine area.

Results of Expioration

The Grand Deposit projecﬁ-was'outlined to explore the thin-bedded
limestone unit on the 800 level and to test the possibilities of ore bodies
being present in the hanging wall of the Grand Deposit fault.

The exploratory program consisted of two projects, both on the 800
levelg_'Project No. l——explore the thin-bedded limestone unit crosscutting
northwestward along the mineralized fissure at the end of the 800 level drift;
Project No. 2=—a 200-foot diamond drill hole to explore the hanging-wall block
of the Grand Deposit fault (fig. 1).

Project No, 1: Exploratory work consisting of 450 feet of crosscutfing

and 4O feet of raising was completed under Project No. 1. The first 155





feet of crosscut was driven northwest along the mineralized fissure at the
end of the 800 level drift. Initially it was planned to follow the fissure
northwestward, into the favorable thin-bedded limestone unit, but when the‘
strike of the fissure changed towards the ncrtheast, it was decided that the
crosscut should continue northwestward to explore the favorable limestone
rather than follow thé fissure. The additional 295 feet of crosscut that
were driven after leaving the fissure encountered only one lead-zinc showing.
This showing, a small fissure striking N. 400 E, and dipping 200SE., was
cut at 245 feet. After continuing the crosscut 50 feet beyond the small
fissure, without making any new discoveries, the remaining funds were used
to put up a 40-foot raise to explore the fissure above the level. The
fissure was not cut in the raise; presumably_it was too weak to continue up
dip for more then a few feet. This work compléted Project No. 1, the results
of-which are summarized below:
The fissure that was explored with the first 155 feet of

crosscut contained about 10 tons of residual lead carbonate

ore.

Conclusions

Work done under contract Idm-E-201 adequately tested the blocks of
ground outlined in DMA Docket 145. The crosscut and raise explored the
‘most favorable pert of the thin-bedded limestone and the hanging wall of
the Grand Deposit fault was explored by a drill hole.

The fissure explored by the firét 155 feet of crosscut contains
low grade lead ore. The meaSured and indicated reserves total about 30 tons, -
but an additional 300 tons may be inferred along the strike and up dip from
the showings,ﬁisccvered on the 800 level. The outlook for the production of
a significant tonnage from these showings is not promising, but the operatérs

or lessees may eventually ship a small tonnage.

above the drift level, 10 feet below, after which it was filled to
grade. ‘






The pocket (end of which was 56 feet from beginning of drift-

ing) was a turning point in the drift. The original fault faded
and the drift proceeded N, 16° W. through loose altered limestone
along a mineralized zone for 85 feet. There was at least two feet
of strongly mineralized rock in the drift for the entire distance,
and sometimes more. This mineralized material contained much lead,
zinc and copper, but little of it could be saved because of lack
of storage facilities on the level. An assay of 35 tons of waste

from the drift was: lead 4.0%, Zinc 9.8%, Copper 0.70%, and approx-
* imately 35% iron.

A narrow solution cave was encountered on the west side of the
drift in this area; the cave was accessible to approximately 50 feet
above the drift; it contains considerable cerrusite and some galenas,
but is too small to mine. The cave material was dangerously loose
and it had to be timbered to keep it from clogging the .drift (with
ore). A sample of cerrusite from the cave assayed: Lead 63./%, Gold
0.19 oz., Silver 3./ oz., Copper 0.12% and insoluble 0.8%. A show-
ing of copper ore in the bottom of the drift in the same area
assayed: .005 oz. gold, 1.8 oz. silver, 19.75% copper, l.2% lead
and 3.4% zinc. There was considerable oxidized zinc material in the
drift, assaying from 10% to 25% zinc.

At the end of this part of the drift, a fault was encountered.
This fault was N. 20° E., dipping 85° SE.; it was mineralized, but since
its strike was near the strike of the limestone beddings, it was
not felt that it would be wise to drift along it. A 22-foot cross-
cut was driven to intersect the fault originally followed, however
the fault was not seen, or at least it was not significant enough
to drift along.

It was decided that the drift should be turned to a bearing of
N. 50° W. to crosscut the limestone beddings and to reach the thin-bedded
limestones at the nearest point. The drift was continued in this
direction until the 450 feet of drift authorized by the contract were
completed. A number of faults were encountered in this part of the
drift, some of which were slightly mineralized (see map). The fault
60 feet below the 600 level (encountered in the air raise) and the
other faults in the drift moved the sought-for favorable thin-bedded
limestones farther away, so that they were not found in the drift
(they would have been encountered at about the present face if there
had been no faults). We felt that it would have been wise to con-
tinue the drift ahead until funds were exhausted, but this was not
possible under the contract.

A raise was driven from the end of the drift N. 500 W. at a 500
incline to crosscut the beddings and intersect the last fault en-
countered in the drift. The raise was stopped at 42 feet because
all funds provided for the contfact had been exhausted. The face

of the raise was in dense light~grey limestone containing traces of
limonite.





Except as already stated, no favorable showings were encoun-
tered. Traces of sheelite were found near the last fault in the drift.

The diamond drill hole was driven 201 feet into the hanging
wall of the shaft as provided in the contract. The hole was drilled
on the advice of the government whose idea it was originally. It
was drilled S. 400 W, approximately level, with over 90% recovery
of the core. The first 100 feet of hole were in calcareous breccia
containing some igneous fragments. The next 101 feet were in
andesite, except the first few feet of it were in andesite porphyry.

There was a fault indicated at 137-139 feet. There was no mineral-
ization indicated in the hole.

Except as stated above that it would have been better to extend
the drift to a favorable showing instead od driving the raise where
it is and doing the diamond drilling, we feel that the work has been
done according to good mining and exploration practice.

SUMMARY AND CONCLUSIONS
This property was visited on August 5, 1962. The advance of the
800 level drift since the previous inspection on July 8, 1952 is 82 feet,
making a total footage of 428 feet. The contract is for 450 feet which
leaves 22 feet to complete the drifting. There has been no favorable
mineralized‘showings to date. Unless ore is discovered in the next

22 feet of advance, there should be no necessity for s 100«foot raise,

as outlined in the contract.

A slightly mineralized fault zone was encountered 23 feet back
from the face of the arif% which bears N. 56° W. It was 15 inches
wide when first encountered at the floor of the drift end pinches down
to about 6 inches where it disappears near the back., It is about
3 feet above the back at the face. A sample was taken of the mineral-
ization - 12 inches in width ~ but analyses will not be available until
a week or more. The drifting is still at right angles to the formatioen.

Reference is made to your subject memorandum dated May 1.
Attached are four copies of a report entitled "Docket DMA-145, Grand
Deposit Mining Company, White Pine County, Nevada, (Lead-Zinc)", by
R. M. Smith, G. C. Simmons and D. C. Arnold, Geologists, U. S.
Geological Surveyl, and Russell R. Trengove, Mining Engineer, U. S.
Bureau of Mines,ihated June 26, 1951. To each copy of that report is
attached a separate and independent report prepared by Mr. Russell R.
Trengove, giving some additimal requested-information.

Region IITI Field Team studied the engineer's and geologists'
"report and conclude that they consider steps 1 and 2 of the Survey's
Program (page 7) at a cost of $10,000 to be the first objective.
Although not stated in the report, it seems to us that steps 3, L and
5 might be desirable only if steps 1 and 2 were successful in opening
up ore. We estimate on the basis of the cost of carrying out steps
1 and 2 that for steps 3, L and 5 the drilling of 600 feet of diamond
drill hole at $10 per foot, thedrifting of 10 feet at $20 per foot
and $700 miscellaneous expenses, that that part of the project would
cost about $7,500, which would be in addition to the $10,000 estimated
to carry out steps 1 and 2. :

In looking at the project from the standpoint at what it
would accomplish, we are of the opinion that proposed steps 1 and 2
would expose only a limited amount of ore and that steps 3, L and 5
are strictly gambles to determine if the limestone underlays the
andersite south of fault. The report gives no reason for concluding
that the limestone does that.

We also wish to emphasize that the deposit is known to be
submarginal in grade, and that operations during the last war were






profitable only because the company was subsidized.

The Field Team goes along with the engineer's and
geologists' recommendation that the requested loan be granted, but
are not very hopeful that anything big will result. As the operator
will have to put up 50 percent of the cost, we, perhaps, should not
be too exacting for a loan. '

SUMMARY, CONCLUSIONS, AND RECOMMENDATIONS

Docket DMA-145, Grand Deposit Mining Company, White Pine County, Nevada
is a request for a loan of $55,000 to be used to explore'blocks of ground
. adjacent to previously mined ore bodies.

The docket was forwarded by the Field Team Region III on May'Bl, 1951
for review and appraisal of the proposed'exploratién project.

The Grand Deposit mine has a prodnction.of 25,935vtons from 1942 to
1951 that averaged 1.5 percent lead, 13.5 percent zinc;‘.002 oz;.gold, and
1.2 oz. silver to the ton. | |

The workings are in limestone of Cambrian age. The ore deposits are
composed pr1nc1pally of ceru51te, anglesite, calamlne, and smithsonite; some
galena and sphalerlte are present locally. The ore bodles follow faults and
gash fractures, and extend out along beddlng;~they have ranged in size from
a'few tons to several-thousand tons. Mining dquring recent years has been
| largely confined to the 500, 600, and 800 levels.. Most of the ore of shlpplng
grade dlscovered has been stqped, and there are no reserves of measured or
indicated ore. It is reasonable to infer that a earefully-planned exploratory
Program may aid in diseovering a few thousand tons of ore of grade comparable
to that mined.

Operations at the Grand Deposit mine have been marginal to sub-marginal
since 1942; ore has been produced profitably only undsr premium prlces. It is

likely, therefore, that any future operations would be marginal to sub-marginal,
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except under premium payments or at higher metal payments. As the property
has a fair production record, however, further exploratory work should be
‘considered. -

The exploratory pfogram'submitted by the Grand Deposit Mining Company
was highly generalized and included items not needed at‘this time. It is
suggested that this program be discarded, and a new program based on work
of the Geological Survey be carried out.

INTRODUCTION

Docket DMA-145 is a request for approval of a program to spend $10,000

The Field Team, Region IIi on May 31, 1951 (letter of May 28) referred
the docket to the Geological Survey, Salt Lake City, Utah for review and
appraisal of the proposed exploration project,

The Grand Deposit Mine was examined by De C. Arnold, G, C, Simmons, and
R. M, Smith of the U, S. Geological Survey in.June 1951. With the exception
of the 800 level and part of the 600 level, 2l1 of the mine was previously
mapped in 1942 by Louis Cramer in connection with an RFC loan granted the Grand
Deposlt Minlng Company. These maps were made available by Mr. Paul Lyon, Jre,
engineer and secretary for the company. The recent ‘examination consisted of
checklng the ex1st1ng mine maps and mapping unmepped portions of the mine, A&

brief surface investigation was also made,

Location and Accessibility
The Grand Deposit Mine is on the east flank of the northern part of the

Schell Creek Range, in sec. 9, Te 20 Noy R, 66 W,, White Pine County, Nevada,
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The mine can be reached from McGill, Nevada, the nearest large town, by
traveling northward 28 miles on U, S, Highway 93 to Schellbourne Station,
thence eastward 12,5 miles on Nevada State Road 2, thence southward 16 miles

on the Spring Valley road (see fige. 1).

History and Production

CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS .
The outlook for the dlscovery of new:ore bodies at the Grand Dep051t .
Mine is not promlslng, but as the property has a fair production record further
exploratory work should be considered., Inasmuch as the property is now in
operation and the underground workings are now accessible, it seems desirable
to explore all likely areas in an attempt to discover new ore bodies. Accordingly,

Some production can be credited to exploration by diamond drill-
ing but most of the ore Wa; found by drifting, crosscutting, raising
and sinking.

The miﬁeralized z§nes in the Grand Deposit occur so erratically
that no systematic exploration by diamond drilling is feasible. The
ore bodies are lenticular and sometimes pipe-like in shape and vary
greatly in size. Recently discovered ore bodies have been small.

During the years 1946 to 1949, the Grand_Deposit Mining Company
conducted a program of diamond drilling that did not prove satisfactory.
The core and sludge recoveries'were poor because of fractured forma-

tions and no accurate information was obtained. No core recoveries

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were obtained in the oxidized lead ore bodies. In mines with these
characteristics, exploration and mining can be carried out more satis-
factory by underground methods. A limited amount of drilling:for
geologic information only as suggested by the U. S. Geological Survey
would bé valuable in directing exploration.

Mr. Paul Lyon, Sr. guess-estimated a minimum reserve of about
10,000 tons of ore in the upper levels. Because of the inaccessible,
caved workings, this figure could not be confirmed.

Daily production to date has been too small for an efficient
~operation. The mine output could be doubled by the installation of
a new hoist engine, larger skip, and modernizing the unloading at
the headframe. Other work would consist of some blasting in the
shaft to accommodate the larger skip, timbering 100 lineal.feet in
the shaft to make it safe for travel, and replacing some ties snd
rails in the shaft. The operators are also in need of one pickup
truck for hauling supplies. If these improvements are pot made, the
mine will continue to be & marginal proaucer, irrespectivé of possible
new ore discoveries.

Government assistance in finencing these recommendations appear

to be justified.

As stated therein, we secured a loan from the R.F.Ce. in Nov,
1942 and paid it off in full with interest from production and
with the hendicap of having our entire plant burned down during
the period, and with only dbout 204 insurance coverage. (all we
could get without water in the camp), We now have water in the
camp and are ready to start mining on a small scale and to get
the mine opened up for production,

We shipped more than 8,000,000 1lbs of actual metal in 24,596
tons of dry ore with zinc leading, then copper and then lead,
We are sure we can do as well or better if we can get help for
getting the camp and equipment in shape and getting supplies,
materials etc. and to carry the payrolls until the shipments
are going out on schedule,

Our mines are less than a mile apart and one is principally
copper, the other principally zinc, with some lead.and coppera
Both mines are isolated from agy town and the cost of getting
our ore s to the smelter is high, therefore we would have to
have some additional payment to equalize this extra cost or we
could never operate under present high labor and other costs,
During the last war we received premiums on all metals thereby
making it possible for us to produce and help the war effort,

We ere anxious to get under way before the bad weather makes
it harder to get the camp work done and adequate supplies haule
ed in and stored. We can ship all the year but it costs much
less to get our supplies and materials hauled during good weather,

We shipped 140 dry tons in-June 1947 before the deadline and
since then we have mined a few cars per year with leasers just to
keep the mine opens

We have kept our mine open at & loss, using a few leasers, who
