ANTIMONY IN THE THIRD QUARTER 2015

Imports of antimony products were 5,970 metric tons (t) in 30% less than that in the third quarter of 2014. The average

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Industry reports indicated that global consumption of
antimony in the third quarter of 2015 declined from earlier in
the year owing to a slowdown in the global economy and to
substitution for antimony in flame retardants (the leading
application for antimony). Producers in China were operating at
levels that were below full capacity owing to the decreased
consumption and price declines during the year.
