I have studied the subject application and recommend its denial. 


The applicants propose: to do trenching in an area already 
extensively trenched by the Bureau of Mines and described in Bureau of 
Mines Report of Investigations 4065, May 1947 3 and War Minerals Report 
181 (Mt. Weather Tech. Files No. W.M.R. 181). Whereas, part of the 
proposed work is in an area not previously covered, as Mr. McKnight 
pointed out, this area represents too small a part of the whole to 
make the project appear desirable. The ore reserves indicated by 
Bureau of Mines are too small and the grade too low to recommend the 
project, particularly owing to the remote location of the prospects.

This application requests funds for further bulldozer 
trenching along the strike in an attempt to extend orebodies that 
have already been extensively trenched by the Bureau of Mines in 
19420 There is a published Bureau of Mines' report (R.I. 14065) giv-
ing the results of the previous exploration, and there is an unpub-
lished Geological Survey report on the geologic features of these 
deposits.


BAROMETER MINE 


At the Barometer	 the cinnabar mineralization occurs 
along bedding plane joints and in openings along fracture and fault 


zones in shale and graywaoke, particularly in the vicinity of dike-
like intrusions of andesite, 


Upper deposit
At the upper deposit, a mineralized zone striking northwest 


and dipping steeply southwest has been crossed by 14 trenches and has 
also been explored by an underground tunnel. The zone has been exposed 
intermittently over a length of 175 feet. The richest sample, over a 
5-foot width at the southeastern end, assayed 16.5 lbs. of mercury per 
ton, 0.18% antimony, and 0.30% arsenic. The arsenic is a deleterious 
constituent from the standpoint of mercury metallurgy. Although the 
mineralized zone is 25 feet wide in the central area as determined 
from samples taken in the underground workings, the grade is low, the 
2 highest grade 5-foot cuts in the underground cross section running 
9 . 3 and 9.14 lbs. of mercury per ton, with 0.140 and 0.67 per cent 
arsenic respectively. These higher grade samples came from the footwall 
and hanging wall of the mineralized zone with lower grade material 
between.


The Bureau of Mines attempted to trace the mineralized zone 
southeast by bulldozing a trench 90 feet beyond the last showing of 
ore and another trench 75 feet still farther, but without success 
(See Fig. 8 of R.I. 14065).







On the northwest the outcrop of the mineralized zone is bordered by 
swampy ground, but a trench made beyond the swampy ground and 150 
feet from the northwest exposure of the mineralized zone failed to 
reveal ore. The only premise on which the applicant could justify 
further work to extend the mineral zone on this deposit would be 
that the mineralized zone had deviated from the average strike 
revealed in the known mineralized area, so that the Bureau of Mines' 
trenching along the strike extension failed to crosscut it. In the. 
absence of any argument or evidence presented by the applicant to 
this effect, and in view of the submarginal nature of the deposit 
already revealed, I recommend that no further exploration with 
Government funds be approved on this deposit. 


Lower deposit 


Faulting along the footwall of an andesite sill has created 
favorable conditions for cinnabar mineralization. Three trenches by 
the Bureau of Mines have revealed a mineralized zone striking a few 
degrees west of north and apparently dipping about 40° west. IWo 
samples 50 feet apart, each from a 5-foot width, show 12.4 lbs. and' 
1392 lbs. of mercury per ton.. Most of the small production from the 
property has come from float and shallow pits at this deposit, but 
the lack of development to date indicates the marginal nature of the 
ore so far revealed. It appears that the mineralized zone is open 
on the north, but on the south it runs into swampy ground within 50 
feet or so. Bulldozer trenching would undoubtedly be effeptive in 
defining the north limits. The deposit lies about 1 mile northwest 
of the Red Devil mine which has produced around 3,000 flasks of quick-
silver, 1940-45, and


'
the geologic occurrence is similar. Although the 


ore found to date is marginal, further prospecting on the extension 
of the deposit might conceivably reveal a richer ore shoot, and would 
be geologically sound.


ALICE AND BESSIE MINE 


At the A-lice and Bessie mine, a mineralized andesite sill 
striking northwest and dipping about 56 northeast in its central part 
has been explored by 19 bulldozer and hand-dug trenches spaced at about 
50-foot intervals along the sill. The mineralized till is also explored 
by a drift from a crosscut tunnel which hits the sill about 200 feet 
down dip from the outcrop. 


The trenching showed a mineralized outcrop length of 620 
feet along a northwest strike, in which cinnabar is visible in all 
except 1 of 10 trenches. However, the material in the 2 farthest 
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northwest trenches is not of ore grade. This leaves an ore zone 
500 feet long, averaging 5.2 feet wide, and containing an average 
grade of about 16 lbs. of quicksilver per ton. The tonnage of ore 
indicated in this zone is 54,500 tons. 


At the northwest end, the outcrop of the andesite swings 
to the west (and down hill), and crosscuts the strike of the shale 
and graywacke country rock. Several separated patches of the 
andesite are exposed, indicating that the body has branched and 
become dike-like. Old shallow shaft ' and open cut workings are pre- 
sent in this area, and hand trenching by the Bureau of Mines has 
exposed cinnabar. Relationships of this mineral are not clear, 
but it represents mineralization associated with an andesite body 
which may or may not be a branch of the main body. 


A map of the Bureau of Mines' trenches is shown as 
Figure 7 of R. I. 4065, and references to trench numbers in the 
application refer to the numbers shown on this map. The 'applicant 
proposes to cut bulldozer trenches southwest of trench No. 11 which 
would be in the area at the northwest end of the sill where the 
andesite crosscuts the strike of the sediments. This bulldozer 
trenching would appear to duplicate the Bureau of Mines' hand trench-
ing, but in addition, applicant wants to "trench west of trenches 15 
and 16 (which are hand trenches) towards andesite showing in main 
adit." This would indicate that he considers the hand trenching 
inadequate in that it explored only one of several possible finger-
like extensions of the andesite. He also wants to extend 2 trenches 
(Nos. 12 and 13) at southeast end of the orebody which he considers 
to have been curtailed short of crosscutting the full width of the 
ore zone. He further proposes to "trench across mineralized zone up 
to 1/4 mile north of Bureau of Mines' trenches", evidently' in a blind 
search for other ore bearing zones. The proposal to "trench north-
east of trenches 10 and 11" is essentially a part of this more generalized 
proposal, although it is supported by the distribution of andesite in 
trench 10 which suggest that from the northwest end of the main sill 
body, dike-like fingers may extend off to the northeast as well as to 
the northwest. 


In summary: the orebody 'already indicated by the Bureau 
of Mines' trenching is apparently too low grade to interest the 
applicant, but he proposes to investigate the fringe areas (beyond 
the delimited orebody) 'at both the northwest and southeast, ends' in 
the hope that a higher grade ore shoot will be found. He also pro-
poses'to trench in the area north of the previous trenching in the 
hope of finding a blind orebody parallel to the known one. I do 


orle
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not believe that either of these proposals has enough chance of 
finding something better than the orebody already indicated to 
warrant expenditure of Government money in a ratio of 3:1. 


GENERAL RECOMMIDATION 


This application is for funds to buy and repair a D-6 
Caterpillar with which trenching will be undertaken in several 
areas. As pointed out in the previous discussion, most of the 
areas have already been explored extensively and the mineral found 
to date has not been rich enough to interest the applicant. Only 
one area, at the north end of the lower Barometer orebødy, has the 
merit of not having the known submarginal orebody limited by pre-
vious exploration, and the proposed exploration here is such a small 
part of the total proposal as to make the purchase of a caterpillar 
tractor for this one job unwarranted. 


The whole area has a further disadvantage -in that it is 
remote from a base of supplies, with consequent high costs, and in 
any foreseeable national military emergency would be of little 
strategic value. I therefore recommend that this application be 
denied.
