There is no evidence available on subject property to indicate the 
presence of a worthwhile deposit of strategic mica, therefore, the applica-
tion should be denied. 


T he deposit was examined on October 1, 1953. Mr. Inloe, representing 
the applicant accompanied the examiners on the inspection which required two 
hours.


The Fritzpatrick Property i in the M M* Sec. 20,T.22N.R. 16E., 
Chilton County, Alabama. It is about ]$ miles north of Clanton and is readily 
accessible during periods of dry weather, 


As only one member of the organization (he is not mentioned in the 
application) was present at the examination, appraiàa]. of the plicant's 
ability is impossible. Mr. Inloe did not create a favorable impression. 


Two peginatites have been rather thoroughly explored at this place. One 
occurs along the southwest side of a low ridge. Both appear to be in the 
same zone and trend about N 1O0 E, dipping steeply southeast in graphitic schist. 


The southwest pegmatite has been worked by an open cut 50' x 25' x 20' 
for scrap mica. It is a weathered homogenious. mass, lean in mica. Al]. of the 
mica is of scrap size. 


The pegmatite that crosses the ridge crest is about 150 feet long and up 
to 20 feet thick. It has been worked for scrap by three cuts south and one 
cut north of the crest.
