As pointed, out in a memorandum by Mr. Van Alstine to Mr. Hook, 
the proposed project is almost identical with one submitted by the 
same applicant under D.A ..2207 and denied December 29, 1951. 


The applicant proposes to explore for fluorspar, based on 
some meager indications of the miiieral in a chert and limestone rock 
found on his property. A sample submitted was mostly limestone, 
typical of much of the Boone Formation which covers the lead-zinc 
area of Northern Arkansas. One small piece showed a small crack con-
taining a little fluorspar, and another piece showed a purple stain 
or smear of the same mineral. A second sample of material was sent 
in to College Park Experimental Station in 1944 by the same owner and 
the report on this sample likewise indicated no minerals of economic 
value.


The estimate of the cost of the project, $1,872, is um-
realistic, as there is no specific program or basis for setting vp a 
project. Further, the applicant does not indicate that he can support 
his share of the cost; he states a willingness to furnish half the 
cost of powder, caps, and fuze. 


All in all, the proposed project appears unrealistic and 
confirmed by the poor samples of ore submitted. 


It is recommended that this application denied. Thore' 
are no supporting data indicating that the applicant ?s property 
contains commercial amount of fluorspar or areasonablo promise of 
finding any.
