For your information I am enclosing herewith copies of all cor-
respondence between this office and Mr. Thos. R. Howse of the Thos. R.
Howse Co., 1481 Peabody Avenue, Memphis, Tennessee. I assume that you
have already received a copy of Mr. Howse's last letter to this office.
That assumption is based on his statement 1n his letter expressing his
intention to send you a copye. :

Mr. Howse's recent letter to us implies that a breach of tact
and of cooperativeness has beencommitted by this office. I contend
that not only is the opposite true but our letter to him dated
March 13, 1953 to which Mr. Howse took such strong exception was
sent in all good conscience in an effort to be cooperatlve and
helpful. Following is a chronological summation of all corre-
spondence between Thos. R. Howse Co. and this office:

March 9, 1953 - letter to this office signed by
Thos. R. Howse of Thos. R. Howse Co. Mr. Howse re-
quests forms with which to make application for DMEA
project on western Arkansas manganese, also requeéests
"Certification of Discovery or Development."

March 13, 1953 = letter written by Clinton C. Knox
addressed to Thos. R. Howse Co., Memphis, Tennessee.
Letter states that MF-103 farms are being forwarded
and that a "Certification of Discovery or Development"
would be obtained only as a result of a successful
DMEA project. Further remarks advised the applicant
to present convincing evidence showing that western
Arkansas manganese can be produced at a profite (This
letter was composed and sent during my absence from
Joplin on field examination in Texas.)
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March 25, 1953 - letter signed by Thos. R. Howse addressed
to this office, "DMEA Headquarters" and "my Senator'.
Letter takes strong exception to our letter of March 13,1953

and expressed indignation at fancied mistreatment from this
office.

T wish to emphasize that our single letter of March 13, 1953, to
Mr. Howse is the only communication of any type we have ever had with
Mr. Howse. He has never appeared personally at this office.

From the content of his recent letter you will be able to judge
as to the type and quality of Mr. Howse's temperament and personality.
Because I do not feel inclined to give him additional ammunition with
which he might further condemn personnel in this officejwould it be
appropriate for me to ask you to compose and direct a reply to Mr. Howse
if, in your estimation, any answer is advisable.
