The application did not contain detailed cost data nor the 
total amount of funds requested. 


2. The manganese occurrences outcrop on the left limit of a 
small tributary of Coon Creek in Sec. 13, P. 11. S., R. 28 W. 
and are typical of the Mena District deposits. 


3. A large amount of work has been done on the manganese 
ores from the Mena District in the last kO years. None 


of the beneficiation tests to date have indicated that the 
manganese-bearing material can be successfully treated.. 
The manganese recovery has been low and the resulting 
concentrate high in silica. 


11.. Material of the grade to be expected cannot be classified 
as ore though a email quantity of manganese has been 
produced in the past, mainl


y by hand. sorting. There is no 
justification for further exploration of "ores" of this 
type until a metallurgical process has been developed to 
successfully beneficiate them.
