In your letter of April 15, 1953, you inquire whether or
not there are any legal restrictions on the erection of

a dam across a non-navigable stream in order to impound

water to be used for mining purposes. Section 35-501 of
the Arkansas Statutes is as follows: :

"Any person may erect a dam across any water
course not being a navigable stream, if such
person is the proprietor of the land through
which the water course runs at the point
where he proposes to erect his dam, by pro-
ceeding as in this act (P35-501--35-526§
provided." :

It is, therefore, my opinion that there is no legal
restriction, but the law provides affirmatively for the
erection of such a dam, providing he follows the
procedure set forth in the above quoted statute.
