l. The applicant requested exploration assistance in the
amount of $L7,746.,00 to explore for manganese ore by churn drilling
on land in section 16, T, 1 N., Rs 6 W. owned but having an encum-
brance of $70,30L.00. The property is located in Independence
County, Arkansas,

2, The subject corporation has ielated direction and management
t6 the Westmoreland Manganese Corporation,which completed two DMEA
contracts both certified as discoveries, The record of these projects
shows a relatively small production and the results indicate the

possibility of finding any large tonnage of minable ore is relatively
small,

3¢ It is proposed to drill 100 holes to an estimated depth of
approximately 100 feet. In the SW: of the above noted section a
nunber of shafts and pits, and about 200 churn drill holes were put
down by the U, S, Bureau of Mines and The American Zinc Company
(investigating for Metals Reserve), About 70 of the churn drill
holes showed low grade manganese ore, of a type difficult to
teneficiate. Mining is also difficultjas ore occurs in lenses and
pods there is no economical way to produce a large tonnage.





5 The ore occurs in the residual clays of the limestones
and shales of the area,

6. The Commodity Divisions of the Geological Survey and the
Bureau of Mines concur. in a denial. The Field Team refers the
application to Washington for lack of information.

Summary, conclusioné, and recommendatidns:

Soms of the talus deposits along canyon walls of mangani-
ferous Fernvale (Qrdovician) limestone on this applicant's 800-acre
property contain residual accumulations of manganese oxides amenable
to selective open-cut mining, washing, hand-picking, and gravity
concentration, From 1940 through 1942, the American Zine Co. and
the Bureau of Mines (R. I. 4859) explored the largest such favorable
talus-residuum area where some mining has been continued by the ap~
plicant on the west central edge of section 6 and extending into
section 17. The only area remaining on the property appearing to
me to warrant. exploration, is some five acres of such talus in the
so-called Sawmill Hollow on the south edge of section 6. Karst
topography on the limited bordering exposures of the Fernvale lime-
stone formation indicates only small ®sink-hole® structures in which
I doubt that worthwhile deposits of manganese-bearing residuum could
hive accumlated, Elsewhere throughout the south half of the ap-
plicant's property, the cover of Mississippian Boone chert discourages
hope that significant manganese ore concentrations could be found
underneath in the Fernvale limestone (the Cason shale evidently is
absent throughout this property, With the exception of possibly
important manganese-bsaring outliers of Fernvale limestons, more or
less weathered in place on the three highest hilltops, erosion has
removed the Fernvale throughout the north half of the applicantfs

property.

The applicant has not presented any specific exploration
plan, realistic cost estimates, geologic or engineering justifica-
tions, nor responded to the repeated requests and suggestions for
such from the Field Team and Washington Offices of DMEA throughout '
the past year since the inadequate application was filed. Never— M
theless, the examination request by the DMEA Operating Committee SX’/
was received by the Field Team on January 26, 1955; Louis Pavlides,
'USGS, Washington, in Batesville on another assignment upon direct
instructiona /had made the geologic examination for t.he Field Team

on January 25.

Upon receiving the impression from the applicant that
the repeatedly requested data finally had been compiled, I journey-
ed to Batesville and completed the Field Team's examination on the
property March 2, accompanied by the applicant!s representatives,
Mr. Harry H. Halloway and Mr, Marshall McGee, and the Bureau. of
Minest engineers stationed :I.n Batesville, James Cooper and Harry

Kline,

?

Mr. Herman Miller, President of the applicant corporation,
joined us in discussions that evening when I reiterated point by
point the essential data required with an application to afford
proper Fleld Team evaluation of an exploration proposal. I also
emphasized that submittal of all that data by no means would auto-
matically guarantee approval of their application,

Virtually none of the requested essential data were found
available, however, either in the Batesville Offices of the Arkansas
Mining & Exploration Corp., or the Bureau of Mines. . On May 4, the
applicant advised that its consulting geologist would be delayed in
completing the requested detailed geologic mapping of Sawmill Hollow,

Receiving no further information concerning this applica-
tion finally, as suggested in a letter from the DMEA Operating
Comm:lttee, I notified the Applicant on September 12 that unless its
revised application and/or all the specifically requested data were
received within thirty days, the application docket would be placed
in the inactive files., Since no reply to that notification has been
received, this memorandum is prepared to,\gdnse, and to complete
your records in that docket with what information and impressions I
was able to obtain. Your suggested placing of the docket in the
inactive file presumably is tantamount to my recompendation herewith
~ that the application be denied without prejudice to the property, or

at least to the most favorable appearing five acres thereof in Saw-

mill Hollow. , ]

Property location, ownership and. descrigtion:

The applicant?!s property, known as Section 16 site, or
the Adler, is five miles due north of Batespille, Arkansas, and in






addition to Section 16 also encompasses the N/2 NW/4 and the

NW/4 NE/4 of Section 21, adjoining on the South, and the NW/L4 NW/4
of section 22, cornering on the: southeast, about 800 acres alto-
gether, all in T. 14 N., R. 6 W., Independence County, in the
Batesville manganese mining district of Arkansas.

The applicant reported that its ownership of the
property was subject to some $70,000 in outstanding promissory
notes to the Agent for the previous owners of the land but that
a Subordination Agreement would be obtainable therefrom at the
proper time. '

. From Batesville, the property is reached by traveling
three miles northeastward on Arkansas State Highway 11, then turn-
ing onto an unimproved country road northwestward for three miles
along Cave Creek and thence northward a mile up Sawmill Hollow on
a new access road bulldozed by the applicant. It connects with
an old road at the center of section 16 which leads westward to
the applicant's manganese ore washing and concentrating mill
operating in the adjoining section 17.

The property is rugged rocky woodland but generally
accessible for mining purposes the year-round, Relief ranges from
350 to 720 f.a.s.

Except for the mentioned newly bulldozed access road, .
no facilities exist in the Sawmill Hollow area under consideration
here, Three test open-cuts also had been bulldozed there near the
south line of section 16 which constitute all the mine workings
evidenced there (see my sketch map attached to indicate the princi-
pal physical features of the applicant's property). The applicant's
representatives mehtioned that only a small production had been ob-
tained from those cuts but some favorable-appearing exposures of -
manganese oxides remained in those excavations both in the uncon-
solidated talus-residuum and in planes of weakness in the solid
" Fernvale limestone wall rock, ‘ \

Considerable production is believed to have ensued from
intermittent digging operations in the indicated ore deposit on the
western edge of section 16 and extending into section 17 by various
concerns, dating at least back to 1942 when the American Zinc Co.
of Arkansas, and the Bureau of Mines (R.I, 4859) had explored that
area. During the past two years, production was resumed there by
the applicant. The available production figures, however, cannot

“be broken down to the individual tracts of land. The applicant
stated that it shipped 36 carloads of manganese ore and/or concen-
trate from its operations mostly in section 17 during the last half
of 1954 and that its production rafe beginning 1955, was 100 tons

of concentrate per week averaging 45 percent manganese which was
being sold to General Services Administration, Probably only a
very small part of that production, however, was derived from the
tracts presented on this exploration application but the tenor of
the ore in these deposits are expected to be found similar,

The engineers in the Batesville Office of the Bureau of
Mines, in connection with a continuing project to catalogue the
- various manganese deposits in that district, have become most
experienced in estimating potential production therefrom, They
expressed the opinion that the inferred reserves which could be
selectively mined from the talus-residuum deposits in Sawmill
Hollow might amount to 8,000 tons having an average ten percent
manganese content which could be upgraded with the log washers,
Jigs, and picking belt in use in such district plants, to probably
supply 1,200 tons of marketable manganese ore and/or concentrate.

' The applicant's mining tests in Sawmill Hollow, similar
to the method generally .in practice in all such district mining,
included hand picking of the large hard lumps(the so-called
"niggerheads®) of obviously highgrade manganese oxide ore in the
excavations after each pass of the bulldozer blade. Mr, Marshall
McGee, in charge of production operations and his workmen with
years of experience in selectively mining, sorting, and blending
the Batesville ores into a marketable product, have become most
adept at visually estimating the manganese content of the ore and
recognizing telltale signs of penalizing elements therein, That
highgrade lump ore was trucked directly to the railroad loading
point in Batesville for shipment generally to a Government stock-
pile for such in West Virginia, High freight rates preclude ship-
ping any of the lower grade Batesville ores to the Governmentts
purchasing depot for such at Deming, New Mexico. The pockets .
of clayey residuum uncovered in the excavations which obviously
contained appreciable amounts of the hard buckshot-like manganese
oxides, were loaded and trucked to the applicantts previously
mentioned washing and concentrating plant for upgrading to a
marketable product which is shipped with the above-mentioned lump-
type ore. Concentrating efficiency is evidently generally low and
of course, the wad and manganese-bearing clay also are wasted.
Lucrative-appearing stringers of manganese oxides in the bedding
planes and fractures of the Fernvale limestone walls of the canyon,
. also likewise selectively exploited by sidehill stoping and adits,
pinched after being followed only a few feet,

, In rare instances in this part of the district such
stringers have proved reliable leads to the small **sink hole' de~
posits, On the applicant's property, however, dissolution actions
necessary for the natural .development of any important deposits of
that type evidently are only in the early stages as campared with

some other areas of the district such as on Westmereland's proper-
ties (Dockets MDA-197X and DMA-2002X), five miles to the west, where
only the characteristic Fernvale limestone ®pinnacles®" remain inter-
spersed in the large manganese-bearing residuum deposits.

Recent test drilling two miles south of the applicantts
property and reconnaissance mapping and sampling by the Bureau of
Mines on the project in progress to catalogue in detail the various
manganese deposits, throughout the district, indicate that certain
areas of the Fernvale limestone in place contains roughly five
percent manganese generally in the form of disseminated oxide
minerals. Such Fernvale limestone can generally be identified
visually as I noted in the canyon walls of Sawmill Hollow. I
tentatively concluded that worthwhile manganese-bearing talus-
residuum deposits will not be found except in canyons or large
®sink holes" within those particular manganese~bearing areas of
the Fernvale limestone and where prolonged weathering has sufficient-
1y concentrated the manganese mineralization and leached part of the
original high phosphorus content.

The applicant:

. In this relatively new applicant corporation, the abilities
~ of two of the principals, Messrs. Miller and Halloway, are well-known
to DMEA and several Government Agencies in connection with dealings

of the Westmoreland Manganese Corporation; Mr., Marshall McGee » the
third principal, appeared to be a capable mining engineer and operator
reportedly with many years of successful manganese ore buying and
producing experiences in the Batesville district. Messrs, Millsr and
McGee are believed to be financially responsible but I understand that
virtually all Mr, Holloway's assets were expended on the now defunct
Westmoreland Corp. : :

' During the discussions, I gained the impression that in
this new association together, Mr. McGee was to furnish the know-how,
some equipment, and mining properties and conduct all production
operations in return for the supplying of some operating capital and
properties by Mr. Miller and the exertion of all Mr, Holloway's
efforts to affect explorations which would maintain ore reserves at
a comfortable level. I noted in discussions in Mr. McGee's presencs,
Messrs. Miller and Halloway seemed to display much eagerness to pro-
mote the proposed exploration operations, but in the absence of Mr,
McGee the interest in maintaining ore reserves for the future obvious-
ly was lacking possibly because Mr, Miller did not wish to advance
the necessary funds. It is understood that attempts have been made
to sell all the applicant's properties and equipment and that the
remaining known ore reserves now appear to be very small, :





The_exploration proposal:

The applicant presented no specific exploration plans,
no realistic project cost estimates, no indication of the geologic
controls to be recognized in properly carrying out such an explora-
tion, and no assurances that its share of the cost of the proposed
project would be provided. ‘

' Since the advent of more or less large-scale mobile
earth-moving machinery for open-cut mining of the talus-residuum
deposits in the Batesville manganese district, I doubt that much
actual exploration work in advance of exploitation, except for a
nominal amount of preliminary prospect trenching, is justifiable
there. A very few exploratory drill holes and/or test shafts to
cross section at wide-spread intervals such canyons and significant-
appearing "sink-hole" depressions as at Sawmill Hollow, might be
helpful in planning spoil disposal so that the possibly important
lower lying ore deposits would not be buried as may be the case in
some of the present "blind® mining excavating practices, Practic-
able conservation otherwise by developing more efficient beneficia-
tion methods would be most helpful. The use of an earth socket in
significant manganese-bearing zones probably would result in more .
reliable churn' drill hole sampling thus eliminating the need for
so much follow-up test shafting as practiced in past explorations,

Somewhat on the foregoing basis, I substantially repeat-
ed to the applicant the suggestions previously made by Pavlides
(UsGS) for its limited project proposal in the five-acre Sawmill
Hollow area, and reiterated those suggestions in my May 9 letter
to the applicant. No response has been forthcoming,
