PROPERTY: The Montesuma Mine is located in the southern portion of
the Mineral Segregation of Baca Float #3, in T-21-E,
R-14 and 15-E, of the Tyndall Mining District, Santa Crus County,
Arisona.,. The portion of the Mineral Segregation held for the Monte-
suma Mine operations covers 2264 acres, plus 80 acres consisting of
4 unpatented mining claims located to the east, beyond the Segrega-
tion, in order to cover the sasterly extension of the ledge. It is
roughly one mile in width, north and south, and 3% miles in length,
east and west. _

The major workings are on one claim, the llontoim, which was
patented in 1880, The claim to the west was called the Queen of
Sheba, and the one to the east, the Empres:z of India. :

TITIE: Title to the Mineral Segregation, of which the Montezuma.

area is the southern portion, is held by the Salero Metals
Corporation, J. W. Crotty of Dallas, Texas, president, under a long-
time lease from Jennie N. Bouldin. '

The Mineral Segregation of Baca Float #3 was in litigation up

© to 1917, at which time a decree by the U. S. Supreme Court declared

the land ownership rested in private hands, and was not to be con-
sidered as Public Domain. This caused the forfeiture of many private
operations on located propsrties, the removal of equipment and cess-
ation of work. :

TOPOGRAPHY AND ROADS: The Montesuma is located at about 4000 feet

elevation in gently rolling foothills at the
southern end of the Santa Rita Mountains. The most prominent feature
of the imediate area is the outcropping of the Montesuma ledge which
stands out abruptly from the low foothills. It is traced about one
mile easterly, at which point it is eroded and covered with detritus,
and again outcrops to the east.

. The property is fqached by a practically level mine road, one-half
mile in length, southerly from the county road from Patagonia to Salero.
The junction of the two roads is 9% miles from Patagonia toward Salero.

+ This road is maintained by the county in good shaps, and is in constant

use by ore trucks and cars from the various mines now shipping, such as
the Bland, Jefferson, Royal Blue, Josephine and others, as well as by

‘various ranchers in the area. .

Operating conditions are ideal for year-around work. Ample water
is available by gravity flow from the Salero Mine, 1} miles northerly
from the camp site.

HISTORYs A full desoription of the property is attached as an excerpt
from Bulletin #582 of the U. S. G. S. on the Santa Rita and
Patagonia lMountains, by Frank C. Schrader. ‘

GENERAL GENLNGY: The country rock is a quarts diadbase which occurs on
both walls of a highly altered sone, making field
identification of the altered material difficult. The altered sone
shows some 300 feet or more in width on the Nontesuma claim, and grad-
vally narrows as one traces it to the east. The actual contact on the
northeasterly wall of the lodge has not been clearly exposed, btut its
position is plainly defined to within a distance of about 5 to 6 feet.

Portions of the ledge are highly silicified, other portions highly
ferruhinous. The iron gossan is of ten coatsd with manganese oxids but
shows heavy red iron oxide coloring when broken. . Hany narrow quarts
and iron stained seams irregularly cross and cut the altered ledge mater-
1al.

The major work on the ledge has been near the northeasterly contact
with the quarts diorite in a highly silicified sone. BHere the silici-
fied sone shows a crushed condition with deposition of copper and silver
minerals, and forms a well-defined vein from which shipping ore was ob-
tained,

The ledge strikes S 730 E, and dips 70° northessterly. It is
traceadble approximately one mile easterly from the Montesume workings,
where it disappears under detritus and reappears again about a mile
further east, showing the same strike, dip, and general characteristics.

DESCRIPTION OF PRESENRT WORKINGS: The early work on the property con-
: sisted of a number of shellow work-
ings seeking high-grads shipping ore. A sketch map attached shows the
relative location of these workings. The main working shaft is on a .
3 to 5~foot vein in the lodge. From this shaft a stope, 65 feet in
length, was the source of high-grade copper-silver ore shipments.

An inoline shaft, about 20 feet in depth, is sunk on a parallel
vein showing 4 to 5 feet in width. = The other workings are mainly ex-
ploratory. A o

The high=-grade ore consisted of narrow stringers from 1" to 8" in
width, which were closely sorted from -the vein materisl so as to yleld
& product which would stand the cost of long shipwent.

DEVELOPUMENT: The old records chow that zix diamond-drill holes were

sunk to a depth of 300'. From Schrader's report, it
is stated that the owner claimed the drill holes showed the mineral-
ization in depth continued. -Only one drill hole was located on the
brief examination made, and this was sunk at about a 60-degree angle
80 as to crosscut the ledge.

The major showing of ore occurs in the main working shaft and the

. incline shaft located as per attached sketch.

These two showings are in parallel highly mineralized zones, and
the proposed development is aimed at obtaining greater depth on the main
working shaft and at the depth obtained to crosscut to the showing indi-
cated in the incline shaft, and then drift on both ore zones.

CONCLUSIONS: The liontesuma ledge has the earmarks of a large-scale ‘
power-shovel operation. The early work, with the excep-

| tion of the six diamond-drill holes as méntioned in tho Schrader report,

records of which have been lost, was limited to comparatively shallow
workings on segments of the ledge showing high-grade outcroppings near

the northor]y contact of the ledge and the quarts diorite.

The ledge itself shows from 300 to 500 feet in width on the Monte-
suma claim and can be traced several miles to the east.

To explore and prepare an ore showing of this magnitude for minirg,
s diamond core drilling program should be followed.

RECOMMENDATIONS: The over-all exploration by diamond drilling should
‘be considered. In the interim before such a plan
is put into operation, I do recommend that the present showing in the
main working shaft and stope be further developed by sinking the shaft
north to the showing in the incline shaft, and south to crosscut the
ledge; also drift-on and extract the high-grade ore encountered.

This work will not only furnish valuable data for the drilling
progran but should develop a profitable small mine operation on its
own account. The ore as mined can be sorted to shipping grade and
provide a probable revenue for the drilling. ‘
