3. Exploration project. The Operator, within 3QPr --------------------days from the date of this contract shall commence 


work on a project of exploration for' 1ead-zinc--------------------------------; shall prosecute the work efficiently, expertly, in a 
workmanlike manner, in accordance with good mining standards, with suitable and adequate equipment, materials, and labor, all 
properly designed to bring the project to completion within a period of' ------- hinoiiths---------------------------------from the date 
of this contract. The exploration project and the work to be performed are more fully described on Exhibit "A" attached hereto, 
which, with any maps or drawings thereto attached, is made a part of this contract.

5. Fixtures and improvements. The Operator shall devote the land and all existing improvements, facilities, buildings, in-
stallations, and appurtenances to the purposes of the exploration project without any allowance for the use, rental value, deprecia-
tion, depletion, or other cost of acquiring, owning, or holding possession thereof. Attached hereto, marked "Exhibit 'B'," is a 
detailed list of additional facilities, buildings, and fixtures, to be purchased, installed, or erected by the Operator, with the esti-
mated cost of each, to which the Government will contribute its agreed pro-rata share of the cost. The 'difference between the 
cost of such additional facilities, buildings, or fixtures, and the sa1vge value thereof at tlie ortclusion of the work, shall be charged 
as a cost of the project to which the Government has\onibut1 itpro-rata share. 


6. Operating equipment. Attached hereto, marked "1xhibit 'C'," is a detailed list of operating equipment divided into cate-
goiies of items to be rented, purchased, or furnished by the Operator, with the allowable rental, purchase price, or rental value as 
thecase may be, annexed to each.

7. Title to and dispos'ition of p'roperA11 facilities, buildings, fixtures, equipment,ther items costing more than $50 


each, paid for or purchased with funds contributed jointly by the Operator and the Government, shall belong to the Operator and 
the Government jointly, in proportion to their respective contributions, and upon the termination of the contract if they have any 
salvage value, shall be disposed of for their joint account unless the Government, in writing, waives its interest in any such items. 
The Government may require the dismantling, severance from land, and removal of any uch items in order to realize its interest 
in the salvage value thereof, and the cost of any such removal and of the disposal of the items shall be for the joint account of the 
parties in proportion to their respective interests. 


8. Labor and supervision. Attached hereto, marked "Exhibit 'D'," is an itemized schedule of labor, by numbers and classes 
(miners, muckers, millmen, etc.) , and of supervisors, by numbers and .positions, with the maximum wages or salaries that may 
be paid to each as an allowable cost of the project. 


9. Rehabilitation and repairs. Attached hereto, marked "Exhibit 'E'," is a detailed schedule of existing facilities, buildings, 
installations, and fixtures, with a statement of the cost of any necessary rehabilitation or repairs to put into useful and operable 
condition, which cost shall be allowed as a cost of the project. 


10. Allowable costs of the project. The allowable costs of the project in which the Governmentwill participate are limited 
to the necessary, reasonable, direct costs of performing the exploration work, including the costs of materials, supplies, engineer-
ing, power, water, and utilities, including items of equipment costing less than $50 each ; and the costs referred to in Articles 5, 
6, 8, and 9, and the exhibits annexed to and referred to in the contract. Although the Government may pay part of the cost of 
new or additional facilities, structures, buildings, and equipment, only the depreciation on such items, computed as indicated in 
Articles 5 and 6, will be charged as a cost of the project. No items of general overhead, corporate management, interest, or any 
other indirect costs not expressly allowed by these regulations, or work performed or costs incurred before the date of this contract, 
shall be allowed as costs of the project in which the Government will participate. 


11. Participation by the Government. At the end of the first full calendar month after the Operator has commenced work 
under the project, and at the end of each succeeding calendar month, the Operator shall submit to the Government a voucher for 
payment with a detailed statement of work done and allowable costs (as defined -in Article 10 of this agreement) incurred, in a 
form and with supporting data acceptable to the Government. After approving the voucher, the Government shall pay to the 
Operator 50-------percent of the sum of such costs incurred; Provided, That the aggregate totalof all sums paid by the Gov-

12. Accounts and audits. The Operator shall keep suitable records and accounts of operations, which the Government may 
inspect and audit at any tine. The Government may at any time require an audit of the Operator's records and accounts by a 
certified public accountant, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the project. The Operator shall - keep and. preserve said 
records and accounts for at least 3 years after the completion of the project or the termination of this contract. 


13. Progress reports. The Operator shall provide the Government with monthly reports of progress in form and content 
satisfactory to the Government, and upon the completion of the project or termination of the contract shall provide the Government 
with a comprehensive geologic and engineering report, including an estimate of ore reserves, to the best of his ability. Four copies 
\of all reports shall be furnished to the Government. 


14. Repayment by Operator. If, upon the completion of the exploration project or termination of the contract, the Govern -
ment considers that a discovery or development has resulted from the work from which commercial production of ore may be 
made, the Government, within 6 months thereafter shall so certify to the Operator, particularly describing and delimiting its esti-
mate of the discovery or the development. Thereafter, if and as ore is produced as a result of such discovery or development, the 
Operator and his successor in interest shall e and become obligated to pay to the Government a percentage royalty on the net 
smelter returns or other net proceeds realized from such ore, concentrates, or metal produced within ten (10) years from the date 
of this contract, until the total amount contributed by the Government, without interest, is fully repaid or said 10 years have 
elapsed, whichever occurs first, as follows: 


Of net smelter returns or other net proceeds not in excess .of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton of ore: One and one-half 
(1) percent. 


Of net smelter returns or other net proceeds in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton of ore: One and one-half (1%) per-
cent, plus one-half (%) percent additional for each full fifty cents ($0.50) in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton of ore, but - 
not in excess of a maximum of five (5) percent. 


This obligation to repay from net returns or proceeds shall be and remain a claim and lien upon the property which is the subject 
of the exploration project and upon any production resulting from such discovery or development, in favor of the Government, 
until fully paid, or until said 10-year period has elapsed; and this claim and lien and the Government's right to repayment shall 
survive any termination of the contract, whether by completion of the exploration project or otherwise. This article is not to be 
construed as imposing any obligation on the Operator or his successor in interest to produce ore from any such discovery or 
development. 


15. No assignment of contract. Without the written consent of the Government, the Operator shall not assign or otherwise 
transfer or hypothecate this contract or any rights thereunder.

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INTRODUCTION 


This report covers information obtained during the course of 


an examination of the Monnon Girl lead-zinc property, Yavapai County, 


Arizona. The examination was made in connection with a request by 


lice W. Kusisto, Box 93, Prescott, Arizona, for governnnta1 aid 


under the Defense Production Act of 1950, to start production from 


a lead.-zinc vein on this property. 


The application for governiintaJ. aid, ck)cketed as DMA-344, 


states that a loan of $4,000 is requested to drive a croascut adit 


about 80 feet to reach the vein. Some drifting along the vein would 


be necessazy for eqloration and to prepare the ground for mining. 


•	 The money would be used for labor and materials, but no breakdown 


of costs is given. The applicant cwns an air compressor, drill 


machines, etc. The ore would be hauled by truck to the Iron King 


mill, Humboldt, Arizona. 


The applicant offers as collateral for security in payment of 


the loan, his mining claims, Mormon Girl No • 1 and Mormon Girl No. 2; 


the applicant's appraised value of these claims is $45,000. 


The applicant anticipates that 300 tons per month of ore can 


be shipped to the Iron King mill, for ich he will receive $30 to 
$35 a ton; payment of the loan would be on the basis of 10 percent 


of the returns from the Iron King mill. The applicant states that 


1,500 tons of ore would be available.

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Anderson examined the property on February 8, 1951 and prepared 


a sketch map of the available workings to show the location of the 


proposed crosscut adit and drift. Stewart visited the property on 


April 4., 1951 with Anderson and examined the equiinent owned by the 


applicant.


PHYSICAL FEATURES, CL]MATE, AND VEGETATION 


The property is in the Bradshaw Mountains at an elevation of 


7,000 feet. The topography is moderately rugged. 


At Pre.acott, the annual temperature shows a range from -21 to 


110 degrees and the annual mean temperature is about 53 degrees. 


Annual precipitation at Prescott averages about 18 inches which 


includes about 30 inches of snowfall yearly. The Mormon Girl property 


is approxImately 2,000 feet higher than Prescott, and greater snowfall 


than at Prescott is to be expected. 


The vegetation on the Mormon Girl c1ain is pine-fir forest 


providing adequate mine timber for a small operation.

LOCATION AND ACCESSIBILITY 


The Mormon Girl property is 81 miles, airline, south-southeast 


of Prescott, Arizona (fig. 1). The property is acces sible front 


Prescott by traveling 6 miles of pavennt southerly to Groom Creek 


(Senator Highway), and by 61 miles of graveled road, the la8t part

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following Hassayantpa Creek. The last quarter of mile of the road 


is in a tributary ID Haesayampa Creek. Although the road is narrow 


in places, it is used for trucking ore from neighboring mines. 


During winter months, Yavapai County keeps the road open with snow 


plows. 


The Iron King mill, where the applicant proposes to sell his 


ore, is located at Humboldt, Arizona, 18 miles east of Prescott.

The veins in the Mormon Girl claims belong to a systn of 


northeast-striking qartz veins that have been mined intermittently 


for many years.

In 


recent years some of the complex sulfide-bearing veins have been 


mined for their copper, lead, and zinc content, using selective 


flotation for a aearation of the sulfide minerals. In special cases, 


the ore is shipped direct to smslters. 


The main vein in the Mormon Girl property is poorly exposed 


because of heavy soil ôo.ver in the forest, and the outcrops show only 


oxidized quartz vein material • In the open cut, two oxidized quartz 


veins are exposed, 6 to 12 inches in width. The strike of the veins 


is northeast and the dip is 80 degrees to the southeast.

The gene ral history of the veins in this region is that the 


sulfide minerals form spotty ore shoots of limited extent. Some of 


the ore shoots are rich enough to encourage amall .-ecale operations 


since the Iron King mill started to purchase custom ore, and neighbor-. 


ing veins to the Mormon Girl property have supplied milling ore within 


recent years.

CONCLUSIONS 


The only satisfactory nEthod of exploring the veins in this 


area is by drifti.ng a1or theme and any ore discovered can be minsd 


easily. By analogy with other veins in this district, there is a 


fair possibility that the applicant may be able to mine 1,500 to 


2,000 tons of ore that can be sold to the Iron King mill. 


No ore has been developed and this application can be considered 


only as an exploratoxy loan. Except for a couple of minor items, the 
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applicant owns sufficient eqpitent to conduct the proposed explora .


-tions. He 411 th the iiork 4th the help of 2 laborers. 


The request is for a very modest sum that rnj very well be 


repaid by production from the vein. Although the participation 


would be on a ratio of 60 per cent Govemiuent-40 percent applicant, 


we reconunend that approval be given for a $4, 000 exploration loan 


and that the applicant be reque sted only to furnish his labor and 


use of his eajiipnent as his contribution to match Federal. funds. 


Competence of Applicant: 


The alicant has been leasing small mines in the Prescott 


area for the past several years. He is a "practical" miner in 


the usual naning of the word. From all reports, he is a hard 


working, sober individual. For the scale of operations proposed 


at the Mormon Girl property, the applicant is competent so far as 


can be jixlged.
