The application DM-36Li. of the Comstock Extension Mining 
Company, as submitted by Ted Robb, President, has been reviewed by 
the Lead-Zinc Branch of the Defense Minerals Administration. 


The request is made for a loan of 682,O00 for exploration 
development, and plant expansion at the Company's properties in Gila 
County, Arizona. Production from the mines prior to 1931 has been 
20,000 pounds of lead and 5,000 ounces of silver having a[gross value 
of 15,000. Since 1947, four cars of lead carbonate ore has been 
shipped. During World War 1.1, 140 cars of manganese ore, containing in 
excess of 35% Mm was shipped to the El Paso stockpile. 


Recent diamond drilling by the company and other companies 
and by the R. F. C. has shown the existence of zinc suiphide well below 
the zone of oxidation. The drilling discloses in one hole, an ore 
zone 31' thick averaging 12.1% zinc and in another hole an ore thick-
ness of 16' containing 10% zinc. The company plans to develop this 
indicated 45,000 tons ore with the loan sought, and in addition develop 
and mine 34,000 tons of zinc silicate ore and 100,000 tons of inferred 
zinc copper ore.

The amount of financial assistance requested is somewhat out 
proportion to the known reserves of the mine and the past production 
cord. It is, therefore, necessary that a thorough field investigation 
made to determine the geologic environment of the ore bodies, the 
ssible need for further exploration before developing these ore bodies







and the best mining methods to be employed if the reserve estimates are 
substantiated. The 100,000 tons of manganese ore need not be considered 
because the zinc content is too high to meet smelter requirnents. 


The Lead-Zinc Branch recommends that the application be refer-
red to the field team for investigation.
