1. Sunset Mining Company, Inc., 213 Minna Street,
San Francisco 3, California.

The mine is located in the Mineral Hills District,
Pinal County, Arizona.

2. The production was approximately $46;OO0.00
from late 1939 to 19%3. Since that time, the company has
done considerable development work such as deepening the
Sunset incline shaft from the 300 foot level to the 610 foot
level, running a cross cut 410 feet off the 300 foot level
in order to contact their Stanley Vein which they trace on
the surface approximately 5400 feet. (This vein shows
considerable copper values in many places on the surface,
the width ranging from a few inches to several feet.)

The company started their Incline Shaft on a vein
showing copper and gold from four comparatively short drifts
south of this shaft and down to the 200 foot level. They shipped
to the American Smelter & Refining Company plant at Hayden,
Arizona, about $36,000.00 copper-gold ore.

It is considered that the major new equipment
required will be a larger compressor and a larger hoist and
a larger sump pump, a 1 and 1/2 ton truck, and other mining
equipment such as mine steel tools, etc.

This mine stopped operation sometime ago on account
of the lack of working Qapital and since then it has only
employed a watchman. »

4, Estimated additional employees for the first
three to four weeks of operation would be three men for
dewatering purposes and thereafter a minimum of 8 men. As
production would increase, the number of employees would be
increased. The company states that they are in a position to
‘secure all of the workmen they need.

The ore would be shipped to the American Smelting
& Refining Plant at Hayden, Arizona, via Southern Pacific
Railway Company from the mine's loading station_at Price,

Arizona, the distance from Price to Hayden being approximately





20 miles. The distance from the mine to the loading station

at Price is 7 and 1/2 miles. Transportation from the mine to
Price is by truck. When the proposed work is compieted, the
rate of production that may reasonably be expected cannot be
given at this time inasmuch as thaf will depend a large part
on the number of men employed and the amount of ore opened
up. The company's estimate of time required to complete work
for which the loan is requested is 90 days.

The present condition of roads is good from the

paved highway, their being a good dirt road to the property,

this being a county road.
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
