crosscutting the shaft about O feet from the surface.There are two spurs from this tunnel 
of lesser length. The 2nd level is at a depth of 160 feet.This level crosscuts north i8S 
feet arid south 35 feet all in oxidized ore zone and no walls.The 3rd level is at the 260 
foot point in depth. This level drifts east 200 feet with a side spur 70 feet. The hth level 
is at a depth of 360 feet and drifts 180 feet east and north. The 5th level is at a depth of 
L35 feet with a crosscut south 175 feet where it cuts the porphyry dyke, and a drift east 
and west from the south end of the crosscut and on. the southside of the dyke exposed a vein 
of red oxide of iron ore. 


Many samples were taken from the surface all showing gold and assaying from a trace 
trace to $Lj.00 per ton (at $20.67) A 1000 ton test made in 1907 from the surface tunnels and 
the crosscut on the 160 foot •eel gave a freemilling test of I 3.60 per ton. The tailings 
pile shows a lQsS of a little better than $1.00 er ton. 


In all these surface workings bunches of Azurite, Malachite and Copper Glence were 
found, these always running well in gold, silver and copper. In the south crosscut on the 
160 foot level 1000 lbs. of this class of ore asâay showed 288 ozs. in silver with some 
gold. On the 260 foot level 80 feet east of the shaft we encountered an unoxidized boulder 
about 30 feet thick. I assisted J.W.McCollum, President of the Company take two So lb. samples 
of the suiphide ore in this counder with these results:

Several smaller bunches of suiphides were found in the lower . workings, about 2.0 in al 


which were assayed and these averaged $18.00 in gold and silver and ran from 5% to 15% in 
copper.


I was foreman of the shaft work down to, the 360 foot level. Many of the surface tunne 
were run in 1907 and the , shaft from the 360 foot level to the b35 foot level was put' down in 
1916, and the south crosscut 'was run at that time. Chas. Isacsn was foreman at that time. 
Mr. Isaacson tbld .me 'that along the crosscut from the 1.3S foot level considerable native 
copper was found, but these' lower workings were still in. oxidized ore. On this crosscut the 
porphyry dyke appearing on the surface was cut about 170 feet from the shaft. The dyke was 
much wider at this depth and carried some copper. On the southside of this dyke a vein of 
red Oxidized ore was encountered and it assayed J23 So per ton in gold (old price) and 
carried some copper 'glane in a granular form, but was not assayed for copper. The ore was 
panned showing grains of gold as 'large as wheat grains and some wire gold.

CONCLUSION. 


In 1901, before anything in the way of development had been done, 
I examined this property and advised the sinking of a shaft OO or 600 feet in 
depth. I pointed out to them that all large copper deposits were oxidized to a con-
siderable depth, and placed my etimate at that depth. I advised them always to 
sink, and always advised against the tunnels and drifts, but I did not have the 
say about the work to be done. I have always had the greatest confidence that 
the Black Rock, Ltd. would make one of the big producers of Arizona. Any my 
confidence of the sureness of this becoming one of the large mines of this State 
has been strengthened as the development has progressed.

These mines are Northeast of Wickenburg, Arizona, a distance of 
114 miles and consists of 21 mining claims, or L2O acres of mineral 
bearing land . (Since this . report was made 12 more claims have been 
located which go with the entire deposit). 	 .	 .	 ,. 


b' first test was a set up of the instrument on the north 
side of the Honolulu Claim. The indications for mineral were very 
good, but not so strong as the set up near the center of the Hono-
lulu Claim, where the instrument indicated a large strong body of 
mineral bearing ore. 	 ,. 


The next test to the west was on the San Diego Claim. This test 
was strong and no doubt a part of the same deposit of ore as was 
shown on the Honolulu Claim.	 . 


The set up next made was on the west end of the U. S. Claim and 
close to the large intrusive Dyke that cuts the whole length of the 
group; at this point the mineral sounding was very strong. Climbing 
from this point of last set up just mentioned to the top of the mountain, 
my next setup was on the Valley Claim. Here mineral indications were 
strong and indicate that the ore body extends to the contact line 
on the south.

The ore body of this property occurs in a highly sheared and 
brecciated masâ of altered . granite. • I did not have the time to go 
carefully-into the matter of faults, fissures and etc. There are a number 
ofigneous Dykes, stocks and blowouts which have a general trend of length-
wise of the property, theseDykerocks are Of great importance to this 
property, for at the time of these intruaions, the granite was crushed 
and highly altered, the said Dykes are composed of Diabase, Monzonite,. 
Rhyolite Porphry aid Diorite. The Porphry is. mostly in the form of large 
blowouts and might carry good gold values. The Rhyolite seems to be dry 
unmineralized rock. The Monzonites carry bodies of copper ore tt 	 and, 
possibly some gold and silver with it.
