Late in 1950, the B. S. & K. Mining Co. applied to the Defense 
Minerals Administration fQr a production loan to build a mill and 
develop its Atlas lead-zinc mine a few miles northwest. of Tucson 
in Piina County, Arizona. Early in 1951, this company obtained 
enough private capital to finance the mill and other work, so on 
May 31, 195]. the company asked to have its production loan appli-' 
cation modified to read "Money to be used for exploration purposes." 


When a DMA examining team, consisting of L. L. Farnhain of the 
Bureau of Mi-nes and C. S. Bromfield of the Geological Survey, visited 
the Atlas mine on juzie 7, 1951, it found that the Company had no 
definite plans for an eXploration loan.

Pima County, Arizona. 


The company claims to have an estimaed 56,000 tons of 
ore "in sight or probable. tt The assay of six shipments, totaling

The B. S. & K. Mining Company, a partnership, has very 
recently been incorporated and we are now doing business as a 
corporation. The principals in this organization are the same 
as before, having had from five to thirty years of experience in 
mining, milling, mechanical and civil engineering. 


The requested loan would be used for the purchase and erection 
of a 100 ton selective flotation mill, necessary mining equipment, 
and the construction of additional camp facilities. The B. S. & K. 
Mining Company, previous to incorporation, has spent considerable 
money for exploratory work, as well as buying some equipment. As 
a corporation, we have 35,OOO.0O to be applied toward construction 
of a mill. The milling machinery has been located and we expect 
to begin purchasing within the week.
