Subject : Priorities for I. D. Budd on Tungsten operation. 


We have just had a long distance phone call from I. D. Budd, 
Old Dominion Hotel, Globe, Arizona, who is preparing to mine tungsten (I on Pinto Creek in Pima County, Arizona. He is setting up an operation 
to produce tungsten by placer mining methods, stating that tests show 
he can produce l tons hubnerite per day from each 1,000 tons of river 
gravel. He has, or can get, all the necessary equipment for his plant 
with the exception of a magnetic separator. He will require priority 
or allocation assistance for this item complete, or for materials to 
have one constructed. 


He stated that he had sent the necessary application to 
San Francisco and received word that it had been forwarded to Denver. 
I explained that we in this office had no means of helping him but 
that we would. notify you of:Lthe necessity of this magnetic separator 
to complete his plant and start production; that from there on you 


S	 would "carry the ball". 


We are sending Mr. Budd one copy of MO-? and 5 copies of 
form MF-l00 so that he can start over if his application for priority 
assistance under section 1 MO-? is incomplete or not in proper form.

It is requested that a field examination be made of 
the tungsten property held by I. D. Budd in the Mazatzal Mountains, 
aila County, Arizona. We wish information on (1) ore reserves, 
(2) exploration possibilities, and (3) competence of the applicant. 


The following summarizes our information about the 
proposal and deposit: 


Applicant I. D. BUCId 
Tonto Basin, Arizona 


Deposit	 Crest of Mazatzal Mountains, at altitude of 5,200 feet. 
5 miles NW of Four Peaks, 
Roosevelt quadrangle 
Gila and Maricopa Counties, Arizona 
Held on lease and option. Owner not stated. 


ProDosal A production loan of $8,000 to mine 2,000 to 3,000 tons 
of tungsten ore. If this be successful, then an a&li-
tional loan of $65,000 to build a 35-ton gravity concen-
trator ($50,000) and a camp for 15 men ($15,000). 


Geologr	 Applióatlon states that 3 quartz veins in granite con-
tam huebnerite and scheelite averaging 1 to 2.5 percent 
of W0,.. One vein 9 feet wide at the surface is 5 feet 
wide .t a depth of 110 feet where cut by an adit 225 feet 
long (length of adit not clear). Estimated reserves of 
indicated ore are 5000 tons averaging 1.5 percent of W0; 
reserves of inferred ore are 25,000 tons. The applicaift 
submits no maps or assay information.







From information in Washington, we know that a recon-
naissance examination of the area was made in March l942 by the 
Geological Survey. A memorandum report states that tungsten ore 
was present on the Jolene, Loco Joe, and. El Oso groups of claims. 
It was estimated that a small amount of development might prove 
3,000 or more units of W0 in ore assaying 1 to 1.5 percent of WO 
The veins seen were 1 to 5 feet thick and. lenticular. They were 
not well exposed in 19142. 


Accessibility The applicant states that he has completed an access 
road 11 miles long at a cost of $12,000. 


Conclusion	 The deposit mig1it qualify for a small exploration 
loan to find. enoih ore before building a mill. 


The Oonipetence of the applicant is unknown. Our records 
show that he was associated with several unprofitable tungsten ven-
tures on the west slope of the Sierra Nevada, California in 1942-4i4. 


The application from Mr. Budd is enclosed herewith.

The application by I. D. Budd was for'a production 
loan totalling 073,000, with an initial expenditure of 08,000 
to mine and stockpile tungsten ore, the balance of 065,000 
to be used for camp and mill construction. 


The deposits consistof numerous smafl gash veins 
with lenses of quartz associated with pegmatites containing 
small crystals of woiframite coated with scheelite. There are 
not any mineable reserves, and inferred reserves are only a 
few hundred tons of less than 0.5 percent tungstic trioxide. 
Due to the isolated location of the property, the small size and 


• the lo' .i grade of the ore, the examiners conclude that exploita-
tion is not commercial and they recommend denial of the loan 
application, 


Je concur with thcir recommendation.
