3. (a) Rosalie Copper Mine located 28' Miles North-East on State 
and County Highway from Mayer , Yavapai County, Arizona. 


b,c, & d. on original sheet. 
4. (a) During the year 1950 I spent 7,'OOO.00 on the property. 


I built a road to mine tunnel,leveled off the mine', entrance 
landing, cleaned out the mine tunnel and timbered where needed, 
installed 600' new 2" steel pipe air line, Installed 400' l6# 
rail track, bought some 800.00 worth of mining equipment in-
cluding, ( powder, jack-hammer, bits, fuses, hose, hand tools, 
black-smithing equipment and Misc.) expecting to get some private 
capitol to continue taking out ore and driving tunnel 'another 
200' beyond the end of the present tunnel under an exposed high-
grade lode which is exposed on the surface. 
The private capitol failed me and it waS necessary to stop operation.s 
and at present the property is idle.
