Mittendorf, et al. application, DMA-2167, proposes to 
spend 75,000	 80OOO to explore the Globe Asbestos Mine, 40 miles 
north of Globe and to 2 miles west of Chrysotile, Gila County, for 
chrysotile asbestos. 


The Arizona asbestos region 


In 1942-4.3 the U. S. Geological Survey and the U. S. Bureau 
of Mines made an extensive exploration of the Arizona asbestos deposits. 
The results of the Bureau of Mines work are reported in R. I. 4100 
(Aug., 1947). The Survey geologists mapped most of the mines and 
prospects and made a generalized geologic map of the whole area. They 
concluded (unpublished Survey report, July, 1943) that the area had 
produced 12,000 tons of hard and soft fiber of grades 1, 2, and 3. 
They estimate that another 4,000 tons of mineable fiber is still in 
the ground and about half of this is in known deposits. Twenty per-. 
cent of the fiber Is harsh. This estimate of asbestos reserves is 
quite small, but apparently it includes only the material exposed In 
present outcrops or likely to be found while working the known out-
crops. The favorable beds continue deep into the hills and under 
the mesas and may contain large deposits of high-grade fiber. Such 
buried deposits are apparently not included in the 4,000 ton estimate 
of reserves. 


High-grade asbestos is critically short, and our best, if 
not our only, hope for significant U. S. production lies in the Arizona 
district. Granger (unpublished Survey report, 1941) states that the 
asbestos bodies of rnineable grade in the Arizona region average 50 
feet in diameter but may be up to several hundred feet in diameter. 
This size is comparable with the targets sought on the Colorado Van-
adiurn project, where extensive drilling is now going on. Likewise, 
the topography in the Arizona district is similar to that at the







2O 
Colorado Vanadium project. The mineralization occurs in flat-lying 
sediments and in many places the flat tops of the mesas or shelves 
are only 50-100 feet above the asbestos horizon. A diamond drill 
program, such as is proposed, on a flat-topped mesa, might be feasible, 
as numerous short holes could be drilled on a closely spaced network. 


Chute and Shride (unpublished Survey report, May, 1943) 
state that certain structural controls of the asbestos have been found 
and presumably others may still be found. Such controls could be 
used to guide the drilling program and would make it far more practical 
and less expensive. 


The Globe Asbestos Company deposit 


The Globe Asbestos Company deposit (not the same as the Globe 
group) has also been known as the Arizona Asbestos Company Mine (not 
the same as Arizona Chrysotile Asbestos Company) and as the Gladding 
McBean Company mine. Gladding McBean operated the property in 1941-3. 


The general concensus of opinion by the numerous people who 
have examined the mines and prospects of the Arizona asbestos district 
seems to be that the Globe Asbestos Company deposits are one of the 
poorer deposits of the area as the fibers are generally short and harsh. 


Wilson (Ariz. Bur. Mines Bull. 126, p. 65-67, 1928) reported 
that the Globe mine produced 50 tons of crude No. 1 and No. 2 during 
1920-22 and that the best production was at the Locke workings where 
all the fiber is shorter than crude No. 1 and a large proportion is 
semi-harsh. The lowermost veinlet is of very fine quality, but the 
fibers in it are only 1/8 to 1/4 inch long. 


J. R. Thoenen of the U. S. B. M. reported (unpublished, Nov., 
1941) all the fiber to be below No, 2 grade. 


Chute and Shride (unpublished Survey report, May, 1943) 
described the Globe1,clqpj)sit as over half mined out and said that it 
contains very little*No. 1 and a moderate quantity	 To. 2 soft fiber 
(25 to 50 tons). 


Apparently the Globe property is moderately inaccessible to 
a diamond drill rig at the present time. The type of topography at the 
Globe property is not indicated in any of the reports. The applicant's 
map suggests that it might be of the mesa type, but gives no indication 
of the height of the mesa top above the asbestos horizon.
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Conclusion


Arizona has produced high-grade asbestos of the type critically 
needed by the U. S. and is possibly the only area in the United States 
that is likely to produce any significant quantity of it in the immediate 
future. If fiber of highest quality is needed, which DMA says it is, 
then Arizona is the best area in which to look for it. 


The Globe asbestos property is a poor choice for the initiation 
of an exploration program. Other properties are more favorably sit-
uated and have better potentialities. However, an application has been 
submitted on this property and we have no indication that one will be 
submitted on a better property. I recommend thathe field team examine 
this property with the above background in min consider the possibility 
of drilling a few diamond drill holes at selected localities if the 
following factors are favorable: 


(1) Do the present (apparently unfavorable) outcrops 
of the asbestos horizon damn the whole area of the 
applicant's claims, or only part of the area? Are 
areas present well back from the outcrops that may 
contain soft fiber asbestos? 


(2) If areas exist that might contain good fiber, can 
they be reached by short drill holes? 


(3) How accessible is the area to a diamond drill outfit? 


(4) Do geological controls exist that would aid in locating 
the holes ar in interpreting the cores after the 
holes are drilled? 


(5) Would it be necessary to have a geologist at or near 
the property at the time of drilling? 


Obviously the deposit is not commercially mineable at the 
present time. AU of the above involves many relative terms such as 
"good" fiber, "short" drill holes, "reasonable" cost, etc. The field 
geologist or engineer cannot be expected to recommend or deny an 
application on the basis of such relative terms. He must discover 
and transmit the facts. Those who are in a position to determine policy, 
will have to make the final decision.

#4 . The applicant (Charles W.Mittendorf) has had over 50 yrs.experience of




various types, in various clerical andadministrative fields, i.e.

with Cinti.Chamber of Commerce, as Ass't.Thaffic Mgr. a/c better saIiary. 
Accepted call next to Hutchinson, Kans., Chamber of C ommerce as Traffic 
Manager and Asst.Secretary, for next 5 yrs. Then resigned (a/c they were 
in financial difficulty and wanted to cut my salary 5 0%) and went to 
Chamber Commerce, Excelsior Springs, Mo., leaving there 6 mos.later to 
engage with others to promote this mining property.

#8. PropertIes have not beei operated for some years past, due to inability 
to obtain capital desired. We desire this loan with purpose in mind of 
having diamond drilling tests made to determine present status and best 
prospects to again engage in mining same. For fuller explanation, see 
#16 - HISTORY. 


#9. Here again must refer to #16 - HISTORY. 


#10. Our holdings consist of 48 clattis of approximately 20 acres each. The 
Diamond Point Drilling is desired to try out some 4 or 5 of these claims, 
but at this time are unable to specify the particular ones, as our Mining 
Engineer (Mr.Fristoe) would prefer to first go over the areas and select 


the particular claims for testing, when and if our application is approved. 


#11. Former name of properties was "THE GLOBE ASBESTOS COMPA1Y", which through 
machinations of it's president, who absconded with all the moneys in bank 
and some other assets, was foreclosed and sold to. present holders at 
Sheriff's Sale by the then County Sheriff of Gila b ounty, Ariz. Present 
ho1ders formed a partnership tO purchase in an effort to protect some of 
their investment, covered by uh.res of stock in the old company. 


#12. Nearest pthint of property lies about 2* miles north of TJ.S.Hihway #60, is 
reached over part of roadway maintained by Johns-Manville Co., leading to 
Chrystile, 'h.ch lès abOut 3 miles Off the highway and town in a sort 


of can 'n. We use this road áböut 1 mile, then turn off to left, continue 
in north-northwê stern directiOn àbou 11 to 2 miles as crow flies to enter 
on our holdings. These in turn extendnorthwesterly nearly 2 miles, 
spreading out east and westward from point of entrance.(See map attached.) 


#13. Several springs, prOducing good water for all purposes the year round 
are on the properties. They have met all needs of the past and continue 
flowing. 


#14. There is a small stone bunk house, constructed about time of World War I. 
This was occupied for many years by a Mexican employe and his family, who 
lived there and was permitted to supplement the payments we made with 
sale of any asbestos he might produce as his pay and for policing and 
development work done. I believe his *ife passed away about 6 yrs.ago, 
after which he continued to live there, but since I have not been there 
personally for a number of years past, do hothave personal knowledge.of 
present conditions. This employee, I believe, maintained a few cows and 
some chickens to help meet his needs, and had a shed for the animals and 
a fnced in enclosure. There ae also some tracks o rails, which were 


used in the rhinos tO bring out the roCkánd minerals. Such things as 
wheelbarrows, picks, shoels, axes, etc.,. which we had have since dis-
appeared or disintegrated. ..	 . 


#15. Until the roadway is impxoved, it iay be necessary to bring out the ores 
to US #60 by burro or mule for loading onto trucks and hauledto Globe. 
The côbbingcan be done near the mouths 'Of mines, and milling, grading, 
sacking, etc. canbe done in Globe at which point sales of products can 
be made to buyers, or can be shipped by truck or railroad to other markets 


#16. As stated, original location and development, together with surveys was 
doiie by the Globe Asbestos Co., an Arizona corporation. When things got 
moving in a satisfactory manner, the President managed to withdraw all 
money from the bank together with other assets and absconded. He was 
never found and brought to trial. Books showed approximately 68,OOO.00 
was taken, leaving unpaid the miners, cobbers, an office emnploye and otber 
with a few unpaid bills. 	 .
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It was now necessary to negotiate further loans from the Old Dominion 
Co. (a bank in Globe) to pay the workers and some unpaid bills. 
Additional capital could not be secured at that time and the bank fore 
closed, and properties were later sold at Sheriff's Sale and bo'ught nji 


by some of interested parties. Arrangement was then made to continue 
development work and a I'Jlexican employe was hired to continue with such 
and to police the properties. He was paid a nominal amount for his service 
and given privilege to mine and sell such asbestos as he might take out 
to supplement his income. At the same time considerable money was spent 
in endeavor to enlist capital toengage in an aggressive and modern manner 
to develop and mine this mineral, but without any marked degree of success. 
Up to this time the work had been done mainly by hand, which was found to 
be expensive and wasteful through damaging the long fibers. Yet in spite 
of the cru4er methods then used, there was a fair degree of profit. 
The Johns-ManVille Co. have large holdings adjoining these properties. 
They have been mining asbestos there for many years. Do not know what 
they are doing at this time, but the bulk of their business requirements 
I believe can be metwith les expensive, or less valuable asbestos from 
Canada and other foreign coun'ti'ies. 
We have expended well over 25,OOO.00 in development and promotional

#17. Not in production at this time and unable to give estimates as requested. 


#18. Properties were operated several years, producing high grades of chryso-
tile asbestos, which commanded premium prices of 15% to 20% above market 
prices of somewhat similar typs. from other areas. These minerals found 
in Arizona have very high rating by geologists and mining engineers. In 
a survey,made after these were taken over from sheriffs sale, by several 
mining engineers reported a conservative estimate that there sould be 
approximately 9500 or more tons of both #1 and #2 grade ores, with a 
larger tonnage of the lower grades a spinning fiber, shingle fiber, 
asbestis sand and other grades, and that from the recoverable materials 
the aggregate values should	 be in excess of over half-a-million 
dollars. We are sure the departmentsat Washington must have full data 
on file and that such data will fully verify our claims.

#21. Wo:rk of drilling as requested could be started within 90 days, if our 
application is approved, arid we bélièvè, Could be completed within 16 
or 18 months. After that the reguIarmining operations would be started, 
aggressively prosecuted, andthe Government re-imbursed as promptly as 
possible out of the earnings. 


#22. Publications od Bureau of Iiines; Department of Commerce; the University 
of Arizona; items váiIoüs1y pübliehed in Engineering & Mining Review 
and other publicaflons all confirm the fact that this immediate area 
has been and still is prOducing good, quantities and qualities of asbes-
tos. The fact that these propertIes th the past (as stated above) as 
well as in reëent years when a cAretaker living on the ground was 
steadily engaged in mining and selling asbestos taken from these mines, 
together with the faith of Our group and the money spent and invested 
in trying to further develope and proceed with mining operations, 
encourages us now ±k. to request assistance of our Government to carry

23 a. First efforts will be to engage a crew of diamond point drillers to make 
tests at various places to ascertain where the best and greatest quantities 
of this. mineral can be foundand developing for speediest returns on the 
capital now requested.

1. Authority for contract. This agreement is entered into under the authority of the Defense Production Act of 1950, pur-
suant to Mineral Order 5, entitled "Regulations Governing Government Aid in Defense Exploration Projects." 


2. Operator's property rights. The exploration project shall be conducted on that certain property situated in the State of

3. Exploration project. The Operator, within -------------------days from the date of this contract shall commence 


work on a project of exploration for 'Q ! ottI	 bii-t-os---------; shall prosecute the work efficiently, expertly, in a 

workmanlike manner, in accordance with good mining standards, with suitable and adequate equipment, materials, and labor, all 
properly designed to bring the project to completion within a period, of 6 heti -----------------from the date 
of this contract. The exploration project and the work to be performed are mo'e fully described on Exhibit "A" attached hereto, 
which, with any maps or drawings thereto attached, is made a part of this contract. 


4. Performance of the work. The work shall be performed by the Operator, under his sole direction and control: Provided, 
That with the consent of the Government and its written approval of the contract or contracts, all or any part of the work may 
be performed by the Operator through contract or contracts with independent contractors. The Government shall have the right 
to enter and observe and inspect the work at all reasonable times, and the Operator shall provide the Government with all avail-
able means for doing so. The Government may consult with and advise the Operator on all phases of the work. 


5. Fixtures and improvements. The Operator shall devote the land and all existing improvements, facilities, buildings, in-
stallations, and appurtenances to the purposes of the exploration project without any allowance for the use, rental value, deprecia-
tion, depletion, or other cost of acquiring, owning, or holding possession thereof. Attached hereto, marked "Exhibit 'B'," is a 
detailed list of additional facilities, buildings, and fixtures, to be purchased, installed, or -erected by the Operator, with the esti-
mated cost of each, to which the Government will contribute its agreed pro-rata share of the cost. The difference between the 
cost of such additional facilities, buildings, or fixtures, and the salvage value thereof at the conclusion of the work, shall be charged 
as a cost of the project to which the Government has contributed its pro-rata share. 


6. Operating equipment. Attached hereto, marked "Exhibit 'C'," is a detailed list of operating equipment divided into cate-
gories of items to be rented, purchased, or furnished by the Operator, with the allowable rental, purchase price, or rental value, as 
the case may be, annexed to each.

7; Title to and disposition of pro y. All facilities, buildings, fixtures, equipme ,- or other items costing more than $50 
each, paid for or purchased with funds contributed jointly by the Operator and the Government, shall belong to the Operator and 
the Government jointly, in proportion to their respective contributions, and upon thetermination of the contract, if they have any 
salvage value, shall be disposed of for their joint account unless the Government, in writing, waives its interest in any such items. 
The Government may require the dismantling, severance from land, and removal of any such items in order to realize its interest 
in the salvage value thereof, and the cost of any such removal and of the disposal of the items shall be for the joint account of the 
parties in proportion to their respective interests. 


8. Labor and supervision. Attached hereto, marked "Exhibit 'D'," is an itemized schedule of labor, by numbers and classes 
(miners, muckers, millmen, etc.) , and of supervisors, by numbers and positions, with the maximum wages or salaries that may 
be paid to each as an allowable cost of the project. 


9. Rehabilitation and repairs. Attached hereto, marked "Exhibit 'E'," is a detailed schedule of existing facilities, buildings, 
installations, and fixtures, with a statement of the cost of any. necessary rehabilitation or repairs to put into useful and operable 
condition, which cost shall be allowed . as a cost of the project. 


10. Allowable costs of the project. The allowable costs of the project in which the Government will participate are limited 
to the necessary, reasonable, direct costs of performing the exploration work, including the costs of materials, supplies, engineer-
ing, power, water, and utilities, including items of equipment costing less than $50 each ; and the costs referred to in Articles 5, 
6, 8, and 9, and the exhibits annexed to and referred to in the contract. Although the Government may pay part of the cost of 
new or additional facilities, structures, buildings, and equipment, only the depreciation on such items, computed as indicated in 
Articles 5 and 6, will be charged as a cost of the project. No items of general overhead, corporate management, interest, or any 
other indirect costs not expressly allowed by these regulations, or work performed or costs incurred before the date of this contract, 
shall be allowed as costs of the project in which the Government will participate. 


11. Participation by the Govermment. At the end of the first full calendar month after the Operator has commenced work 
under the project, and at the end of each succeeding calendar month, the Operator shall submit to the Government a voucher for 
payment with a detailed statement of work done and allowable costs (as defined in Article 10 of this agreement) incurred, in a 
form and with suppOrting data acceptable to the Government. After approving the voucher, the Government shall pay to the 
Operator.---------------percent of the sum of such costs incurred ; Provided, That the aggregate total of all sums paid by the Gov-
ernment under this agreement shall not exceedS $---------------------------, which is ---------------percent of the agreed estimated total 
cost of this project, $------------------------. 


12. Accounts and audits. The Operator shall keep suitable records and accounts of operations,. which the Government may 
inspect and audit at any time. The Government may at any time require an audit of the Operator's records and accounts by a 
certified public accountant, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the project. The Operator shall keep and preserve said 
record and accounts for at least 3 years after the completion of the project or the termination of this contract. 


13. Progress reports. The Operator shall provide the Government with monthly reports of progress in form and content 
satisfactory to the Government, and upon the completion of the project or termination of the contract shall provide the Government 
with a comprehensive geologic and engineering report, including an estimate of ore reserves, to the best of his ability. Four copies 
of all reports shall be furnished to the Government. 


14. Repayment by Operator. If, upon the completion of the exploration project or termination of the contract, the Govern-
ment considers that a discovery or development has resulted from the work from which commercial production of ore may be 
made, the Government, within 6 months thereafter shall so certify to the Operator, particularly describing and delimiting its esti-
mate of the discovery or the development. Thereafter, if and.as  ore is produced as a result of such discovery or development, the 
Operator and his successor in interest shall be and become obligated to pay to the Government a percentage royalty on the net 
smelter returns or other net proceeds realized from such ore, concentrates, or metal produced within ten (10) years from the date 
of this contract, until the total amount contributed by the Government, without interest, is fully repaid or said 10 years have 
elapsed, whichever occurs first, as follows: 


Of net smelter returns or other net proceeds not in excess of eight dollars ($8 .00) per ton of ore: One and one-half 
(1½) percent. 


Of net smelter returns or other net proceeds in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton of ore: One and one-half (1%) per-
cent, plus one-half (½) percent additional for each full fifty cents ($0.50) in excess of eight dollars ($8 . 00) per ton of ore, but 
not in excess of a maximum of five (5) percent. 


This obligation to repay from net returns or proceeds shall be and remain a claim and lien upon the property which is the subject 
of the exploration project and upon any production resulting from such discovery or development, in favor of the Government, 
until fully paid, or until said 10-year period has elapsed; and this claim and lien and the Government's right to repayment shall 
survive any termination of the contract, whether by completion of the exploration project or . otherwise. This article is not to be 
construed as imposing any obligation on the Operator or his successor in interest to produce ore from any such discovery or 
development. 


15. No assignment of contract. Without the written consent of the Government, the Operator shall not assign or otherwise 
transfer or hypothecate this contract or any rights thereunder. 


16. Termination and completion. The Government may, at any time, by written notice to the Operator, terminate this con-
tract: (a) If the Operator fails to provide his share of the money necessary to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms of the 
contract; (b) if the Operator, in the opinion of the Government, fails to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms of the con-
tract; or (c) if in the opinion of the Government, operations up to the time of the notice have not indicated the probability of 
making any worthwhile discovery and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justified. Upon the comple-
tion of the project or any termination of the contract the Operator shall render to the Government a full and final accounting of 
his operations under the contract and his expenditures of money; shall dispose of any unused materials, supplies, and equipment 
for the joint account of the Operator and the Government in the proportion of their respective interests; and shall pay to the 
Government its pro-rata share of any money remaining.
