The Coordinating Committee, Defense Minerals Exploration Admin-
stration requested that the Field Team, Region IV, examine the lLeslie
lsRue Barton Tungsten prospect, and request the applicant to submit a
concrete proposal for the expenditure of the requested $10,000 explor-
ation loan, Barton had applied for a $10,000 exploration loan under
the Defense Production Act of 1950, The writers visited the property
Jenuary 7, 1952,

Four recently located contiguous lode claims comprise Barton's
property, They are situated in the Mount Graham Mining District,

Graham County, Ariz,

|
There has been no past production from the leslie LaRue Barton
property. Applicant stated that he made the original location of these
claims as recently as October 1951, The location work, a side-hill
open cut, has been completed on only one claim, A similar cut has
been started on another claim, This work was being done by applicant,
but was stopped on advice of his doctor, Barton is partially disabled,
due to an o0ld hip injury, and during the past year has undergone an
operation from which hé claims he has not completely recovered,
Furthermore, applicant claims he was financially unable to continue

his location work, He submitted as his proposal, that a portion of the

proposed loan be used to complete the location work on the remaining
claims, The balance of the loan was to be used to run a drift on
whichever of the four location cuts that uncovered the best indications,
The claims ere situated in a large area of schist and granite,
No mineralized veins were found by the examining engineers. No in-
dication of the presence of tungsten or of other strategic minerals
such ;s copper, lead, zinc, manganese etc,, was found at any of the
locations pointed out by the applicant, These locations however were

sampled, The results of these sample examinations are shown in Table
1.

There seems little chance of encountering minable tungsten-ore

anywhere on the property, even if the entire amount of the proposed

loan be spent in exploration,

Denial of this application is recommended by the examining team,

Safford is the nearest city., The property is reached from
that town by driving south 8 miles on paved U. S, Highway 666 to
the Swift Trail turn-off, thence westerly for 3.5 miles over a partly
oiled, partly gravelled road, and thence to the right, 3,7 miles over
a narrow, winding dirt road to the Barton claims,

OWNERSHIP AND' EXTENT '

The property, comprising 4 un§atented claims, is owned by lLeslie
LsRue Barton, 805 South Court Street, Safford, Ariz, Barton stated
that he located these claims in October 1951,

Applicant also claims he is finencially unable to continue his
location work, He was forced to sell his only mining equipment - a
wheel barrow, a pick and 2 shovels, He has no associates in this
venture,

The four claims are the Ethel B Nos. 1, 2, 3, and 4, No location
notices have been filed with the County Recorder,according to Barton,

DESCRIPTION CF DEPCSIT |

Schist and granite are the main rocks of this area, The schist
formation traverses the area in a northeaéterly-southwesterly direction,
There are two prominent porphyry dikes cutting through the schist form-
ation, There are no apparent mineral values in these dikes, In cover-

ing the €laims, the examining engineers were unable to locate any






mineral veins, Nowhere were they able to find any indication of
the presence of tungsten or of any other strategic mineral, éuch as
copper, lead, zinc or manganese, In the surrounding area there is
not the slightest evidence of former mining activity, No surface
workings, mine openings, nor old claim monuments were observed,

In the southern end of the property there is a considerable
exposure of granite, On the contact of the schist andgranitea
small amount of garnet was present,

ORE RESERVES

From the above description of the deposit, it is evident that
no ore reserves can be recorded, A few samples were taken and the
results are shown in Table 1, It is evident from these results that

there is no reason to believe there is any tungsten ore on the claims,

At the present time the pioPerty is idle., The owner is physically
and financially unable to continue this work,
FRQPOSED FINANCING
Applicant was very emphatic that he was unable to finance any work
on his four claims,
After locating these claims in October 1951, applicant, on October
11, mailed an application for $10,000 loan to the Defense Minerals
Exploration Administration, He also purchased a wheelbarrow, a pick
and two shovels. He personally began doing the location work on the
claims, but stopped working on advice of his doctor. He sold the wheel-
barrow, pick and shovels and no work has since been done on the property.,
CONCLUS IONS
Leslie LaRue Barton is the sole owner of the property, There are
no partners or aa;isociates, and no company has been formed, Barton states
he located the claims in October 1951 but he has failed to file his
location notices. He completed location work on only one of the claims,
then stopped all work and sold his mj:;irig equipment, a wheelbarrow, a
pick and two shovels;





The examining engineers were unable to find any mineralized veins
‘or any indications of the presence of tungsten ores on the claims, No
old prospect holes, surface cuts, or mine openings were found where
sampling would be in order. The small amount of location work com-
pleted failed to expose the presence of tungsten ore or any other
strategic mineral, Several samples were taken at the location cuts,
- These samples failed to show the presence of tungsten ore,
