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SUMMARY, CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

It was requested in October 1952 by the Operating Committee,
Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, that the Field Team,
Region IV, examine the Lost Apache manganese claim in Coconino’ County,
Ariz, The applicant, Jerold C. Bosley of Flagstaff, Ariz., was asking
for assistance under the Defense Pro@uction Act of 1950, as amended,
in exploring his manganese prospect 25 road miles east of the Long
Valley store and approximately 55 miles south of Winslow, Ariz.

Bosley proposed to establish a temporary camp, borrow, rent, or
buy mining equipment to turn over the surface dirt in the area where

. manganese float boulders were found on the claim. He intended to

follow up this operation by cutting a trench across this area énd also
by drilling a few short diamond drill holes. The applicant estimated
the cost of this project at $2,478.00.

‘There is no mining equipment on the claim, nor has a camp been

established.

On October 30, 1952, the claim was examined by Bureau of Mines
engineers Chas. A, Kumke and R, W, Ageton. No work had been done on
the claim by the present owner. During World War II, a former owner
moved 500 to 600 tons' of surface dirt with a bulldozer in an attempt
to find ore in place, but no mineralized vein, outcrop or bed was found.
In this turned-over dirt the present owner was able to collect about 2

tons of 47 percent manganese boulders.

The ore is psilomelane. The underlying rocks are sandstone and
limestone, occurring in aiternating beds. It would be difficult to
outline a feasible plan for explorgtion, either by trenching or core
drilling. The chance of hitting the desired ore targets would be too

The area is too limited to warrant a project and the chance of
making a discovery is not sufficiently promising to justify Govern-
ment participation.

It is recommended that the application be deniéd.

INTRODUCTION

Under date of October 23, 1952, the Operating Committee, Defense
Minerals Expjoration Administration, requested that the Field Team,
ﬁegion IV, make an examination of the Lost Apachelmanganese claim,
Coconino County, Ariz. The applicant, Jerold C., Bosley, was request-
ing assistance from the Government under the Defense Production Act
$2,478.00,

On October 29, 1952, Chas. A. Kumke and Robert W. Ageton visited

of 1950, as amended, to do exploiation work estimated to cost

the Lost Apache property and examined the claim, particularly the area
near the center of this claim where scatterea manganese boulders appear
as float. They also examined fhe better known and more extensive area
some 14 miles to the westnnear Clints Wells where manganese float also
occurs,

There was no mining equipment of any kind on hand and no attempt
had been made to establish a camp., There was no water available on or
near the claim. Water for camp or mining purposes would have to be
hauled. No work had been done on the claim by the present owner.

Eiploration work would have to start from scratch. The applicant
proposed to rent or buy a small power shovel to uncover thé veins or
deposits if they existed. He also hoped to do some core drilling in
an effort to locate the ore deposit. The applicant located the claim
in September and applied for assistance in October. He stated that
he was financially unable to perform any exploration work on his claim.

If he were granted a loan, he intended to borrow his share of the money

from his brother, Howard V. Bosley, or Mr. Al Stovall, a manganese

operator formerly in the Globe, Ariz. district.

IOCATION AND ACCESSIBILITY

The Lost Apache claim is situated in Sec. 7, T. 13 N., R. 11 E.,
Coconino County, Ariz., in what is known as the Battleground Ridge
portion of the Long Valley mining district. Winslow, Ariz. is the
nearest town and shipping point.

The property is reached by driving southeasterly for 18 miles from
the Long Valley store over a well maintained logging road to Battle-
ground Ridge, turning northeasterly for 6 miles along the ridge, then
leaving the road by turning right (southerly) for 300 ;yards to the
Lost Apache claim (fig. 1).

PHYSICAL FEATURES AND CLIMATE

An extensive pine forest stretches across the northern part of
Arizona., It is referred to as the Mogollon forest and a large portion
of this timbered area is a vast plateau that has an altitude of about
7,500 feet above sea level, The southern edge of this plateau is called
the Mogollon Rim or just "the Rim"™ by the peOple who live under or below
it on the slope that ultimately reaches the desert of southern Arizona.

From the attached location map (figure 1) it will be seen that the
Lost Apache claim is on this plateau and only a few miles from the edge

of the Rim. Due to the high elevation (7,500 feet) this area is apt
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to be inaccessible after the middle of October and stay that way until

late spring on account of heavy snows: Occasionally an open winter
alters conditions and some mining operations can be carried on through
the winter season.
HISTORY AND PRODUCTION

No production has been recorded from the Lost Apache claim, It
is probable that this claim has been held under another name in past
years. There is evidence that some bulldozer work was done in an
effort to turn up and expose manganege floa} boulders. Mr. Bosley,
the present owner, stated that thi§>dozer work enabled him to pick up
almost 2 tons of high-grade manganese float which he trucked to his
brother's operation at the Long Valley manganese 2 miles west of the
Long Valley store. The examining engineers drove over to have a look
at this small amount of ore. It is estimated that approximately 500
or 600 tons of surface material had been moved to expose about 2 tons
of float boulders.

The present owner has performed no work whatever on this Lost
Apache claim since he located the claim.

OWNERSHIP AND EXTENT

Jerold C..Bosley of Flagstaff, Ariz, is the sole owner of this
property, which consists of one unpatented élaim.i Thi; claim, called
the Lost Apache, was located by the owner September 17, 1952 and was
recorded in Book 36, Official Records, page 251, in Flagstaff, Ariz,

At the time of this examination, October 30, 1952, the location

work had not been done by the owner,






DESCRIPTION OF DEPOSIT

There is no evidence of any vein or mineralized outcrop on the
cleim. Near the central portion of the claim, there is an area about
200 feet wide and 300 feet long where manganese float occurs. The
fléat boulders are high-grade manganese. 4 sample by the engineers
assayed 47.5 percent manganese, 2.3 percent silica, 3.8 percent iron,
0.08 percent phosphorus, 0.01 percent lead, 0.17 percent copper, and
0.05 percent zinc. These float boulders occur in the soil near the
surface and sometimes in filled pockets.

The ore is psilomelane. The underlying rocks are sandstone and
limestone occurring in alternating beds. No bedded deposits in the
limestone have been uncovered.

ORE RESERVES

There are no measurable ore reserves.

PROPOSED EXPIORATION

The applicant proposed to rent or buy bulldozing and loading
equipment to cut a deep trench across fhe float-carrying area and
possibly to don200 feet of core drilling in addition. His estimate
of costs for this undertaking is listed as follows:

CONCLUSIONS

No mineralized veins, outcrops, or beds have been found on the
‘Lost Apache claim. There is an area near the center of the claim,

200 feet wide and about 300 feet long, where manganese float boulders
of good grade ‘can be found in the surface dirt. The present owner hag
W About 10 years ago a saw mill man,

Mr. Jensen, turned over a good portion of the area where the manganese
boulders were found with a dozer. He uncovered additional boulders
but nowhere did he find a sign of a vein, deposit, or even a small
pocket of ore. It would be difficult to outline a fe§sible plan for
exploration either by trenching or core drilling. The chance of hitting
the desired ore targets would be too remote.

The claim does not show promise of yielding ore of acceptable
grade in sufficient quantity to improve minable reserves. From the
traces of the dozer work, and a small amount of pit work done by Jensen

some 10 years ago, it appears that he moved more than 500 tons of surface
