The memorandum on this subject initialled June 1, by the 
Chief, Division of Field Operations, Office of Minerals 
Exploration, refers to the following statements in our 
memorandum of May 24 and asks two questions: 


(a) "At no time did the Government have a lien 
against the land." 


(b) "Therefore, the Government in the Owner's Consent 
to Lien received only a lien upon production and not a lien 
running with the land." 


Question No. 1: 


"Would thesetatements mentioned abovg apply to unpatented 
claims only? 


When the two questions in my memorandum of May 24 were 
discussed, we were concerned only with unpatented mining 
claims on the basis of the record there presented, and the 
discussion in that memorandum was not intended to be 
applicable to other situations. This conclusion is clear 
from the discussion in the next to the last paragraph of the 
May 24 memorandum. Therefore, the answer to question No. 1 
is in the affirmative.

In view of the discussion in the memorandum of JurI 1 con-
cerning the statements quoted above, it may be that some 
other method or means to supplement the forms now used should

be employed to insure, in cases of unpatented mining claims, 
that a proper title or interest is vested in the Government 
before a project contract with the operator is consummated. 
During the World War II. period when the Bureau of Mines 
embarked on a mineral exploration program, a preliminary 
check was made of the land title records in the several 
counties involved so that the Bureau would have some assur-
ance that the exploratory drilling was being done on the 
proper land and that the owners of the property who signed 
the agreements could not claim damages against the Govern-
ment for trespass, Whether this procedure would be feasible 
in your program is a matter for administrative consideration. 


It is stated in the memorandum from your office that "For 
several years GAO suggested that the Consent to Lien be 
recorded as it was a lien upon the land and would, therefore, 
be binding." However, before this procedure is ado?ted, 
it should be carefully çpnsldered because when the LConsent 
to Lien" has been rcorded in the land_records of the county 
where the claim r claims are located, O5tffiflSibl, a lien 
of record hasjeen created. Consequently, OME in certain 
cases might be called on to furnish releases of the liens 
thus created in order to clear title to the property or 
interest involved. Whether this procedure should be 
adopted, therefore, is again a matter for administrative 
determination, 


question No. 2: 


"Under our present MME Forrn-52 - Lien and Subordination 
Agreements, what protection does the Government have in 
having the lien even if recorded upon th right, title, and• 
interest in the land if it is unpatented?" 


The answer to this question as we stated in our memorandum 
to your office of May 2!l depends upon the status of the title 
to the land on which the claims are located, As indicated 
above, the status of the title can only be determined by a 
check of the county records or by the more expensive means 
of obtaining an abstract of title, certificate of title, 
or title insurance policy, that will show the status of the 
title to the land involved. 


In short, the protection of the Government depends on the 
right, title and interest of the parties in question, Whether

question, is a matter for administrative consideration.

The handwritten note on a reference slip from your office 
received March 31 asks the following two questions: 


"1. Does the second paragraph (of our memorandum 
of March 28, 1960) imply that certification prior 
to recording abandonment would have established a lien?" 


"2, As the Government certified within the time 
limit, what value does Annex III (5869k) have wh±ch 
was added to strengthen the Government's claim?" 


The questions will be answered in the order in which they 
are stated. 


Question No. 1: 


At nojime did je Government have a j1en against the 
land. The land covered by this contract consisted of 10 
unpatented lode mining claims. The status of the title 
to the lands on which these claims were located when the 
contract was made with the Government cannot definitely 
be determined from the information appearing in the files. 
The data obtained on May 19, 1960, from the Land Record 
Maintenance and Service Section, Branch of Field Service, 
of the Bureau of Land Management shows that part of the 
land is public and part patented railroad land. However, 
the Operator filed and recorded a Notice of Abandonment

of these claims on February 15, 1956, which was prior 
to. the certification of August 9, 1956, The locators of 
these claims had a right of possession which was paramount 
to that. of any other individuals' claim. Nevertheless, 
any title which the locators might claim was also subject 
to Oertain statutory requirements such as discovery, 
assessment work, etc. Therefore, the governinent in the 
"Owner's Consent to Lien" received only a lien upon 
production and not alien running with the land. 


Question No. 2: 


By Annex III the Government received a guarantee from the 
Operator that he would, as surety, be liable for royalty 
on any production from th.e land. This in no way made the 
Operator guarantee that there would be production. He 
simply agreed that, if there was production, he would 
make sure that the Government received the royalty pay-
ments. In the instant case the Government has no claim 
to royalties at this time. However, should the new 
locators of thesec1aims begin to produce we could, at 
that time, claim royalty against, the Operator. Therefore, 
the ônlyjurpose of Annex III is the preseryation of 
royalty on future production. Ih short, the Operator, 
Carl Hovgard, has determined that there is little or no 
chance of production. Therefore, he is willing to gamble 
that the time for royalty payments, which is until 
October 30, 1964, will run out prior to any production. 


In conclusion, it is our opinion that no set rule may be 
made for any and all contracts regarding abandonment by 
the Operator, Eachase must bQeonsidered separately 
and the liens, if any, in favor of the Government, deter-
mined on the basis of the record presented. In some 
jurisdictions, liens could be challenged and might be 
considered insufficient, because liens against real 
property must be recorded to be binding upon any innocent 
purchaser. In other 'casé the consent to lien might 
be insufficient because the person signing the lien did 
not have at the time a sufficient title or Interest in 
the property to make the property subject to the lien. 


In thiscase the Operator is liable, as suety, for the 
royalty payments should any become due and payable under 
the terms of the contract,

The applicant was awarded a contract, Idrn-.E632, approving 
the expenditure of $33,000. A total of 992.5 lineal feet of. exploratory 
headings were driven at an accepted cost of $31,275.00 in 'which the 
government participated to the Oxtent of 75% or $23,456. 25. 


The examiners and Field Team under date of March 30, 1956, 
recommended that a certificate of discovery be executed. 


Prior to the contract about 8,000 tons of ore was produced. 
It assayed about 0.39% W03, assuming 80% recovery. 


• In 1943 and 1944 the R.F.C. loaned an operator $26,000. Some 
ore was produced but no payment on principal was made. No lien ecLsts in 
favor of the R.F.C. 


hi1e 'DNEA work was in progress about 1,800 tons of ore was 
mined and milled. The operator reported 526.872 units of W03 or 0.293 
units per ton were produced from the ore, part of which, 400 tons, was 
"discovered" by DNEA assisted work. Based on an assumed 80% recovery 
the mined material averaged about 0.366% W03, a reasonable check on the 
0.39% estimated for the prior production. If the ore in place grade 
is 0.65% W03, as estimated by Elsing, the dilution factor is high about 
6 assuming the diikution material carries no tungsten. Probably 
development muck went into the mill. 


The 526.872 units realized $29,735, 66 and the royalty at 5% 
is $1,486.78. Operations ceased in Aug. 1955 and early in 1956 the 
operator abandoned the property.

From the maps and sections at hand, it seems, as noted by 
Hobbs in 1943, "no very pronounced structural control has been demon-
strated that would help in looking for them" - 'thes! being the 
pockets of ore grade material in the Williams vein. Apparently the 
vein and the vein-containing aplite were 'lost' in the main winze 
and never found. 


Obviously the outlook is poor, but the participation 
under DMEA was recommended because there seemed "to be a very good 
chance of discovering a substantial quantity of low-grade ore which 
might be mined in case of a National emergency". Some ore was 
'discovered', and a sin.11 amount of low-grade ore was produced. Some 
low-grade ore remains in place. 


The recommendation of the e,riniiners and the Field Team that 
a certificate of discovery be executed is justified.

The Williams Tungsten Mine, Mohave County, Arizona, was ex-


plored jointly by the Wothree Mines and the Government during the 


period November 16, 1953 to early October 1955. Early in 1953, 


Wothree Mines applied for aid in the project, as authorized by 


the amended Defense Production Act of 1950, and. the Defense Minerals 


Exploration Administration investigated the property under docket 


DMEA-2957. The investigations resulted in contract Idm-E632, that 


authorized total expenditures of $33,000.00, of which the Govern-


ment's share was 75 percent, or $211.,75o.oc. 


The Williams Tungsten Mine had been intermittently operated 


from 19011. to 1955 for a total production of 3,011.3 units of W03 • The 


mine is developed on a pegznatitic-type vein containing quartz, mica, 


feldspar, hubnerite and trace amounts of fluorite and apatite. The 


vein, which averages about 2 feet thick, strikes about I75°W., dips 


from 10 to 30 degrees northeasterly, and occurs in granite host rock.

An additional 11100 tons were mined from old stope pillars and from 


360 feet of drifts and raises driven in old sections of the mine 


at no expense to the Government. 


The 1800 tons of ore was treated in a 60-ton, gravity-f1otation 


concentrator that was designed and constructed on the property by 


Wothree Mines.

Early in 1953, Norman D. FitzGe:raid applied for Governmental 


aid, as authorized by the amended Defense Production Act of 1950, 


in a proposed exploratory project at the Wothree Mines, formerly 


known as the Williams Tungsten Mine, Mohave County, Arizona. The 


application was received by the Defense Minerals Exploration Adinini-


stration. It was docketed as DMEA-2957, reviewed by the Operating 


Committee, and forwarded to the Field Team, Region III, for field 


investigations. 


The field investigations were made April 7-10, 1953 by M. J. 


Elsing and R. W. Ageton, mining engineers formerly, with the U. 8.

Each time Ed 


WiUiaius or his son Roy Williams had gotten some kind of a down payment, 


which, with the royalties, had made the property quite remunerative to 


them.


"In a report on the Williams Tungsten Mine, Mobave County, Ariz., 


Ottey M. Bishop of the U. S. Bureau of Mines states that the mine has 


produced approximately 2,500 units of 	 and that this production came 


from 6,000 to 10,000 tons of ore. On this basis the recoverable content 


of the ore produced was 0.25 to o.'a percent W03, depending upon whether 


10,000 to 6,000 tons were mined and milled. The mine exm1ners have 


made estimates of the ore mined based upon stope maps which appear to 


be fairly accurate. Stope maps indicate that slightly more than 6,000 


tons were mined.

"In 1911.3, William Bradbury obtained a lease on the Williams 


mine and operated the property on the proceeds of two loans from 


the Reconstruction Finance Corporation. In order to obtain accurate 


information relative to the status of these loans a letter was written 


to C. A. Rockwood, mining engineer with the Reconstruction Finance Cor-


poration at Los ngeles. On April 17, 1953, Rockwood advised that 


'a loan for $20,000 was made to William S. Bradbury on September 15, 


1911.3 and. an additional loan of $6,000 was made on February 2, 1911.14. 


Only a few tons of ore were shipped and. operations terminated in June 


19144 and the lessor cancelled the borrower's lease in November 1911.11.. 


The amount of $1,500 received from the sale of equipment was applied 


on interest. No payment on the principal was ever made. 


'The loan was repayable from production only and borrower's 


lease on the property was cancelled. Consequently, the Reconstruction 


Finance Corporation has no lien against the property for the unpaid

The property was idle from 19144 until 1951, when it was taken 


over by Wothree Mines, which rehabilitated the mine, built a mill and.

The mine (see fig. 3) is situated. in a shallow saddle in the 


Aquarius range in an area underlain by granite.

Interbanded, 


or interlayered with the gneissoid granite, and apparently Intrusive 


into it, is a dark-colored rock in which hornblend.e and biotite are 


abundant constituents. This rock, which is locally referred to as 


dark granite, is abundant near the mine workings and east of them. 


Associated with the light-colored granite are many aplite zones 


which in many places are only a few inches thick, but which are several 


feet thick in the vicinity of the main working of the. Williams mine, 


and. appear to be considerably thicker at the Aquarius Cliffs on the 


west' side of the area studied. 


The rocks in the Williams mine area reveal a vague but definite 


structural pattern to which all the various lithologic units approxi-


mately conform. The banding of the gneissoid. granite, the zones of 


inter-banded dark and. light granite, most of the aplite zones, numerous 


faults and. the principal veins apparently have approximately the same 


attitude. These strike about west-northwest and dip northeasterly 


about 25 degrees; however, the dip ranges from about 30 degrees at 


the outcrop to about 10 degrees near the bottom of the Williams mine 


and in the area north of it. This simple structural pattern in the 


district is modified to a slight extent by numerous easterly-trending 


high-angle faults along which displacement seldom exceeds a few feet. 


Mineralogy 


The Williams ore deposit is a pegmatitic-type of vein containing 


quartz, mica, wolframite or hubnerite, pyrite and trace amounts of

fluorite. Scheelite and manganiferous apatite, which fluoresces 


pinkish orange, have been reported. Sparse amounts of chalcopyrite 


occur in the lower part of the deposits • The ore mineral wolfraznite 


or hubnerite occurs chiefly as bladed crystals enclosed in quartz or 


in mica aggregates or veins, most of which tend to be localized along 


the walls of the quartz veins. Most of the vein minerals are oonxpara-


tively coarse-grained, and. some of the hubnerite crystals attain 


lengths of about 3 inches. 


The vein is heavily stained by limonite and hematite and by m11 


amounts of manganese oxides, especially above the 200 level. Below the 


200 level the degree of oxidation decreases appreciably. and is barely 


evident in the layer workings. The linionite is probably derived from 


pyrite, which originally must have been a comparatively abundant con-


stituent throughout the vein. It is probable that oxidation of the 


ore above the 200 level has been an important factor in makjng it amen-


able for concentration by simple processes, and that the decreasing in-


tenaity of oxidation in the lower levels of the mine is accompanied by 


greater metallurgical problems.


Veins 


The Williams mine (see figures 3 and Ii) and several smi I pros-


pects in the vicinity of it, have explored many gm"il veins which are 


classified into two groups on the basis of attitude. The veins in both 


groups strike about N. 70° W., one group dips gently north and the other 


group dips steeply north. The steeply dipping veins are relatively 


unimportant as they apparently are discontinuous along both strike and 
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dip, and are very thin, generally less than 3 inches thick. The 


veins that dip gently to the northeast are the most inortant. These 


occur principally in the slightly banded, sheeted or gneissoid granite 


with which is associated considerable aplitic material. The veins 


appear to be concentrated in a zone having a maximum thickness of 


about 200 feet, and which apparently has approximately the same atti-


tude as the apparent banding or zoning of the host rocks. The veins 


are spacially closely related to aplite-granite contacts and appear 


to have followed planes of weakness imi lar to those which chanreled 


aplite-peginatite intrusions. The veins are tabular deposits ranging 


in thickness from a few inches to a few feet and have strike lengths 


ranging from a few feet to about 500 feet. In the direction of the 


dip, the length of individual veins is unknown, but in the Williams 


vein there is evidence to indicate that it may terminate against 


narrow, steeply dipping, easterly-trending veins at a slope distance 


of about 600 feet below the outcrop. The Williams vein is the largest 


in the area; however a vein (sometimes referred to as the Aquarius 


Cliff, West or Upper Vein) exposed near the base of the Aquarius 


Cliffs is fairly large. This vein is about 500 feet long and. 2 feet 


thick at the outcrop. 


The veins tend to be overlapping but are widely spaced and in 


most cases they are separated by great volumes of barren granite. 


Branching or feathering of the veins at the ends of oreshoots is a 


common feature in the Williams mine, as shown on figure 5. Here the 


thickest part of.the vein occurs in conetent aplitic zones in the 


light-colored granite • In many places where the dark-colored granite
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is penetrated by the vein it pinches to a very thin stringer or 


branches into many thin seams that disappear within short distances 


in the incompetent d.ark .colored graxiitic host rock. The narrow 


branch veins and stringer veins in the dark-colored. granite generally 


are not of mineable thickness, but where they intersect in areas 


where aplite is a noteworthy constituent of the wail rocks, the 


veins may form oreshoots of inineable size. 


The Williams vein has been developed and explored by about 11000 


feet of tunnels, drifts and winzes principally on 7 levels (see figures 


3 and Ii). The lowest level is the 'SO" or haulage level, and above 


this in consecutive order is the 120, 150, 180, 200, and 260 levels. 


Some stoping has been done from all of the levels. These workings 


and surface cuts and prospects have proven beyond reasonable doubt 


that two nearly parallel veins exist. Most of the workings are on 


the main Williams vein the position of which is evident from a 


series of pits and open cuts at the outcrop above the 260 level. 


The underground workings (fig. ii) show that the main oresboot on 


the Williams vein has a strike length of about 200 feet and a dip 


length of about 600 feet. The strike of the oreshoot is about N75°W 


and the northeasterly dip ranges from about 30° in the upper part of 


the deposit to about 10° in the lower part. This vein is invariably 


closely related spacially to aplite or aplitic granite. In the most 


productive part of the mine the tungsten-bearirig veins traverse an 


aplitic zone several feet thick. Usually aplite forms the hanging 


wall of the veins, but in places also occurs in the footwall. The 


most productive part of the vein appears to be localized by 3 fac-
ç) 


tors, as follows: (1) abundant aplite, (2) zones where steepdips' 


are prevalent, (3) zones where the strike is approximately N75°W.

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Another vein, similar in most respects to the Williams vein, 


has been explored by a drift, raise and winze on the "0" or haulage 


level, about 700 feet from the ports]. (see figure 5). This vein 


is approximately parallel to the Williams vein. Where exposed on 


the• tt()tt level a sm1i oreshoot has a strike length of about 100 


feet and attains a maximum thickness of about 30 inches. The ore-


shoot has been explored by a raise and. a vinze, each about 5O feet 


long. These workings reveal that the vein splits into narrow branch 


veins which die out in the inhospitable dark granite, along the 


strike and the veins apparently also weaken along the dip. $tad.ia 


surveys made during the life of the DMA project indicate that the 


"0" east vein is the same as the vein exposed at the base of the 


Aquarius Cliffs, west of the Williams mine. At the outcrop the vein, 


which is sometimeè referred to as the West or Cliff vein, has been 


locally mined and prospected for a strike distance of about 500 feet. 


On the hill above the Williams mine, the "0" east or upper vein has 


been mined at several shallow open cuts. Projections made through 


the mine indicate that all of these workings are on a vein zone that 


is more-or-less continuous from "0" east to the outcrop at the base 


of the Aquarius Cliffs • This vein is approximately parallel to the 


Williams vein and Is from 6o to 120 feet above it, in a direction 


norma]. to the veins • The upper vein is comparatively long on both 


the strike and dip, but it is comparatively thin; in most places it 


is only about 2 feet thick or less. In places the vein splits into 


2 or 3 stringer veins and in other places it becomes very thin or 


pinches out entirely. Apparently the vein is lenticular and discon-


tinuous in habit.
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Faults 


Many faults, all of which have relatively small displacement, 


are exposed in the Williams mine. The faults are strike faults, that 


is, the strike of the faults is approximately parallel to the strike 


of the vein. Like the veins, there are two systems of faults: 


1) those that dip gently to the north, 2) those that clip steeply 


north or are nearly vertical. The low angle faults generally occur 


clo8ely associated with the veins but in places are ind.ependent of 


them. The margins of the veins, and some of the aplite dikes coimiionly 


show evidence of low angle faulting. Undoubtedly some of the low 


angle faults were in existence at the time the ore was introduced 


and these were probably important in localizing the ore. Post ore 


movement is obvious on many of the low-angle faults. In many places 


in the mine the veins pinch out in the gently dipping zones of fault 


gouge. 


Exposed in the winze below the 200-level and on the "0' level 


are several of the steeply dipping or vertical faults, all of which 


have relatively small displacement. Some of these are older than the 


ore and. contain narrow stringer-veins of ore, and some of them are 


younger than the ore and displace the gently dipping veins from a 


few inches to a few feet. Near the bottom of the winze the Williams 


vein thins appreciably and is joined by several sma11 veins that are 


localized on the high angle faults. Apparently the low angle faults 


were the most receptive to ore, as only very thin discontinuous veins 


were localized on the high angle faults • On the "0" level and. in 


the raise connecting this level to the winze is exposed one of the 


V
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more prominent of the steeply dipping faults. Crushed ore was 


found. along it on "0" level; therefore it undoubtedly was in existence 


prior to emplacement of the ore, and. post-ore movement occurred along 


it. Displacement on this fault is unknown but is probably only a few 


feet.


Geologic conditions at the bottom of the winze are illustrated 


by Fig. 5, Section A-A' • This illustration is important because it 


shows that the actual bottom of the oreshoot has not been reached, 


although here the vein is discontinuous, offset by faults, and is too 


thin to mine.


PROJECT WORK COMPLETED WITH RESULTS 


Work under the Contract Idin-E632 and. its amendments was started 


Noventher 16, 1953 and. was completed early in October 1955. A total 


of 992. 5 lineal feet of drifts, raises and. a winze were completed 


with the following results: 


150 West Drift. The west drift was extended. 378 feet from the 


old workings for the purpose of exploring the western extension of 


the main vein and. to determine if other oreshoots exist west of the 


main oreshoot. As shown on fig. 5, the Williams vein decreased. in 


thickness from about 30 inches to about 10 inches within 6o feet of 


the starting point and. it pinched., out completely about 90 feet from 


the starting point. The vein apparently pinched. out where the strike 


changes from about N60°W to about 670°W. Beyond this "pinch-out" 


there are several thin discontinuous veins and lenses of ore material, 


but none of these were of any importance. Many minor low-angle and. 


high-angle faults were encountered by the drift. 
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120 East Drift. The 120 east drift was advanced 302.5 ft. 


for the purpose of exploring the eastern extension of the main 


Williams vein. The vein, which was exposed in the upper part of 


the drift, was followed for a distance of about 110 feet from the 


starting point, beyond which point the vein pinched and split into 


2 veins about 1 inch thick in fauJ.t gouge in granite. The vein 


ranged in thickness from about 26 inches near the winze to about 


114. inches at the point where it starts to pinch out. 


1tQtt East Drift. The "0" east drift was driven 100 feet east-


ward from the "0" level to explore an oreshoot in the west or upper 


vein as it is called.. The drift started in a vein approximately 2 


feet thick but about 14o feet from the starting point the vein split 


into 3 irregular stringer veins, only a few inches thick. This vein 


originally was thought to be the Williams vein or a faulted extension 


of it, but surveying and mapping done in June 1954. proved conclusively 


that the vein is an upper or separate vein parallel to the Williams 


vein as shown on figure 3, Section A-A'. 


"0" East Raise. The "0" east raise was driven 50 feet on the 


vein exposed in the "0" east drift. The vein split into 2 veins,


each about 1 foot wide; and separated by a horse of granite about 


1 foot thick. Near the top of the winze one of the veins pinches 


out in dark granite and the other flattens and pinches appreciably 


as shown in fig. 5 Section A-A' • Some of the ore exposed in the 


raise was stoped before the end of the DA project. 
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"0" East Winze. The "C)" east winze was sunk 50' to explore 


the d.ownd.ip extension of the small oreshoot exposed in the "0" east 


drift. The vein in the winze is irregular, contains at least one 


relatively large waste horse, and near the bottom of the winze splits 


into 2 narrow stringer veins. The maximum width of the vein in the 


winze is about 20 inches. 


"C" raise from main winze. A raise (fig. 5, Section B-B') was 


driven about 10 feet above the bottom of the main winze for tie pur-


pose of testing a zone thought to be a faulted extension of the Williams 


vein. The raise penetrated a low grade vein zone about 1 foot thick 


which probably is the downward extension of the lrIilhiazna vein. 


200 crosscut. On the 200 level an old crosscut into the 


hanging wall of the Williams vein was extended 102.0 feet in an 


effort to penetrate the upper vein which is believed to extend from 


the base of Aquarius Cliffs to the "0" East drift. The upper vein 


(fig. 3, Section A-A') is believed to be approximately parallel to 


the Williams vein and is from 6o to 320 feet above it. The crosscut 


(fig. 3) penetrated 3 veins, from 1/2 inch to 2 inches wide and 


sparse hubnerite was observed in one of the veins • These veins, 


which dip from degrees north to vertical, are not considered to 


be the upper vein because of the difference in attitude. A couple 


of zones of peginatitic granite were penetrated by the crosscut ex-


tension but the north end of it passed into dark granite which, in 


many places in the mine, is an unfavorable host rock. The crosscut 


failed to locate the upper vein. This vein, where exposed at the 
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base of the Aquarius Cliffs, on the ridge above the Williams mine, 


and in the 'TO" East drift, is thin, comparatively discontinuous, and 


in places consists of 2 or more stringer veins separated by consider-


able wall rock. The vein is considerably less productive than the 


main Williams vein; therefore, further expenditure of Government funds 


for exploration of the vein does not appear justified. 


COST OF THE PROJECT 


The total estimated cost of the project authorized by contract 


Idm-E632 was $33,000.00, of which the Government's share was 75 per-


cent, or $211,750.00. Unit costs authorized by the contract and its 


amendments were $30.00 per foot for drafting, crosscutting, and rais-


ing, and $6o.00 per foot for winzing. Pertinent final cost data is 


shown below:

The Government's share, 75 percent of $31,275.00, was $23,1i56.25. 
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EFFICIENCY OF PROJECT OPERAEONS 


George B. Bloneky, General Manager for Wothree Mines, supervised 


all operations. Exploratory headings were completed in a workman-like 


manner but their rate of advance was poor. Probably the main reason 


for the slow progress was the isolated location of the property. Very 


few good miners were obtainable and those hired generally left after 


a few days of work. A contributing factor was the abnormn.liy long 


periods required for repairing equipment after break-downs, some of 


which probably were due to improper servicing. 


ORE RESERVES 


Ore reserves at the Williams mine have been calculated by dif-


ferent individuals on several occasions, and the grade of ore was 


estimated from hundreds of samples. Sample results that have been 


used in making ore estimates were obtained by the following: 


1. George B. Blonsky, General Manager for the operating Company. 


2. Win. S. Bradbury, Mining Engineer and former lessee of the 
property. 


3. T. P. Lane, engineer, Reconstruction Finance Corporation. 


i. 0. M. Bishop, Engineer, U. S. Bureau of Mines. 


5. Continental Mining Company, former owners. 


6. DMEL examiners; from samples taken at time of original 
examination and. during progress of exploration project. 


Tonnage and grade estimates were carefully made during previous 


investigations and are accepted here as being correct except for revi-


sions that are necessary as a result of the I4EA project. Evidence 


obtained during the M'1EA. project indicates that tonnage and. grade 


of reserves are subject to downward revisions. Ore values are er-


ratically distributed throughout the vein and a true weighted average 


grade is difficult to obtain. 	
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The average of' 1.] samples taken by the Bureau of Mines in 19142 


is 1.03 percent MO3 and the average of 73 samples taken in 19143 is 


i.o6 percent Mo3 . The average of 115 samples taken by Blonsky is 0.714 


percent. By recalculating the weighted average grade of 229 samples, 


M. J. Elsing, Consulting Mining Engineer, U. S. Bureau of Mines, de 


terniined that the grade of the ore in place is about 0.65 percent w03, 


or would be 0.55 percent W03 after allowing 15 percent dilution in min-


ing. In January 1953 Blonaky shipped 53 tons of ore for a test at 


Boriania mill and this was found to contain 0.39 percent W03. From 


these figures Elsing concluded that the grade of ore at the Williams 


mine if mined at a production rate of 50 tons per day over an extended 


period would average about O.i percent W0 3 . About 1800 tons of ore 


were mined and milled during the life of the project, and the average 


recovery of the ore milled was about .3 percent tungsten. Undoubtedly 


waste dilution is responsible for this low grade, and the ore in the 


mine probably contained about o.6 percent Mo3, as shown by Elsing. 


Accurate tonnage estimates of reserves are impractical to make 


because of irregularities in the vein and. because it has been mined 


in many places by small irregular stopes of imperfectly known size 


and shape. Early in this DMEA project reserves were estimated as

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Results of the DNEA exploration project did not materially change 


these estimates. The spotty distribution of tungsten values , in the 


vein, the tendency of values to be localized in smell pods or pockets 


widely separated by zones of low-grade or essentially barren vein ma-


terial, and the absence of precise geologic guides to ore make estima-


tion of reserves extremely difficult. Probably the reserves estimated 


by Elsing in May 1953 are the most reliable and are acceptable now if 


allowance is made for recent production. Blonsky states that he produced 


iOoo tons of ore, which, if 15 percent allowance is made for dilution, 


indicates that 1520 tons of ore were mined. Deducting this figure fran 


Elsing' a 7757 indicates that about 6200 tons of ore might remain in the 


mine. This figure is reasonable; however it must be made clear that 


this ore remains in or near the old stoped area in the mine. ] v1EA ex-


ploration failed to find mineable quantities of ore much beyond the 


limits of the old stopes; therefore added very little to the known re-


serves. However, exploration on the 120 and 150 levels indicates that 


the oreshoot extends about 50 feet farther west and about 150 feet 


farther east on these levels than originally thought. As the vein is 


only about 1 to 2 feet thick in this area, and as the vein practically 


pinches out inunediately below the 150 level, this I4EA exploration work 


did not materially increase the ore reserves. In the "O' East drift 


a block of' ore having a trike length of about 35 feet, a dip length 


of about 100 feet, and. an average thickness of about 1.5 feet thick was 


exposed by t*1EA exploration of the extension of the " '0" east vein. This 


vein practically pinched out in all directions. In the "0" level East 
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drift about 250 tons of ore, or about one-half of the amount din-


covered, was mined out during the life of the project. We do not 


believe the ore found. on the ItØfl level, or the extension found on 


the 120 and 150 levels are of sufficient magnitude to modify the ore 


reserve estimates previously given. 


There is no reliable basis for estimating the grade of the re-


inaining ore reserves, but all previous grade estimates should be 


disregarded. During the life of the contract Blonsky selectively 


mined the highest grade ore he could find, and his reported average 


grade of this was 0.366 percent W03. The remaining ore certainly is 


nnxch lover grade and probably ranges front about 0.15 to 0 . 35 percent 


W03, and. may average about 0.25 percent irJO3. Bionsky did not mine 


above the 200 level and it iS probable that some better quality ore 


remains in the upper part of the old workings. 


In swnmAry, the writers believe that the ore reserves remaining 


at the Williams mine amount to about 6200 tons of low-grade ore that ( 


might average about 0.25 percent W03 . Most of this ore is in pillars 


and. unmined areas above the 200 level, some remains between the 200 


and. 120 levels, and a very sm& 1 amount remains in the "0" level east 


workings. The ore cannot be profitably mined under any foreseeable 


conditions;. however, it is possible that "high-graders" or 'tchloriders" 


might exploit some of the high-grade ore lenses under extremely favor-


able conditions at some future time. There is no geological reason to 


expect significant discoveries of tungsten ore to be made in the Williams 


area.

We have been requested to make specific recoimnendations re-j 


garding certification of diecovery or development at the , Williams-. Mine. 


The work done under the contract has been completed and some ore has 


been mined and milled, and royalties have been paid to the Government 


on the production. Part of the ore mined may be rega±'ded as newly 


discovered ore because it was obtained in parts of the mine that were 


explored with ]4EA assistance, and some ore also was mined from re-


serves that existed. when the contract was started. The project estab-


lished the existence of only small reserves of ore that are of sub-


marginal grade, and that are expensive to mine and process; hence the 


mine could not be worked profitably, and the mine ceased operating 


during the latter part of 1955 . It is conceivable that the remaining 


reserves, possibly 2 or 3 thousand tons of ore, might be mined during 


periods of extremely high prices by lessees equipped with simple 


concentrating facilities.
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The project explored the zones most likely to contain ore and 


we believe showed quite conclusively that the ore was in 2 nearly 


parallel veins rather than a single vein as originally thought. Only 


the main Williams vein was explored by the project. An upper vein 


which crops out near the base of Aquarius Cliffs was not explored, 


although it was sought by a single crosscut from the 200 level in 


the Williams vein. The ore occurred in definite shoots in narrow 


quartz-muscovite-'wolframite veins in aplitic granite. Ore was found // 


by the following DIVIEA workings: 


1. A drift, raise, and winze on the ' so" level, east of the 
haulage level; 


2 • The 120 level drift driven eastward from the main winze; 


3. The 150 level drift west of the main winze. 


These 3 workings found. small amounts of ore in the Williams vein, 


and some of it was mined. A crosscut driven into the hanging wall on 


the 200 level, and a raise driven above the bottom of the main winze 


found only meager amounts of vein material of no particular significance. 


Until the final engineering and geological report is completed we 


are tentatively accepting the operator's reports as being reliable. 


These show that a total of 992 .5 feet of drifts, crosscuts, raises 


and. winzes were driven under terms of the contract with Government 


participation and that 360 feet of raises and drifts were completed 


by the operator at his own expense. About i800 tons of ore were mined
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and. milled, from which 1196.25 units of W03 were sold.. The average 


grade of concentrate was 62.17 percent W03. 


Zones most likely to contain ore were adequately explored and 


there is no justification for Government participation in additional 


exploration at the Williams Mine in the foreseeable future. As ore 


was mined, milled, and concentrates were sold, and royalty was paid, 


and as a small reserve of ore remains in the mine, it is recommended 


that the project be certified.

The Williams Tungsten Mine, located in Aquarius Range 
of the Greenwood Mining District, previous to purchase by 
Wothree Mines wa operated by other parties to the 
following extent: 


1. Three drift adits on 200, 260 and 280 levels, 
total about 1200'. 


2. A 1400' haulage tunnel crosscut adit on "0" level, 
i.nderlying the whole structure. 


3. A 40' raise and 3(6' winze connecting the "0" level 
with. the 200 level... 


4. Short lateral drifts from the wlnze on 150 
and 180 levels (about 250') 


5. About 30 stopes and 4 raises, connecting above 
mentioned levels. 


6. Shallow open cuts on the outcrop of the Williams vein. 


17• Shallow surface workings on the West outcrop ,of 
the upper vein -- apparently parallel with the 
Williams vein and about 80' normally above it. 


All above workings are located on Thngsten No. 1 claim. 
There were a few small exposures of narrow stringers on other 
claims, but they were of no immediate commercial value and 
of very little promise. 


Both veins are striking east and west and are dipping 
northward at 20 to 30 degrees with the horizontal. They are 
narrow (one to two ft. wide) streaks of quartz and mica in 
10 to 20 ft. flat aplite dikes in granite country rock. 
They have limited ore shoots of wolframite, which comet: in 
narrow streaks of spectacularly high concentration2, located 
in widely spaced spots. Only two stopes existed below 200 level.
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On the other hand, some 30 stopes mined by former operators 
were above the 200 level, located in the region east and west 
of the upward projection of the winze and stretching from 
the portal for 500' to a point about 100' to the west of 
the collar of the winze. ThYrepresent astrike extension 
of some 500'.	 These stopes also extend up the dip to 
within a few feet of the surface and represent about 200' 
of dip ore extension above 200 level. Below the 200 level 
dip extension of ore sampled in the winze was 260', thus 
giving a total dip extension of about 460'. But below the 
200 level the strike extension east and west was exposed 
only'ifl three short drifts and three stopes for about 
40 to 70' on each side. 


The samples in the three small drifts and three small stopes 
about the winze were medium to low grade, while assays of 
the winze samples, taken every 10', were very, encouraging, 
averaging 1.53% W03 .	 The large .potentia.l mineralized area 
thus was indicated above, and about the winze. 


Our first intention was to drive among other things 
six exploratory drifts of about 100' each, 
three on each side of the winze; this plan did not meet 
with the approval of the •ii1VA authorities, as they felt 
that such work would be more of development than exploratory 
nature. Therefore we changed our program, putting the heavy 
end of it. into long range exploration, driving two long drifts, 
one east and the other west of the winze. Most of the effort 
spent on this contract was concentrated in this area, 
on the westward extension of the 150 West drift, nd 
the eastward extension of the 120 East drift. 


Eastward extension of ore from winze on 120' level persisted 
for about 40', then pinched down and values dropped way below 
commercial grade. Assaying showed every 60? or so a good 
value up to 6% W0 3 , but all intermediate assays (at 10' 
intervals), ran way below anything mineable and the average 
value was noncommercial. Also the width of vein narrowed down 
to 6" or less as one progressed eastward from the winze. 
On the other hand, structure persisted, aplite and shear 
encouraged continuation of work, but eventually proved 
misleadi4g. 


Westward extension of ore from winze at 150' level was 
explored for several hundred feet with same result as the 
work done eastward on 120' level. Grade here was very erratic 
at first, quickly stabilizing at low values as one progressed 
westward. The vein thinned out; aplite changed to pegmatite; 
shear persisted. In two places a vein structure reappeared, 
only to peter out in a couple of rounds. Our geological 
study indicated, that:extension of the 150W drift for 300 to 
400' westwards might intercept the West Cliff Vein, exposed 
on the westend of the Tungsten No. 1 claim. Therefore we 
followed shear and structure for a long way westwards, never 
encountering the Nest Cliff Vein extension. The west outcrop 
with its Oldtiniers' workings suggested, that 150 West drift
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that 150 West Drift may encounter downward and eastward extension 
of that vein, then thought to be the same as the Williams Vein. 
The eastward extension of the 120 East drift was to open up 
the vein crossed by the "0" level crosscut. The above .ve 
us the geological reasons for undertaking the long drifts 
on the 150 and 120 levels. 


As work progressed, it became more and more apparent, that 
both West Vein outcrop and the ore in the "0" East drift 
had no connection with the Williams Vein, but probably were 
the continuation of the"Upper Vein" exposed on the surface 
above and to the north of the Williams Vein. 


he other work undertaken under this contract can be listed 
as:


1. 100' drift on "0" East level. 


2. 50' raise above "0" East level. 
3. 50! winze below "0" East level. 
4. 10' raise above bottom of winze. 
5. 102' extension of oldtimers' crosscut north of 200 level. 


The geological reasons for this work were as follows: 


In their "0" level crosscut, some '700' west from portal and 
some 5O' east from the bottom of the-winze the oldtirners. 
encountered two narrow streaks of ood ore. They drifted 
north for 40' and though vein persisted, it flattened and 
lost most of the values. 


Wothree Mines on their own drifted eastwards on same vein 
for 35', opening up a highly mineralized structure, from 
12 to 24" wide, which upon sampling every 5' gave average 
assay of.l.75% W03 . This was our first and very encouraging 
exploratory work It was done before the D1VIEA contract was 
applied for. For financial reasons we were forced to stop 
this work at the 35' point. Could we have persisted for 
another 15', we would have gone out of the aplite into the 
granite and also out of good ore, as proved by subsequent 
DJA work. DIVA authorized first a 100' eastward extension 
of thes drift and a 50' raise at the most promising point, 
above it. The first 1St of DIVA extension in "0" East drift 
took us out of aplite..The vein persisted into granite., but 
i.t split into three narrow streaks. We still had two,streaks 
with woiframite in the granite face at tbe end of the 100' 
of DiV]EA drift, all of this was noncommercial. 


Thereupon it was decided to drive a raise, where Government 
work had started on the	 E drift. The ore looked and assayed 
very well at this point..Unfortunately. the first two rounds 
took all the good ore down. Continuation of this raise showed 
a narrowed vein with aplite disappearing in a few rounds. 
The vein flattened, went into granite, narrowed down to 6" 
and lost grade. At the face of the raise, 50' above the drift, 
tungsten is still present, but it is definitely noncommercial.
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As commercial ore in "0" East drift dit not extend eastward, 
westwards and upwards., it was conjectured that it must have 
come from below the drift and an amendment of contract was 
requested and gra:nted for sinking a 50' winze at a point 
below the above raise. 	 This was done. Some encouragement 
was experienced for the first 30', but after that the vein 
flattened., narrowed down, pitched to the East, split and 
lost values. Aplite persisted, but ore definitely became 
noncommercial. At the	 face 50' below ttQH East level 
about 6" of vein was left, but this was not encouraging 
enough to continue exploration. This ended work on the 
if 0" East level. 


A short raise above the bottom of the main winze was 
included. in. the contract, because apparently the aplite dike 
and the probable ore went into the hanging about 100 ft. up 
the winze from this point and the ore might be cheaply 
intercepted. here at a short distance. This was done 4' above 
the winze. Aplite was exposed almost immediately and a 
41? vêinlet of quartz,containing woiframite crystals, was cut. 
In another 6' our rathse went back into the granite, indicating 
end of mineral bearing structure. 
This ended. exploration in this location. 


The l2OE and. 150 W drifts, as well as surface and underground. 
surveying of most all mineral exposures in the mine and. the 
outcrops by thIs time strongly suggested, that the West Cliff 
outcrops, the surface outcrops north and west of Williams 
Tungsten Vein outcrop, and the ore exposed in "0" East drift 
represented the "Upper Vein", parallel with the Williams 
Tungsten Vein and. normally about 80' above it. Toint survey 
by DIVJEA Team and the writer enabledMr. 3. Faick of U.S.G.S. 
to draw up sections, strongly supporting this opinion. 
It occurred. to the writer that, the "Upper Vein" being so 
close to the Williams Tungsten vein, would probably have been 
subjected to the same mine±a1izing agents and miht have an 
ore shoot above the corresponding ore formation in the 
Williams Tungsten Vein plane. Therefore an amendment of 
contract was again requested. and granted. for the extension 
in the northeasterly direction of the 115' oldtimers' crosscut 
started from the 200 level at a point about 100' west of the 
collar of the winze. Shou'd. normal distance between the two 
veins be 80', as indicated. by survey, a 63' extension of the 
115' crosscut would. cut it. 


This work was done in September and October 1955 and 102' 
extension exposed. no aplite, no vein and. no mineral. 
Apparently at the location penetrated. by our crosscut 
the upper vein either is swerving further north, or has 
a local pinch to nothing. In any event, further possibility 
of finding a highly mineralized commercial size ore deposit 
in this locality became so problematic, that Wothree Mines 
decid.ed. to stop all operations.

The cost figures on this work were kept fairly closely, but 
were badly obscured by several starts and stops, by difficulty 
of obtaining labor which would be willing to work night shifts 
or any shifts at all, by many oaeasions of men taking 
contracts and failing utterly to produce, as well as by part 
of operation done on a very small scale, where one shift of two 
men was used per day and overheads were exhorbitant. 


In general, drifting has costed between $45.00 and 50.00 p/foot, 
sinking 50' winze about the same, while raises costed about 
$40.00 per..foot. This was considerably over estimates made 
before work started. and as things came out, DA Loan took 
care of no more than 50% of our .expense. Of course the 
estimates were based on assumption that exploration would be 
done concurrently with or miningaand. milling work anct nence 
carry only a minor fraction of overheads. As it turned out, the 
opposite condition prevailed. 
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During our operation about 1800 tons of ore were mined 
and milled. 


A total of 496.25 units of WO were shipped, 	 !io 
averaging a recovery of Q.27 units per ton. 


Average grade of material milled was 0.366% W03. 


Average of concentrate shipped was 62.17% W03.. 


CONCLUSIONS: 


1. Exploration done on D1VIEA Contract has uncovered 
no additional reserves of ore. 


2. Exploration proved exhaustively that the Williams 
Tungsten Mine can be considered an exhausted property. 


3. Our work on D1VA Contract, as well as on our own, showed 
that ore occurrence in Williams Tungsten Mine is of 
extremely spotty and limited nature. 


4. The number of stopes above 200 level, mostly mined out 
by previous operators indicates that the vein had large 
strike and dip extension, which dId. not occur below 200 level 


5. Below 200 level the mineralization of the quartz vein in 
the flat aplite dike in granite country rock was confined 
almost entirely to the immediate vicinity of .the winze and 
did not extend laterally iàore than a few feet both east 
and west from the winze. Apparently the winze was sunk 
in a feeder pipe ore shoot and the exposed stoping 
structure above 200 level, combined with winze exposure 
to give misleading impression of a considerable potential 
ore area about the winze. 


6. In several exposures the tungsten - quartz vein persisted 
beyond the pinched out aplite into granite. But in all 
such ocurrances vein became noncommercial because of 
narrowness, lowgrad.e and. splintering into several stringers.

On June 22, l95, George B. Bionsky General Manager of 
the subjeót property, made application, for an amendment to allow a 
6-month etension of the contract from the end of May, and to 
allow forl extending the "Oldtimers" crosscut to test the upper vein, 
sometimes1 referred to asthettOtT East or West cliff vein. This 
proposal is described in Blousky's application and is adequately 
illustrated by his map. 


This request for an amendment had been anticipated by this 
office and was discussed with Blonsky when J. N. Faick and T. N. Romslo 
inspecte4 the project last Eebruary. At that time Blonsky was 
uncertain whether he would attempt to explore the upper vein and was 
undertaiti as to choice of methods in case he decided to explore it, 
Apparently he elected to crosscut to the vein because of possible 
QperatioLal advantages, but it is obvious that diamond drilling or 
raising nigiit be used to accomplish the same purpose. 


Data that has been accumulated during several visits to 
this prcperty indicate that two nearly parallel vein zones exist, 
(1) the Williams vein, on which most of the work has been done in 
the past,, and (2) the "0" East,. Westcliff or Upper vein which is 
from 60/ to 120 .,feet above the Williams vein, in a direction normal 
to the veins. These relationships are illustrated in the attached 
sketch plan and section.

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TIe upper vein has been mined in 3 places as follows: 


l. At the western outcrop near the base of 
the Aquarius Cliffs; 


2 In the tiOlt East workings near the haulage level; 
3 At the outcrop on the prominent ridge above 


the Williams mine. 


TIie amount of tungsten concentrate produced from the upper 
vein is unknown but the extent of the workings indicates that 
production jLs cOmparatively small. The upper vein zone is compara-
tively long on both the strike and dip, but the vein is thin; it 
ranges fromr a few inches to about 2 feet thick where exposed. In 
places the vein splits into 2 or 3 stringer veins, and in other 
places becones very thin or pinches out entirely. High grade Ore 
has been oltained from it in a few places. The upper vein is the 
only remaining place known to us where the search for additional 
ore might be justified, however, the possibilities of discovering 
significant quantities of minable ore are remote. We believe, 
however, that attempts should be made to test the vein in order to 
exhaUst the remaining possibilities for making a discovery. 


It is suggested that all of the funds remaining from the 
uncomplete contract be transferred to exploration of tI upper 
vein. According to oiz records there remains an unexpended balance 
of $4785.09 and the amount of work remaining to be done, as author-. 
ized by coitract, consists of 94.5 feet of drifting and 65 feet of 
raising, aL]. at a unit cost of $30.00 per foot. We do not believe 
the project merits an increase in the available funds or the amount 
of work allowed, 


IWith the remaining funds there are 3 obvious ways in 
which the upper vein co4d be explored easily from the existing mine 
workings, as follows: 


1. Raise from the end of the "Oldtinier" crosscut; 
2 Diamond drill several short holes from the 


crosscut; 
3. Extend the crosscut as proposed by Blonsky. 


•	 Item Exploration by raising, like the crosscut, would 
result in testing only one small part of the vein zone. It is not 
recomiuened because it is not as feasible as crosscutting. ItemZ. 
Exploration by drilling is favored by Romslo because 4 or 5 pene-
trations of the vein could be obtained by drilling short holes from 
near the end of the tt0ldtimer ht crosscut. This method is probably 
the best because it would test a fairly large part of the vein zone,


I
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in which tuzgsten mineralization is probably not continuous, but is 
likely to be in widely separated discontinuous lenses.	 Cross-
cutting veir, as proposed by Blonsky, is the method preferred by Faick 
because of its simplicity and ease of execution.	 - 


•	 It is doubtful if the 100 feet of crosscutting requested

by the applicant will be sufficient to adequately test the vein, 
therefore, unless the field team prefers diamond drilling, it is 
suggested that the remaining 159.5 feet of drifting and raising be 
allowed as crosscutting to the vein, and the unused portion be 
allowed fort drifting along the vein if conditions warrant. 


Admittedly the applicant's proposed program may not be the 
most satisactory method of exploration but it is the easiest to 
execute undCr existing conditions. There is only money enough for 
400 to 500 feet of drilling, an amount which may be too small to 
justify a diamond drill contractor moving his equianent into this 
isolated camp. Blonsky is equipped to drive the crosscut and drifts 
that might be required, and he can probably do this with the available 
funds in less time than would be required to complete the project by 
ctrilhing.


In order to complete exploration of the Williams mine, and 
to bring the project to a definite conclusion as quickly as possible 
Government partjçiDa 	 the applicant's proposed

program or in diamond drilling. In event the Field Teamprefers 
diamond drilling, l3lonsky should be advised tosubiuit a revised 
äplictiozikith,.cost estimates.

INTRODUCTION 


This memorandum report on the above subject is being sub-
mitted as a recorrunendation to approve requested changes in the above 
contract, and to supplement a similar report, dated July 23, 19514, 
on the same subject by W.H.Harthrick, Engineer U.S.Bureau of Mines. 


Mr. George B. Blonsky, General Manager and part owner of 
the Williams Tungsten mine submitted on JuJ..y 6, 19514. a request to 


amend contract Idm-E632 in order to permit several changes in the ex-
ploration project now in effect at the Williams mine. This property 
has been visited on several occasions by DNEA representatives, and 
duriig the periods of May 26-27, and June 24-29, 19514. this writer and 
W. HL llardwLck devoted considerable effort to making an engineering 
and eologic study of the property. All mine workings driven under 
the bontract were mapped, a few of the older workings were examined 
or rnpped and a stadia traverse was made to establish the relationship 
of tue Williams vein to a'vein exposed at the base of the Aquarius 
Clifs. This work was done in an effort to salvage the current explo-
ratipn project to the fullest extent possible, and to gather data for 
a ftpal report on the project in case it is prematurely terminated. 


NOTES ON THE GEOLOGY 


The country rock in vicinity of the Williams mine is prin-
cip4ly granite, most of which is light gray, slightly banded, sheeted 
or greissoid. In some areas, especially west and northwest of the 
mine the granite loses its gneissoid. or banded appearance, and. grades 
gradtkally into a light-colored, massive pegmatic granite with which is 
associated considerable aplitic material. Interbanded, or interlayered 
with the gneissoid granite, especially nearthe main workings and east 
of t1em, is a dark colored rock in which hornblend.e and biotite are 
abun4ant constituents. It is locally referred to as dark granite, a 
name which is retained herein.
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Associated with the light-colored granite are many aplite 
zcnes which in many places are only a few inches thick, but which are 
several feet thick in the vicinity of the main working of the Williams 
mine, and appear to be considerably thicker at the Aquarius Cliffs on 
t1e west side of the area studied. 


The rocks in the Williams mine area reveal a vague but• 
deiite structural pattern to which all the various litbologic units 
approximately conform. The banding of the gneissoid granite, the 
zoties of inter-banded dark and light granite, most of the aplite zones 
ans3. the principal veins apparently have approximately the same attitude. 
Th!se strike about west-northwest and dip easterly about 25 degrees, 
bu- there is some evidence to indicate that the dips are less steep 
ner the bottom of the Williams mine and in the area north of it. This 
si±ple structural pattern in the district is modified to a slight ex-
teijt by numerous easterly-trending high-angle faults along which dis-
pldcement seldom exceeds a few feet. 


The Williams mine and several small prospects in the vici-
nity of it have explored many small veins which appear to be more-or-
less concentrated in a zone having a maximum thickness of about 200 
feet, and which apparently has approximately the same attitude as other 
structural units of the host rocks. The veins are essentially independ-
ent members of a series or group of veins that occur principally in the 
slightly banded, sheeted or gneissoid granite with which is associated 
coniderable aplitic material. The veins are tabular deposits varying 
in ihickness from a few inches to a few feet and have a strike length 
raning from a few feet to about 500 feet. In the direction of the dip, 
the length of individual veins is unknown, but in the Williams vein 
thee is evidence to indicate that it may terminate against narrow, 
steeply dipping, easterly-trending veins at a slope distance of about 
600 feet below the outcrop. The Williams vein is undoubtedly the 
largest in the area; however a vein (herein referred to as the Aquarius 
Cliff vein) exposed. near the base of the Aquarius Cliffs is fairly 
large, it being about 500 feet long and 2 feet thick at the outcrop. 


The veins tend In be overlapping but are widely spaced and 
in mst cases they are separated by great volumes of barren granite. 
Branhing or feathering of the veins at the ends of oreshoots is a 
conunpn feature in the Williams mine • here the thickest part of the 


vein çccurs in competent aplitic zones in the light colored granite. 
In nny places where the dark colored granite is penetrated by the 
veinit pinches to a very thin stringer or branches into many thin 
seom that disappear within short distances in the incompetent dark 
coloied granitic host rock. The narrow branch veins and stringer 
veins in the dark-colored granite generally are not of mineable thick-
ness, but where they intersect in areas where aplite is a noteworthy 
constituent of the wall rocks, the veins may form oreshoots of mineable 
size.
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CO4MENTS ON PROPOSED ADIE11TS 


Amendment 1. It is proposed to drive the 150 level drift 
wesbward (see map included with Hardwick's report) to explore low-
gra4e vein material presently exposed in the face of this heading. 


In this area it is significant that within the last 75 
feet of this supposedly barren drift, 1. veins, which range in thick-
ness from about 3 to 12 inches, and which contain small amounts of 
wolframite, were encountered in the dark granite host rock. These 
veins are approximately parallel to the main Williams vein, but the 
linear extent of the small veins and their relationship to the Williams 
vein is not known at present. Associated with the small veins is minor 
1ow-irig1e faulting or shearing in the granite. The veins are character-
isti of the branch or stringer veins that are found in the dark granite, 
and believe are quite capable of forming oreshoots of mineable size if 
the veins should intersect in zones containing appreciable amounts of 
aplite. That these veins could lead to mineable ore is a definite pos-
sibi]ity because a small amount of aplite was found associated with one 
of the veins and because large amounts of aplite are present in the 
AquarLus Cliffs area toward which the 150-level drift would be driven. 
It is\ not yet known whether the veins exposed in the 150 level are ex-
tensions of the Aquarius Cliff vein but it is very doubtful; for this 
vein 4ppears to be at a higher altitude. 


This part of the project is apparently the most likely to 
resul in the discovery of significant amounts of ore; therefore I 
recomnend that the 150 level drift be continued westward. 


Not all the drift work originally provided by the contract 
has been used; therefore it does not seem necessary to transfer addi-
tionaL footage to this part of the project at this time. 


Anendment 2. It is proposed to change the position of a 
small exploration raise from its present 'position south of the ore-
pocket to near the bottom of the inclined winze as provided by the 
original contract. I recommend approval of this change in location, 
because the zone above the bottom of the winze has not yet been ade-
quately explored, and exploration should be completed before this 
part of\ the project is abandoned. As stated in my memo dated June 
1., l951 I question whether ore will be discovered by this raise, 
but beLLeve it is desirable to complete the project by proving whether 
or not re is present in this area. 


Arnendrnànt 3. Mr. Blonsky proposes to sink a winze on the 
vein exosed in the "0 E drift and which was partly mined through 
the ?tctt raise above the level. This ore body has a strike length of 
about iob feet and is about 2 feet.thick on the "0" E level, but 
where exposed in the raise it consists of two veins, each about 1 
foot thick, and which are separated by about 1 foot of granite. The
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veins occur in dark granite, but the footwall of the vein zone 
is massive aplitic granite. At the northwest and. southeast sides 
t1 ore body pinched or feathered out. The vein appeared to be 
uniform in character where explored by the "0" E raise which was 
stppped. by the operator about 50 feet above.tbe level where the 
vein flattened and became nearly horizontal. 


As this "0" E vein is one of the most favorable showings 
reriaining to be explored at the Williams mine, I recommend that the 
reuest to sink the winze be granted. Geologic conditions indicate 
tMt this vein may not be regular in habit, nor very extensive; 
threfore it should be specified in the amendment that the winze 
must follow the ore. A winze 50 feet long on the slope should be 
suf'icient, but if more footage is required it could be added by a 
later amendment. As usual the Government should reserve the right 
to stop the winze if the ore pinches out. The direction of the 
wine should be about N 20° E, approximately parallel to the dip 
of the vein.


Amendment 4• This requested amendment is for a short 
recess. I don't know of any reason why a recess should not be granted 
to give Mr. Blonsky an opportunity to reorganize, and. to prepare for 
future activity. 


Amendment 5. This requested amendment is for an extension 
of t.me. As the exploration work cannot be completed by July 30, the 
expiation date of the contract should be extended to January 30, 1955, 
as requested.


CONCLUSIONS A RECOIVVNDATIONS 


Mr. Blonsky has proved that ore from the Williams mine can 
be stccessfully treated by the new mill; however, the operation may not 
be piofitable. It is doubtful if the ore reserves known at present 
can sstain the operation for more than a year, at most. It is in-
portat that additional ore be discovered as soon as possible and the 
above amendments, all of which are recommended, may help in this re-
ect; however,, there is little reason to hope that large bodies of 


inineable-grade ore will be found.

changes. A separate report will be submitted by John N. Eaick of 
th Geological Survey, containing similar recommendations. 


In Blonsky's letter, his request for a winze -fails to 
coàtain any cost estimates. Hardwick has estimated a cost of $60 
pe' foot and this seems reasonable. However, we have not contacted 
Blnsky to find out if this- amount is. agreeable to him as we wanted 
to\send in his request for a recess as soon as possible. If the 
Field Team considers $60 a foot a fair figure and favors the sinking 
of a wjnze, then we can contact Blonsky and find out if this figure 
is agreeable to him. 


I concur with Hardwick T s recommendations.

The field team consisting of Mr. W. R. Hardwick and 
r. 1. N. Faick spent considerable time at our property from 
une 24 to June 29; they made an extensive stuj of our workings 
nd outcrops, including a day and a half transit survey, tying 
o the "0" level the north vein, outcrops of our main vein and 
he western outcrops at the Aquarius Cliffs. The writer personally 
.ssisted them with this work and is very interested in what this 
ap is going to show. 


Upon completion of the team T s field work we had a 
conference and have mutually agreed that in the light of the 
Jatest information available it was very desirable to request 
±rom D1A three amendments of the exploration program, a recess 
until the presently suspended exploration program could be resumed 
&pon completion of our reorganization, and an extension of the 
cntract expiration date. 


Amendment 1: Mr. Faick, having studied the vein 
nwly exposed in the last 10' of the 150 W drift, is of the 
ojinion that very possibly this vein is the downward extension 
o the western outcrop showing at tl base of the Aquarius Cliffs. 
If this could be really proven, a very considerable potential ore 
rserve might be found in this region. In view of this fact 
M . Faick thought it well wrthwhi1e to continue drifting on the 
1 0 W level, until we either prove that the vein now exposed is 
o ly of local significance, or that it is actually a main feature 
o the geological structure of the mine. As the 120 E drift 
aparently left the aplite zone and is in hopeless granite 
trritory, both Mr. Faick and Mr. Hardwick thought, that continu -
aion of work in this 120 E drift is not desirable. On the other 
hand, they suggested that we should ask for an amendment to enable 
ud to apply, if need be, the remaining footage of the 120 E con -
tiact allowance in full or part to mo:re promisthg parts of the 
mine, and particularly 150 W. 


Amendment 2: After further studs of the geological 
feitures exposed near the bottom of our main winze, Mr. Faick is 
nov completely persuaded that driving a raise a little to the south 
of the ore pocket in the winze would neither give us additional 
information nor explore any further reserves4 On the other hand,
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he is of the opinion that a small raise of maximum 25', driven 
from the bottom of the winze a few feet to the north of the 
present ore pocket may encounter the downward extension of the 
vein, which is cut off by a system of faults some 40 to 50 south 
of the ore pocket. Therefore L:essrs. Hardwick and Faick's 
reconmiendation is that we should ask DIJA to again amend the 
location of this small proposed raise back to the bottom of the 
winze north of the ore pocket. 


Amendment 3: iCLessrs. Hardwick and aick's study of 
the geological fea iès exposed in the "0" crosscut, 	 drift 
and "0" E raise suggested to them and the writer that there is a 
very good possibility, that our "0" drift has exposed the very 
uppermost tip of mineralized aplite and ore zone, dipping north-
eastwards below the "0" level and probably extending that way for 
a. considerable distance. The latter conjecture is supported by 
the fact, that the extensions uth and east and to a great extent 
est of the ore and aplite showing on this level are definitely 


\
limited by granite and, if this occurrence is not just a local 
spot of aplite, the only extension possible would be downwards 
b.nd this extension should be explored. Therefore the team suggests 
that we should apply for an amendment of our contract to permit 


to sink from the "0"E drift at a point just below the raise 
.riven southwards from the "0" E drift. The footage not used in 
he 120 E drift could be applied at least in part to this sinking 


*ork.
Amendment 4: 
Due to s±al factors, including the necessity to 


upply the mill with ore frn the mine and later to the shutdown 
df both mill and mine forced by the loss of some of our key men 
and other circumstances, it became unavoidable for us to suspend 
our exploration operations. Hence, we made no progress on our 
exploration program in June. As upon completion of our reorgani-
a. tion we are desirous to continue our exploration program, we 
wsh hereby to ask for a recess until we are in a position to 
start work again. We hope to be in operation shortly, but to make 
sre that the recess to be granted would be sufficient to cover 
t4e whole shutdo vm, we wish to ask for a recess of 90 days from 
t*e first of July. 


Amendment 5: As the present expiration date of the 
contract is July 30 and it is obvious that we cannot complete our 
wo\rk before that date, we wish hereby to apply for an extenon 
of\ the contract expiration date to January 30, 1955. 


We wish to use this opportunity to express to DIVFEA 
ou' sincere appreciation of the rood and useful work of the Field 
Te,m, Mr. Hardwick and Mr. Faick, who put in long and exhausting 
hoiirs in the field, as well as spending their evenings in night-
wok and conferences with the undersigned.

George B. Blonsky, general manager and part owner of Wothree 
Mi4ies, wrote to Walter R. Storms, Chief, Mining Methods Branch, Region 
IV U. S. Bureau of Mines, on May 14, 1954 and asked that representa-
tives of the DNEA Field Team examine the work that had been completed 
unler the subject contract with the view of making several changes in 
proposed future work. Therefore, the Williams tungsten mine was 
viited on May 26-27, 1954 by William It. Hardwick, mining engineer, 
Bureau of Mines, and John N. Faick, geologist, U. S. Geological Survey. 
Bloisky was unable to be at the mine during those two days, but .s 
a rsult of the work accomplished during the period, Faick wrote 
a memorandum on June 4, 1954, suggesting changes in future work. 


The mine again was visited on June 24-29, 1954 by Faick 
and \Hardwick. This time Blonsky was at the mine • All underground 
work under the contract was mapped and a stadia traverse was run to 
locate the west vein with respect to existing workings. 


Contract Idm-E632 was approved on October 30, 1953 for the 
purpOse of exploring a flat-dipping, blanket-type vein that averages 
2.2 eet thick and contains 0.55 percent W03 in the form of Wolframite. 
The original program and the work completed to June 1, 1954 are shown 
in the following table:

All of the Government's part of the cost of work completed has 
benpaid to the operator. 


The various operators who have attempted to produce tungsten from' 
this,property in the past have not been able to produce a concentrate 
ththt was readily saleable because they could not eliminate high iron. 
The iron is contained in the ore in three forms, pyrite, magnetite, 
and hematite. Blonsky, who is a capable metallurgist, working with 
a. • Gaudin has solved this problem. A mill has been constructed 
and approximately 700 tons of ore have been milled. Two lots of 
con entrates have been sold and a third lot was almost ready for 
shiment at the time of my last visit. The weight of the two lots 
sol4 was 4,406 pounds, and the third lot is estimated to contain 
3,000 pounds. The W03 content of thp last lot sold was 67.05 
percent. 


1hen the mine was visited on June 24, all operations had been 
stoped and the only employee on the property, other than Blonsky, 
was watchman. Blonsky was cleaning up the last of the concentrates 
for 4hinent. Blonsky stated that he had received orders from his 
backer to stop all operations on June 22. 


iile Blonsky has done an excellent job in designing and 
constucting the mill, he has entrusted the mine develonent and 
exploation almost entirely to his mine superintendent. He has 
changd men twice on this job and was dissatisfied with both men. 
The mine is not properly prepared for a continuous production of 50 
tons f ore per day. As a result, all available manpower in the mine 
was ued to produce orç during the period from June 1 to June 22 when 
the mine was shut down on orders from Carl Hovgard who has been 
furn1ihing the money.
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During the period, June 24-29, 1954, the work completed under 
the DIL project was carefully examined and mapped by John N. Faick 
and the undersigned, and the probable future plan of action by.the 
perator was investigated. Blonsky stated that he did not kxiow the 
exact reason why the operation was shut down by Hovgard. Blonsky 
tated that his arrangements with Hovgard were that as of the time 


the miU actually began production, he and Hovgard each were to have 
50 percent interest in the venture. However, if the cost of 


lacing the mine in production exceeded. a certain sum, Blonsky t s 
interest was to be reduced by one percent for each $3,000.00. 
BçLonsky stated that as of June 29, his interest in the property was 
4,out 35 percent.- He also remarked that the total amount expended 
s far was approximatly $200,000.00. Most of this has gone into 
design and construction of the mill. Blonsky expected to go to 
Nw York early in July and make arrangements to continue the project. 


On July 6, 1954, Blonsky wrote a letter addressed to W. H. King, 
ecutive Officer, DNEA Field Team, in which he requested five 


hnges to the contract... These changes are discussed in the Order 
resented, 


Change 1: The main feature of this contract consisted of 
drifting 375 feet eastward on the 120 level and 450 feet westward 
on the 150 level. 


For the first 180 feet, the 120 level drift cut a vein that 
averaged 16.5 inches wide and contained 0.69 percent W03. This 
drift was extended for a total distance of 302.5 feet, but the vein 
nari'owed rapidly and at the face it had become less than one inch 
wid. A rough calculation indicates that approximately 3,000 tons 
of ore were discovered by this part of the project. However, the 
ver poor showing in the face and for the last 100 feet of this 
drift, indicates that it should not be continued. 


ore has been estimated as a result of the work on the 150 lev, 
This\drift has been advanced 246 feet under the contract. For the 
irst 100 feet the vein persisted in encouraging widths, but the 


tungten content was low. Then t he direction of the strike changed 
abruptly. and the vein became very thin with granite on both walls. 
FinalLy at about 200 feet from the starting point, the direction of 
the srike changed back to the original course and the vein began 
to wi$en. In the face the vein has a width of 12 to 18 inches and 
assay4d 0.16 percent W03 (operator reported 0.41% W03)'. Two hundred 
four feet of drifting has been authorized in additonto ithat already 
complted.

,gane 3. - On the "0" level, ore was exposed for 40 to 50 
fe t along the drift to the east. A raise was driven southward 
in this ore, but the vein went into granite and become narrow at 
35 feet above the level. Some very high-grade ore occurred in this 
are.. No samples have been reported by the operator, but he 
te]4eves that the ore from this location will average about 2.00 
perent W03. Four samples were taken by DMEA representatives. 
Disegarding one of these 'samples, which raxi 28.50 percent W03, the 
avexage of these samples was • 0.42 percent W03. The operator 
believes that this small oreshoot may be the top, of a more extensive 
ore ody that extends downward and he has requested an amendment to 
the pontract to allow Govermnent participation in the costs of a 
winz to explore for the downward extension of this ore, The aplite 
along which the ore has fomed is quite thick and there seems to be 
a posibility that the ore does extend downward so it is recommended 
that the operator t s request for a winze be approved. 


Blonsky has made no cost estimate for this winze. This type 
of grund should stand well and require litt3e or no timber support.

Change 4 and chane_5: In these changes the operator has requested 
a zeçess of 4 months from June 1, 1954, and a change of the contract 
expiration date from July 30, 1954 to January 30, 1955.

Mr. GeorgeB. Blonsky, General Manager, Wothree Mines 
(illiams Tungsten mine) , recently requested that his exploration pro-
jct be reviewed at theprOperty with the Government being represented 


a geologist and an engineer. Accordingly, W. H. Hardwick (Bureau) 
ard this writer spent May 26-27 at the property and remapped part of. 
the critical areas and sampled some of the recentl r exposed vein. 
Ii was impossible to discuss the results of the examination with Mr. 
B].ionsky because he had to leave camp before the work was completed; 
however, the results were discussed with Mrs. Blonsky and Mr. Hartley 
(n4Lne superintendent); and sketch maps showing the results of mapping 
wee left at the mine. 


Results of this brief examination essentially support 
the conclusions expressed by Robinson and Elsing in the report of the 
orginal examination. The principle conclusions are summarized as 
follows:


1. Appreciable low-grade ore reserves exist in a blanket-
te vein deposit which averages about 2.2 feet thick 
and dips from 20 to 30 degrees northerly. 


2. Ore reserves are estimated to range from 6,000 to 10,000 
tons containing about 0.55 percent W03. 


3. The ore is marginal or submarginal in grade and the pos-
sibility of a profitable operation is very remote under 
present economic conditions. 


Faulting, branching and pinching of the vein create 
problems in exploration and miiuing which are not fully 
appreciated by the operator.

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March 17, 19514 Mr. Blonsky requested permission to 
ciange the position of the raise (see Fig. 1 and. Fig. 2 attached) 
fom the bottom of the inclined winze to a location about 18 feet 
south of th vertical raise which connects the inclined winze with 
the "0" level. Permission to make this change was granted by Amend-
mënt.No. 1, dated April 5, 19514. This change was made because of 
practical operating problems, which could easily have been avoided 
b/ discreet management. In changing the raise from its original 
proposed location, Mr. Blonsky and the Government representatives 
overlooked the geological reasons for providing for the raise in 
th original contract. 


By inspecting Figure 2, which partly duplicates the 
important details of Figure 26 of Robinson's original report, it 
can be seen that the purpose of the raise is to locate a faulted 
segment of the vein. The easterly-trending high-angle fault, which 
probably displaced the vein, is readily apparent on "0" level, but in 
the lower part of the inclined winze movement appears to have taken 
place on several poorly defined planes, upon which it is difficult to 
determine the direction and amount of displacement. Most of the post-
ore displacement appears to have taken place along a fault plane ex-
pose1 in the inclined winze about 30 feet south of the vertical raise. 
A fat4t at the top of the vertical raise and another fault about 145 


feet south of it are occupied by narrow ore-type veins which are es-
sentially undisturbed by post ore movement. At the last raentioned. 
faul the main Williams vein apparently thins appreciably and merges 
with the vein material localized along the high angle fractures. It 
is pd,ssible that this and other narrow veins, which are localized on 
steep\ pre-ore fractures, have served as ore inlets to the main Williams 
vein.


Within the zone of easterly-trending faults it is in-
possi1le to predict the existence of the main vein, and if it exists 
there is no assurance that the vein is situated above the incline in 
the zOne that would be explored by the recently approved raise. Small 
amount of vein material are present in the floor of the incline and. 
indicae that the vein may be below the incline rather than above it. 
The amount of ore that might be present in the easterly-trending fault 
zone i probably not significant and should not be explored at this time. 


Aplite is exposed in the back of the inclined winze north 
of the vertical raise, and it is probable that this is an extension of 
the sam aplite with which ore is associated in other parts of the mine. 
The zon north of the vertical raise and north of the "0" level should 
be explored along the down-dip projection of the main.oxe shoot. In-
spectio4 of Figures 1 and 2 indicate that the zone could be explored 
by seveial methods as follows:
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1. Raise from the bottom of the inclined inze as originally 
proposed. 


2. Use diamond drill holes as a substitute for raising. 


3. Raise or diamond drill from ITQtI level. 


. Crosscut, or drift, and raise from "0" level. 


Raising from the incline will serve no useful purpose 
except to prove the presence or absence of small amounts of ore, 
hut crosscutting, drifting and raising from the "0" level would be 
ueful as an extraction base if ore is found by exploration. Ex-
ploration could be supplemented by diamond drilling, as it is prac-
tiical and feasible to drill for aplite, pegmatite and quartz with 
which the ore minerals are associated, although it is not practical 
to drill for ore minerals alone. 


In order to explore for a possible down-dip extension 
of the main Williams oreshoot, this writer favors crosscutting 
northward from uQh! level directly beneath the incline, and then by 
drilling and raising from the crosscut. This could be done as a 
substitute for the raising previously authorized, or as 2asubstitute 
for some of the drifting authorized on the 120 or 150 levels. A 
chonge in the contract might require a request from the operator, but 
it should be encouraged because of the apparent advantages of explora-
tioa from "0" level. This is the best course of action, although it 
is mcertan.that the ore bodies that might be found will be of mine-
able size or grade. 


The Wothree mill started operation recently and the 
first shipment was made about May 25. Mr. Blonsky reports that the 
total investment in the property is in excess of $200,000, which, if 
tru, is an amount which probably will not be repaid from the reason-
ablt indicated and inferred ore reserves.

In a memorandum dated March 31, 1953, the Field Team, Region IV, 


of the Defense Minerals Exploration Administration requested that an 


examination and report be made on the Williams Tungsten Nine, now 


known as the Wothree Nines, situated in the Greenwood Mining District, 


Nohave County, Ariz. 'The purpose of such an examination was to deter-


mine the feasibility of Government assistance in an exploration project 


to cost 33,0OO. The applicant is Norman D. FitzGerald dba Wothree 


Nines, George B. Blonsky, General manager. The project has been given 


the number D11EA-2957 (Tungsten). The Field Team also requested that 


the present status of a former Government loan be ascertained. 


On April 7 - 10, 1953, N. 3. Elsing and R. W. Ageton of the U. S. 


Bureau of Mines and R. F. 'Robinson of the U. S. Geological Survey 


visited the property. They examined the various workings with par-


ticular attention to the most favorable location for additional ex-


ploration. They took 10 check samples, most of which were in areas 


where former sampling has shown exceptionally high-grade ore. 


The property is reached from Kingman, Ariz. by following U. S. 


Highx4ay 66 for 1.5 miles east of Kingman, thence turning south on

In 1943, the mine was sampled by the Bureau of Nines and the 


Geological Survey, and more recently by Blonsky. The DI€A examiners 


have recalculated the reserves on the basis of 229 samples. Some 


abnormally high samples were weighted. Allowing 15 percent for 


dilution, they find that the average minable grade is 005 percent 


103. Allowing 25 percent foi pillar support ii the combined old and 


new workings, the indicated ore reserves total 6,750 tons. Blonsky 


estimates 6,000 tons averaging plus or minus 1.25 percent 1D3. 


In January 1953, Blonsky mined 53 tons from various parts of 


the mine for a concentration test. This ore was supposed to be re-


presentative of the grade and character of the ore reserves in the 


mine. This ore was shipped to the Boriana mill in Nohave County, Ariz. 


where sampling aid assaying showed that it contained 0.39 percent 103. 


Some post-mineral faulting has occurred, but except in the lower 


part of the mine displacement ; has been small. 


On September 15, 1943, the Reconstruction Finance Corporation 


made a loan of 2O ,000 for the exploration and development of the 


Williams Tungsten mine • This was followed on February 2, 1944 by an
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additiclloan of 6,OOO. The lessor cancelled the borrower's lease 


in November 1944. Only a few tons of ore were shipped and the 


equipment was sold for 4l,50O which was applied to interest. The 


G•verriment has no lien against the property for the unpaid balance 


of the loan. 


From underground and surface observations it is believed quite 


likely that in an area 900 feet by 1,000 feet, there may be more than 


100,000 tons of vein quartz containing an appreciable amount of tungsten. 


It is doubtful that any of it will be sufficiently high grade to mine 


under present operating conditions and a price of 63.0O per unit. 


The possibility of profitable operation is very remote. Some 


115 samples show that the minable ore has a width of 2.2 feet. The 


DNEA examiners estimate that production from a vein of this width will 


average 0.75 tons per manshift, and that mining and exploration will 


cost approximately 33.00 per ton. It is estimated that in order to 


break even, a grde of approximately 1.0 percent 1D 3 and a mill recovery 


of 80 percent will be required. 


The exeminers believe that 229 samples, when properly weighted, 


indicate that the average grade will be approximately 0.55 percent 103. 


As nearly as can be ascertained, the mine has produced 8,000 tons of 


ore from which 2,500 units of W were recovered. If the mill recovery 


is taken at 60 percent, the crude ore contained 0.54 percent 'O3. This 


agrees closely with the estimated grade on the basis of 229 samples. 


The examiners believe that they have been more than fair to the appli-


5	 cant in calculating the grade of the ore, particularly in view of the 
fact that Blonsky's 53-ton composite sample averaged only 0.39 percent
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The examiners believe that of the 100,000 tons or more of quartz 


bearing woiframite in the area to be explored, up to 50,000 tons might 


be ore of a submarginal grade. The examiners conferred with Blonsky 


about a program of exploration for the larger area, which he approved. 


It is extremely important that the Government have as much information 


as possible about sources of tungsten and the examiners believe that 


the information obtained by doing the proposed work will be of suf-


ficient value to justify the expenditure.

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INTRODUCTION 


The geology of the 'Wothree Tungsten Mine has been previously 


reported in good detail by A. F. Shride of the Geological Survey, who 


examined the mine with L. L. Farnh3lu of the U. S. Bureau of Mines during 


July, 1951 in connection with an application for a production loan. The 
1/ 


property was then called the William's Tungsten Mine, DMA Docket 913. -


S. W. Hobbs of the U. S. Geological Survey published a report on the area 


including a section on the Williams Tungsten Mine, for strategic minerals 


investigation, l93 


After examining the mine in the company of Messrs. M. J. Elsing 


and Robert Ageton of the Bureau of Mines, mapping and check-sampling 


portions of it, the writer was in close agreement with •Shrid.e and Hobbs. 


Since the geology of the mine has been previously reported by Shride in 


detail, the writer has summarized the geology and discussed personal 


observations of the geology which appear to have some bearing upon the 


exploration targets, procedures, and the ore reserves. 


GEIJER1UJ GEOLOGY 


In the vicinity of the mine the country rock is composed of granitic 


rock with variable composition which has been highly injected by large 


volumes of aplite and pegxnatite in the form of flat dikes. 


The granitic rock in the mine workings is dioritic in. appearance 


above the 200 level. On the zero level it is a quartz monzonite. The 


transition between the two rocks was not observable and the boundary between 


the two may be related to the manner in which they have been emplaced. It 


i/ Blonsky and Rice,Willioms Tungsten Mine, Mohave County, Arizona, 
DMA Docket 913.

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is p•ssible that two separate intrusives are present, the mutual physical 


relationship of which may be similar to that of the aplite and the enclosing 


granite. The flat dipping pre-c.plite structures which controlled the 


inflation of the area by aplite and pegmatite may have been dependent upon 


the physical relationship of the diorite and quartz monzonite. Hereafter, 


the term ttgranitefl will be used to describe the country rock. 


Aplite-peuatite dikes range from a few feet to at least sixty 


feet in thickness. This is attained in the cliff face west of the mine 


workings and. is seen in a crosscut on the 200 level and in the main cross-


cut on the zero level. Several separate dikes are exposed in the area. 


Large blocks of granitic rock are included in the thicker dikes. They appear 


to have intruded the granite along flat northeasterly dipping lO_300 planes 


of weakness which may have been either joints or shear planes. The flat-


dipping structures dominate the area about the mine and are quite prominent 


topographically, forming northeasterly dipping slopes of the mountain ridges 


in the vicinity.


MIIAL0GY 


The exposures in the mined areas indicate that much of the vein 


on which the principle work has been done is a. peatitic type of vein 


which has been reworked and mineralized. All variations from penatite to 


a typical high temperature glassy quartz vein can be observed. Evidence 


of low temperature stages are visible in the present of brown jasper or 


chalcedony in the vein fractures. The dominant vein minerals are glassy 


to milky quartz and. green mica. The quartz shows a crude tendency for 


•	 crystallinity and the mica varies from fine-grained aggregates to coarsely 


crystalline clusters. Huebnerite is the ore mineral, occurring in both

large and minute crystal plates in quartz and mica. Some feldspar occurs 


in the vein. A fluorescent and phosphorescent, colorless to pink, fluorite 


with little or no visible cleavage occurs sparingly. Pyrite and small 


amounts of chalcopyrite are found in the vein particularly below the 


180 level. The vein throughout the mine is heavily stained by limonite and 


hematite and manganese oxides, but especially so above the 200 level. This 


attests to the leaching of the sulfide minerals once present more abundantly. 


Scheelite was not noted by the examiners but was reported by Shride (DMA 913). 


A fine-grained yelow fluorescing mineral resembling powellite was seen at 


several places in insignificant amounts. Huebnerite which occurred with 


mica was most abundantly concentrated along the margins of the vein, that 


in quartz showed no particular place for concentration. 


.	 VEINS 


Pegmatite and quartz veins occur in both granite and. aplite in 


the area. Ore bearing veins, which are known, occur for the most part in 


aplite but some occur in granite. The veins are predominantly flat dipping 


to the northeast and are nearly parallel to the aplite-granite contacts. 


They appear have followed planes of weakness similar to those which 


channeled aplite-pegmatite intrusions. One vein in granite at the surface 


was observed to dip 75 degrees south but has a strike similar to the major 


vein in the mine (see fig. 1). 


The main vein in the mine has been exposed along several levels 


and. has a maximum strike length exposure of about 600 feet, along which 


it is essentially continuous (see fig. 1). On the west side of the 


• conspicuous ridge on which the, mine is located and opposite the east vein 


croppings in which the main portals occur, a tungsten bearing vein is exposed 
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in some old workings which is very similar in all respects to the out-


croppings and mine workings on the east side. It is believed that this 


is the main vein outcropping and that it is essentially continuous through 


the ridge. At the horizon of the workings the vein would thus have a 


strike length of about 1300 feet. 


The main vein has been exposed on dip in the upper mine workings 


and winze for a distance of 600 feet. On the zero level a vein has been 


found which is also very similar in all respects to the main vein. Pro-


jections made through the mine sugges1 that the lower vein is a down-dip. 


exposure of the main vein. However, some steep strike faults are known 


to interrupt the vein continuity between the upper levels and the zero 


level. Most of the faults have a displacement of not more than a few inches 


to a few feet and should not influence the position of the vein on a 


projection significantly. However, one such fault, X on figure 1, has cut 


off the main vein and the amount of displacement or the direction has not 


yet been determined. It is believed to be small. If the vein on the lower 


level is the main vein of the workings above, the dip extent of the vein 


will be in excess of 1300 feet; however, the faulting problem, until 


solved one way or another, does not permit the assumption of continuity 


without some reservation. 


The vein in the upper part of the mine strikes N. 8o W. and dips 


25-35° IE. In the lower part of the mine below the 150 level (El 5025) 


it flattens to 10 degrees. The main vein on the zero level has two 


branches which strike S. 4o E. and S. 65 E. dipping 10-15 degrees and 30 


degrees respectively (see fig. 1). All the exposures on the larger veins 


show that they vary locally in strike and dip, tend to pinch arid swell, and. 
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show erratic distribution of huebnerite mineralization in small rich 


shoots. Because of these characteristics, conditions of barren vein, 


rich vein, narrow widths, etc. must be considered localized conditions when 


met in exploration procedures. The main vein above the 150' level is 


observed to branch on strike and dip. The strands of the vein are observed 


to join again on dip in the winze to form a loop-like structure and pre-


sumably do so on strike. This is a complicating feature in planning develop-


ment because, according to Blonsky, one split is usually barren while the 


other :Ls apt to be ore bearing. 


The main vein in the upper levels occurs in fracture or shear planes 


within a few feet of the base of the aplite dike and nearly parallel to it. 


Locally, and near the west extremity of the 200 level mine working particularly, 


.	 the vein passes over to the shear zone along the contact, pinches, and loses 


its ore value. According to Blonsky the ore is richest and the vein widest 


where it is wholly within aplite. On the zero level the main vein occurs 


near the upper contact of a wide dike. The hanging wall split of the vein 


pinches to the southeast as it diverges toward the sheared contact. 


Several small narrow veins occur in the mine aside from the main 


vein and they are either tungsten bearing or of the same type. They are 


indicated on figure 1. Some of them contain variable and visible amounts of 


huebnerite but they were not sampled. Two veins occur in pre-mineral strike 


faults. They dip 55-75 degrees north in contrast to the flat dips of the 


main and related veins. At the surface northwest of the zero level tunnel 


portal an east-west quartz vein bearing good lenses of huebnerite dips 75 


degrees north. A sample of some of the better material assayed 1.78 NO3 


(see fig. 1). At the foot of the raise between the zero level and the winze 
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a strong quartz vein of the tungsten bearing type was noted in the hanging 


wall of the strong fault (see figs. 1 and 2). The vein was poorly exposed 


behind lagging but it was noted to be in granite and to be about i.O'thick. 


A sample was taken of it but no appreciable values of tungsten were found. 


This could be a local condition. The strike of the vein and the wall rock 


environment indicates that it is not a faulted segment of the main vein 


last seen in the winze above. 


As noted on the geological map almost all the veins exposed in the 


mine are in aplite which appears to be the most favorable host rock. However, 


the presence of other veins of some size and fair mineralization in the 


granitic rock indicates that exploration of these should not necessarily be 


dismissed. 


.
FAULTING 


Strike faults cut the main vein in the mine and displace it slightly 


from a few inches to a few feet in a normal direction. These faults are 


nearly parallel to the vein, consist of a few inches of gouge up to two feet 


of gouge arid breccia, and dip steeply north to 90 degrees. Two of the faults 


contain up to 2 inches of vein matter which cannot be classified as drag ore 


and which appears to be due to mineralization introduced into the fault. 


Possibly this and other faults of the same type may have acted as ore 


channels in the area. 


Several low angle faults occur in the mine associated with the veins 


and also independently of them. The margins of the dikes which are flat dipping 


to the northeast coimnanly show evidence of faulting. These faults are thought 


by Shide to be thrust faults and to have had post-mineralization movement 


on them. He likewise, felt that they were pre-mineral in origin and acted 


to various degrees as channels for mineralization.
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At the north end of the winze the vein is terminated abruptly by 


one of the mineralized faults mentioned above in a fault zone. The vein 


has not been found north of the zone in the winze or in the connecting 


raise with the zero level. Figure 2c illustrates the probably geologic 


conditions existing. The vein is likely to be present above the back of 


the winze to the north of the fault zone indicated so that the over-all 


displacement has probably been slightly reverse in contrast to the usual 


normal displacement elsewhere. The movement is not believed to have been 


great since the base of the aplite dike can be seen at the back of the winze 


and as noted. abOve, projections between the levels indicate little break 


in the continuity of the main veins on the upper and zero levels. 


On the zero level a north-south low angle fault apparently brings 


granite (quartz monzonite) across the north-west extension of the various 


veins in the zero level crosscut. The relation of the fault to the veins has 


not been disclosed. The fault is post-aplite and it may or may not cut the 


veins. The present exploration program does not provide for drifting on 


the vein in this direction since the ore values appear to be stronger to 


the southeast. 


In several places nearly horizontal post-mineral slickensides were 


noted on strike faults. If this feature is significant it means that the 


alignment of severed ore shoots from fault block to fault block may be 


dependent upon strike displacement and that ore shoots will not persist 


in definite trends along the dip of the vein. In effect this only adds to 


the already erratic distribution of the ore shoots natural to this te of 


deposit.


. 
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ORE C0LTROLS 


The main vein and the greatest amount of tungsten mineralization 


in the mine occurs in aplite host rock along a zone which is close to the 


margins of the flat aplite dikes. It may be explained that tension fractures 


were more easily maintained as openings by orogenic stresses in the brittle 


aplite than in the softer,more altered dioritic and quartz monzonite. The 


latter may have acted with more plasticity than the aplite. However, it 


must be realized that no exploration work has been done on the few veins 


disclosed in the coarser-grained, granitic rocks and their potentiality has 


not been disproven. The host rock control may be largely localized or 


apparent.


The tungsten veins with a few exceptions have been emplaced along 


flat planes of weakness which appear to have existed as pre-aplite structures 


and. may have been related to early intrusions. These may have received ore 


along some of the steeply dipping strike faults which show evidence of having 


been pre-mineral and to have undergone post mineral readjustment. 


These general controls are not of particular aid in narrowing 


exploration targets.


FEASIBILITY OF EXPLORATION 


Inspection of the mine workings indicated that the limits of the 


ore bearing vein have not been established by mining to date at any point 


in the mine. The geologic interpretation of the showings suggest that the 


main vein is probably present and unexplored over about three times the area 


which has been partially explored by the mine workings. In addition to this, 


other veins containing tungsten values exist here which are not of sufficient 


size in their present exposures to warrant the operators to expend resources 


to explore them. They may some day be exploration targets and, conceivably,
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have sufficient size to be of interest at some point along their extent. 


It appears that exploration on the property has a reasonable hope of find-


ing ore of conipar&ole grade to that already mined. The ultimate production 


judged from the basis of areal extent of the unexplored vein, may be 


considerably in excess of that to date. 


DISCUSSION OF ThE EXPLORATION TARGETS 


The applicant originally laid out an exploration plan in which a 


series of short drifts totaling 760t were proposed, to be driven from the 


ore shoots at close vertical intervals. One long heading was proposed to 


the northwest to determine continuity of the main vein in the mine workings 


with the mineralized vein outcropping in the cliff on the west side of the 


ridge. Several raises and diamond drill holes were also planned. 
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	 It was pointed out by the examining team that the drifting proposed 


constituted development work and. was better designed to block out ore than 


to explore. This part of the proposal did not accomplish adequate exploration. 


Diamond drilling was eliminated by common agreement when it was shown that 


drilling for this type of ore was highly unsatisfactory because of the erratic 


nature of ore distribution in the vein. The exploration plan set forth in 


the engineering report was agreed upon by Blonsky and the examining team. 


Figure 3 of the engineering report graphically displays the proposed 


exploration. Basically, the program is designed to explore the western 


extension of the main vein in the upper works from the 150 foot level. This 


level was selected because it was near the west outcrop, required no 


rehabilitation, and allowed initial progress on mineralized vein. The 200 


level is in bad repair and complicated faulting in the west drift extremity 


together with a sharp footwall swing of the vein makes drifting on the vein 


impossible.
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•Exploration of the eastern extension of the vein is proposed from 


the 120 level. This horizon appears to be generally half way between the 


main vein on the zero level and the main workings. It will explore the 


possible down-dip extension of a favorable zone suggested by the ore shoots 


defined by mining on the 200 level and the upward extension of a similar 


favorable zone suggested by the ore shoot found on the zero level southeast 


drift.


Raising is provided to test the presence of the vein in the back 


of the winze north of the steep dipping faults. It may be that very good 


ore will be found in. this raise. It appears that some allowance should have 


been made for exploration of this target in case it was found. Possibly 


amendments can be made to take care of this, especially if it is not feasible 


• to continue some of the other drifting to completion. Additional raising 


is allotted to allow a minimum of exploration of ore shoOts that might be 


found in drifting on the three levels, 150, 120, and zero. 


It should be realized that the vein will probably not be continuous 


in the drifting at any of the contemplated horizons. The vein very likely will 


be faulted and displaced and it may very well pinch out in some of the flat 


shears or migrate to the aplite-contact shear and pinch out. In either 


instance, the situation may be a local condition or represent a definite 


termination of the ore bearing possibilities. It is also possible that 


tungsten veins occur in an en echelon fashion within the aplite. It appears 


to be advisable that when these geologic conditions are met that the examining 


team should be advised and called on to inspect the geologic conditions. it 


should pass on whether or not additional exploratory steps are feasible and 


if so, what they should be.
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Other exploration targets are present in the area and while they 


are at present beyond the scope of this program, they should be recorded 


for future reference. The area of the aplite dike which has been explored 


is small. If Steep. faults have acted as feeders, as has been suggested 


by vein matter in some of them, any favorable fractures in any given dike 


could be mineralized. Veins could exist in ladder-like relationships to 


each other or in en echelon patterns through the area. Some evidence of 


this is seen by the presence .of tungsten bearing vein types in the footwall 


of the main vein on the zero level. Therefore, the footwall and hanging 


wall of the vein, which have scarcely been tested, offer a target for some 


future exploration. 


Veins which exist in the coarse-grained, granitic rocks and which 


contain tungsten should not be dismissed from explorational considerations 


until some work has been done on them to establish their unf'avorable 


character. The possibility of some of these veins passing into aplite 


environment, as in the case of the surface vein northwest of the zero portal, 


creates additional targets. 


The area contains an abundance of aplite dikes and there are 


several in the mine area which have not been investigated. 


ORE RESEXRVES 


The ore reserves of deposits of this type are very difficult to 


estimate with a satisfactory degree of accuracy or dependability. This is 


principally due to the inherent nature of tungsten bearing vein deposits. 


The ore is erratically distributed in small irregular rich pockets which 


are widely separated by areas of essentially barren vein. At the Wothree 


mine, the lack of detailed knowledge of ore controls further inhibits 


dependable projection of ore boundaries. 
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The examiners found that the development headings were rather 


thoroughly sampled by several previous sampling programs and that some 


wide divergences in both the sample values and method of conthining existed 


between them. Since time and expediency did not permit resampling or 


extensive additional sampling, dependence was placed upon what was judged 


to be the three best sets of samples in order to calculate a mine grade 


for the ore. These samples were recalculated to weight some erratic high 


grade samples and the results are set forth in the section on ore reserves 


in the engineering report. There was a marked insufficiency of samples 


in the stoped areas of the mine around which much of the indicated ore is 


likely to be. The only samples available in the stopes were those taken 


by Blonsky. 


The examiners took ten check samples in order to check the existence 


of some high grade areas indicated by earlier sampling. Messrs. Ageton and 


Elsing took channel samples in these areas without regard to the appearance 


of the vein. Robinson took three samples in areas selected by the U.S.]3.M. 


members of the team with particular care to channel high grade ore. These 


samples are shown on figure 3 of the Bureau report. Wide variances in these 


samples were naturally obtained but all were below the values reported by 


previous sampling in the same area. The only significance of the check 


samples is that they emphasize the erratic distribution of tungsten values 


in the vein. 


The U.S.B.M. report contains the detailed figures and break down 


on the calculations of reserves. By using the past samples taken by the 


U.S.BIM. - U.S.G.S. and Blonsky t s samples and recalculating in order to 


weight high grade samples, a grade of .5% to .6% w03 has been obtained. This

is considerably lower than Blonsky's estimate of 1.25% t103 . Shride and 


Farnharn arrived at a .75% W03 but they used different sets of' samples. 


The U. 5. Bureau of Mines have classified the ore reserves in 


the Wothree mine as "indicated' t ore and this varies from the U.S.G.S. 


classification. It is believed that this should be broken down into 


indicated and inferred ore according to definitions set up. However, 


since the recent estimate of grade depends upon others sampling, and the 


degree of extension of ore beyond the stope limits is largely a matter of 


personal inion and guess work, no active disagreement with the classifi-


cation by the Bureau is intended or contemplated. It is thougit that Shride 


and Faraham's breakdown of tonnage classification is perhaps the most 


applicable.

In addition to the reserves above, based on possible maximum 


distribution of the main vein above the zero level, it is estimated that an 


area of 900 x 1000 feet is potential tungsten bearing ground. This area is 


indicated in the Engineering report in figure 2. This area may contain 


about 100,000 tons of vein matter and an unknown amount of tungsten ore 


which would probably be of about the same grade already produced in the mined 


areas.


CONCLUSIONS 


At the Wothree tungsten mine granitic country rock has been intruded 


by thick flat-lying northeast dipping dikes of aplite and pegmatite. Tungsten 


bearing quartz veins are contained in an aplite dike near its contacts with 


granite to which the veins are essentially parallel. The veins resemble many 
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other wolfrainite-huebnerite bearing vein deposits on the continent. They 


are flat dipping, irregular, and contain small,erratic, rich , ore shoots. 


The Wothree mine is unusual in that the principal vein appears to have 


greater continuity along strike and dip than most other veins of this 


type. The rich ore shoots of these veins are enticing but economic mining 


on them has been a difficult goal to achieve in most cases. Metallurgical 


work is still being conducted on the Wothree ore and the operator is having 


trouble in obtaining a 6o% WO concentrate. This may be an impossibility due 


to inherent characteristics of the ore which may require very fine grinding. 


The ore reserves are estimated to be as great as 8000-9600 tons, 


most of which are classed as inferred ore. Recent recalculations of avail-


able data suggest that the grade varies from . 5% to .6% WO and that this 


	


•	 has very likely been the grade of past production. The applicant estimates 


a grade of 1.25%, which appears to be too high. Shride and Farnham arrived 


at a grade of . 75% WO from the data available to them. The more conservative 


grades indicate that the tungsten deposit is sub-marginal, or at the best, 


marginal.


Exploration has a reasonable chance of disclosing ore shoots with 


approximately the same grade as that produced in the past. There is no 


evidence that the grade will be higher or lower. Due to the large area 


through which the veins are likely to extend and which is similar geologically 


to that in which mining has been done to date, exploration may ultimately 


disclose considerably larger tonnages of ore than have yet been mined. 


Faulting, branching, and pinching of the vein are apt to create some 


problems which will affect the procedure of exploration. The operator is 


	


5	 a competent manager but it is felt that he is not apt to appreciate the 
mining problems that geologic structural conditions to be encountered will make. 
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He is not likely to appreciate the value of continued drifting on barren 


vein nor liILy to be inclined to expend sufficient effort to look for 


faulted segments of the vein. It is felt that the Government team should 


keep close track of the work to be done here and guide as often as necessary 


to see that the DMEA money is well spent. 


Several targets for exploration exist in the mine which are 


beyond the xcope of the present program. They should eventually be recalled 


and evaluated for possible exploration at a later date. Briefly, they are: 


hanging wall and footwall portions of the dike containing the principal 


producing vein; other similar dikes in the area; veins in granite which are 


presently unattractive because of size or ore content, either of which can be 


a loäal condition; and veins which may be projected from granite environment 


•	
into aplite. 


In view of the fact that substantial amounts of vitally essential 


tungsten metal may eventually be developed by the exploration of this mine, 


it is recommended that a DMEA loan be granted to the applicant.

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INT1DUCT1ON 


In a memorandum dated March 3]., 1953, the Field Team, Region IV, 


of the Defense Minerals Exploration Mministration requested that an 


examination and, report be made on the Williams Tungsten mine, now 


known as the Wothree limes, situated in the Greenwood Mining District, 


Nohave County, Ariz. The purpose of such an examination was to deter-


mine the feasibility of Government assistance in an exploration project 


to cost 33,333.33. The applicant Is Norman D. Fitzgerald, dba Wothree 


Mines, George B. Blonsky, General Manager. The FIeld Team also re-


quested that the present status of a former .Governinent loan be ascer-


tam.	 .

On April 7-10, 1953, N. .3. Elsing and IR, W. Ageton visited the 


property, accompanied by R. F. Robinson. of the Geological Survey. They 


exm1ned the various mine workings with particular attention to the 


most favorable location for additional exploration. On the morning of 


the third day ' the examiners discussed with Blonaky a tentative program 


of exploration which eliminated some of the work proposed by him and 


increased other parts of his original program. The proposed plan was 


satisfactory to Blonsky. The work eliminated was in part development 


and the work substituted provided for longer range exploration. 


The examiners took 10 samples, mainly as a check against some of 


the original sampling and assaying.

IL)CAT]DN, TOFOGRAPHY AND PHYSICAL FEATURES 


The Wothree or Williams Tungsten mine is situated in the Aquarius 


Mountain Range in Sections 19, 20, 29 and 30, T. l6. N., R. 11 W., G. 


and S. R. Meridian, Greenwood Mining District, Nohave County, Ariz. 


The mine is 72 miles southeast of Kingman, which is the shipping point 


and supply center on the Santa Fe Railroad (see figure 1). 


The property is reached from Kingman by following U. S. Highway 66 


for 1.5 miles east of Kingman, then turning south on State Highway 93 


for 43 miles to a sign showing "Trout Creek'. At this sign there is 


also a Wothree mine sign showing that the distance to the mine is 27.2 


miles. This branch road turns east and crosses the Bi Sandy Wash. 


Most of the road from the Trout Creek sign to the mine is a winding 


mountain road without excessive grades. In wet weather the Big Sandy 


might be iuipassable for several days at a time. The road is well signed 


all the way to the mini. The driving time is approximately 1.5 hours• 


for the 27 miles, and approximately 3 hours from Kingman. 


The altitude of the lowest tunnel is 4,800 feet. The highest ele-


vation near the mine is approximately 5,400 feet. The topography is 


sufficiently stée to permit exploration by tunnels. The vegetation 


5	 includes juniper and small pine trees, shrubs and some grass. 
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HISTORY AND PIODUCT]DN 


The original claims were located in 1902 by Ed Williams. 


Blonsky stated that no less than 8 different individuals or com-


panies had attempted to operate the mine during the past 50 years. 


Each time Ed Williams or his son Boy Williams had gotten some kind 


of a down payment, which, with the royalties, had made the property 


quite remunerative to them.

In a report on the Williams Tungsten Mine, Mohave County, Ariz., 


Ottey N. Bishop of the U. S. Bureau of Mines states that the mine has 


produced approximately 2,500 units of 1iO 3 and that this production 


came from 6,000 to 10,000 tons of ore.	 On this basis the recoverable 


content of the ore produced was 0.25 to 0.41 percent 	 depending 


upon whether 10,000 to 6,000 tons were mined and milled.	 The mine 


examiners have made estimates of the ore mined based upon stops maps 


which appear to be fairly accurate.	 Stops maps indicate that slightly 


more than 6,000 tons were mined.	 There are several stopes with in-


complete outlines. Production from these stopes probably would raise 


the total to 8,000 tons of ore mined.
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In 1943, William Bradbury obtained a lease on the Williams mine 


and operated the property on the proceeds of two loans from the 


Reconstruction Finance Corporation. In order to obtain accurate in-


formation relative to the status of these loans a letter was written 


to C. A. Rockwood, mining engineer with the Reconstruction Finance 


Corporation at Los Angeles. On April 17, 1953, Rockwood advised that 


a loan for 2O ,000 was made to William S. Bradbury on September 15, 


1943 and an additional loan of 6,OOO was made Ofl Febl'LIBZY 2, 1944. 


Only a few tons of ore were shipped and operations terminated in 


June 1944 and the lessor cancelled the borrower' s lease in November 


1944. The amount of $1, 500 received from the sale of equipment was 


applied on interest. No payment on the principal was ever made. 


"The loan was repayable from production only and borrower's lease 


on the property was cancelled. Consequently, the Reconstruction 


Finance Corporation has no lien against the property for the unpaid 


balance of the loan.8


OWNERSHIP AND EXTENT 


The property of the Wothree, or Williams tungsten mine comprises 


10 unpatented lode mining claims, including Tungsten No. 1 to Tungsten 


No. 10. The location notices of these claims are recorded in the 


Office of the County Recorder, at Kingmnan, Mohave County, Ariz. in 


the book number and on the page number as shown below:

On February 2, 1951, the estate of Edward G. Williams, deceased, 


gave Blonsky a lease and option to purchase the property for 2l,00O. 


Shortly after this Blonsky and Joseph B • Rice, Jr. formed a partner-


ship for the purpose of operating the property. On March 22, 1953, 


in the application for exploration assistance, Blonsky stated that 


Norman D. FitzGerald on December 2, 1952 had fully exercised his option 


to purchase the Williams tungsten property and that the property was 


free and clear of liens and other encumbrances. Blonsky has some kind 


•	 of an interest in the property and some kind of an agreement that 


should FitzGerald default in advancing funds or development, the pro-


perty will revert to Blonsky. 


It. is believed that if a contract is granted for the exploration 


of the property t should be signed by FitzGerald and not by Blonsky 


as general manager.


DESCRIPTIDN OF DEPOSIT 


The most important showing at the Williams tungsten mine is a 


flat dipping quartz vein in granite. The vein is associated with peg 


matite and a large aplite dike • The vein can be traced on the surface 


for some 2,000 feet. Underground it has been followed for some 400 


feet along the strike, and down the dip for 700 feet. 


The vein dips from 20 to 30 degrees to the northeast and varies 


in thickness from a few inches to 3 or 4 feet. The average thickness 
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based on US samples taken by Blonsky is 2.2 feet. The tungsten 


mineral is wolfraniite which occurs in the quartz in a very erratic 


manner. Small high-grade concentrations of wo].frarnite, surrounded 


by lean ore, occur throughout the mine • Because of these small high-


grade areas it is very difficult to sample and estimate ore reserves. 


On the basis of giving a weighted average to abnormally high-grade 


samples, the examiners have estimated that the ore contains approxi-


mátely 0.55 percent	 This figure checks very closely with the 


Imown production of 2,500 units from 6,000 to 10,000 tons of ore 


on the basis that the mill recovery was 60 percent. 


It is quite evident that the larger part of the vein is very low 


grade, and that were it not for the small spotty concentrations of 


Swolf ramite, the average grade of the ore would not be nearly as high 


as it is. It follows that no drift in the vein should be stopped as 


soon as the vein became low grade. The same principal applies to 


stoping operations. 


From the standpoint of mining the problem is a difficult one. 


In places the vein narrows to a foot or less, and in places it splits 


into a footwall and a hanging wall streak with aplite between the 


streaks. In several places the vein has been cut by strike faults but 


in most cases the displacement has been so small that there has been no 


difficulty in following the ore across the fault by drifting or stoping. 


The exception to this is that the vein apparently has been displaced 


near the bottom of the main inclined winze and thus far has not been 


found. It has been suggested that this is a reverse fault and any 


search for the vein should be made by continuing the vertical raise 


from the "Q)' level to the bottom of the inclined winze for 25 feet 


above the present connection.

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From the surface and underground evidence it is reasonable to 


suppose that this quartz vein underlies an area at least 900 by 


1,000 feet in size • It is probable that all of this quartz contains 


at least minor amounts of wolframite • It is not anticipated that any 


of it will be sufficiently high grade to warrant the expectation of 


profitable operation with the present price of 63 per unit of W)3 


and with present operating conditions. There is enough geological 


and factual evidence to warrant the supposition that tungsten can be 


produced from the Williams mine in the event that an extreme need for 


it arises. The proposed exploration will not indicate any appreciable 


tonnage but it will give a little more definite assurance as to the 


amount, grade and character of the probable reserves which can be 


S counted on in the event of a grave emergency when the cost of pro-


duction would not be the controlling factor. 


NINABLE ORE RESERVES 


The Williams mine has been sampled on numerous occasions. In 


1942 , the U. S • Bureau of Mines took 41 sampls, and in 1943 the 


U. S. Geological Survey took 73 samples. The latest sampling has 


been done by Blonsky who took ll5 samples. 


In his application for an exploration loan Blonsky submitted a 


map on which he shows that the present ore reserves amount to 6,000 


tons with an average grade of 1.25 percent tD3.. This map shows that 


of this amount, 3,000 tons above the 200 level has an average grade 


of plus or sinus 1.0 percent 'D3 and 3,000 tons below the 200 level

of the 115 samples taken by Blonsky is 0.74 percent which does not 


cheôk 4th the average given for the ore reserves as shown on his 


map.


The average of the early Bureau samples is 1.03 percent W) 3 and 


the average of the Geological Survey samples is 1.06 percent. 


Each set of samples contains some abnormally high values, some 


running to 5O0.00 per ton in value. It is not believed that ab-


normally high samples should be included or entirely eliminated in 


calculating ore reserves. The following formula has been developed 


for giving some weight to vpry high sporadic samples: 


(1) Obtain an average without the abnormally high samples;

(2) Replace each very high grade sample with a value 3 times



this average; 


(3) Recalculate an average grade with these weighted values. 


• The average of the samples of Blonsky, the Bureau, and the Survey

On the basis of the above calculations it is believed that allowing 


for 15 percent dilution the grade of the ore will be from 0.5 to 0.6 


percent 1O3.	 It is anticipated that some 25 percent of the above ton-


nage will be required for pillars and that the net . minable tonnage will 


be approximately 6,750 tons. 


The examiners took 32 samples, the location and grade of which are 


shown on figures 2 and 3. The main reason for taking most of the samples 


was to check the abnormally high-grade values obtained by Blonsky. 	 The 


check samples were taken at points where the highest grade ore was re-


ported.	 The exrnfners obtained much lower values, indicating the erratic 


occurrence of the woiframite and the definite need for weighting the very 


high grade samples.
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As already stated the reported recovery of 2,500 units of 


from 6,000 to 10,000 tons of ore indicated a recovered grade of 0.25 


percent to 0.41 percent W)3 depending upon which tonnage is correct. 


If it is assumed that recovery was 60 percent in the mill, the grade 


of the ore var1ed from 0.41 percent W)- to 0.67 percent, or an average 


of 0.54 percent. The calculated grade after weighting a few of the 


229 samples indicates that the ore has a content of approximately 0.55 


percent W)3 which is a remarkably close check with the grade obtained 


from the reported production. 


In considering the grade of the ore, attention should be called 


to the fact that in January 1953, Bloneky mined 53 tons of ore which 


was shipped to the Boriana mill in Nohave County, Ariz. for testing. 


This ore was supposed to be representative of the character and grade 


of the ore that it was anticipated could be mined. Part .01 this ore 


came from the area which Blonsky' s map shows to be plus or minus 1.5 


percent W.) 3 and part from the vein in the IOtt tunnel level where 


Blonsky's sampling showed 40 feet of drift averaged 1.726 percent D3. 


The Boriana mill sample showed that the 53 tons had an average 


assay of 0.39 percent 1. Blonsky apologized for the sample by 


saying that it was hastily and improperly taken and not representative 


of the true grade of the ore. In spite of Blonsky's explanations, this 


descrepancy in grade should not be taken lightly. It seems reasonable 


to conclude Blonsky t s estimate of 1.25 percent is much too high. In 


making their estimate of 0.55 percent lD 3 , the eraminers believe they 


have been more than fair to the applicant and recognize the possibility 


that the grade over any extended period might be 0.4 percent, particularly 


when production is 50 tons per day.
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PRESENT STATUS 


Including the "O fl level haulage tunnel, 3,779 feet of, development 


has been driven on 6 levels. Of this amount there are 3,038 feet of 


adits, drifts and crosseuts, 305 feet of raises, and 436 feet of winzes. 


The tons of ore produced per foot of development work amount to 


1.7. On the basis of the tons of ore mined and the present ore reserves, 


the tons of minable ore per foot of development amount to 3.4. It is 


evident that with vein widths from 12 to 36 inches, the tonnage of ore 


developed per foot of work will be small and the cost of development per 


ton of ore will be high.

The company has an old 50-ton gravity concentrator. There are only 


a few items in it that can be used. The mill, including power, will be 


completely revamped. 


The company has a 2,000-foot pipe line from its well to the camp, 


and adequate pumping facilities. The camp includes 3 bunkhouses, 2 


cabins, eookhouse, change house, and a shop. 
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P1JECT PIFOSAIS 


Exploration and Development 


The applicant originally proposed to do 760 feet of drifting, 


80 feet of raising, and 1,000 feet of diamond drilling, all at a 


cost of $33,333. Of this amount he proposed to furnish $8,333 and 


he requested that the Government provide $25,000. 


The plan of exploration was carefu1ly reviewed with Blonsky 


and a revised plan was formulated with which he was in complete 


agreement. Diamond drilling waa eliminated because of the narrowness 


of the vein and the erratic character of the mineralization in the 


vein. Instead of 6 short drifts, the present program includes 2 long 


drifts, one short drift, and 4 raises. The work planned is shown in 


Sfigures 2 and 3. 


Bonsky agreed to do the drifting and raising at $30.00 per foot 


and submitted the following costs:

Seven of the 8 drifts originally proposed by Bioneky are more in 


the nature of development work than exploration. Size of these 7 


drifts were to be 50 to 60 . feet . long , and . are. near. the stoped area. 


Driving them would merely extend known ore in the area. 


Reference to figure 3 shows the work presently proposed. P-i is 


a d±ift from the main winze on the 150 level, which is. planned to follow 


the vein for 450 feet to the west. . P-2. is. a. drift. on the 120 level 


which is laid out to explore the vein for 375 feet to. the east. P-3, 


a south-easterly drift along the vein on the 'Ofl level, is laid out 


to follow what is believed, but not known to be the main vein. Raise 


1 is to be extended vertically for 25 feet to attempt to find the main 


vein north of the fault. 


Blonsky proposed driving a 50-foot raise in P-i, P-2, and P-3. 


The exact position of these raises should be determined after drifting 


has been completed. If no ore is exposed in the drifts^raising should. 


be e]4jinated from the roIect. 


Each piece of work was agreed to by Blonsky who stated that he 


was not too much concerned with the exact character of the work as 


long as it aided in the exploration of. the property. From the more 


economical operational point of view the examiners felt that P-i and 
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P.4 should be driven on the same level but Blonsky thought he had 


sufficient drilling equipment so that there would be' no disadvantage 


in driving these drifts on different levels. 


It is believed that once P-i and P- .2 are started, as long as 


they are following the vein they should be driven even though the 


vein material is low grade or barren. The important thing is to 


prove or disprove the possibilities of finding tungsten in adequate 


amounts in the Williams mine, If possible the question should be 


settled for all time. If this program is completed it should be 


evident whether or not this property is of merit. 


It is quite likely that faults with small displacements will be 


encountered. In the area where the work is planned it should be pos-


sible to find the position of the faulted part of the vein by compres-


sed air drilling with comparatively short drill boles. This work 


should be for the account of the applicant. Having found the vein the 


drift will have to be turned in order to permit following the vein 


beyond the fault.

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PRODUCTION PLAN 


The applicant's sponsor, NormanD. FitzGerald, has invested 


over $60,000 in this project since October 1952. This includes the 


purchase of the property, rehabiitatioki of the camp, sampling, and 


metallurgical testing. BI'onsky stated that it was the present in-


tention of FitzGerald to eret. a mill and start production in ihe 


near future at the rate of SO tons per day. 


The proposed program of exploration can be started within a 


week or two and can be completed in 6 months. 


Mining Methods nd Costs 


At the time of the examiner's visit Blonsky advised that the 


date for the construction of the mill bad not been decided upon but 


that metallurgical testing was being done so that an efficient mill 


operation could be conducted. 


The former method of mining was to be used except that scrapers 


would be installed in the stopes to scrape the ore down the footwall 


of the vein. The method of mining to be used is open stoping with 


stuil support. It is doubtful if production fronj a vein averaging 


2.2 feet in width will be more than 0.75 tons per manshift. It is 


estimated that it costs $25.00 per shift to keep a man underground 


and supply him with compressed air, explosives, timber, tools, and 


other facilities and 'supplies. This means that the cost of niining a 


vein 2.2 feet wide will be approximately $33.00 px ton. Of this 


amount approximately $7.50 will be for exploration and dvelopment. 
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Nill14i M,ethods and Costs 


While the present flow sheet is unknown it is believed that 


ultimately flotation should be included in the milling process. 


The cost of gravity concentration is considerably less than 


flotation but the greater saving of the latter process will more 


than compensate for the increased costs. 


The mill test sample of 53 tons of ore mined and shipped to 


the Boriaña mill averaged 0.39 percent W0 3. A total of 752 pounds 


of concentrates averaging 45.17 percent W0 3 were obtained. These 


concentrates contained 339.68 pounds W03, or 16.984 units. Concen-


trates were trucked from Boriana, Ariz. to Bishop, Calif., where 


they were upgraded and sold to the Jones ore purchasing agency. 


The 16.984 units were paid for at the rate of $56.55 per unit and 


the total payment was $960.45.

The net value of the shipment was $857.54, which is equivalent 


to $16.18 per ton of crude ore. It is of interest to note that the 


Boriana charge for milling was $12.00 per ton. 


It is believed that the minimum cost of milling at the mine 


should be estimated at $6.00 per ton of ore.

Amortization of Exploration Loan

The gross value of ore averaging 0.55 percent W03 is $27.72 per 


ton. This figure is obtained as follows: 0.55 percent W03 equals 11.0 
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pounds W03 per ton. Assum.ing.a mill recovery of 80 percent, 8.8 


pounds of W03 will be recovered per ton of ore. The maximum value 


of this 8.8 pounds will be $3.15 per pound, or $27.72 per ton of 


ore, The Government royalty for the repayment of the exploration 


loan will be 5 percent of this amount, or $1.39 per ton of ore. 


FitzGerald has already invested some $60,000 in the property 


and it is likely that to revamp the old mill and adequately equip 


the mine will cost up to $90,000, making a. total investment of 


$150,000. If 30,000 tons of ore are developed amortization of 


capital will be $5.00 per ton of ore. 


SUMMaRY: COST OF PROJECT

Since the proposed project will be a short form contract there 


will be no capital investment.s on the part of the Government. The 


mine is fairly well equipped and work can be started without any 


capital investments except some working capital to carry on oper-


ations until the first footage. payment is received.

The examiners have made an estimate of the cost of producing ore 


from the mine on the basis that the average width of the vein is 2.2 


feet and that the production will be 0.75 tons per manshift.

PROPOSED FINANCING 


The applicant has requested approval of an exploration project 


to cost $33,000 of which the Government's share is $24,750. The 


applicant proposes to contribute $8,250. 


The loan is to be repaid on the basis of 5 percent of the value 


of concentrates at the railroad shipping point for all concentrates 


produced from the Williams mine until the loan is repaid. 


CON(ILUSIONS 


Reference to figure 2 shows that there is an area approximately 


900 by 1,000 feet in which there is a flat-dipping quartz vein which 


contains wolframite. Some 3,000 feet of drifting and raising has been 


done in vein material which ranges in widtr from a few inches to 3 or 


4 feet. .A total of U5 samples from underground workings shows an 


average width of 2.2 feet. The quartz vein is con IUIXILS and per-


sistent on the surface and it is probable that it also averages 2.2 


feet. In the area indicated, it is quite possible .that there may be 
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100,000 tons of vein quartz containing some wolframite. The grade 


of the ore produced and of the 6,750 tons of reserves has been esti? 


mated to have an average value of 0.55 percent W0 3. The higher grade 


ore occurs in lenses and shoots in the vein. What part of the 100,000 


tons of vein quartz would have a grade of 0.55 percent W0 3 and a width 


of 2.2 feet is speculative. 


Nearly 4,000 feet of exploration and development work, several 


hundred feet of vein outcrop, and the production of up to 10,000 tons 


of ore havóng set up a pattern which indicates that additional explor-


ation will show the following: 


1. The grade of ore will be approximately 0.55 percent W03; 


2, The width of the vein will be approximately 2.2 feet; 


3. Lenses or shoots will be small; 


4. The vein will pinch and swell;


5. Small spots of high-grade ore will be surrounded by lean ore. 	 - 


Exploration work should indicate ore with a grade no better or no 


worse than 0.55 percent W03 with an average thickness of the vein of 


approximately 2.2 feet. Of the 100,000 tons of vein quartz, there may 


be 25,000 tons or there may be 50,000 tons that will average 0.55 per-€ 


cent W03. 


From an economic standpoint the picture is not bright. It is be-


lieved that including exploration and development the output per man-


shift will be not more than 0.75 tons of ore delivered to the portal 


of the tunnel, It costs approximately $25 per shift to keep a man 


underground and supply him with compressed air, explosives, and tools. 
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This means that the cost of mining will be approximately $33 per 


ton. The total cost of mining and milling, before amortization 


of the capital expense, will be $40.75 per ton. The value of ore 


running 0.55 percent W03 with 80 percent mill recovery is approxi-


mately $27.75 per ton. Therefore, the direct loss is $13.00 per 


ton. Amortization of the Government loan will be $1.39 per ton 


and amortization of the total capital will add an additional $5.00 


to the loss, making the loss $19.39 per ton. To operate on a 


break-even basis will require ore averaging 1.0 percent W03. 


RECOMMENDATIONS 


In spite of the fact that exploration at the Williams mine will 


prove only submarginal ore and that the amount will be limited to a 


maximum of some 50O0O tons, it is believed expedient to do the ex-


ploration planned. The work may indicate the existence of ore which 


could be of great importance to the defense effort at some future 


time. There is little or no question that tungsten reserves can be 


developed. The only question is how submarginal they will be. 


Because reserves of submarginal tungsten ore can be developed 


which some day may be of inestimable value, it is recommended that 


an exploration project for Norman D. FitzGerald, dba Wotbree mines, 


be approved in the amount of $33,000 of which the Government's share 


will be $24,750.

(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104---Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A).

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Vottcher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due th Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
'tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by' the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in. the 
other sven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be 
thus supported. 


Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed 
price contracts on Form MF-200 (A), however, are not re-
.quired to be supported by documentation of any kind. The 
Operator will submit his claim under item (1) of Form 
MF-104 by deleting as stated above the word"Indépendent"

Preparation of Form Mb'-.-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, howevQr, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a. monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
cost.s over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crossccitting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

Also the vein was rather close to the floor 
of the drift; as we advanced further, by turning our drift slightly 
to the south, we managed first to raise the hanging wall contact 
with granite into the upper right corner 	 the face and later 
even to uncover footwall granite contact in the lower left corner 
of the face. 


The above seems to indicate that further driftingon 
structure Is fast becoming a matter of diminishing returns, as far 
as possibilities of uncovering further orebodies are concerned. 
Our DLA Contract provides for a raise above the 150W drift at 
the best promising pointagreeable to the DA Field Team. We are 
Inclined to think that such a point has been reached at or near 
section 316.6 W. The vein exposed at this point was drifted upon 
from a little before section 306.6 to a little after section 336.6 
or say fr 35' to 40('. There is a possibility that this Is ,an 
exposure of the lowest tip of the vein outcropping for over 200' 
some 460' up and south westwards. Very few rounds may prove that 
the vein exposed has no continuity on the dip, but this is 
not established as fact so long as this raise contracted for 
has not been started. Therefore we would like to have a member 
of DIVA team to see our situation for himself at his earliest con-
venience and to settle this matter of the raise. 


At his last visit to our property Mr. W.Hardwick hoped 
to be able to revisit us by January 15th, but unfortunately 
weather conditions are preventing this, as they marooned even 
us at the camp fOr the last several days.

NARRATIVE REPORT FOR TIlE MONTH OF OCTOBER, 1954, 


on work done' on 
COntract	 Idm-E632 
Docket DIV1EA-.2957 
Williams Tungsten Mine 
Mohave County, Arizona. 


During the month of October work was resumed on above contract. 
On October 7th the GOvernment approved Contract Amendments were 
mailed to the writer, who reOeived them on October 11th. Authorization 
by the Home Office of Wothree Mines reached the mine by October 14th 
and preparatory work began immediately. Unfortunately, the miners 
who were on call for early in October, had dispersed and. were out 
of the state. This caused further delay in getting the crew together. 


When actual underground work began, before the raising could 
be started, we had to remove the broken ore from the winze and the 
pocket, as otherwise waste from the proposed raise near the bottom 
of the inclined winze would be mixed with the available millable ore. 
Considerable slushing and traxnniing was involved and when this was 
completed and the miners set up for their first round of drilling, 
the starting engine on the compressor broke down. A bolt holding the 
con-rod bearings together crystallized and failed, demolishing one 
piston, one con-rod and two bearing inlays. Obtaining of spare parts 
caused further delay. Therefore, no more than 10 feet of actual 
raising was acconplished during the month of October. 


The geology exposed by the raise near the bottom of the winze 
is as follows: The first round, which was only 2' long, exposed 
aplite of whioh one foot was mineralized and oxydized, containing 
hematite, mica, soft weathered a.plite and some wolfraniite in 
occasional pieces up to 2" thick. On the whole this occurrence 


cannot be considered commercial. Next round, which was 4' long, 
exposed hard and blocky aplite, but no mineralization. The last 
round, also 4' long, removed another 2 to 3' of aplite and from 
2 to 1' of very hard pink granite. In the face we have exposed 
some of the pink granite, which is very dense and siliolfied, and. 
also some regular gray granite, which apparently is a little softer. 
It is our belief that at this place we have completely crossed the 
aplitic formation, having exposed but little of mineralization of 
no commercial value and that therefore further work in this raise 
is no more warranted. We have suspended further operation in this 
raise until the DIVIEA officer's inspection. 


We are now engaged in sinking the winze below the "O"E drift.

Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator s Unit Cost and Progress Report —Appl1calle 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose f this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. .There,are blank lines, however, for ( those unusual phass which. may;need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operátin Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs.

"Operating Equipment", 'Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided, for

Mr. Carl Iovgard, were established. by Mr.R. W. Aeton, engineer 
for the D.M.E.A., on November 9th and 10th 1 1953. Work coxn1uened 
undorroun& on November 16, 1953, but considerable preparatory 
work was necessary, before the exploratory drifting under the 
"xp1oration Pz'oeot Contract" could ecxnmence. Pipe lines have 
been installed, ore pockets cut, track repaired., and a slusber 
slide installed in the inclined winze.

This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104----Operator's Monthly Repo;t and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of oper.tion;

(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104------Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voncher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A).

Preparation of Form MP-1O4A--Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicablè 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form, Tlere are blank lines, howevw, for those ünuual phases, which mar need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs.may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days Of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided, for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs. 	 .	 .	 .	 .

Your letter requesting two copies of Check Sheet of Examining 
Engineer is acknowledged. The requested sheets are enclosed, and we are 
amending our instructions to show that these check sheets should accompany 
Reports of Royalty Review as wefl as Royalty Audit Reports. 


Relative to the third paragraph of your letter concerning period 
covered, I am afraid I do not fully understand your instructions, in view 
of the provisions of Amendment No. 4 to the Exploration Contract which ex-
tends the life of the Exploration Contract to October 30, 1955. 


At the time the Report of Royalty Review was made it was known 
that Amendment No. 4 was in process, and it was felt that before extending 
the period of review beyond Nay 17, 1955, there should be a report of field 
inspection from the Examining Engineer at a later date to determine if there 
had been any additional production. In this connection please see the 
monthly report for August which withdraws a scheduled Final Report of Re-
view on this contract • Had the contract not beön extended, the dates on 
the Report of Royalty Review would have been synchronized with the final 
date on the Report of Review.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability, insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentatiOn or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original 'or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be 
thus supported.	 : 


Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed 
price contracts on Form MF-200 (A), however, are not re-
quired to be supported by documentation of any kind. The 
Operator will submit his claim under item (1) of Form 
MF-104 by deleting as stated above the word "Independent" 
and by showing the number of feet or other units immediately 
after the appropriate descriptive word, such as, drilling, bull-
dozing, crosscutting, drifting, etc., and giving the "Monthly 
Total" amount due. "Totals Previously Reported", and 
"Totals to Date" columns, should also be filled in.

Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, ho'wevr, for those unusual phass which may need to be 
reported, for a partic,ular project., It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phase reported with the exceptipn of t.hree items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, tc." The reason for not'distrihiiting these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various-phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable hass. "Operating Equijiment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or

During the month of October 1955 all work done 
on the above contract was carried out on the extension 
to the northeast of the Ol.tirsiers? Crosscut on 200 level 
west of the collar of the winze. The work progressed for 
40' from a point 177' from the DIA reference point at 
the southend of the Oldtimers' crosscut to a.point 217' 
from the above reference point, generally in a northeasterly 
direction. As no indication of the upper vein soug.ht 
was uncovered and no ftrther expectation remains to encounter / 
the vein by additional work in same direction, this operation / 
was stopped and it was decided to bring the above contract 
to an end at this point. 


Except for a small spot of peginatite exposed near the 
final face of the crosscut, all October progress was made 
through drk blueish-gre.y granite, cut by a number of minor 
faults and joints, causing local stretches of soft ground.

The hanging wall is aplite and 
the footwall granIte. 


The 150 West drift was advanced from 86.6' to 123.o' 
from the D1EEA point in the incline for a total of 36.4 feet.

NARRATIVE REPORT ON WORK DONE DURING PART OF NOVEMBER 

MID ALL OF DECEMBER 1953

Starting points on the above Government Contract, issued to 
Mr. Carl Hovgard, were established by Mr.R. W. Ageton, engineer 
for the D.M.E.A., on November 9th and 10th, 1953. Work commenced 
underground on November 16, 1953, but considerable preparatory 
work was necessary, before the exploratory drifting under the 
"Exploration Project Contract" could commence. Pipe lines have 
been installed, ore pockets cut, track repaired, and a slusher 
slide installed in the inclined winze. 


Actual work wider the contract commenced in the easterly drift 
on the "0" level on November 30, 1953. The drift was slabbed on the 
H.W. side to bring the vein into view and then drifted on, holding 
the vein in the drift. By year's end, December 31, 1953, the 100 ft. 
of drifting in this area under contract had been completed. 


The area. drifted through on,f the "0" level showed considerable 
movement. At 40 feet from the crass-cut the strike of the vein 
curved from S-35°-E to S-80°E ikithin 15 feet on the strike. At 
60 feet from the cross-cut,the aplite in which the 8re normally 
occurs ,pinched. out and the vein continued with a 25 dip and 
S-80°-E t±k strike in granite. At 110 feet from the cross-cut the 
strike varied from S-80°-E to S-60°-E and two definite veins are 
present. At this point burn cuts were put in both the H.W. and F.W. 
to check structure. No aplite was encuntered on either side, but 
additional mineralization showed in the F.W. The accompanying 
sketches and cross-sections will clarify the above brief description 
of the geology encountered. 


Our laboratory has not been set up to date, henóe assays are 
not available. Wolframite has been visually present at all times 
however, and extremely high grade stringers have been present in 
the vein in some areas. 


Work has commenced in the "120" level drift easterly, but no 
advance was recorded up to December31, 1953. On the "150" level 
to the west drifting should begin in mid-January. No raises have 
been started to date, awaiting Government approval of proposed 
locations.

Operator or by anyone other than the buyer, are not deduct-
ible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that.term is here 
used. The term "treatment processes," as here used, means 
those processes (such as milling, concentrating, smelting, 
refining, or equivalent) applied to the raw ore or other 
production after it Is extracted from the grOund, to put it 
into a commercially marketable form; excluding fabricating 
or manufacturing. 


d. Unsold production. --If any production (ore,

Our exploration work at Williams Tungsten Mine so far 
has met with several considerable difficulties and we have lost much 
time due to several factors beyond our control. 


Our roads were completely demolished twice. At the 
present writing, on March 17, we have a severe snowstonn with several 
inches of snthw and the prospect of no roads for another week or so. 
Our mucking machine gave us considerable trouble and spare parts 
were slow in coming. When this matter was taken care of, our 550 cfm 
Chicago Pneumatic compressor developed a knock in the crankshaft and 
had to be taken for a thorough overhaul to Las Vegas, Nevada, where 
it will be until late this week. Therefore we are forced to operate 
with the only available rental unit, a 210 cfm gas compressor. 
On Tanuary 1 our good mine foreman, ivIr.. Tobn Putnam, developed a 
sore knee and was on the verge ofreturning to work for six weeks. 
When finally he did so, he had to go back to Kingman the next day 
because an operation on the same knee became necessary. 
Due to the specifications of the contract, requiring full exposure 
of the vein in the drift and the necessity of saving the valuable 
ore, we are forced to do double shooting for every five feet of advance. 
This slows down the progress very considerably and besides demora-
lized the crew, who, after having failed to make money on contract 
basis, went on a deliberate program of slow-down. 


In view of the above facts we are hereby requesting 
a little amendment of the contract to extend the duration of same 
by three months; we have discussed this matter with the field 
engineers and they believe that our request is reasonable and that 
we should approach you in this connection.	 - 


We have now reorganized our crew; the mucking niachie 
has been completely rehabilitated with new parts; an additional 
slusher hoist, cable and bucket were acquired and as soon as the 
550 cfni compressor returns by March 20, we expect to be able to 
start going full blast ahead.

We are about ready to start putting up a short raise 
near the bottom of our winze. This raise was authorized in the 
original contract to be driven about 25' from the bottom of the 
winze. We understood the location "at the bottom of the winze" 
as being a somewhat loose indication and always intended to have 
this raise driven a little above our orepocket and grizzly, which 
are nearto, but not at the very end of the winzo. 


The driving of the raise at the very bottom of the 
winze would mean the necessity of suspending all other operations 
and removing the slusher hoist, which is located between the pokket 
in the raise and the bottom of the winze. As this is most impracti-
cal we request to anend our contraôt slightly as follows: 


he raise near the lower end of the winze is to 
be driven from a point 15 to 20 feet a bove the grizzly and is to be 
cut for a few feet on a 25 degree incline and then vertically 
to reach a total vertical height above the roof of the winze of 
about 25 feet. 


As the field engineers of D.M.E.A. well know, 
this raise is intended to explore the ground a bovo the winze 
as there is a considerable probability that the ore is displaced 
in that direction by a fault cutting off the ore in the lower 
part of the winze.

(b) One and one-half (1*) percent of any such net amounts, plus one-half (4) percent 
of such net amounts for each additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such net amounts 


exceed eight dollars ($8.00) per ton, but not in excess of five (5) percent of such net 


amounts. 


(For instance: the percentage royalty on a net amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton, 


would be one and one-half (14) percent; on a net amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, 


three and one-half (34) percent.) 


c. Defjnitions.---As here used, "net smelter returns", "net concentrator returns", and 


"other net amounts realized from the sale or other disposition", mean gross revenue from sales; 


or if not sold, the market value of 'the material after it is nined in the form in which and the 


place where itis held. In the case of integrated operations in which the material is not disposed 


of as such, these terms mean what is or would be gross income from mining operations for percentage 


depletion purposes in income tax determination. 


d. Lien_foPayment.--TO secure the payment of its percentage royalty, the Government 


shall have and is hereby granted a lien upon the land described in Article 2 and upon any pro-


duction of minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully 


paid.


e. Notice to Purchasers.--The Operator shall notify any purchaser of the production of 


the Government's royalty interest, and shall authorize a'nd direct the purchaser to pay the royalty 


directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets; but 


failure or refusal by the purchaser to comply shall not relieve the Operator of liability to pay 


any royalty falling due. 


f. NOQ jQfl. uQQ.--ThS article is not to be construed as imposing any obli-


gation on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any mining or production 


operations.
