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SUNMARY, CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

An application from i'valter W, Henderson for a $26,250 exploratory
loan on his G. & H, No, 2 asbestos i)mperty was recéived on May 29,
1953 by the Tucéoh office of the Defense Minerals Exploration Adminis~
tration as docket DMEA-3038. The.purpose of the loan was to explore
each of 2 deposits by a 100-foot inclined shaft and 350 feet of drift-
ing, and construction of a J-mile access road to thg property.

The property consists of 2 unpatented claims adjacent to the
San Carlos Indian Reservation, 6 aimmiles northeast of Globe, Gila
Gounty, Afii. There has been no Production from this area.

An investigation was made by the writer and Robert W, Ageton of
the Bureau of Mines on June 11, 1953, A deposit on each of the 2
clai;xls was examined, Each deposit consisted of narrow, discontinuous
asbestos veinlets in weakly serpentiniéed limestone innnediately'above
the contact of a concordant diabase sill, The mineralization is con-
tained in weakly serpentinized bands of thih-bedded, shaley limestone.
In the local deposits the asbestos is short, harsh, often spicular or
glassy, and is unfit for strategic use.

These thin shaley beds of Mescal formation have never been
commei'cially productive anywhere in this district. Therefore s it is
recommended that the exploratory loan to Walter W. Henderson for his

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INTRODUCTION

An application was submitted to the Defense Minerals Exploration
Administration for a $26,250 exploratory loan by Walter W, Henderson,
Globe, Ariz, for the é. & Hy Noy 2 prospectes This application,
docketed as DMEA~-3038, was received by the Tucson, Ariz, office
of the Defense Minerals Exploration Administration on May 29, 1953,
The purl;ose of the requested work was to éxplore an asbestos deposit
on each of 2 claims by 100~foot inclined shafts and drifting 350 feet
from each shaft, Included in the request was the construction of a
3-mile access road’to the property.

Field investigation was made on June 11, 1953 by the writer
and Robert W. Ageton, engineers of the Buream of Mines,

LOCATION AND ACCESSIBILITY o

The G, & H, No.”2 px"épe'rtfis ‘locafed“jﬁst off the west side
of the San Carlos Indian Reservation at about 6 air miles northeast
of Globe, Gila County, Ariz, (figure 1), Access to the claims is
gained by traveling U, S.. Higﬁway 60 nsrthward from Globe for 4 |
miles, turning right at the airport, and meandering mortheast through
low hills for 2,5 miles to the end of a poor truck trail, then walking
northward along the Reserva.tion west boundary fence for about 4 mile,
The average altitude of the property is about 4,200 feet,
| OWNERSHIP AND EXTENT

The property consists '.oiv:‘Nz‘m.xpatéhtéd mining claims, the eastern
ends of which overlap at the Reservation boundary, One claim, the

Carol M, No, 1 bears northwest and the other, the Carol M, No. 2 lays
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north~northwesterly, These claims are recordgd at the Gila County
Courthouse, Globe, in Book of Mines 49, pages 481 and 482, The claims
are owned by a.partneréhip composed of Walter W, and Jack B. Henderson,
Box 2282, Globe; Steve Giono, Box 1029, Globe; and Henry L, Ramsey,
Box 788, Clarkdale, Arize “
HISTORY AND PRODUCTIONv.

There are numerous pits and cuts on each claim, attesting to
previous unknown ownership, The applicant has dug one new prospect
Pit on each claim, There has been ne production from this area.

DESCRIPTION OF THE DEPOSITS

These deposits are situated in an area that has been deformed
by post mineral block faulting and tilting, The Garol M, No, 1 claim
is laid northwesterly from the west Reservation béundary fence on the
ﬁ;rth slope of a long westerly trending ridge, Near the bottom of the
slope, the top of a westerly trending, generally‘concordant diabase sill
contacts the limestone bedding that dips about 25°Asonther1y. The.con~
tact has been prospected by about 8 pits, some of which show slight o
amounts of harsh asbestos on the dumps, The appiicant made a cut 15
feet deep into the contact at a point where a narrow, nearly vertical
dike cuts upward from the sill, Small amounts of short, harsh, spicular
fiber were exposed in the limestone bedding, To€;1 width of mineral-
igation was about 3 feet from the dike, and the veinlets were discontin-
uous, even in this short distance, About 100 feet west of this pit,
the underlying diabase siil cut up across the limestone, Beiow this

disconcordancy in the bottom of the gulch, coarse-grained granite and a

~ fine-grained rhyolitic intrusive were exposed,






dn the Carol M, No. 2 claim, erosion has exposed the upper contact
of an appaiently concordant diabase sill, in a sinuous line around -
ridges of low relief, Numerous old pits likewise were seen in this
area, Abplicant had driven a cut inéo the ridge exposing about 20
feet of the bedding immediately above the sill, The formations here
had a strike of Ne 65° W, dipping 23° southwest, At the surface there
was exposed a 2-t6 3-inch poorly serpentinized band that contained more
than an inch of harsh, weathered fiber, The fiber content of the zone
decreased avay from the outcrop, and had pinched to 3/8 inch gléssy
harsh fiber at the face, |

On both of the claims, the diabase was intruded into thin bedded,
shaley limestone, that is not favorable for the formation of fiber in
other.than‘narrowb ﬁsually harsh veinlets,

CONCLUSIONS

The Little asbestos that is present on either claim occurs in
narrow veinlets in thin-bedded, shaley limestones that have not been
productive épywhere in the district,

There is no justification for the slightest exploration here,
conseduently there is no point in detailing the exploration proposal
or estimated costs, |

| RECOMMENDAT IONS

The asbestos that is presehtféﬁ'this Property is in narrov; dis-

continuous veinlets in thinebeddedﬁhhaley limestone, The fiber is not

of strategic grade, as it is short, harsh, spicular, and sometimes
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even glassy harsh, This is one of the least interesting prospects
we have examined in our asbestos work.
It is recommended that the exploratory loan to Walter W,

Hendez"son for his G, & H, No, 2 prospect be denied,
