We have reviewed the subject report and attached corre-
spondence, and concur with the recommendations of the field team
that the application be denied.

The French Lily mine is about 60 air miles west of north
from Phoenix, Arizona. The mine has had a somewhat intermittent
history of operation. The first known active operation was during
1922-25. The mine was reopened in 1934, and with a Reconstruction
Finance Corporation loan stayed in operation until 1937. The last
and probably most active period was in 19&2;}3, when Ceda-Talisman
Consolidated Mining extended the existing mine workings to their
present limits and re-equipped the mine and mill. Approximately
4,000 tons of ore was milled during this period. Very little work
has ‘been done by Arizona-Utah since they purchased the property in

January 1954.

Accessible mine workings are a 2-compartment inclined
shaft and 5 east-west drifts driven at roughly 100-foot intervals
measured along the incline of the shaft. The commercial ore has
been stoped from all levels above the 550 level. o '

The mine has been developed on a shear zone in. the
Yavapai schist that strikes N. 45° W. and dips 45° northeast. 1In
the lower workings, the shear zone ranges from 0.1 to 3 feet thick.
It is filled with gouge, fractured schist and quartz stringers and
lenses.

Evidence of mineralization is persistent along both strike
and dip of the vein. Eleven samples taken by the field team in the
extensively mineralized portions of the quartz lenses contained an





average of about 4.9 percent zinc, 0.7 percent copper, 0.6 percent
lead, 1.1 ounces silver, and 0.3 ounce gold per ton. Inferred
reserves below the 550-foot level would probably be about the same
grade. This ore was submarginal because of its limited thickness.
All of the wider mineralized portions have been extracted above the
550-foot level.

The applicant proposes a 2-stage project. Stage I is to
consist of 100 feet of shaft sinking to the 650-foot level, 600 feet
of drifting on the 550-foot level and 1,200 feet of drifting on ‘the
650-foot level. If the results of Stage I are encouraging, Stage II
would deepen the shaft 350 feet to the 1,000-foot level and provide
2,400 feet of drifting and 350 feet of raising on that level.

From the extensive development of the ground between the
3 lower levels, the mine produced about 15 tons of ore per foot of
depth in a total combined level strike length of 1,500 feet. This
amounts to 1 ton of ore per foot of depth for each 100 feet of
drifting. Approximately the same amount of submarginal ore might
be expected along the strike of the vein or at greater depths.
There is no geological data in evidence that indicate there would
be a material increase in the degree or extent of mineralization.
Because of the unfavorable geological conditions, we concur with the
field team that the application be denied.

The applicant also proposes some exploration drilling on
3 quartz veins, 3,000 feet southeast of the French-Lily mine. The
veins at their outerop are each about 0.7 feet thick and traceable
on the surface for 40 or 50 feet. The grade and amount of ore per
foot of depth is estimated to be less than at the French-Lily mine.
The veins are of little significance and are too small to jJustify
additional exploration.

The applicant requested a two-stage project for Government
assistance., Stage I was to consist of 100 feet of shaft sinking
from the 550 to 650 levels and 1200 feet of drifting on the 650
level. Stage II would deepen the shaft to the 1,000 foot level, and
2400 feet of raising would be carried out from new intermediate
levels.

The Field Team has recommended this application be denied.

The French Lily mine has been developed in & mineralized
shear zone in the Yavapal schist to a depth of 456 feet. The shear
'zone ranges in width from a few inches to 3 feet. Sphalerite,
chalcopyrite and gold in a quartz gangue occur in lemses up to about
4O feet in length, Most of the mineralized quartz lenses have been
mined out. »

Total production has been estimated to have been about
4,000 rock. tons of unknown grade. An additional 4,000 tons of ore
rock can be inferred to exist below present mine workings.

The results of 12 samples taken on and above the 550 level
indicate quartz lenses in the shear zone range from 12 to 28 inches
in width and average 4.9% zinec, 0.7% copper, 0.6% lead and 1.1 oz:/
ton silver and 0,30 oz./ton gold.

Sufficient work has been done in French Lily shear zone to
indicate the nature of the ore deposits in this mine. Mineraliza-
tion is limited to small, narrow lemses which in aggregate contain
insignificant total amounts of copper, lead and zinc. Further
exploration at depth is unlikely to find substantial emounts of ore.
The grade, width and continuity of mineralization cannot be expected
to improve below the present 550 level,





The Field Team's conclusions are well founded, and I
recommend the application be denied,

SUMMARY , CONCLUSIONS, AND RECQMMENDATIONS
By T. M. Rémsloyand Jo Ne Faiéky |

The French Lily mine in Yavapai County, Ariz. was examined by
the Defénée Minei*als Exploration Administration in connection with
an application for Governmental aid by the Arizona-Utah Mines Co.

The application, docketed as DMEA-3361, contained a proposed project
designed to explore for ores of copper, lead and zinc mainly below
existing mine workings. The total cost éf the proposed project, set
up in 2 stages, was $271,000.00. "

The French Lily ;mine was worked mainly for gold prior to 1934,
Dwring 1934 to 1§37 the mine was deepened, some drifting was done,
and a flotation mill was installed. The mill was operated about
2 months before operations were terminated and equipment was sold.
| Little work was done from 1937 t6 1945 when the property was acquired
iay the Cedar-Talisman -C§nsolidated Mining Company. The company re-—

' equipped the mine and mill, did additional ‘development work, and mined
and milled about 4,000 tons of ore. Operations were terminated late
in 1953, In January 1954 , the properi:y was acquired by the Arizona-
Utah Mines ‘Con'xpamr. Operations by the company have been confined to
a few rounds of drifting, repair wbrk and pumping operations. Total
production from the mine probably does not exceed several carloads of
gold ore and a few tens of tons of zinc and copper contentrates,

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" The principal mine workings consist of an inclined shaft from
which about 3,500 feet of drifting has been done on 5 levels., The
lowest level is at 456 feet from the collar of the shaft, Thé work-
ings follow a shea.r zone in Yavapai schist that has an average strike
of about N, 45° W, and.a dip of approximately 45° to the northsast.

In the lower mine workings, the shear zone ranges from a few
incheé to about 3 feet wide. It is filled with gouge, fractured
schist, and quartz stringers and Denses. ~ Ore mineralization, mainly
sphalerite, chacopyrite and gold, is associated with some of the
quartz, The most extensively mineralized portions of the zone consist
of several quartz lenses up to 1.3 feet thick and a few tens of feet
in length,

The minu‘alized quartz lenses have been eséentiall:y mined out.
Production from lenses between the third and bottom level of the
mine yielded 4,000 tons of mill rock of unknown grade, Of the 4,000
tons, probably less than 2,000 tons was vein material and the
remainder was barren wall-fock that was mined in order to meet a
milling schedule,

In the area of proposed diamond drilling, 3 quartz veins, each
about 0,7 feet wide, have been exposed by a shallow trench. The

veins are traceable for about 40. feet. Two of the veins are éomposed

of manganese-stained, white quartz, The quartz of the other vein is
brecciated and iron-stained, Many small cavities in the quartz

appear to be relicts of sulfides, probably pyrite,





Estimates indicate the mined zone contained about 15 tons of
vein material, per foot of depth, assaying about 4.9 perceat zinc,
0.7 percent copper, 0,6 percent lead, and l.l ounces, silver and
0,30 ounce gold. per ton, Vein material of a similar tonnage and
grade is assigned to the indicated and inferred reserves below existing
mine workings. These reserves are based on the probable depth exten~-
sion of the mineralized zone with little or no expectable increase in
the degree andfor extemt of mineralization. For the area of proposed
diamond drilling, the inferred reserves of six;iilar grade material has
been estimated at 2 tons per foot of depi:h.

Denial of the requested Govermmental assistance is recommended
becauée exploration of the mineralized zones cannot ex,pecf to indicate -
the presence' Sf other than insignificant amounts of sub-marginal

copper-lead-zinc ore.

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INTRODUCTION
‘ On ﬁehalf of the pefénse Minerals Exploratibn>Administration,

the French-;ily Mine, heaf Mayér, in Yaﬁapai Counfy; Arizona, was'examinedr
Augﬁst 10 to 12,1195h‘by T. M. Rbmslo, U.S.Buréau of Mines, and J. N. Faick, .
U. S. Geological Survey. The examination was made in response to an appli-
cation for Goﬁerhment 0id in exploration for copper-lead-zinc ore which
fhe operators>thought might exist below the old:mine workings.

The French-iily.miné was worked for relatively éhallow gdld
ores on several occasions prior to 1945 and between‘l9h5 and 1953 the.
ﬁine<supplied about 4,000 tons of mixed ore and waste to the I'rench-Lily
mill. The mine is developed by a good uSgble inclined shaft nearly 500
feet deep and about 3500 feet of drifts on the 85, 162, 251, 349 and U56-
foot levels, as measured along the incline from the collar. An old in-
‘clined‘sﬂaft, which iies about 650 feet west of the present shaft, former-
1ly had developed the Qein to thé Nb. 2 level but is now inaccessible.

GEOLOGY

The French-Lily miﬁe, which lies about midway between the
communifies of Cordes and Crown King, Arizona, is situated on the eastern
foothills of the Bradshaw Mountains at an altitude of about 3200 feet.
The area in which the mine is situated is underlain byva group of rocks
vhich are members of the Yavapai schist serieé, of the older pre-Cambrian.
The dominant rock type; which forms the host rock at the mine, is very
dark greenish or nearly black, fine-grained, dense;,qrystalline material
wvhich in piaces is gradational into coarser-grained, lighter-colored varieties
‘of the some material. The rocks are.massive; or gneissoid and are schistoge
in a few places. The roéks haﬁe the appearance of being metamorphosed basalt,
diorite, or gabbro, but metamorphosed sediments do not appear to be present

in the area. A large biotite-monzonite dike is present near the eastern

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edge of the prbperty and undoubtedly other dikes exist but they

. do not appear to be noteworthy features on the propefty.

The French-Lily mine is developed on & vein-like deposit
of quartz vhich contains relatively small amounts of metal. The vein
is locolized along o fault whichbstrikes about Nh5°E.and dips obout U45°
NE, aﬁd is néarly~confdrmable to the obscure banding of the host rock.

On levels U and 5 (see Fig. U4) the fault zone ranges in
thickﬁess from 0.1 to three feet. Within this zone quartz forms

elongate-tabular lens-like mosses which are not contihuous, but in

" mony places are sepcrated by short zones of barren gouge. Relatively

- small amounts of pyrite, sphalerite, chalcopyrite and galena cre

associated withvthe_Quartz‘veins. The individual bodies of quartz
vary considerably in thickness but are relotively persiétent along
the strike; in a few cases obtoining & length of 200 or 300 féet. .
few sﬁall ore shoots form in the thickest parts ofvtke vein, ond in o
few places these contain greater than average concentrétion of sulfide
minerals. These ore shoots range from sbout 0.5 feet to 1.3 feet thick
and hove o strike lengfh‘of a few tens of feef. The . largest ond richest
of these 6re shoots have been essentially mined out.

| Lvidence of mineralization has been traced along the TFrench-
Lily‘fault,for mony hundreds of feet but large,vrich or profitable concen-
trotions of ore have not been found at any ploce alohg it. About 3000
feet southeost of the French—Lily mihe, in an area where the applicants

proposed some exploration drilling, o crosscut trench has exposed 3 quaritz
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velns, cach cbout .7 feet thick. Two of these veins are composed of white

quortz strongly stoined with menganese ox1des. The other vein is thoroughly

iron-stoined snd pitted with leached cavities which indicate the former

presence of sulfides. These veins are traceable on the surface for only

Lo of 50 feet aﬁd apparently are of little significance. |
PRODUCTION AND ORE RESERVES

It is believed all of the lorgest ond richest concentrations

of ore in the French-Lily deposit have been mined out (see Stopes on I'ig.

3 and Fig. k), and the remoining ore bodies in the develcned port of the
mine are too small and too low grade to Justlly mining. An unknown, but
probably smoll omount of oxidized gold ore was produced from the upper
workingsAand adbout 4,000 tons of low grade moterial, about half of which

was quurtz—su;fide vein materiol, wos produced from the lower wor.ings.
According to one of the miners sTho worked in the stopes, the vein moter-
{0l was diluted with os much as 3 feet of barren wall rock in an effort

to get sufficient moterial to run the mill ot capacity.

The French-Lily'vein is very persistent along both strike
and dip, and the mineralogy, texture and structure suggest thot it moy
persist for considersble distances beyond the present mine workings.
There is, however, no geological reason to believe the vein &t eny
ploce is lorger or richer than vhere exposed in the présent miné wvorkings.

About 2000 tons of vein meterial and an equol amount of
waste rock ﬁere mined from the stopes bétween‘3 and 5 levels (see Fig.k).
An vnmined pillar containing about 100 tons of ore is_present in the
Floor of No. L level. Using production estimates as a basis, it is
estimated that the vein contoined cbout 15 tons of ore pef‘foot of depth,

cnd thot inferred reserves velow level No.' 5 are about of this some
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ovrder of maghitude. The vein is o type thet might.reasonably be expectéd
to continue a few hundred feet below level No. 5; fhcrefgre,.7'or 8 thous-
and tons of inferred ore reserves of submarginal.gfadeian1be pfesent.

Sempling by the DHElvexamineré (see TFig. 1) indicates the
minerolized portion of the mined zones contalned cn average of ubout k.o
percent zinc, 0.7 percent copper, 0.6 vercent lead and 1.l ounces of
silver ond 0.3 ounces of Zold per ton. The inferred reserves ore probubly
sbout the same grude. Sqmples'taken by the DMEA examiners ore shown on
Fig. b, and the approXiﬁate locotions of somwles tulken by C. H. Dunﬁing,
lining Engineer, who représents the applicont, are shown.on Fig. 3.

In the‘areu'of the unplicunt's proposed dicmond drilling,
about 3,000 feet south of the French-Lily mine, 3 narrow veins are ex-
posca in o shaliow:trench. The éx;miners estimate thot ﬁhese veins nrob-

~

ably contain obout 2 tons of ove per foct of depth, and the grode of ore

ig probobly lower thén ot the mine. These narfdw, diScontinuous veins
oppeor to be foo-small o Justify cdditioncl exploroation.
" CONCLUSIORS -

Bxtensive explorution and development of & relatively ver-
sistentvquartz-sﬁifide vein ot -the French-Lily mine reéulﬁed in the dis-
covery and mining of minor concentratiohs of submorginal zinc-copper-leod
ore. Undoubtedly small umounts of similar ore would be found by wdditionuvl
explofatidn but there is no geological reason to expect un increqse in the
degree or extept of mineralization slong the strike of the vein or ot
greater dépths. It is unlikely that this mine will ever be productive,

a conclusion with which lMr. Dunning, representing the applicont, seems -

to be fully in unreement.





'RECOMLZNDATION
It is\fecbmmended that this application for Government
aid in exploration be denied because the unfovoruble geological coan-

ditions indicate that significont awounts of ore will not be discov-

The French Lily minei% Yavapai County, Ariz. vas examined by
the Defense Mgznei'als Exploration Administration in response to an
applica.tion for Governmental aid in an exploration project, pursuant
to DMEA Order 1, under the Defense Production Act of 1950, as
amended, The application, made by the Arizona~Htah Copper Mines
Company, was docketed as DMEA-~3361, It proposed an exploration
. project designed to develo‘p’i'eserves of copper~lead-zinc ore
principa]ly below existing mine workings. The estimated total ‘cost
of the project, set up in 2 stages, was $271,000,00. |

The examination, made to determine if the requested aid would
be justified, was carried out August 10, to 12, 1954 by T. M. Romslo,
U, S. Bureau of Mines and J, N, Faick, Us S. Geological SMey.

 LOGATION, ACCESSIBILITY AND PHYSICAL FEATURES A
% The French Lily mine is about 60 air miles west of morth from
Phoeh:ix, Ariz. (i‘igure 1). It may be reached from Phoenix by
traveling 62 miles north on State Highway 69 to Cordes, thence 7.5
miles westerly on the winding, graded Crown King road to Cleator,
and thence 1.5 mile}s south on a graded road to the mine, The nearest
railroad shipping point is at the Blue Bell siding of the Atehison,
Topeka, and Santa Fe Railway. The siding is adjacent to State
Highway 69 at aboui 7 miles north of Cordes,
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The French Lily mine is situated on the eastern fdothills of
the Bradshaw Mountaiﬁs at an altitude of about 3,200 feet, The
topography of the mine area is moderately rugged, Vegetation is
confined to forage grasses and a light growth of shrubs and cacti,

A branch of Poland Creek, an intermittent stream that flows south-
‘i\resterly, traverses the mine area.

Summers are hot and winters are mild, Precipitation of about
20 inches annually occurs mainly as heavy thunder showers during the
summer,

~ HISTORY AND PRODUCTION

There is no readz.ly availablé information on the French Lily
mine prior to 1922 when the area was visited by Lindgren%/ At that time
the mine was owned by Grove Brothers, of nearby Mayer. The mine had
been developed by an incline 190 feet long, with 250 feet of drifts
oﬁ the second level, It was being worked for gold., One carload of_
ore had been shipped and some ore was produced in 1923. The mine
probably was shut down before 1925, '

During 1934 to 1937, Pat Moran operated the mine on a loan
from the lieconstruction Finance Corporation. The old shaft was
extended to the second lével and a new shaft, started by’the previous
operator, was deepened from the second to the third level, Some drift-
ing was done on }both of these levels., A flotation mill was built and
operated probably 2 months before all operations were terminated and
all major equipment was sold,

Late in 1937, Sam Cochran, relocated the property and did a _
little exploratory work before selling out to John Nezik., Mr. Nezik
produced 2 or 3 carloads of gold ore before 1945 vhen the property
was purchased by the Cedar-Talisman Consolidated Mining Company. The
company re-equipped the mine and mill, deepened the new shaft to
the fourth level and run several hundred feet of drifts. Approxi-
mately 4,000 tons of ore was milled, Zinc and copper concentrates
yielded a net smelter return of about $50,000,00, according to the
applicant, Operations were discontinued late in 1953,

The appiicant, the Arizona-~Utah Mines Company, purchased the
property in January 1954, Since then, operations have been confined

i:o a few rounds of di‘ifting, repair work, b.nd Ppumping operations.

PROPERTY AND OWNERSHIP
The French Lily mine is located on a property comprising a group
of 11 unpatented lode mining claims, probably in secs.

PRESENT STATUS

The mine is developed by 2 inclined shafts, approximately 3,500
feet of drifting on 5 levels and several raises and stopes (figure 3).

The old shaft and some of the workings from it are inaccessible. Thé
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new shaft is timbered to 2 compa.fments with an overall measurement
of 6 feet by 9 feet in the clear, It is bottomed at about 50 feet
below the lowest 1evei that was designated as the 550 level on the
applicantt®s map, The examining team found the lowest level to be
456 feet from the collar of the shaft, Water enters the mine, mainly
from the surface, at ‘an average rate of about 20 gallons per minute.
The water level is being maintained below the bottom level by
pumping one shift daily, The stopes between levels 3, 4, and 5, are
open but were not examined because of unsafe conditions caused by
rotting.of timber stulls that support the back. The largest stope
appears to b-e about 60 feet long, 80 feet high and about 3 feet
wide, The maximum thickness of the vein zone, in ﬁhis and other
stopes mined to widths up to 4 feet, was probably about 2 feet,
According to one of the miners of the Cemealiénan operation,

vein material was diluted with up to 3 feet of barren footwall

rock in an attempt to maintain a 3-shift milling schedule,

GEOLOGY OF THE DEPOSIT

The French Lily deposit occurs in Yavapai Schist that forms
extensive outcrops over much of the property. Other outcropping
rocks appear to be confined to a few small zones, probably dikes,
of biotite-monzonite near the eastern portion of the property.

Ore mineralization is confined to discontinuous stringers and
lenses of quartz associated with fractured schist and gouge that
fills a shear zone which is approximately parallel to foliation of
the schist, At the mine, the shear zone strikes an average of about
N. 45° W, and dips about 45° to the nortﬁasz.few widely scattered,
small iron stained zones on the surface indicated the shear zone
may extend southeastward to the area of proposed diamond drillixi,g.
In this area, about 3,000 feet from the French Lily mine, 3 qua_.rtz.
veins each about 0.7 feet thick, have been crosscut by a shallow
trench about 10 feet long. Two of the veins are composed of white
quartz strongly stained wj.th'manganese oxides, The quartz of the
other vein, at the footwall of the zone, is brecéié.téd and thoroughly
‘iron-stained, Many small vugs in the quartz indicate removal of
su}fides, probably pyrite, bj' leaching, The veins are traceable
for about 15 feet to the north and 25 feet to the south of the
trenche

At the mine, on levels 4 and 5, the shear zone raﬁges in 'thick-r
‘ness from about. 1 inch to approximately 3 feet, Portions of the
zone are composed wholly of gouge. At other placés the‘g;ouge is
associated with fractured schist and barren or mineralized quartz veins.





The most extensively mineralized portions of the zone are lens:-
like deposits containing quartz-sulfide veins up to 6 inches thick.
These deposits, up to 1,3 feet thick and a few tens of feet in
length, have been essentially mined out.

Sampling indicates the mineralized portion of the mined zones
‘contained an average of about 4.9 percent zinc, 0,7 percent copper,
0.6 percent lead, and l.1 ounces of silver and 0.3 ounce of gold per
ton,

ORE RESERVES

Essentially all of the most significant concentrations of vein
material have been mine@_—out. Consequently, potential reserves in ‘
the mine area are confined to vein material that may occur below
existing wrkings‘. As .1itt1e or no increase in the degree or extent
of miner'alizationcaﬁ be expected, the potential reserves should be
similar to the vein material produced from between levels 3 and 5,
Here, total production was 4,000 tons of which not over 2,000 tons
was vein materiai containing an eétimated 4,9 percent zinc, 0,7

percent copperj 0.6 percent lead, and a silver and gold content of

1.1 ounces and 0,3 ounce per ton, respectively:, On this basis, the
potential reserves of similar grade vein material is estimated at
15 tons per foot of depth, These reserves do not constitute ore
because development costs alone would exceed their value,

In the area of proposed diamond drilling, the potential reserves
have Been estimated at 2 tons per foot of depth, There is no reason

to believe the degree of ore mineralization would be greater than the

estimated grade of reserves at the mine,

~ CONCLUSIONS
The French Lily deposit has been extensively explored and
develéped ﬁwith tfae result that only minor concentrations of sub-—
margma.l zinc-copper-tead ore have been encountered and essentially
mined out. Ceological conditions indicate the deposit will persist
with depth with no material increase in the degree and/or extent of

ore mineralization,

RECOMMENDAT ION
Denial of the requested assistance on proposed exploratory

work at the French Lily mine is recommended because the possibility

of encountering sig;nificant amounts of copper—lead~zinc ore are

unfavorable,
