Beaconi Company, the drilling having been done with a wagon drill bt many 
holes were successfully probed and the indicationsare ite prcmising,agpod 
number of the hales being highly mineralized. For location of old drill holes 
see maps attached hereto marked Exhibits 5-B1 and 5-B-2.

Dear Mr. Norris: 


In reference to your letter of Nov. 1, l9SLi., the following 
material is a discussion of the Marble Canyon properties owned 
by Universal Allied Uranium Corporation. 


These properties are located on a Triassic section of sediments 
the base of which is the Moenkopi formation. Overlying the 
Moenkopi unconformably is the Shinarump Conglomerate a major 
uranium producer on the Colorado Plateau. The Shinarump in 
turn is overlain by the Chinle formation which is al&e a uranium 
producer and which has a favorable potential in this area. 
Toward the western end of the claims, the chinle formation is 
overlain by the Glen Canyon Group of sediments, a Jurassic 
section. 


Structurally, the properties occupy the western flank of a 
doubly plunging anticline the axis of which is approximately 
one mile to the northeast. In addition, there is a monocline 
about one half mile to the north. There are no major faults 
in the area, but there is evidence of much jointing. 


Since so many deposits occur in so called channels caused by 
erosion of the Moénkopi and by deposition of the Shinaruinp 
into these depressions, the contact zone between the MOenkopi 
and the Shinarump was studied in detail. The results were 
favorable and several channels were obse,rved. In many places 
radioactivity was detected with a counter and was usually 
associated with carbon, copper, iron, gypau1 and slight traces 
of vanadium. The rim exposure between El Pequito #2 and 
El Pequito# iS claims has a channeling feature. The count is 
about .10% U308 equivalent and is associated with copper, iron 
and carbon. This channel appears to be about 150 feet wide 
and 20 feet deep. Further to the northeast is another channel 
of a much larger size. It s about 1200 feet wide and over
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200 feet deep. The count varies fiom .10% to .50% Uo8 equivalent and it is also associated with copper, ir6n, and 
carbon, This exposure is located on the El Pequito #23 claim. 
This channel turns and outcrops again along the El :Pequito #10 and El Peguito #9 claims and again there is count ranging from 
.10% to .50% U08 equivalent. Along the north rim of the 
canyon dividing the El Pequito and the Fehfu groups of claims, 
the count ranges from .10% to .50% U08 equivalent. This 
appears to be the flood plain portioi of the large channel 
mentioned previously. There are two channels showing on the 
rim of the mesa that is occupied-by the Fehfu group of claims, 
The channel exposed on the Fehfu #19 claim is about 300 feet 
wide and 30 feet deep. The count is about .10% U 30 equivalent, 
and there is a presence of carbon and iron, Not aLl of this 
channel outcrop is accessable; so it is impossible to determine 
whether there is more intensive radioactivity or not, The 
channel outcroping along the Feh.fu #1 and Fehfu #2 claims is 
also about 300 feet wide and 30 feet deep, The count ranges 
from .10% to .75% U308 equivalent and is associated with coppa, iron and carbon. 


The initial development drilling program was performed for 
the purpose of proving or disproving the continuation of these 
channel trends, The program was not designed to explore for 
and to block out ore bOdies, While In the process of using drill Information to determine the Structure of the area,It 
Was quite surprising to find out that so many of the holes 
were mineralized', This is favorable because the holes are 
seperatedfroin several hundred to over a thousand feet apart, 
In the process of drilling f or ore bodies drilling grids of 
100 foot centers have missed many ore bodies, From the struc-
ture iimps that were made from the drilling program, the channt 
trends are fairly weli.defined, The two'channels that outcrop 
on the mesa occupied by the Fehfu group of claims seem to join 
about in the middle of the Fehfu #Li. cThim and to continue as 
one toward Fehfu #10, 11 and 13 claims. The large channel 
outcroping on the El Pequito #23 claim turns and traverses 
through the El Pequlto #8, 9 arid 10 claims • The small channel 
outcroping betweem El Pequito #2 and El Pequito #15 appears to join another large channel on El Pequito #1L. and the large 
channel then seems to trend ma westerly direction toward the 
El Pequito #19 and the Fehfu #lL., and 15 claims. The possibility 
can now be seen Of a possible junction of this large westerly 
trending channel with the channel trending in a northerly
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Universal Allied Uranium Corp. 	 -3-	 il/8/51. 
direction f rain the Fehfu group of claims. This would b ,e a., 
very favorable condition to have geologically and is well worth 
the additional drilling to prove 	 to disprove this condition. 


Also additional drilling should be performed along the proven 
channel trends. Due to the favorable structure now shown 
combined with the numerous mineralized drill holes and with 
the several ore holes, the area is well worth the additional 
drilling necessary to develop the area to its fullest extent. 


I hope that this information will be of assistance to you in 
your program, and if any additional Information is needed
