Field Team 
Report.:	 The application was not referred to the field for 


investigation and is being recommended for denial on the 
basis o1information submitted with the application and 
comments by Walter R. A.shwill and Millard L. Reyner of 
the Phoenix, Arizona, Sub-Office of the A.E.C. 


Ashwill inspected the subject property on February 2, 
1955, and took scintiflometer readings at mine discovery 
pits. With a backgrond of .007j4R/hr., the highest 
reading was .15 and the average .057. The most radioactive 
pit was found on an adjacent propey where a selected 
specimen assayed •185 per cerrt U 0 radiometrically. The 
reddish granite and associated pgmatites carry an







"anomalous" amount of thorium and some uranium, and 
Ashwill noted that interesting amounts of rare earths 
are reported to be present. He thought that the uranium 
might be extracted as a by-product in a rare earth-thorium 
operation. 


Reyner inspected the Taylor property and part of the 
Brant property, adjoining the property covered by the 
present application. He reported that anomalous radio-
activity in the area is more or less confined to small 
scattered spots, rather than a broad zone. Most of the 
radioactivity is due to the presence of thorium and is 
associated with pegmatite dikes, a little fluorite, and 
some chalcedonic quartz. He believed that unless the 
owners can delineate a fairly broad area of anomalous 
radioactivity of such extent that it could contain several 
million tons if it persisted to a depth of 'thre or four 
hundred feet, the property does not warrant Government 
participation in exploration. 


Commodity Committee Members' Comments: 


Geological Survey - E. L.Newcornb, January 5, 1955: 


Notes lack of supporting data in application outlining 
the objectives of the drilling program or justifying the 
proposed work. A spectrographic analysis attached to the 
application includes along list of metals, but uranium was 
not found in the specimen analyzed, and thorium and rare 
earths are reported only as "present." It is reasonable to 
assume that thorium and rare earths are present in such 
small amounts as to be indeterminable by the spectrographic 
method. 


On March iL', 19, after reviewing the recently re-
ceived reports on the property by Ashwill and Reyner, 
Newcomb recommended orally to N. Ching that the application 
be denied without further investigation. 


Bureau of Mines - John B. Crawford, March lii, 1955: 


Discussed application with Washington representative 
of the A.B.C. and with the rare earth specialist for the 
Bureau of Mines. All a greed' that the application should 
be denied. The spectrographid analysis of a selected 
samplefrom the claim indicated only a trace of thorium 
and no uranium. No other favorable data was provided by 
the Applicant.

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Rare and Miscellaneous 'Metals Division: 
Michael Ching March 14, 1955: 


The Applicant does not appear competent to adequately 
carry out an exploration project. His description of the 
land under 3(a) of the application is unintelligible. The 
total estimated cost, stated as 37 1600,00, does not check 
with the total of listed costs, which amounts to $38,6OO.00. 


The application as a whole is obviously inadequate, but 
there may be some significance in the fact that the only 
specific information regarding mineralization on the property, 
a spectrographic analysis of a selected specimen, reveals 
only a trace of thorium and no uranium. 


Examinations of this and neighboring properties by 
A.E .C. field men indicate that anomalous radioactivity, due 
mostly to the presence of thorium, is confined to small, 
scattered spots. ScintilIometer readings at nine discovery 
pits failed to show the presence of ore grade material. 


Conclusions and Recommendations: 


The possibility of making a significant discovery on 
this property is poor. It is recommended that the appli-
cation be denied.

I have reviewed the application of Armstrong, Wotkyns, 
and Goss, DIA Docket 36214; and I have discussed it with Joseph 
0. Hosted, Washington representative of the Atomic Energy Corn-
mission, and Frank D. Lamb, rare earths specialist for the Bureau 
of Mines.


We agree that the application be denied. The results 
of spectrographic analyses of selected sarxle material from the 
claims of Armstrong, Wotkyns, and Goss indicate that only a trace 
of thorium was present in the material and no uranium was found 
at all. No other data was provided by the applicant which woad 
indicate an examination of the property is warranted. 


Because Mr. Wotkyns has inferred that an Atomic Energy 
Commission representative may have made an examination of miner-
alization on adjacent claims, Mr. Hosted has requested Ernest-
Thurlow, Atomic Energy- Commission, Salt Lake City, Utah, to have 
EC, Phoenix, Arizona, sub-office personnel, make an examination 


of the Armstrong, Wotkyns, Goss properties. Results of the exami-
nation have not been made available to Mr. Hosted.

Subject: Review of application 


The applicant describes his proposed exploration as 
"prospect drilling to locate underground ore bodies as presently 
indicated by 'hot spots' in various location holes." 


There is no supporting data which . either outlines the 
objectives of the drilling program or justifies the applicant's 
request for DMEA exploration assistance. The one map submitted 
merely indicates the location of the claims. The spectrographic 
analysis attached to the application includes a long list of metals, 
but uranium was not found in the specimen which was analyzed, and 
thorium and rare earths are reported only as *present'o It is reason-
able to assume that thorium and rare earths are present in such 
small amounts as to be indeterminable by the spectrographic method. 


The description of the proposed drilling as "prospect 
drilling" probably is an accurate expression of the nature of the 
work; however, he mentions 'hot spots' in location holes. A request 
should be made for more information about the results obtained in 
these previous holes. 


We do not have any information available in our files on 
the applicant's claim groups. 


The application in its present form does not provide 
sufficient data for a geological evaluation. 


I noted in the Field Team letter of December 3, 19514 to 
Mr. G. E. Wotkyns that the last paragraph stated "Upon the receipt 
of your application the Region IV Field Team will have field
