I have reviewed the subject application and the reports
of Leonid Bryner (USGS) and T. M. Romslo (USBM). It was their
observation that limited quantities of ore occurred as sparsely
distributed lenses or pods on the limestone-quartzite contact in
areas where folding and fracturing had prepared the country rock
for replacement. The largest replacement maess had measured about
20 feet in strike and dip length and 3 feet in thickness. Combined
zinc, lead and copper vaelue were in the order of 6 percent.

The field examiners concluded that the application should
be denied since the masses were too sparsely distributed and too
small to form an attractive target.

- I agree with their observations and would also note that
the complexity and leaness of the ore would make the property non-
commercial unless the ore was present in such large quantities as
to permit the economies of mass production.

The Moonlight zinc-lead~copper claims in Cochise County, Ariz,
were examined for the Defense_Minerals Exploration Administration
in connection with an application for Governmental éxylofation aid
by Charles Lamm, Tucson, Ariz.

Major mining equipment on the property is confined to an old
110 c.f.m, airscompressor., The compressor, and air drills, steel,
bits, pipe, and misce]ilaneous other equipment stored at Tombstone,
are owned by Joe Escapule, He has agreed to sell all necessary
mining equipmént and supplieé to the applicant.

Milling equipment consists of the crushing and grinding unit,
and air-table concentrator that presently is being installed. This
equipment, poorly designed in my opinion, was manufactured at Tucson,
Ariz, by the Montford Manufacturing Co., Montford, Wis. Mr. Allen
said he was manager of the company's Tucson plant and that Charles
Lamm, the applicant, is president of the company.

g Exhibit L suggests that the applicant is considering the use
of a dry concentration process, and Exhibit J 6b indicates supervision,
engineering and consulting services will approximate 4o percent of a
T-man payroll.

The application, although prepared with considexrable care,
fails %o provide informetion that is necessary for an understanding
and evaluatiocn of the proposed work. Y therefore recommend that
the appliostion be referred to the Reglon IIY Field Team for field
roviev and possible examination of the clains 4f dilcuuion with the
.ppmcmt indicates thet to be the proper &ourse,

The application in its present corndition gives very little
data by which to gauge ths width, grede or nature of the mineralized
structure to de explored. Exhibit J 5b, & section showing existing
mine workings, the proposed 130-foot raise to the surface, and the
propoped wineing suggests the presence of several mineralized
structures at some angle to the strike of the 300-foot adit, but the
section iteell is entitled Longitudinsl Saction Along Vein. The
assays submitted suggest a complex silverscopper-lead-zinc ore, wiieh
may well be toc lesn for smelting ore and too complex to respond to
norsal concentrating practice.

Exhibit I suggeststhat the ;pp&:cm is considering the use
of s dry concentration process, and Exhibit J 6b indicates supsrvision,
englneering and consulting services will spproximate 4O percent of a
T-man payroll. Both of thése elements stould be investigated as baving
bearing on the capability of the spplicaxt as & manager. In this
regard it 1s noted that the lssse provides that the lessor is to be
the mine foreman, an elsment that wight or might not be satisfactory.
