The application was referred to the Tucson office by your 
letter of January 9, 1956, and examination of the property was deferred 
until the latter part of March at the specific request of the applicant. 
It appears that the underground workings are not accessible and that 
information in addition to that obtained during the prior examination 
(DMEA 3699) cannot be secured by a re-examination. 


From data obtained from the A. E. C. and from the fact that the 
workings were allowed to flood, it appears that the workings do not 
contain significant amounts of uranium ore and that the denial recommenda-
tion made wider DNEA Docket 3699 is justified. 


I suggest that the docket be closed. Should the workings be 
made accessible for examination at some future date, a new application 
would be accepted for processing.

Leonid Bryner talked by phone to Mr. Kinnon today, to 
make final arrangements to examine the Copper Kid claims, and learned 
that the workings were now flooded and inaccessible. This property 
had been leased by Kinnon to Ike Kusisto, who locally is well known 
as a competent operator and contractor. Kusisto rehabilitated some 
of the workings and drove a few feet of drift and abandoned the 
operation. He quit, according to Kinnon, because he could not meet 
a stipulation in the lease that all values in the ore were to be 
recovered, i.e., silver and uranium. AEC geologists say Kusisto 
quit when he ran out of ore in the drift. 


Apparently Kinnon does not intend to work the Copper Kid 
property but is now looking for another lessee to reopen the workings. 
As these are now inaccessible and as the property has previously been 
denied as DMEA 3699, and as little new work has been done since the 
first examination, we can see little reason-to keep this application 
active. Kinnon apparently intends to do more work on the property 
but we do not know when this will be. 


We recommend that this application be placed in the in-
active files.

I have reviewed the attached application of the Deer Trail 
Mining Company, DWA Docket 4103, dated December 3 and received, in 
this office December 22. I have also discussed it with Joseph 0. 
Hosted, Washington representative of the Atomic Energy Commission. 


The applicant has requested Federal assistance to explore 
for uranium on 6 unpatented mining c1lma in Maricopa County, Arizona. 
The proposed exploration project consists of extending the existing 
inclined shaft (73 degrees) an additional 160 feet at $75 per foot 
of shaft ind drifting and crosscutting on the 100-foot. and 200.-foot 
levels for a total of 420 feet at $0 per foot. The total estimated 
cost of the program is $14,775. 


A previous. application for DI4EAI assistance (Docket 3699) 
concerning the same property was denied because of the insignificant 
amount of mineralization showing on the surface. Inasmuch as sub-
sequent work by the--applicant has shown indications that economic-
grade material may exist in the now dewatered inclined shaft, perhaps 
the property would merit a field examination. 


We recommend that the application be sent to the field for 
review and examination if warranted, and that the field team consult 
with Be Be Thurlow, Chief, Atomic Energy Commission, Salt Lake City,

The application pertains to the same ,prospect as did application 
No. 3699, which was denied on reconnnendation of the Field Team after an 
examintion of near surface workings.. 


Following the denial (about June 1955) the applicant, a mining 
engineer, cleaned out and unwatered the shaft and drifts and crosscuts 
at the 43 level. 


Sampling results submitted in this application would seenLto 
suggest the existance of significant uranium mineralization, along with 
silver and lead, as:


.12% eU308 
3' level silicified schist 16" (Wright) .15% eU308 11.1 Oz Ag 3.4b Pb 


43" level across F.W. 91* (Wright)	 .49% eu308 711. Oz Ag 5.22% Pb 
43Z level across F.W. 36" (Manning)	 .20% eU308 15.4 oz Ag 8.0% Pb 


Several assays were reported in the first application, No. 3699, 
one, from the dump, as high as 11.8% eU308. The best sample taken by the 
examiners gave 0.OLI.% eU303. It came from a veinit in the shaft, 1 to 2 
inches wide and about 1.5 feet in vertical extent. Just why there should 
be such i. wide difference is not apparent, but the lack of confirmation 
in the first instance suggests there will again be a lack of agreement. 


As a result of the cleanup work done without assistance, the 
applicant now proposes doubling the exploratory work. That the outlook 
is now more favorable may be questioned. 


An evaluation of . the new information by the examiners and Field 
Team is needed and referral is recommended.
