Field Team Report: January, 1957: M,H. Salsbury, USBM & D.P. Elston, USGS:

The potential ore-bearing sandstone in the general area is
the Shinarump member of the Chinle formmation of Triassic age. On the
subject property the Shinarump forms a bench and ranges from 30 to 113
feet thick. Channels are present where the sandstone fills scours in
uhderlying Moenkopi formation. Large channels on the property are not
favorable sites for ore deposition because they are relatively free of
mudstone seams and layers which act as traps.

Three uranium ore deposits are known in the general area of
the subject property. The nearest is the E1 Pequito, about 2% miles
to the northeast, which produced 38 tons of 0.18% U308 ore, and has
estimated reserves of 362 tons.

The second deposit, on the Big Blue claim, is about 5 miles
to the southwest. It produced 38 tons of ore averaging 0,27% U308,
and has estimated reserves of 160 tons. It lies in the Chinle above
the Shinarump member.





The third deposit is the Sun Valley mine, about 10 miles to
the southwest. It produced 370 tons of ore averaging 0.28% U308, and
has estimated reserves of 1,268 tons.,

The E1 Pequito and Sun Valley deposits lie in small Shinarump
channels containing relatively more mudstone seams and layers than the
larger channels on the Little Joe claims. It is possible that small
deposits might be found in subsidiary channels on the subject property,
but they would not be of sighificant size.

A DMEA project was approved under Docket No, DMEA-3612 on the
Marble Canyon Uranium, Inc., property, 8 miles to the northeast.
Thirteen out of 20 authorized holes were completed with negative results.
Termination of the contract has been recommended.

An application under Docket No. DMEA-3532, covering a
property a short distance to the” north, was withdrawn after wm field
examination was made., A subsequent private drilling program was
generally negative in results. Applications under Docket Nos. L1289 and
3867, in this general area, were denied,

Since the known ore bodies in the area are few and: small and
are generally found in small channels, the chances of finding significant
deposits in the large channels on the subject property are poor. It is
recormended that the application be denied.

Conclusions and Recommendations:

The Helicopter Exploration Company, 304 N. 26th Avenue, Yakima,
Washington, has applied for DMEA assistance to explore their Little Joe
claims near Navajo Bridge, Coconino County, Arizona. N .

The property was examined on November 20, 1956, by M. H. Salsbury .
of the U. S. Bureau of Mines, and D. P, Elston of the U. S. Geological Sur-
vey. The company proposed drilling an unspecified amount of drill holes at
an estimated total cost of $25,000, with Government participation at $18,750.

The claims are staked on a bench formed by the Shinarump member of
upper Triassic age. The Shinarump ranges from 30 to 113 feet in thickness,
and, although no ore deposits have been found in larger channels northeast
of the claim, there is reported wide-spread, weakly mineralized ground in at
least one of the large channels. Exploration of a similar large Shinarump
channel on the Jasper group (DMEA 3867) some 10 miles to the southwest was
denied after a field examination. — .

In view of the fact that the known ore bodies in the area are in
small channels and that large channels in the area are not known to contain
ore deposits, the examining team concludes that DMEA assistance for drilling
on the Little Jo claims should be denied. I concur with the recommendations
of the examining team. The Atomic Energy Commission was consulted in connec-
tion with this application.

INTRODUCTION ARD SUMMARY

The Helicopter Exploration Company, 304 N. 26th Avenue, Yakima, Washington,
applied for DMEA assistance for exploration on the Little Joe Nos. 1 - 27 claims,
Sec. 33, T. 40 N.;, R. T E., Gila and Salt River Base and Meridian, Coconino
County, Arizona on August 27, 1956. The application was referred to the field
and an examination of the property was made on November 20, 1956. The DMEA
examining team was accompanied by Mr. Carl Brady, a partner in the company, and
by Messrs., Phillip H. McCary and E. C. Hutéhinscn, éonéulting geologists retained
by the applicant. E

A program of exploration consisting of‘an unébecified amount of drilling
at an estimated cost of.$25,000.00415 proposed b& the applicant. Govérnment
participation at 75 percent would.be $18,750.00. ) '

The proposed exploration area is on a high bench which overlooks Marble
Canyon and the Navajo Bridge over the Colorado River. The claihs are stakéa'on
the Moenkopi and Chinle formations of Triassic age. The Shinarump member, ﬁhich
is the basal member of the Chinle formation, forms the bench and is the "ore-
bearing sandstone" in the area. It consists of fine- tb coarse-grained sandstone,
conglomeratic sandstone; and minor interbedded mudstone. Its thickness on the
claims ranges from abouf 30 to 113 feet. The Shinarump member unconforﬁably
overlies the early and middle Triassic Moenkopi formétion.

In the general area there are two known uranium ore deposits in the
Shinarump member. The nearest is 3% miles to the northeast while the other is

about 10 miles southwest of the subject property. Both deposits are localized in
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small, shallow scours which are about 15 feet deep. Production and reserves are
small, toﬁaling less than 500 tons each. No ore deposits have been found in the
larger channels northeast of the claims although there is reported widespread
weakly mineralized ground in at»leasf one of the large channels.

Ihere is no evidence for a significant occﬁrrence of mineralized rock
on the claims, but the lower part of the Shinarump member and its lower contact
are ipaccessible except in the southwestern part of the claimé.

A definite exploration plan was not presented in thé application, but
the applicant'’s geologist, Mr. McCary, outlined a program in the field which
entails the evaluation of each hole as it is drilled. The déta would be used
to determine the location of each succeeding hole. Thé objective of this drilling,
which would total about 8,500 feet, is to find structures favorable for ore.

The penetration of ore by the drill would be fortuitous. If any structures; or
channels are found that are believed to be favorable for ore, the applicant would

‘l'then submit an application for exploration drilling to:find ore in these
structures.

In view that the known ore bodies in the general area are few and
small, and that these are in small channels, and that large channels in the area
do not contain ore deposits, it is believed that assistance by DMEA for
prospect drilling on the Little Joe claims is not warranted. It is recommended

that the applicant's request for CGovermment assistance in exploration be denied.
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porthern part of the property and general geological information. The Atomic

Energy Cormission was consulted as to ore production of the area.

LOCATION, TOPOGRAPHY, AND PHYSICAL FEATURES

Tee property is in Sec. 33, T. 40 N., R. 7 E., Gila and Salt River
Base and Meridian, Coconimo County, Arizona (fig. 1). The claims are located
on & broad bench which overlooks Marble Canyon and the Navejo Bridge over the
Colorado River. Om the northwest the ﬁopoyaphy rises with increasing steépness
to & cliff which borders the Paria Plateau at an elevation of about 6,600 feet.
The elevetion of the claim area is about 4,000 feet, which is 400 feet above the
floor of a wide valley, in which the Colorado River has incised Marble Canyon.

. The climate of the area is generally arid, hot in summer and moderate
in winter with violent storms of short duration at any season. Surface operafions
are feasible throughout the year.

Merble Canyon is 80 miles by paved highway from the Atomic Energy
Commission buying station at Tuba City, Arizona and 166 miles from Flagstaffg
Arizons, the nearest source of supplies. | |

The claims can be reached by 4-wheel drive vehicles over either of
two poor, steep, access roads. The road distance is about 8 miles from paved
U. S. Highwey 89. | '

There are no unusual problems of acé’essibility, supply, power or labor.
The cost of supplying water for wet. drilling is high because of the very steep
road fram the valley, and d.ry drilling techniques are used as much as possible.
Nevajo Indian labor is available, and commercial eontra‘gtors » Who would be
employed on the preposed project, would furnish necessary personnel and camp
facilities.
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| EISIORY, PRODUCTION, AND PROPERTY OWNERSHIP
. Exploration of the Marble Canyon area for uranium dates from 1952.

"~ Some reconnaissance has been _ca.rrigd. on by the Atomic Energy Co,mmiséion and the

U. S. Geologicai Survey is m‘p.}ppipgv the geology of the area on a scaie of 1/24000.

There have been several exploration projects and one DMEA lpro:jeet in |
the area. Work under docket No. DMEA 3612, contract Idm-E 816 was started in
September, 1955 by Marble Canyon Uranium, Inc., on the Red Wing on the Red Wing
claims 8 miles northeast of the applicant's claims. The geologist on this project
was Mr. McCary. The objective was exploration of the "Hartley sandstone” |
of the Chinle fofma,tion. The operator also wanted to drill through the Shinarump
member which is 200 feet deeper but this was not approved. Thirteen out of 20
authorized stage I holes were completed with négatiire’ results. The operator
drilled several holes into the Shinarump member without Government assistance.
These holes gave negative results also. Termination of the contract was requested
and has been recommended by the Grand Junction office.

In Décemberg 1955, an application was made under docket No. DMEA 3532
covering the northerly portion of the McCary-Béa'.gom property which adjoins the
applicant’s claims on the north. The applicati:)n was withdrawn after a field
examinetion was made. Mr. McCary states that the applicant, the Universal Allied
Uranium Corporation, afterwards carried on a dx:illing program with generally

negative results. Some ore was penetrated by the drill on the EL Piguito claim,

but production and reserves are small.
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Two other applications for assistance have been made in the area.
Docket No. DMEA 4289, Consumers Agency, Inc., covered the Sam group of claims
in Sec. 2, T. 39 N., R. 6 E., about 4 miles southwest of» the Little Joe claims,
Exploration drilling §f the .Petrified Forest member of the Chinle formation was
propqseci. The Shinarump mei'qber is not exposed and may be absent on this proﬁertyo
The application was denied, | Docket No. DMEA 3867, La Salle ‘Minin.g Company ,
covered the Jasper group in Section 21, T. 39 N., R. 6 E., five miles south of
the Sam group. Exploration drilling ‘of large blanketflike Shinarump sandstone and
conglomerate of unfa,vofable character was proposed. This application was also
denied. Mr. McCary stated that he is now preparing a DMEA application on the Mc
Cary-Beacon EL Pequito claims immediately north of the applicant's Little Joe
claims and southwest of the El Pequito mine. Production from this deposit is
small &and reserves are estimated to be 362 tons.

There has been no production on the applicant's property. Three
properties, which range from about 3%- to 10 miles distant from the Little
Joe claims have produced small tonnages. The following is production

data through August, 1956 as shown by Atomic Energy Commission records:

The applicant company is a partnership consisting of seven individuals,
residents of Yakima County, Washington. None have had previous exploration or
mining experience. They are represented by Carl Brady of 304 N. 26th Avenue,

Yakima, Washingtcn, who serves as manager.
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The applicant had an interest in adjoining property, the B and H
(2 and H ?) claims vwhich they relinquished, and they also had agreed to purchase
32 additional claims, the Mamon group, which Mr. J. O. Baker was to stake.
Only the Little Joe claims were included in the proposed DMEA project.
| The Iittle Joe Nos. 1 through 24 were located on November 18, 1955
by J. 0. Baker of Marble Canyon, Arizona. Later, three more claims, Little
Joe Nos. 25, 26, and 27 were staked by the applicant on ground along the rim
which wasnot covered by the original claims. The Little Joe Nos. 1 through 24
were assigned to the applicant under an option and purchase agreement dated
January 13, 1956, Under the agreement the property is subject to a pérpetual
5 percent royalty on all production, payable to J . O. Baker.' No less than b
othér sets of claims have been located on the same ground. Sta;'tins in May, v
1955, claim locations have been filed at three-'r\nonth or six-month intervels with
the claim descriptions and numbers being identical. The locators and claim names
are different for each filing. Following are data. from notices on one discovery

monument examined in the field:

All of these claims had identical boundary descriptions. Although
they appear to have been located by different individuals s the applicant states
that the locations were made for one person or persons for the purpose of holding
the ground without doing any work. A location -notice for the applicant’s Mtﬁle
Joe cleim No. 18 was found on the ground near the discovery monument. It
apparently had been removed and discarded. It seems obvious that the éu.ecessive

locations made at intervals by different locators, using the same boundary
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descriptions but new claim names, have probably not been made in good faith.
The applicant has furnished a. copy of a title vo‘pinio‘ﬁ by H. K. Magnum, an attorney
of Flagstaff, .Arizor_xa, vhich states that J,' O Baker's le;:ation's are the only
valid ones. Baker appears to have been the oniy lo'éator' who _‘atlt.'empted to ‘do any
development work. He drilled & few shallov wagon drill holes and also constructed
access roads. -

So far as the DMEA examiners were _a.ble to determine in the field, J. O,
Baker's locations constitute the only valid discoveries. There might, howevéf,
be litigation, if the claims ever proved to be ‘cl;f valﬁe. In view of the probable
recomendation for a denial on the project, fuf&her :anestigation was not under-
tai:en.

PRESENT STATUS
Exploration and Deirelopment

Exploration to date on the claims has consisted of building access
roads, and drilling an unknown number of wagon;-drill holes.  No record of the
holes is available. The applicant states that none of the holes _wére over 20
feet deep, the potential ore horizon wasnot reached, and no mineralized rock was
penetrated.

. Mining Equipment and Other Facilities
There are no buildings or equipment —on- the prop_erty.' The applicant

plans to employ contractors to do all work.
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GEOLOGY
Strate exposed on the Little Joe 1 - 2k claims are the Moenkopi form-
. ation of early and middle Tria.ssié_ age which is overlain by the Shinarump
member and the lower shale member ("Echo Peaks member") of the Chinle fofma.tion
of late Triassic age. The Shinarump member forms a bench which is about 400
feet above an extensive plain, developed on the Kaibab limestone of Permian age
south of the property, while west and noz_-thwest bf the bench the topography
rises and about 2,500 feet of strata of Triassic and Jurassic age are exposed
along the eq;ge of the Paria Plateau. 'Ihése strata, in ascending order are e
the "Echo Peaks", Petrified Forest a.nd}0wl Rock members of the Triassic Chinle
formation, about 1,000 feet thick. These are overlain by the Moenave formation P
about 290 feet thick, and the Kayenta formation, about 200 feet thick, of Triassic
or Jurassic age, and the Nevajo sandstone of Jurassic age which is more than
1,000 feet thick. The strata on the claims sﬁrike frbm about N. 53° E. to N.
® 80° E. and dip from 2° S. to 5° NW. About three miles to the east the strata
are flexed into the northerly trending, east facing Echo Cliffs monocline which
has a structural relief of about 750 to 1,000 feet. There are no known faults
on the property although a northwesterly-trendihg fault and two small folds
are exposed in the Moenkopi formation about i mile nox.'theastA of the claims.
The ore-bearing sandstone in the general area is the Shinarump member
of the Chinle formation. In places it is absent, bu{'. in other places, it is g,s ‘\Vf
much as 125 feet thick. On the claims it ranges from about 30 to 113 feet f;hick,
The thicker Sections represent an increased thiékness of both an upper non-
chennel sandstone and a lower sandstone which fills scours in the Moenkopi
formation.
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The Shinarump member is composed of light gray to yellow, fine- to
coarse-gfained, locally conglomeratic sandstone which, in places, grades into
bluish sandy shale. The sandstone is composed of lenticular crossbeds that vary
in texture. Where conglomeratic, the pebbles of quartz and quartzite in places
are in contact with one another and in other places are arranged as chains of
pebbles embedded in sandstone or locally, neer the base of the member, embedded ¢~
in argillaceous sandstone. Silicified fossil wood commonly is preserved as
fossil logs and is abundant, pa.rticular,'l.y:nea.r' the top of the member; some “"trees”
are more than 50 ,feet long. Carbonaceous_‘x;ather thah silicified fossil wood
wag observed only in proximity to uranium mine_ra.ls.

The contact of the Shinarump member with the underlying Moenkopi
formation is unconformable. Scours in the Moenkopi formation renge from about
five feet to 60 feet deep. In cross~-section the scours are as§ﬁﬂetrical wvith
the steep or cut bank on the south or west side‘. Where there are no apparent
channels, the Shinarump member overlies a 15;;o§t ve\_\ry-fine grained silty sand-
stone bed in the Moenkopi ‘fo,rmation. The la.rger scoﬁrs have cut into and through
this bed. Sandstone of the Shinarump member has filled these scours with the
result that the channels on outcrop may be obscure as 'they are represented by a
faint contact line which transects the bedding of what appears to be a continuous
sandstone layer. As the Shinarump member and the sandstone bed 1n the uppermost e
paﬂ: of the Moenkopi formation are reeistant s they form a cliff, the base of which
is 100 to 200 feet below the contact. The contact is accessible only in the |
southwestern part of the claims and thie is at a place where the basa.i part of
the Shinarump member consists of silistone a.ndrbxi-resista.nt silty sandstone.
Elsevhere the Moenkopi-Shinarump contact cannot be examined in detail.
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Flane table surveys and evaluation of subsurface data on ground north
of and in the northern part of the claims by P. H, McCary show a dominant north-

vesterly trend of the large channels.

ORE DEPOSITS -
Three uranium ore deposits are known in the general area. Thé nearest
is the El Pequito, about 2% miles northeast of the property, which in'June, 1956,
produced from the Shinarump member.38 tons of ore that averaged 0.18 percent

0308 and 0.06 percent VéO o AEC reserves for this deposit which consists of two -

ore bodies that already have been largely mined out and one ore body that has
been reached by a 20-foot surface cut,-are 362 tqns. |

The second deposit is on the Big Blue claim and is about five miles
southwest of the subject property. This-depbsit,_in 1955, produced 38 tons which Z/’
averaged 0.27 percent U308 with no recorded v§os The ore horizon here apparently
is a sandstone layer on the Chinle formation which is well above the Shinarump
member. AEC reserves are an estimated 160 tons which average 0.20 percent U30g.

The third deposit is the Sun Valley mine, about 10 mlleSMSpgthwest of the
subject property. Production totals 370 tons which éveraged 0.28-péréent 0303; v
reserves are estimated at 1268 tons which.gverage 0.37 percent U3°8°

The El Pequito and Sun Valley deposits afé localized where a thin
Shinarump sandstone fills shallow écours or channels. These scours have smallh
lateral dimensions as compared to the prdminent but barren or weakly.mineralized
large, through-going channels. The Sﬁn Valley deposit is in a sandstone that is
about 20 feet thick which apparently pinches out latérally. The El Pequito deposit
consists of three small ore bodies in a sandstone,about 20 feet thick, which
occupies a scour that has a depth of aboﬁt 15 feet. This scour trends south-
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westerly anﬁ appears to be éuhsidiary to a large north-wegterly trending channel
south of the deposit. The large channel was extensively drilled by private
industry but only weskly miﬁeralized rpck was penetrated.

The large channels do not appear to be favorable siﬁes for the lqcalization
of ore minerals as, unlike.the small cﬁannels whiéh more often contain ore; they
are relatively free'qf mudstone seams and layers which interrupt the continuity
of the sandstone and act as traps. The persistency of the large channels may be g
such that regional ground ﬁater conditions perﬁittedAthe flushing of any ore
minerals from the large channels.

The channels on the Little Joe claims are iarge (fig. 2) and the
sandstones appear to be free of interbedded mudstone,A ?he“exception is a silt-
stone and silty sandstone filled channel in the southwestern part of the claims. 0//
The lithology here resembles strata which directly overlie rather than underlie
Shingrump type sandstone.

Although there is a chance that one or more small deposits in subsidiary
scours underlie the bench upon which the Little Joe ciéiﬁs are staked, it is unlikely
that these deposits would be commercial as depths to ore would be at least 40
feet, and in the central and western parts would lie considerably deeper. The
chance of finding a significant ore deposit is poor.

The ore minerals are unoxidized and oxidized uranium minerals like
those of Shinarump deposits in other areas. In the El PEquito deposit uraninite
is associated with carbonaceous material and also occurs in an unoxidized area in
a shallow structural low away from the outcrop. Uranium efflbrescgpceg and
sparse secondary copper minerals occur near the outcrop. ;ﬁanadidm isu;ery sparse

and is not readily detectable by visual inspection.
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PROPOSED EXPLORATION
The applicant did not present a definite plan of exploration, however,
the applicant’s representative, Mr. Phillip McCary, outlined a suggested plan

of exploration at an estimated cost of $25,000.00. -Government participation at

75 percent would be $18,750.00. The breskdown of costs by the applicant is as

follows:

The all§tmgnt for drilling, $15,000,00,nat‘the estimated $1.75 per
foot would provide for 8,500 feét of dfilling° “The cost of geologié consultation
on this basis would be nearly $0.60 per foot, and fof bulldozing, an equal amount .
It is apparent thgi the foregoing cost figures are not realistic.

During the field examination, the applicant;s‘ggologist, Mr. McCary,
outlined a more definite plan of exploration based on é.recohnaisgance he has
made on the Little Joe claims and adjoining properties. Briefly, it comsists of
8 series of holes along the projected course of.chanﬁels, starting from a rim
exposure. One hole would be drilled on the projected centerline of a channel
about three hundred feet from the last known position. Fram the results of this
hole; its position relative to the true cénterline woﬁld-be determined, the |
probable position of the flanks of the channel 300 feet ahead would be estimated,
and two holes drilled at these positions. From the results of these holes the
probable position of the flanks of the channel at this point, and of the centerline

300 feet further shead would be determine@, and one hole drilled at the advance
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position. The program would then proceed alternating between one and two holes
as the wo;'k progressed. - Presumably, the la.rge channels would be outlined by
this; work but small subsidiary channels probably would be missed. A second stage
of drilling on closer centers would then follow based on the information developed
in the preliminary work. Mr. MeCary did not expect to do more than develop
geologic information and delineate the channels during phase I drilling, unless
some of the holes fortuitously penetrated ore.

The proposed first stage of drilling is reconnaissance and prospecting
rather than exploration, and it would be difficult to set up a DMEA éontra.et
based on drilling suggested by the applicant.. Drilling of holes not over 175
feet in depth would proceed rapidly, and new locétions would have to be designated
at too frequent intervalso

CONCLUSIONS AND REGOMBENDATIONSP
Because of the apparent liﬁhologic uﬁiférdity of sandstone which fills
the Shinarump channels and the through-going character of the channels s 1t is
unlikely that comnerc);ia.l deposits of uranium ore are localized in, or, if once
locally present, remein iﬁ extensions of the large channels which o‘utcr;)p‘on the
Little Joe claims. There is a possibility that one or more small deposits
of less than 500 tons may be localized in small hidden subsidia.ry cha.nnels, The
spotty occurrence of uranium minerals within these deposits render them barely
economic where they are exposed at or near the surface.
| There appears to be little possibility of finding uranium deposits
on the property which can be mined profitably or would constitute. a significant
addition to the Nation's stockpile. .Probably none of the deposits which have
been mined in the area to date have been profitable, 1nclud1ng the one visited by
the DMEA emmining team on the El Pequito claims.
Denial of the proposa.l under Docket No. DMEA 4445 is recommended.

The applicant's description of the proposed work and estimate of
costs are extremely generalized, The proposed drilling is described as,
" - - = to drill the linear extent of the channels of the Shinarump, Then
drill cross-sections in accordance with good exploration practices", The
suspected trends of Shinarump channels are shovn on application maps, but
no locations of proposed holes are shown,

A memorandum review of the application by Grand Junction personnel
states that the general vicinity of the property has not produced significant
ore tonnages, ore bodies in the area are knovm to be small, and a recommendation
for deniel would probably result from a field examination,

‘ Government representatives have been in the vicinity of the claims
if not actually on the property. If there is more factual information about
the property already in Govermment files this might properly be a case where
recommendations could be made without actually visiting the property, I
note, however, that the applicant expects the Goverrment to make a regular
field examination. In any event, the application should be referred to the
Field Team for further review and appropriate action. T
