A large part of this area is
covered with a few feet of overburden and we do not know what
is there. The country rock is granite highly fractured and
faulted.

We are still working in the cut and the rock is changing. We
now have dark colored rock with brownish stain and high count.
The autunite has almost disappeared. We have not yet ildenti-
fied the minerals but are sending samples for identification
and assay. We think the rock exposed in the last few days is
the best we have encountered. We are judging by the count. The
values seem to be disseminated and not making along the frac-
ture planes, Two sides of the draw are rather steep faces sug-
gesting fault escarpments. We wish to core drill the area.

About a mile from the Stony Peak claim there is a small spring
which is highly radioactive. There are other outcrops in the
area.

Field Team Report: April 30, 1957, W.L. Emerick, USGS & T.M. Romslo, USBM:

The property lies in an exposed mass of Precambrian granite which

is characterized structurally by a complex of joints. Uranium
mineralization occurs along some of the joints as thin coatings.

Such occurrences are probably present elsewhere in the granite of

the district, Minerals present are probably uranophane and uraninite.
Radioactive occurrences are spotty, running 2 to 3% times background
near yellow oxide coatings in a stripped area and in a pit.

A very small area contdining thin coatings of probable wraninite
"at the bottom of the pit gave readings 5 to 6 times background.

Two chip samples across representativa ghowings in the pit and
one across a mineralized zone in the stl pped area gave radiometric
assays of 0.01, 0,01, and 0,03 percent U30g, respectively..

Mineralized coatings along joint planes are intermittent and
enclosed by a preponderance of barren granite. Improvement in
occurrence or in quantity with depth does not appear probable.

It is unlikely that significant deposits could be developed from
occurrences of this nature in the granite., It 1s recommended that

- the application be denied.

Subject: Review of Field Team Report

The applicants requested assistance in exploring by drill-
ing one claim, in a cut on which they report the presence of autunite
and another mineral which gives a high count.

The examiners found the mineralization to consist of thin
coatings of radioactive material, intermittently distributed in
joint planes in granite. As estimated by eye and checked by samp-
llng, the ratio of radioactive material to barren granite is very
low. Only spots in the open cut show marked radiocactivity, and the
quantity of radioactive material in sight and that may be inferred
is not such as to justify the proposed drilling. .

Therefore, the examiners and the Field Team recommend that
the gpplication be denied.

I concur with the recommendation.

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SUMMARY, CONCLUSIONS ,l AND RECOMMENDATIONS ”

The Defense Minerals Exploration Administration received an
application from L. R. Bloom, et al, for aid im uranium ekploration
on the Stony Peak No. 6 claim, sec. 21 of unsurveyed T. 10 S., R.25
E., Graham County, Arizona. The application was receivgd on March
1, 1957, given docket number DMEA 4666, and examined in the field
on April %Zi 1957. Proposed exploration of the application consisted
of 2,250 feet of diamond drilling in 6 holes, assaying of samples,
and the repairing of an access road. The total cost of the work was
estimated at $21,012,50.

Uranzgm.was first discovqggd on the property in December 19§§?
by Mr. Bloom. Work done on the property since discovery includes
the building of a jeep trail and exploration of the best uranium
showings by outecrop sfripping and shallow open p;ts. Eduipment
consists of a Jeep, compressor, slusher, and gasoline engine. Pro=-
duction from the workings has been a few hundred pounds of material
the owners believeAcontains 013 to 012 percent U308' The mineralized
rock is stockpiled on the propérty.

The Stony Peak No. 6 claim lies in an exposed mass of Pre-
cambrian gréq%pe that covers a fairly extensive areas in this part

of the Graham Mountains. Structurally, the granite is characterized





by a complex of joiﬁts. Uranium mineralization occurs along some
of the joints, principall& the flatter-lying or more longitudinal
ones, as thin coatings. Occurrences of uranium mineralization of
this type are probably present elsewhere in the granite of the
district. |

The uranium minerals that form thin coatings along the
Joints are the yellow oxide, uranoppgne, and a black mineral,
probablytpraninite. .Some flgggite is associated in places with
the uranium minerals.. “

Geiger counter readings on exposures of the &ellow oxide
coatings registered 2 to 3% times background in the stripped ares
and pit. A£ the bottom of the pit geiger counter readings regis-
tered 5 to 6 times background in a very small area containing thin
coatings of probable uraninite along Jjoint planes. Present work
on the claim shows that the radioactizg occurrences are spotty.
The depth extension ié unknown.

Applicant's assay return in application suggests a specimen
and not a sample. Two samples collected by the field examiners
across représentative showings in the pit and one across a miner-

alized zone in the stripped area gave radiometric determinations

of U308 of 0.0l percent, 0.0l percent, and 0.03 percent respectively.





In summary, the occurrences of radioactive material on
this property are characteriétically thin coatings intermit-
tently deposited along Jjoint plaﬁes, and they are encloséd by
a preponderance of barren grenite. Improvement in occurrence
or in quantity with depth in the granite does not appear prob-
able. Assay results of samples from repqesentativewoccurrences
of the radicactive material on the érospect are not encouraging.
Also, the property is in the prospect stage. In conclusion,-the
field examiners do not feel it is geologically probable that any
significant amounts of radioactive material could be developed
from occurrences of this nature in the granite, and therefore

recommend denial of the appliqation.
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INTRODUCTION

The Defense Minerals Exploration Administration receifred
an application from L. R. Bloom, et al, for aid in exploring
for uranium on the Stony Peak No. 6 claim, Graham County, Arizona.
The application was received and given docket number DMEA-4666
Merch 1, 1957. It was reviewed by the Operating Committee and
forwarded to the Field Team, Region III for a field examination
and a suitable report.

The pr;:)posed explorations of the poorly documented applica~-
‘tion comprise the diamond drilling of a total of 2,250 feet in 6

. holes, the assaying of samples, and the repairing of an access

road. The total cost of the work was estimated at $21,0]2. 50.

The field examination was made April 17, 1957;, by W. L.
Emerick, geo'lo.gist, U. 8. Geological Survey, and T. M..Romslo,
mining engineer, U. S. Bureau of Mines. They were accompanied
by Messrs. L. R. Bloom and Colman O'Shea, 2 of the U4 owners of

the property.

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LOCATION AND ACCESSIBILITY

The Stony Peak No. 6 claim is about 20 air-miles southwest
of Safford, Arizona, in sec. 21.of unsurveyed T. 10 S., R. 25 E.,
Grahem County, Arizona (fig. 1). Safford, the County seat of
Graham County, is located on U. S. Highways 70 and 666, and is a
station on a branch iine of the Southern Pacific railroad.

The claim is accessible from Safford by driving south 16.8
miles on paved U. S. 666 to its junction with the Stockton Pass
dirt road. Proceed westerly T.2 miles on the dirt road to a trail
that branches to the left. Foiibw the southerly winding trail
about 1 mile to its end at the mine workings. The tfail is too

rough and steep for other than lU-wheel drive vehicles.
TOPOGRAPHY, PHYSICAL FEATURES AND CLIMATE

The Stony Peak clainms are at an average aliitude of about‘
5,250 feet in the south-central portion of the Graham Mountains.
The tbpography in the vicinity of the claims is rugged. Graniﬁe
as boulders and bold outcropping rocks covers much of the area
of the moderate to steep mountain slopes. Drainage is northwest-
erly to Cove Canyon at about 1 mile from the claims.

No. 6 claim that the owners say is recorded under Docket L1, page
277, at the Graham County Courthouse, Safford,.Arizona, The owners
also report that they have 5 adjoining claims located and monu-

mented but not recorded.
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The owners of the claims are 4 partners: L. F. Bloom,
E. B. Hubbard, and Colmen O'Shea, all of Safford, Arizona; and

Lester W. Schonder, Tucson, Arizona.

GEQLOGY ‘

The Stony Pesk No. 6 claim lies in the southern end of the
Graham Mountains, Graham County, Arizona, 'in ah exposed masé of
medium-graiﬁed Precambrian granite that covers & fairly extensive
area in this part of the Graham Mountains. Structurally, thé
granite is characterized by a complex of joints. ﬁranium miner-
alizatioﬁ occurs along some of the.jpints, principally the
flatter-lying or more longitudinal ones, as thin coatings. Coat-
ings of various hydrothermal mineralé;/ along primary Jjoints in
granite is not uncommon, and it is certain the radiocactive miner-
als occprring én the applicant's property occupy these. The ap-
ﬁlicant stétedvthat occurrences of radioactive minegals similar
to the ones on the Stony Peak No.'6.claiﬁ c&uld be found elsewhere
in the gfanite of the district,

The urénium minerals present on the Stony Peak No. 6 claim

as thin coatings consist of the yellow oxide, uranophane, and a

black mineral, probebly uraninite. Some fluorite stringers were

minerals.

Workings on the Stony Peek No. 6 claim consist of a 20 by ko
'foot.stripped area and a 15 by 20 foot circular pit about 15 feet
deep (Fig. 2) at the end of a rough, winding jeep road. The
stripped areé exposes several longitudinal or flat-lying joints
in the granite that are coated in places with a yellow uranium
oxide mineral. Geiger counter readings on the yellow oxide mineral
registered from 2 to 3% times background. In the pit yellow
uranium oxides were present in places along some of the joint
planes. These gave geiger counter readings from 2 to 3% times
background. At the point of lowest- excavation (about 15 feet) in
the bbttom of the pit, a thin black coating of a radioactive mineral,
probably uraninite, occurring along a flat-lying Jjoint plane, gave
Geiger counter readings from 5 to 6 times background. Fifty feet
southeast, up the slope, some surface exposures of the yellow oxide
coatings gave geiger counter readings 3 to L times background. All
of the present work on the claim is essentially of a prospecting
nature and shows that the radioactive occurrences are spotty. The
depth extension, if any, is unknown. It is doubtful if significant
amounts of ore could be developed from occurrences of this nature,

inasmuch as the mineralization is thinly spread, appears to be

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intermittently deposited, and is enclosed by a preponderance of
barren granite. Improvement or increase iﬁ occurrence or quantity
in the granite does not appear geologically probable with depth.
Applicant submitted an assay return showing 0.67 percent
U308 in one sample. The applicaﬁt's statement in regard to this
assay return, during examination of the prospect, suggests that
this "sample" was in reality a hand-picked specimen. Results of
other assays are mentioned, but not ineluded in the application.
Three samples, located as shown on Fig. 2, were.takentﬁy the field
examiners from material considered representative of the prospect
by the applicant. The three samples were assayed by the U.S. Bureau

of Mines, Tucson, Arizona, with the following results:

SUMMARY AND CONCLUSIONS

In summary, the occurrences of radioactive material on this
property are characteristically thin coatings intermittently de-

posited along joint planes, and they are enclosed by a preponder-

~ ance of barren granite. Improvement in occurrence or in quantity

with depth in the granité does not appear probable. Assay results
of samples from representative occurrences of the radioactive
msterial on the prospect ;re not encouraging. Also, the prdperty

is still in the prospect stage. In conclusion, the field examiners
do not feel it is geologically probable that any significéntfamounts
6f radioactive material could be developed from occurrences.of this
nature in the granite, and therefore recommend denial of the appli-

cation.

The applicant proposes to explore for uranium ore on one
mining claim located about 26 miles south of Safford, Arizona. The
proposed project would consists of 2,250 feet of core drilling and
about 1,000 feet of road work, all at a total project cost of $21,013.

Past work on the claim consists of 'location holes' and a
trench about 100 feet long. The applicant gives no_factual infor-
mation concerning the results of the work., He states that several
samples were taken for assay but furnishes no assay returns. He
does not say what was found in the drill holes. Two crude_sketch
maps are non:ipformative.

Uranium minerals appear to be present on the claim in
fractures in granite. If so, the chances of developing large
tonnages of ore are very likely slight.

The application is poorly documented. Neither county — Fwen g
recordation of the claim nor contractor's bids are submitted. The
applicant could justifiably be asked to supplement_the application.
On the other hand the site is near and readily accessible to the
Tucson field office., Perhaps the most expeditious approach would
‘be to ask the Field Team to examine the property and submit '
recommendations. The latter course is reconmended.,
