A denial of the subject application for exploration assistance 
is recommended by this Division based on Ithe following information: 


An application .f or exploration assistance on the above noted 
area was received on July 18, 1955, from the Arizona Mining and Develop-
ment Company, Docket No. DNEA-3905. After a field examination the ap-
plication was denied on the basis that there was little possibility of 
finding any significant ore bodies. The claims in the above application 
were allowed to lapse for lack of assessment work and have been relocated 
and quitclaimed to the present applicants. 


The same property was the subject of a request for exploration 
assistance, dated April 21, 1958, by Beeline Mines, Inc., at an estimated 
cost of 66,OOO.00 for road improvement, crosscutting and drifting. 


The property was examined on May 21 and 22, 1958, by W. L. 
Emerick, Geological Survey, and T. M. Romslo, Bureau of Mines, accompanied 
by C. 0. Carlson, President, of Beeline Mines, Inc.

Geology:	 This area is underlain by sericite schists and phyllites 
associated with beds of quartzite. Numerous shear zones 
ranging in iidth from a few inches to 40 feet parallel 
the schistosity and, are continuous for thousands of feet 
along the strike. These zones are, crumpled, sheared, 
bleached by hydrothermal solutions and locally mineral-
ized.. Bedding plane, normal and 'reverse faults complicate 
the structure. 


Cinnabar occurs as veinlets, thin films on fracture planes, 
or, as disseminations in the bleached and altered phyllite. 


Past History ' 
&'Production: The property is believed to have first been located in 


1922, as the Redbird group. In 1926 to 1928 the property 
was explored by the Arizona Quicksilver Corporation. Three 
adits and a shallow shaft and a few short adits and shallow 
trenches and pits were excavated.. Little or no mercury 
was produced. In 1939 and ' 1940 some mercury wa,s produced 
by retorting 'high-grade float from the area near the In-
spiration tunnel. 


In 1955 the Uranium Enterprises, Inc. acquired the property 
and built roads, bulldozed 'shallow trenches, and did other 
exploratory work. Request that the Ore Mine Contract No. 
Idm-E460, Docket' No. DMA-2445 be amended to include work 
on this property was denied. 


After relocation of the claims by Thomas Balich'and quit-
claiming to C. 0. Carisonand then to the Beeline Mines,. 
Inc., a new road wasbuilt and. a new combined bunk and cook 
house was constructed. An open cut was bulldozed on the

Bluebird No. 4 claim, but no ore of an economic grade 
was found. 


The total production from the property consists of a 
small amount of mercury produced mainly from float. 
About 50 tons of stockpiled ore is estimated to contain 
One percent mercury. 


Ore Values 
& Tonnage:	 The only measurable reserves are the 50 tons of stock-. 


piled ore. 


A 64 foot chip channel sample along the southeast face 
•	 of the road cut showed less than 0.01. percent mercury. 


Comments and 
Reôommendations: The examining team found no reason to differ with the

Subject: Review of Field. Team Report 


The applicant requested. assistance in exploring mercury 
showings on claims, formerly a part of the 0r&Mercur y Co. prop-
erty, which, were reported. upon in connection with a request for 
an amendment by Ord. Mercury Co. under its contract, Idm-Ei6O, 
docket ]4EA 21145. The request was denied because there was little 
probability of making a significant dcovery.

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INTRODUCTION 


The Beeline Mines, Inc., 'Payson, Arizona, applied to the 


Defense Minerals Exploration Administration for aid in explorations 


for mercury on the Bluebird claims, Gila County, Arizona. The ori-


ginal and one copy of the application that was received by the Field 


Team, Region III, May 7, 1958, was forwarded to the Operating Commit-s 


tee and another copy was sent to its examining team at Tucson, Arizona, 


for field investigation and recommendations. The Operating Committee 


assigned docket number DNEA-50l3 to the application which was found 


poorly presented and contained conflicting information relativ.e to 


recording of the claims • The Committee suggested that the applicant' s 


property could be that of either d.ockets DMEA-2 1#1 5 or 3905. 


The field investigations were made by W. L. Emerick, geolo-


gist, U. S. Geological Survey, and T. M. Ronislo, mining engineer, 


U. S. Bureau of Mines, May 21 and 22, 1958. They were accompanied by 


C. 0. Carlson, President of the Beeline Mines, Inc. 


SUNMARY MD REC0NME11DATION 


The field examiners found that the Bluebird group of claims 


is a relocation of the former Slate Creek and. Native Metal claims that 


were previously examined by the Defense Minerals Exploration Administra-


tion in connection with a request for an extension of explorations car-


ried out under Docket DMEA-21I45, contract Idm-E1 60. The request was 


denied because an appraisal of the workings, assay results and geology 


of both the present Bluebird claims and adjoining properties indicated 


1
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that there was not a probability of making a significant discovery of 


mercury ore. 


In the district mercury mineralization, as cinnabar, occurs 


as veinlets, thin films on fracture planes, or as disseminations in 


bleached and altered schists and phyllites. On the Bluebird group of 


claims mercury mineralization was either absent or insignificant in 


the two adits proposed for extension in the application. Elsewhere 


on the property the applicant has exposed mineralization of limited 


extent in a small pit assaying 0.22 1 percent mercury, and exposed mer-


cury mineralization in trace amounts in a bulldozed road cut through 


bleached and altered schist. 


The application proposed an exploratory project consisting 


of $2,500.00 for road repairs, $2,500.00 for housing, and $66,000.00 


for a 1,000-foot extension of each of 2 existing short adits at a 


total estimated cost of $71,000.00 


The field examiners found no reason to alter the conclusion 


of the previous investigation inasmuch as changed conditions are con-


fined to (1) the unfavorable results obtained from a small amount of 


new exploratory work and (2) the mining of small amounts of ore from 


a zone that cannot be expected to contain significant reserves of cm-


nabar.


The field examiners recommend denial of the application. 
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LOCATION, ACCESSIBILITY, AND LOCAL FACILITIES 


The Bluebird group of claims is about 55 air-miles north-


east of Phoenix, Arizona, in approximate section 13, T. 7 N., R. 9 E., 


unsurveyed, Gila County, Arizona (fig. 1). It may be reached from 


Phoenix by drivi-ig 65.5 miles northeasterly on the Phoenix-Payson 


Highway to its junction with the Tonto Basin road at li. . 5 miles be-


yond a boundary sign of Gila and Maricopa Counties. Proceed 1 mile 


easterly toward Tonto Basin, turn right onto the access mine road 


and follow it for 1 mile to its end at the mine camp near the Inspir-


ation Tunnel. 


The Bluebird claims are on the eastern slope of the Mazatzal 


Mountains. They are in a moderately rugged area at an average altitude 


of about l ,OOO feet. The principal mine workings are situated along 


the south side of Slate Creek, an intermittent stream, that drains 


easterly to Tonto Creek. 


Vegetation on the claims consists mainly of a variety of 


bushes. Oak, cypress and pine trees occur along Slate Creek and at 


the higher altitudes. 


Summers are hot and winters are mild. 


Precipitation of about 20 inches per annum occurs principally 


as heavy summer rains and light rainfalls and snowfalls in the winter. 
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PROPERTY 


History and. production 


The property of the applicant's Bluebird claims is believed 


to have first been located in 1922 as the Red Bird group of unpatented. 


claims. Little or no work was done on the claims until 1926 to 1928 


when they were explored by the Arizona quicksilver Corp. in conjunc-


tion with the development and. exploitation of mercury deposits on the 


adjoining Ord. Claims. The 3 adits and the shallow shaft on the pres-


ent Bluebird. Nos. 1 and 2 claims and a few short ad.its and shallow 


trenches and. pits at other nearby places were excavated. Little or 


no mercury was produced. The claims then were inactive to about 1939 


when most of them were relocated. as the Slate Creek and. Native Metal 


groups of claims, probably by Tom Russell. During 1939 and possibly 


1911.0, Mr. Russell produced some mercury by retorting high-grade float 


rock that occuxs near the Inspiration Tunnel. No other work was done 


on tEe claims until 1955 when Uranium Enterprises, Inc. acquired. 


these and. a few adjoining claims and the property of the Ord Mines, 


Inc. The corporation built roads, bulldozed shallow trenches, and. 


did other exploratory work on the Slate Creek and Native Metal claims, 


while the Ord. Mine was being explored with governmental aid. authorized. 


by Contract Idm-E li.60 of Docket DNEA-2 11J45. A request that the contract 


be amended. to provide for additional exploration on the Slate Creek 


and. Native Metal claims was denied.

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The property of the Slate Creek and. Native Metal claims 


then was inactive to July 1, 1957, when it was relocated as the 


Bluebird. Group of claims by Thomas Balich of Mesa, Arizona. Shortly 


thereafter the Bluebird claims were transferred by Quitclaim deeds 


to C • 0. Carison and. thence to the Beeline Mines, Inc • The corpora-


tion then built a new access road to near the Inspiration Tunnel, 


where a combined. bunk and cook-house was constructed. Existing roads 


were repaired. and a road was built to the Bluebird. No. 11 claim where 


an area of widely scattered showings of mercury was explored by bull-


dozing an opencut. The findings in this area were unfavorable accord-


ing to Mr. Carison. Simultaneously, mercury-bearing floàt.rock in the 


area worked. by Mr. Russell was being stockpiled.. At the time of this 


examination a block of schist in this area was bing explored by an 


ad.it and was yielding minor amounts of mercury ore from podlike near-


surface deposits. 


Total production from the applicant's property probably is 


confined to the small amount of mercury produced in 1939 and 19110 by 


Tom Russell, and. the approximately 50 tons of presently stockpiled 


ore containing an estimated 1 percent mercury. 


Extent and ownership of the property 


The property of the proposed explorations comprises a group 


of 7. unpatented. lode mining claims, Bluebird. Nos. 1, 2, 3, ii., 7, 8 and 


10 (fig. 1). It adjoins the Ord. group of 20 patented lod mining claims 


of Survey No. 11.o86 that is owned by the Ord. Mercury Mines, Inc. 
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C. 0. Carlson, president of the Beeline Mines, Inc., said 


the following about the location and ownership of the above mentioned 


Bluebird claims. The claims are relocations of a portion of the un-


patented Slate Creek, Tonto and. Native Metal groups of claims that 


were owned by the Ord. Mercury Mines; Inc. for several years. On 


July 1, 1957, following a period of 1 year during which the owners 


did no assessment work, Thomas Balich of Mesa, Arizona relocated 


probably all of the forfeited claims as the Bluebird group. On the 


same day, Mr. Balich recorded the relocajions at the Courthouse of 


Gila County, Arizona, not Maricopa County, as erroneously reported 


in the application of Docket DMEA-50l3. 


Transfers of the Bluebird claims by Mr. Balich to C. 0. 


Carlson and. thence from C. 0. Carlson to the Beeline Mines, Inc., 


were made by Quitclaini Deeds of July and. Septeniber 1957, respectively. 


PBE]IT STATUS 


The principal mine workings are shown on figure 2. 


Present operations are confined to driving a short adit and 


mining small pockets of ore in the area near the Inspiration Tunnel. 


The operations are conducted by 2 men who do all drilling and. tramming 


by hand.

	 Buildings on the property are confined to the combined bunk 


and. cook-house near the Inspiration Tunnel. 
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There is no major mining or milling equipment on the property. 


The ore presently stockpiled on the property probably will 


soon be trucked about 10 miles to Mr. Carlson's mill where the high 


grade will be retorted and the low grade will be furnaced. 


The general geology of the Bluebird group of claims is simi-. 


lar to that found in adjacent areas by previous workers. on the adjoin-


ing Ord mines property, less than a mile to the west, Faick reported 


the area underlain by sericite schists and phyllites associated with 


beds of quartzite. Wilson describes the Slate Creek area as made 


up of Precambrian slate altered in places to phyllite with a few mem-


bers of reef-forming quartzité. 


The strike of the schistosity varies from east to northeast, 


and the dip of the schistosity is generally to the north and northwest 


but locally there are exceptions. Numerous shear zones, ranging in 


width from a few inches to about 4o feet and paralleling the schisto-


sity are described as being continuous for thousands of feet along 


the strike • These shear zones in the schists and. phyllites are 


crumpled, sheared, bleached by hydrothermal solutions and locally

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mineralized. The zones are most easily identified and traced by their 


bleached appearance. Bedding plane, normal and reverse faults oomph-


cate the structure of the area. 


Cinnabar occurs as vein.lets, thin films on fracture planes, 


or as disseminations in the bleached and altered phyl.U.te. Faick 


says:


"Cinnabar also occurs in quartz-carbonate seams and 
veinlets, usually only 1/2 to 3. inch wide and 1 to 3 feet long; 
larger veins have been reported. The cinnabar imparts a pinkish 
cast to the altered phylhite and this is especially noticeable 
where there has been some post-ore movement to cause. 'smearing' 
of the cinnabar along foliation planes of the country rock." 


The carbonate associated in places with the quartz is ferruginous and 
a' 


probably contains both ankerite and siderite molecules . Limonite, 


hematite, calcite, and in places oxides of copper are associated with 


the cinnabar mineralization. Much of the mineralized rock must be

sorted to make furnace-grade ore 


Schists and phyllites, ranging in color from gray through 


reddish-brown to purplish, with light-colored quartzite members under-


lie the Bluebird group of claims. The schistosity over most of the 


property strikes from east to northeast and the dip is to the north-


west. However, in a small area encompassing the Inspiration Tunnel 


(Fig. 2) on the Bluebird No. 1 claim, the beds dip about 6I.° to the

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southeast and are overlain by an undetermined thickness of flat-lying 


beds. Brush and talus cover most of the slope above and adjacent to 


the Inspiration Tunnel. The radical change in attitude of the beds 


from the district pattern could be attributed either to overturning 


of a small block by thrust faulting, or by simple downdrcrpping of 


the block to the southeast by normal faulting. Truncation of the 


upturned edge of the block of incompetent rock probably then occurred 


by post-fault collapse and. sliding to its present flat-lying position, 


or collapse by later undercutting and weakening of the upturned edge 


by stream erosion. 


In a memorandum by Faick dated August 1955 mention was 


made of mercury-bearing float rock found. covering a small area of the 


sope near the portal of the Inspiration Tunnel. None of the rock 


was in place but appeared to come from a few shallow cuts about 200 


feet (estimated) up the slope from the tunnel. The rock, possibly 


a chlorite schist, is silicif led, greenish in color, has ill-defined 


schistosity, and. is traversed by veinlets and. seams of quartz-carbonate. 


Cinnabar occurs in the rock as disseminated particles, and. as films and 


veinlets within the quartz-carbonate. The rock has somewhat the appear-


ance of vein material but appears from observations elsewhere in the 


area to be an integral but minor part of the sericite schist and 


phyllite beds. Locally the rock is strongly mineral.zed but elsewhere 


it is essentially barren or only very weakly mineralized.

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The Inspiration tunnel (Fig. 2) penetrated. 'overburden for 


the first 50 feet at which point the tunnel intersected a low-angle 


fault dipping about 15° southeast. From the fault to the face of the 


tunnel the schist dips about 61i.° to the southeast. A ten-foot zone 


of the greenish, siliceous schist, containing veinlets and seams of 


quartz-carbonate, was penetrated by the tunnel at about 170 feet 


from the portal. According to Mr. Carlson the 10-foot zone contained. 


only a trace of mercury. The examiners observed no mercury minerali-


zation in this zone or in the remainder of the tunnel. 


The applicant is driving a tunnel in flat-lying barren schist 


at a point about i4o feet south and about 100 feet higher (Fig. 2) in 


elevation above the portal of the Inspiration tunnel. He anticipates 


crosscutting the zone of siliceous and. mineralized schist, not over 


20 feet in strike length, that he. believes responsible for the talus 


of rich rock covering the slope above and around the Inspiration, tunnel. 


However, in a small pit dug in flat-lying schist about 10 feet east 


and about 5 feet lower down from the portal of this tunnel, the appli-


cant has exposed some of the siliceous rock containing mineralized 


material, in association with quartz-carbonate, occurring spottily as 


short lenses up to 8 inches in width. This exposure of the siliceous 


schist is possibly equivalent to the float rock recovered and stock-


piled and originally may have been the source of the float rock, inas-


much as the float rock 'is not present on the slope above the pit. A 
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grab sample (pEi. No. l3468) from a pile of about 20 tons of selected 


ore from the pit contained 0 .2 percent mercury • The mineralization 


in this zone, in which the applicant made no proposals and the field 


examiners recommend no work, does not appear to be extensive because 


of the above indicated limited properties of the zone. 


Tunnel No. 2 on the Bluebird No. 2 (Fig. 2) claim penetrated 


nothing significant over its length. About 35 feet from the portal an 


8- to 10-foot zone of siliceous and contorted schist containing vein-


lets and seaatw of quartz-carbonate was penetrated. The zone of sili-


ceous schist was essentially barren of mercury according to Mr. Carl-


son. Some small stains of mercury were visible near the junction of 


two faults in the southwesterly trending drift of the tunnel. No sig-


nificant zones of cinnabar in. the tunnel were claimed by Mr. Carlson 


and. none were observed by. the examining team. 


On the Bluebird No. 7 claim the principal workings are a 


shaft 21 feet deep and a 25-foot ad.it (Fig. 2) driven about S 65° W 
21 


along a vein called the Malone lead. Faick says: 


• "The vein zàne in the shaft is about 2 feet wide but 
it pinches to only a few inches wide at the face of the ad.it. 
A sample of. the 2-foot wide vein in the shaft was taken - - - 
and found to contain 0.12 percent mercury." 


Two other weakly mineralized zones (Fig. 2) lying north of the shaft 


about 135 and 270 feet respectively are described by Faick 	 as follows:

"The first of these is an obscure, iron-stained 'zone 
about i feet wide, and the second is a weakly mineralized, 
poorly defined zone explored by an open pit in which süiall 
amounts .of quartz, carbonate, and probably tourmaline are 
exposed. Neither of the 3 zones, which are considered to-
gether as the Malone lead, have sufficient evidence of miner-
alization to justify further exploration - - 


The present field examiners concur with the earlier findings. 


The applicant bulldozed a road 800 to 900 feet southwest-


erly from the 21-foot shaft to a mineralized zone (Fig. 2), which is 


probably a continuation of the same zone the shaft is on. The road 


cut was deepened in the mineralized and bleached zone and cut for 
about 200 feet around the slope. Cinnabar showings occur in the foli-


ation of the bleached schist in places and associated with quartz-


carbonate as veinlets. The bleached zone contains considerable ii-


monite and hematite and copper oxides occur sparingly. Mercury 


stains have imparted a pinkish color to the altered schist in places. 


About 50 feet from the end ofthe cut, which was stopped in barren, 


purplish-colored schist, there are two thin zones of the greenish, 


siliceous schist containing vein.lets of quartz-carbonate. Mr. Carlson, 


stated that the siliceous schist contained only traces of mercury. A 


611.-foot long channel chip sample (DM No. 131467) was cut along the 


southeast face of the road cut by the field examiners. It contained 


less than 0.01 percent mercury. Consequently, the zone is not consi-


dered a favorable one for exploration. 
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Mr. Carlson said. that several hundred. feet south up the 


slope beyond all the present workings there were showings of cinna-


bar at 2 widely separated places; however, he was reluctant and Un-. 


interested in tile necessary guidance to the 2 places, although his 


work proposal included the mineralized zone containing them as one 


of his targets. It must be assumed that the alleged mineralized 


zone containing the two showings probably contained less signifi-


cant showings of mercury than exposed by the present workings on 


the property.
