Justification for Denial 


The partnership of Williams, Grant Godfrey, and. Richard L.1 
Himbaugh requests aid in sinking a 6' x 10' shaft. 700 feetl and 
drifting 400 feet along the vein at that depth. The cost of 
the project is estimated at $145,205.66. The partners own part 
of the necessary equipment needed and will work on the prolject. 
They have credit and cash to cover the first sixty days of work. 


The property consists of 13 unpatented lode claims in sec. 15, 
22, & 23, T. 2 N., R. l5 E., Gila.& Salt R. meridian. The 
claim group is located about 12 miles north of Globe. Th 
partners have rights to the land under the terms of a Mining 
Lease and Option Agreement dated September 28, 1965. 


The country rock is an intrusive diabase. The diabase has been 
sheared along a strong, steeply dipping, northeast striking fault. 
This fault vein (Buckeye vein) is the target structure the Appli-
cants wish to explore. The Buckeye vein has a filling of heavy 
gouge which attains a maximum, thickness of about 12 feet. 1 Min-
eralization in the vein consists of chalcocite, chalcopyrite, 
bprnite, and silver. The vein crosses the end lines near the 
center of Mr. Jim claim and extends into the adjacent Budkeye 
claim which, although controlled by the Applicants, is nct listed 
in the application. A quart,zite dike about 50 feet in width and 
striking northwest traverses all the claims listed in th appli-
cation. Exploration work to date has been mostly on the Buckeye 
claim and consists of a shaft and tunnel on that claim and two 
short shafts on the Mr. Jim'claim. The tunnel is accessible for 
examination.

With a letter dated October 13, 1965, Grant Godfrey, one ofthe 
parjners, submitted the assay results of nine samples of ven 
material from one shaft and the tunnel. The individual sample 
assays are very uniform and the averages for the nine samples are 
about 0.15 percent copper, p.82 ounces of silver, and O.003ounces 
of gold per ton of the vein material. 


The proposed shaft would be a bit north of the center line 
Mr. Jim claim and the 400 feet of drifting would be along the 
Buckeye vein. No geologic reason was given to justify the 700-
foot depth of the shaft or the horizon for drifting. 


In regard to structures in the proposed project area, on Pa!ge 119 
of U.S.G.S. Professional Paper 12, F. L. Ransome, states ir part 


where they (the rocks) have been fissured in a remarkable 
manner, no workable ore and very little mineralization has been 
found north of a line joining Sleeping Beauty Peak and Webter 
Mountain. This line is about 3 miles south of the claims. Also, 
on Page 125 Mr. Ransome notes in part . . . The lodes, forthe 
most part simple fissure veins, are mineralized post diabase fault 
fissures . . .. Of the hundreds of dislocations dissecting the 
region, only a very small proportion contains ore; and theve are 
often structurally unimportant as faults. The cause of miñerali-
zation of certain fissures and its absence from others in unknown.

A review of the above P.P. and other information pertaining to 
mines along fault fissures in the Globe area indicated that in most 
cases the ore was found in the upper part of the veins and mined 
to the surface. This would indicate that such veins carrJed good 
values all the way to surface which, according to the samples sub-
mitted, is not the case in regard to the Buckeye vein. 


. ' ,2	 In view of the above information regarding fault-vein deposits in the 
g	 Globe area and the poor silver mineralization indicated b the vein 


samples, there is little possibility that the proposed work would 
result in a significant discovery. In addition, although some veins 
mined in the Globe area carried high silver values near the surface, 
the values at depth were mostly represented by the base rntals.

Region III in transmitting the application noted that a fLeld exam-
ination might show that a diamond drilling project would be advis-
able in lieu of the proposed project. However, in view of the 
negative findings noted above, the writer finds no justification 
for such a proposal.
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
