We reviewed the contract files of the Office 'of Minerals Exploration 


(ONE) pertaining to the mineral exploration Càntract 2252 with 


Robert C. Hanford (Operator) and examined the related disbursement 


records in the Branch of Budget and Finance, Administrative Division, 


Geological Survey. The review was made during January 1970 at 


Washington, D.C. 


The contract was awarded November 21, 1967, for $30,000, the total 


estimated cost of the project, with ONE participation on a 75 percent 


basis or not in excess of $22,500. 


The Contractor was to explore by drifting, crosscutting and long-


hole drilling on the 400-foot level of the Lane Silver mine for 


silver-bearing ore bodies in and along three. mineralized parallel 


veins cutting the Precambrian granitic rock. All samples were to be' 


assayed for silver, gold, copper, lead and zinc. 


Repayment of disbursed Federal funds plus simple interest at 


7% percent was to be made on the basis of established royalties 


of all the minerals and metals produced from the land during the 


exploration operations and for a period of 11 years from the date 


of the contract should a'certificatiôn of possible production be 


issued by ONE.

Work on the contract was to begin on or before December 15, 1967, 


and was to be completed within 12 months from the date of the 


contract or by November 21, 1968. However, due to a severe winter 


snowstorm and injuries received 'in an automobile accident by the 


operator the starting date of the contract was changed to 


September 15, 1968, and the time fixed for completion was extended 


to 23 months or until October 21, 1969. 


The final OME Interim Inspection report recommended that the 


contract should be terminated. The workings showed that the vein 


had been previously mined more extensively than had heretofore been 


suspected and that no significant mineralized material had been 


observed by the inspector in his last two visits to the mine. A. 


complete geological study of the Lane Silver Mine vein system 


would be needed before work could be.. continued, 


Field inspections were made and eight vouèhers submitted by the 


Operator were approved by the OME Region III Office. 


The units of work authorized, and approved under Contract •2252 are 


summarized on Exhibit I. We believe that an additional payment 


of $11 should be made ' by ONE to Robert C. Hanford for the Federal

Justification for Amendment No. 2 


The remoteness of the mining camp induced miners to leave the 
project after short periods of employment, and the Operator has 
had continued difficulty in hiring competent replacements. 
Recently, the exploratory workings encountered badly faulted 
structures requiring extensive timbering and, in addition, an 
old mined-out stope almost completely filled with caved material 
was penetrated which required spilling and shoring-up. Under 
these adverse conditions, the Operator was unable to complete 
the work under the contract by its expiration date, or August 21, 
1969. In a letter dated August 14 to the OME Field Officer, the 
Operator requested additional time to complete the work. 


The Field Officer inspected the project on September 10 to 
determine whether further work was justified. He concluded that 
although the results to date have been disappointing, nevertheless 
a limited amount of additional exploration was warranted. He 
recommends that the sheared wall or face appearing on the far 
side of the partially filled stope be inspected. If the 
continuation of the target vein cannot be found, or the vein 
proves to be barren or weakly mineralized, the project should 
then be terminated, The work will require about 30 feet of 
additional drifting and is expected to be completed about 
October 1. 


Since this is actually the target area of the project and remains 
mostly untested, the proposed work is justified before a decision 
is reached whether to terminate the contract. I concur with 'the 
recommendation to extend the contract an additional two months.

ARTICLE I. Authority and scope. --(a) This contract, entered into under the authority of Public 
Law 701, 85th Cong., 2d sess. (72 Stat. 700; 30 U.S.C. 61i-1 - 6L.6), consists of this form, the 
attached Annex I (land description), Exhibit A (work and costs), and the maps and documents listed. 
The work is a search for new or unexplored deposits of the commodity designated above. The Operator 


shall begin the work on or before 3VO? /3 19( 7 , and, subject to the provisions of Article 7 
(Da'e) a 


and Exhibit A, shall complete the work dthin 12	 months from the date of the contract. 


(b) The description of the work and the fixed cost for each unit of work to be performed (per 
foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of operations, etô.) are hereby agreed upon as speci-


fied in	 ilit A. The estimated total cost of the work is $30,000.00. The Government will con-


tribute Cpercent of the total fixed unit costs of the work performed, not in excess of $22,500.00 
in accordance with the provisions of Articles and 5. 


(c) Interest computation. --Simple interest at the rate of 7'	 percent shall accrue from 
the dates Federal funds are made available until the period specified for payment of royalty expires, 
or until the amount of Federal funds contributed is fully repaid with interest. 


(d) The Operator shall not transfer or assign this contract or any right or obligation there-
under without the written consent of the Government. 


ARTICLE 2. Operator's rights in land. --(a)The Operator represents and undertakes that Annex I 
correctly describes the land which is the subject of this contract and the nature of the Operator's 
right of property and possession therein (whether as owner, lessee, or otherwise), and that such right, 
title, or interest is subject only to the following claims, liens, or encumbrances:

(b) The Subordination Agreement of the holder of any claim, lien, or encumbrance listed above and 
(if the Operator does not hold the legal title) the Lien Agreement of any holder of the legal title of 
the land (lessor, seller, optionor, etc.) are attached as follows:

(c) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, or interest in the land and his right to 
the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all existing improve-
ments, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this contract. The Opera-
tor shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, or interest therein, nor 
permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly referring to and providing in 
the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation of the Government's right to a 
royalty on production and liens- for the payment thereof. Two true copies of such instrument shall be fur-
nished to the Governmeiit. I-f- the Government's rights to royalty as provided in Article 6 have been terminated, 
the provisions of this paragraph (c) shall become inapplicable. 


ARTICLE 3. Performance-of the work.--(a) Operator's responsibility.--The work shall be performed dili-
gently, efficiently, in a workmanlike manner in accordance with good mining standards, and in compliance with 
State laws governing health, safety, and liability insurance covering employment. The Operator shall provide 
suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor to complete the work as speci-
fied in Article 1(a). 


(b) Government may inspect. --The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all phases of 
the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect the work under the 
contract and production operations during the period that royalty is payable to the Government. The Operator 
shall provide the Government with all reasonable means of access for such inspections. 


ARTICLE i. Contribution by the Government. --The Government will make its contribution on the basis of 
the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 5(b), but all payments by the Government are provisional only, 
subject to audit. Until the account between the Operator and the Government is finally audited and settled 
and the Operator's final report has been received, the Government may withhold such sums as are necessary 
to protect its interests. To the extent that amounts in excess of fixed unit costs or in excess of the 
estimated total cost may be necessary for the performance of the work, the Operator shall incur and pay 
such amounts for his own account without contribution by the Government. The Government will not contribute 
to the cost of any work performed prior to the date of this contract. The Government may make payments for 
the account of the Operator directly to independent contractors and suppliers rather than to the Operator. 


ARTICLE 5. Reports, accounts, audits.--(a) Operator's records.--The Operator shall keep suitable 
records and accounts of the units of work performed and of any production in which the Government may have 
an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three years after final 
payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years after any obligation 
to pay royalties to the Government has termirated. The Government may inspect and audit said records and 
accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified publicaccountant. The Comptroller General of the 
United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year periods, shall have access to 
and the right to examine all pertinent books, documents, papers, and records of the Operator. 


(b) Monthly reports. --The Operator shall provide the Government with four copies of monthly reports in 
three sections as follows: 


(1) Operator's Monthly Voucher claiming costs for work performed; 
(2) Operator's Progress Report showing the number of units of the various-types of work performed; 


and


(3) a narrative report of the work performed during the reporting period, including adequate engi-
neering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs and locations, and assay reports on samples taken 
concurrently with advance in mineralized ground. 


(Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) aboe will be provided by the Government.) 
(c) Final report. --Upon completion o the work or termination of the Government' s obligation to con-


tribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with three coies of a final report (in addition 
to the final monthly report). This final report shall include a geological and engineering evaluation of the 
results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore reserves resulting from such work, 
complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or sketches, and a summary of the work performed 
and the unit costs thereof. 


(d) Report of sales. --The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and documentary 
evidence covering all prodiictiontowhich.thGovernment'sroyalty relates, such as two copies of smelter or con-
centrator settlement sheets and certified accounts of production and sale or other disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance with requirements. --If the Government determines that any of the Operator' a reports, 
records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the Government 
may procure the preparation. or completion of same with suitable attachments as an expense of the work to which 
the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment of any vouchers relating to 
insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts. 	 - 


ARTICLE 6. Repayment 1y Operator. --(a) Certification. --If the Government considers that mineral or 
metal production from the land covered by the ôontract may be possible as a result of the exploration work, it 
shall so certify in writing to the Operator at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final 


report and final accounting (see Article 5) have been furnished.

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(b) Royalty on production. --The Operator, whether or not the producer (for example, if the Opera-
tor either transfers or does not retain his interest in the land), shall pay to the Government a roy-
alty on all minerals and metals mined or produced from the land as follows: 


(1) irrespective of any certification of possible production--from the date of the contract 
until the lapse of the time within which the Government may issue such certification or until the 
total net amount contributed by the Government is fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs 
first; or


(2) if the Government issues a certification of possible production--for a period of ten 
years from the date of the contract or until the tbtal net amount contributed by the Government is 
fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs first. 
(c) Payment of royalty. --(1) The Government's royalty shall be five percent of the gross proceeds 
(including any. bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the 
form sold (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f.o.b. point); 
except, that charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business and shown as deductions 
on the buyer's settlement sheets (such as treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight payable by the buyer to a 
carrier (not the Operator or producer)), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross 
proceeds' as that term is used herein. No costs of the Operator or producer are deductible in 
arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is here used. 


The term "treatmnt processes t' means those processes (such as milling, concentrating, smeltin& 
refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to the crude ore or 
other production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially marketable 
form.


(2) The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid currently upon each lot sold, held, 
or used in integrated operations, as the case may be. 
(d) Unsold production. --If any production (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent), after the 


lapse of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used 
in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance if it is stockpiled), the Govern-
ment, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its royalty 
on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the 
Government elects to require computation and. payment. If any production is used in integrated manufact-
uring or fabricating operations before the Government makes its election, the Government's royalty on 
such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which and at the time it is so 
used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income from mining operations for percentage 
depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the market value, whichever is greater. 


(e) Lien for payment. --To secure the payment of royalty (see Article 6(b)), the Operator hereby 
grants to the Government a lien upon his interest in the land and upon any production of minerals and 
metals therefrom until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(f) Notice to purchasers. --The Operator or producer shall give notice of the Government's claim for 
royalty to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the 
royalty directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets.. 
If the records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is 
by the Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
estimated by the Government, and this estimate shall be final and binding upon the Operator or producer. 


(g) No obligation to produce. --Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any obliga-
tion on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations. 


(h) Government not obligated to. buy. --Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals and metals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 7. Termination of the Government's Obligations.--(a) If the Government determines that 
operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results and further work is not justified, the 
Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon: 


(1) the Government shall be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not thQl 
performed; and 


(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may 
be necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting. 
(b) If the Government determines that the Operator is in default under the terms of the contract, 


the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification of reasonable 
time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default as required, 
thereupon:


(1) the Government shall be relieved of all obligation tq pay on account of units of work not 
performed when the notice was given, and 


(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be 
necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting. 


The Government may also avail itself of any other remedy the law may provide for breach of contract, in-
eluding the right to rescind the contract and to demand repayment of all moneys contributed by the Govern-
ment under the contract.







(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 7 shall not 
affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to royalty and liens to 
secure the payment thereof, and such rights shall be fully preserved. 


(d) The determinations of the Government are subject to appeal under Article U. 


ARTICLE 8. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator or may be sent 
by certified mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If mailed, 
notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE 9. Officials not to benefit. --No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise 
therefrom; but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corpora-
tion for its general benefit. 


ARTICLE 10. Nondiscrimination in Employment. --The provisions respecting nondiscrimination' in em-
ployment which are required by section 301 of Executive Order 10925, dated March 6, 1961, as amended 
and supplemented, are attached hereto as Exhibit B and are hereby incorporated in and made a part of 
this contract. 


ARTICLE 11. Disputes. --Any dispute arising under this contract which is not disposed of by agree-
ment shall be decided by the Director, U. S. Geological Survey, 'who shafl reduce his decision to 
writing and mail or otherwise furnish a copy thereof to the Operator. , The decision of the 'Director, 
U. S. Geological Survey, shall be final and conclusive unless, within 30 days from the date of receipt 
of such copy, the Operator mails or otherwise furnishes to the Director, U. S. Geological Survey, a 
written appeal addressed to the Secretary of the Interior. The decision of the Secretary or his 
duly authorized representative for the determination of such appeals shall be final and conclusive 
unless determined by a court of competent jurisdiction to have been fraudulent, or capricious or 
arbitrary, or so grossly erroneous as necessarily to imply bad faith, or not supported by substantial 
evidence. 


The term "Director, U. S. Geological Survey," as used herein includes his duly authorized 
representative. 


ARTICLE 12. Work Hours Act of 1962 - Overtime Compensation. --This contract, to the extent that 
it is of a character specified in the Work'Hours Act of 1962 (Public Law 87-581, 76 Stat. 357-360) and 
is not covered by the Walsh-Henley Public Contracts Act (14.1 U.S.C. 35_Li 5), is subject to the following 
provisions and to all other provisions and exceptions of said Work Hours Act of 1962. 


(a) Overtime requirements. --No Operator or subcontractor contracting for any part of the con-
tract work which may require or involve the employment of laborers or mechanics shall require or per-
mit any laborer or mechanic to be employed on such work in excess of eight hours in any calendar day or 
in excess of forty hours in any workweek unless such laborer or mechanic receives compensation at a 
rate of not less than one and one-half times his basic rate of pay for all hours' worked in excess of 
eight hours in any such calendar day or in excess of forty hours in any such workweek, as the case may 
be.


(b) Violations; liability for'unpaid wages; liquidated dainages.--In the event of any violation of 
the clause set forth in subparagraph (a) of this paragraph, the Operator and any subcontractor res-
ponsible therefor shall be liable to any affected employee for his unpaid wages. In addition, such 
Operator and subcontractor shall be liable to the United States (In the case of work done under con-
tract for the District of Columbia or a territory, to such District or to such territory), for liquid-
ated damages. Such liquidated damages shall be computed, with respect to each individual laborer or 
mechanic employed in violation of the clause set forth in subparagraph (a) of this paragraph, in the 
sum of $10 for each calendar day on which such employee was required or permitted to work in excess of 
eight hours or in excess of the standard workweek of forty hours without payment of the overtime wages 
required by the clause set forth in subparagraph (a) of this paragraph. 


(c) Withholding for unpaid wages and liquidated damages. --The 'U. S. Geological Survey may 
withhold or cause to be withheld, from any moneys payable on account of work performed by the Operator 
or ' ubcontractor, such sums as may administratively be determined to be necessary to satisfy any li-
abilities of such Operator or subcontractor for unpaid wages and liquidated damages as provided in the 
clause set forth in subparègraph (b) of this paragraph.

The purpose of the project is to explore by drifting, crosscutting, 
and long-hole drilling on the 1i00-foot level of the Lane Silver mine 
for silver-bearing ore bodies in and along three mineralized parallel 
veins cutting the Precambrian granitic rocks. 


General Provisions 


All drifts and crosscuts shall be not less than 5 by 7 feet in 
cross section, and shall be timbered as necessary.

During the latter years of his 


life, he became interested in the camp of Manhattan in Nye County, Nevada0 At one 


time, he was a member of the Nevada Legislature, having served as Assemblyman; and over 


a period of 2S years, was a member of the Nye County.Republican Central Committee0 


He was a member of the Tonopah Idge of ks, 'Ibnopah lions Club, and Tonopah 


Chamber of Commerce0

The writer has spent some time studying the Lane Mine openings 
and surface geology. The basic purpose of the work was to 
see if anything visible could refute the conclusions reached 
in 1917 by Mark G-. Bradshaw who wrote a very interesting 
report recommending that the mine 'be reopened and. further 
developed on the 400' 1eve until the rich orebody on the 
upper levels was encountered. He had faith that the excellent 
upper sulphide mineralization would persist to the 400' level 
and tht ore available between the 4OO and. 200' levels 
would make a profitable operatlon. The wrlter found no reason 
to disagree with Bradshas work and plans . (cost have changed) 
and can recommend that the search for the extension in depth 
of the Lane orebody be undertaken. 


The most frequent questions asked by those investing in 
speculative mining operations deal with the odds in favor 
of success0 Most men who finance mining understand that 
orebodies are not blocked out until seen on three sides at

The following is a summary of the activity under my supervision at the 
Lane Silver Mine situated in Yavapai County, Arizona, between the dates 
of January 1967 and October 21, 1969. 


The first step in the reopening of the Lane Mine and subsequent exploration 
for silver ore required the construction of approximately one mile of rad 
through very difficult terrain. The schedule for this part of the project 
contemplated its completion within three weeks. Due to breakdown of the 
road building equipment, and other difficulties, the road was .nally completed 
about six months after work initially began. 


During the period between July 1967 and the execution of the OME contract 
on November 21, 1967, activity at the mine was confined to the catching up 
of caved ground and the retimbering of the 400 level adit, All work stopped 
on December 6, 1967 due to the severity of the weather (unusually heavy 
snowfall) and no work was done until March 1968. 


A contract was entered into with a Henry P. McNeill, a mining contractor, 
in March 1968 which required that he complete the work called for under the 
OME contract. Because of ill health and incompetent help, McNeill was uni 
able to complete the contract. I then moved off McNeil])s equipment and re-
equipped the property and contracted with other miners to complete the program 
outlined in the OME contract. After drivin.g 38 feet of drift, these miners gave 
up the contract and walked off the job.

At that point I took over the job with the realization that because of the 
relative isolation of the property it would be almost impossible to secure 
the help of experienced miners. 


The entire project has been delayed many times by circumstances beyond 
my control. An original schedule that allowed for completion within six 
months has extended well i.nto its third year. Although all of the work 
specified in the OME contract has not been completed, enough has been 
accomplished to convince me that the further expenditure of time and 
money on the Lane Mine, in view of present evidence, would not be justi-
fied. 


I would like to have my October 1969 voucher serve as my final geologic 
and engineering report. 


Included are the required maps and narrative.

• f' Precambrian crystalline rocks and metamorphic rocks occupy 
most of the area surrounding the Lane mine. The metamorphic 
rocks, known as the Yavapai schist, consist 'of phyllite and 
mica and hornblende schist, all largely of sedimentary origin 


• (Lindgren, 1926). Thick strata of Yavapai schist trending 
• north-northeast across the district are intruded by the Brad-


shaw granite, a massive, coarse- to medium grained, gray to 
pink biotite granite. The Lane. mine is entirely withirithe 
granite. 


Ore minerals consist chiefly of silver-bearing galena and minor 
sphalerite. Traces to 0.1 oz. per ton of gold are reported 
to be present in the ore (Bradshaw, M. G., 1917).

An OME contract (Contract 2252) was executed between me and 


:	 the Government to explore by drifting, crosscutting and 
long-hole drilling on the . 400-foot level of the Lane Silver 
mine for silver bearing ore bodies in and along three mineral-
ized parallel veins cutting the Precambrian granitic rocks. 
Work was to begin from the face of the rehabilitated adit in 


•	 a northeasterly direction along the strike of the main or 
•	 . middle vein. The 400-level adit was to be rehabilitated for 


a distance of approximately 600 feet from the present face 
•	 of the adit, which was some 600 feet from the portal. 


Extremely bad ground, and much time was consumed getting 
through it, then at a distance of 182 feet beyond where the 
old workings were bypassed, additional work, not previously 
rrapped or known to exist were encountered.

A final inspection of the Lane Silver Mine, Yavapai County,1!a 
was made on November 13, 1969. The Field Officer was accompanied 
by Mr. Robert C. Hanford, the Operator. 


A contract was executed on November 21, 1967 between the Government 
and Mr. Robert C. Hanford, an individual, (The Operator) to explore 
for silver-bearing ore, by drifting, crosscutting and long-hole 
drilling on the 400-foot level of the Lane Silver Mine, Yavapai 
County, Arizona in and along three mineralized parallel veins cutting 
the Precambrian granitic rocks. The exploration work was estimated 
to cost a total of $30,000.00. The Government's contribution at 75 
percent participation was estimated to be not in excess of $22,500.00. 


Amendment No. 2 of the subject contract, dated September 30, 1969 
extended the date for completion of the work from twenty 7one (21) to 
twenty-three (23) months from the date of the contract, or until 
October 21, 1969. 


The 400-level adit was to be rehabilitated for a distance of approx-
imately 600 feet from the present face of the adit, which was some 
600 feet from the portal. Extremely bad ground was encountered, 
in an effort to get in under the old caved stoped area. Finally, in 
October, 1968 some progress in drifting was made. Between October 1, 
1968 and March 1, 1969 a total of 144 feet of drifting was completed.

Then during March, April and May, the Operator replaced the old equip-
ment with new equipment, cancelled his operating agreement between 
himself and the miner, Mr. McNiel. The Operator began with a new 
mine crew. The new agreement between the Operator and the mine crew 
failed in June 1969, coupled with the fact that after drifting an 
additional 38 feet, old workings were encountered in the footwall 
that were not shown on previous maps available at the time of the 
field examination, indicating now that the vein had been more extensively 
mined than had been heretofore suspected. 


The Operator, in his June 1969 "Operator's progress report", as well 
as in his June 1969 "Narrative report" requested termination of the 
contract. He indicated that the objectives of the exploration project 
had been met, this of course was not true, except for the fact that 
the workings show that the vein has been previously mined, thus 
essentially nullifying reasons for continued exploration. As of 
June, 1969 only 182 feet of vein had been explored as a result of 
the explotation work, with essentially negative results. The entire 
project has been fraught with operational difficulties from the very 
beginning, and then complicated by two severe winter seasons that 
delayed the project considerably. During the better months when some 
progress was made there was only a maximum of 44 feet of drifting 
completed in any one month and the Operator only averaged 28.8 feet 
per month over the five month period from October 1, 1968 through 


February 28, 1969. 


The Operator has completed a total of 255 feet of drifting and 
crosscutting on and along the vein as of November 13, 1969 at a 
total cost of $16,769.00. (Maps attached). Exploration work along 
the old workings shows a rather strong footwall structure but 
progress included the removal of mostly caved material consisting 
of densely packed muck and slabs of country rock.

After all applicable spaces are filled in 1, the 
Operator or his agent must sign the certification in the 
lower left corner. Categories (2) through (7) apply 'to

repO.rt, (a) the total fixed unit costs of work performed 
under contract provisions for' contribution by the Gov-
ernment on a basis cf "fixed unit costs"; and (b) the 
claimed costs of work perfornied on a unit-price basis 
by independent contractors.

The item titled "Drilling, Non-core Percussion" includes 
all drilling performed with wagon., jack-hammer, stoper and mount-
ed drills. The several items, labelled "Other" are provided to 
take care of particular exploration operations not specified 'on 
this form.	 '	 .	 .	 .

Since the time of your recent visit to the Lane Mine, much working time 
has been lost due to the breakdown of my pickup and also the illness of 
Allen's wife occasioned a delay of short duration as he had to take her 
to Prescott for medical attention. Then too the ground has been extremely 
heavy and I have had to proceed cautiously in order to keep the back off 
my back as it were. We have had to spile through some pretty tough ground. 
Therefore, I hope you won't think that when we were able to be on the job 
we were not making the most of our time. 


As indicated at the time of your visit, I felt that another 30 feet would 
take us to the end of the drift. This assumption, predicated upon the 
appearance of the ground at that time, which seemed to drop abruptly to the 
tunnel level.

I enclose herewith two copies of a map of the Lane Mine workings showing 
all work done to date. 


The work done under the OME contract began,,at Station 8 and proceded to 
the present heading. In order to clarify what may be a confusing situation 
on th& map, Station 7 was reached in the cleaning up of the old drift. Station 
8 was established 10 feet back from station 7 at which point the cross cut 
into the hanging wall was started. I am sure that you will be able to under-
stand this. 


In the past month I have been working under ' extremely hazardous conditions 
as the ground the drift has penetrated has been badly faulted and I have had 
to timber in order to make for safe working conditions in the mine. As the 
map shows, I have broken into an old drift in an area considered to be virgin 
country, by all who profess to know anything about the Lane 'and as reported 
by Bradshaw in his report dated 1917. 


The finding of this old drift, of course, makes Bradshaw's conclusion to the 
extent of the old workings unacceptable, but from information which we do 
know to be reliable, we are at a point approximately 45 feet southwesterly 
from the near end of the downward projection of the old stope. Inasmuch as 
the back of the drift is caved, I cannot at this point determjne whether or not 
we shall have to spile and timber in order to reach the point lam driving for, 
namely - some 45 feet ahead. If suchis the case, the work will progress so

slowly, as to make it impossible for me to complete my program within the 
time remaining under the OME contract. Therefore, I respectfully request 
an extension of the contract until December 31, 1969. This date coincides 
with the termination date of my option with Phil Hoyt. 


Although I have tried repeatedly to employ additional miners to help me 
complete this project, none have been interested and the several who have 
visited the property have turned down employment there because of the 
isolation of the mine (no beer joints nearby) and because of the hazardous 
condition of the ground. 


I do not have any of the Operator's Monthly Voucher forms, therefore I 
cannot submit the statement due for the month of July. If you will kindly 
send to me, at your earliest convenience, several of these forms, I will 
complete them and return them to you promptly.

I submit herewith this statement for June covering the request for reimburse-
ment for funds spent on the above OME contract. 


At the time of Mr. Emmerick's visit to the. mine last month I was just pre-
paring to resume operation after having been idle throughout April and May. 
During this period I was endeavoring to arrive at a rental agreement with 
Mr. McNeill on his equipment. After submitting to five revisions (McNeill's) 
of the agreement, mostly or entirely nit-picking, I gave up trying to do 
business with him and leased other equipment necessary to the carrying on 
of the work. 


We resumed work on June 16 and in the next six working days drove 36 feet 
of drift. The miners then complained that I was asking too much of them 
and quit the job, leaving me with one other man to carry on. The last round 
we shot broke into an old drift on the footwall side of our drift exposing work-
ings some 120 to 125 feet north of the last work reported in Bradshaw's 
report. From this I can only assume that some work was done in the mine 
after Bradshaws report was made, evei thcugñ o one I have talked with 
regardip.g the Lame Mine seemed to know of any activity there except for 
work done by McNeili fc Phil Hoyt on the 100-foot level about 1960 and some 
sniping done by. a oartv known as Burre John in the early :i920's.

Of course it is discouraging to find old workings in an area considered virgin• 
country, especially as we do not know their extent. Much conjecture arises 
as to the extent of the old workings, particularly as to what they prove, if 
anything. I cannot regard the existence of the old workings as encouraging 
to my effort yet, I cannot write off the project at this time, and won't until 
I have a more comprehensive idea of the meaning of the old drift. 


Inasmuch as the country is greatly faulted in the heading of our present drift, 
needing five to. six sets of timbers to insure that it will be safe to work there, 
and drive ahead, I am presently timbering our workings. It looks like a 
week's work at this writing to make the drift safe for further exploration. 
Once this is accomplished I plan to drive ahead into the old drift in order to 
determine the condition of the drift and the extent of it. By continuing our 
present exploration another 50 feet,' plus or minus, we would be under the old 
stope. At that point we should be at the junction of the three veins (see Brad -
shaw's report) and if no ore is in evidence then I plan to drill into the hanging 
wall and the footwall to pick up the unworked parallel veins. If no ore is 
encountered after that, I will have to admit that the ore is not there, at least 
within our economic limits. 


While the breaking into the old drift is discouraging, I am not ready to "throw 
in the sponge" at this point.

An interim inspection of the subject property was made on June 10, 
1969, in the company of the Operator, Mr. Robert C. Hanford. 


No progress was recorded on the project since the cornletion óf 
144 feet of drift on the 400-foot level of the mine in February 1969, 
because of difficulties between the Operator and the contractor doing 
the drifting. 


At the time of this interim inspection the Operator had replaced all 
of the contractor's equipment with his own equipment, which appeared 
new and to be adequate for completing the remaining work in the 
contract.

This letter is to bring you up to date on the Lane silver mine of Robert Hanford. 
As you know from reading the papers and watching T.V., there was an unusual snowfall 
in Arizona in the month of December. It laid 40" of snow on the mining camp completely. 
blocking the road out of the camp • After being snowed in at the camp, Mr. Hanford, 
his wife and family walked out on December 22 and 23, it took them 2 days to reach 
Crown King. Mr. Hanford then spent the week in Phoenix waiting abatement of the 
weather conditions before attempting to go back to the mine. On December 30, Mr. Hanford 
his wife and two children drove to Prescott to pick up mining supplies and equipment. 
On the outskirts of Prescott on the freeway, Mr. Hanford was involved in a three car 
accident of which he was the center car. The Jeep that Mr. Hanford was driving was 
completely demolished, his wife was killed and Mr. Hanford and the two children were 
in the hospital for a day and a night. Mr. Hanford suffered a broken lower right 
arm, cracked rib and broke a chip off his left elbow. Mr. Hanford brought his wife's 
body into Yreka, California for burial. He returned to Phoenix close to the end of 
January, at.whioh time the weather conditiOn was rainy which blocked his return to H 
the mine completely until February 9. The road that was built into the Lane Mine 
withstood the weather extremely well, but the road frOm Crown King to Fort Misery and. 
on to the Cooper Basin deteriorated to. the extent it needed work on it to be able to. 
negotiate it with a vehicle.	 .	 . 


The tractor work on this road. amounted to $1,600.00, this is not part of the 
exploration work as in accordance with the exploration contract that Mr. Hanford baa 
with you. Other clean-up work due to the storm will take probably about a week. I 
am sorry I procrastinated writing this letter to bring you up to date on this mine.

(d) The Operator shall not transfer or assign this contract or any right or obligation there-
under without the written consent. of the Government. 


ARTICLE 2. Operator's rights in land.--(a)The Operator represents and undertakes that' Annex I 
correctly descrfles, the land which is the' subject of this contract and 'the nature of the Operator's 
right of property and possession therein (whether as' ownei, l'essee, or otherwise), and that such right, 
title, or interest is subject only to the following claims, liens, or encunibrances:

(b) The Subordination Agreement of the holder of any claim, lien, or encumbrance listed a1ove and 
(if 'the Operator does not hold the legal title) the 'Lien Agreement of any holder of the legal title of 
the land (lessor, seller, optionor, etc.) are attached as follows:

Cc) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, or interest in the land and his right to 
the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all existing improve-
ments, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this contract. The Opera-
tor shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, or interest therein, nor 
permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly referring to and providing In 
the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation of the Government's right to a 
royalty on production and liens for the payment thereof. Two true copies of such instrument shall be fur-
nished to the Government. I-f the Government's rights to royalty as provided in Article 6 have been terminated, 
the provisions of this paragraph (c) shall become inapplicable. 


ARTICLE 3. Performance of the work.--(a) Operator's responsibility. --The work shall be performed dili-
gently, efficiently, in a workmanlike manner in accordance with good mining standards, and in compliance with 
State laws governing health, safety, and liability insurance covering employment. The Operator shall provide 
suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor to complete the work as speci-
fied in Article 1(a). 


(b) Government may inspect. --The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all phases of 
the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect the work under the 
contract and production operations during the period that royalty is payable to the Government. The Operator 
shall provide the Government with all reasonable means of access for such inspections. 


ARTICLE 14.• Contribution by the Government. --The Government will make its contribution on the basis of 
the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 5(b), but all payments by the Government are provisional only, 
subject to audit. Until the account between the Operator and the Government is finally audited and settled 
and the Operator's final report has been received, the Government may withhold such sums as are necessary 
to protect its interests.. To the extent that amounts in excess of fixed unit costs or in excess of the 
estimated total cost may be necessary for the performance of the work, the Operator shall incur and pay 
such amounts for his own account without contribution by the Government. The Government will not contribute 
to the cost of any work performed prior to the date of this contract. The Government may make payments for 
the account of the Operator directly to independent contractors and suppliers rather than to the Operator. 


ARTICLE 5. Reports, accounts, audits. --(a) Operator's records.--The Operator shall keep suitable 
records and accounts of the units of work performed and of any production in which the Government may have 
an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three years after final 
payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years after any obligation 
to pay royalties to the Government has 'termirated. The Government may inspect and audit said records and 
accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public.'accountant. The Comptroller General of the 
United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year periods, shall have access to 
and the right to examine all pertinent books, documents, papers, and records of the Operator. 


(b) Monthly reports. --The Operator shall provide the Government with four copies of monthly reports in 
three sections as follows: 


(1) Operator's Monthly Voucher claiming costs for work performed; 
(2) Operator's Progress Report showing, the number of units of the various types of work performed; 


and


(3) a narrative report of the work performed during the reporting period, including adequate engi-


neering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs and locations, and assay reports on samples taken 
concurrently with advance in mineralized ground. 


(Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided by the Govmnment.) 
(c) Final report.--Upon completion of'the work or termination of the Government's obligation to con-


tribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with three copies of a final report (in addition 
to the final monthly report). This final report shall include a geological and engineering evaluation of the 
results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore reserves resulting from such work, 
complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or sketches, and a sunanary of the work performed 
and the unit costs thereof. 


(d) Report of sales. --The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and documentary 
evidence covering all production to which the Government's royalty relates, such as two copies of smelter or con-
centrator settlement sheets and certified accounts of production and sale or other disposition of production. 


(e)' Compliance with requirements.--If the Government determines that any of the Operator's reports, 
records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the Government 
may procure the preparation or completion of same with suitable attachments as an expense of the work to which 
the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment of any vouchers relating to 
insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts. 


ARTICLE 6. Repayment by Operator. --(a) Certification. --If the Government considers that mineral or 
metal production from the land covered by the ôontract may be possible as a result of the exploration work, it 
shall so certify in writing to the Operator at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final 
report and final accounting (see Article 5) have been furnished.







(b) Royalty on production. --The Operator, whether or not the producer (for example, if the Opera-
tor either transfers or does not retain his interest in the land), shall pay to the Government a roy-
alty on all minerals and metals mined or produced from the land as follows: 


(1) irrespective of any certification of possible production--from the date of the contract 
until the lapse of the time within which the Government may issue such certification or until the 
total net' amount contributed by the Government is fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs 
first; or


(2) if the Government issues a certification of possible production--for a period of ten 
years from the date of the contract or until the total net amount contributed by the Government is 
fully repaid with interst, whichever occurs first. 
(c) Payment of royalty. --(1) The Government's royalty shall be five ' percent of the gross proceeds 
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the 
form sold (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f.o.b. point); 
except, that charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business and showa as deductions 
on the buyer's settlement sheets' (such as treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value'of the production sold, and freight payable by the buyer to a 
carrier (not the Operator or producer)), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the 'gross 
proceedst as 'that term is used herein. No costs of the Operator or producer are deductible in 


'arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is here used. 
The term "treatment' processes' means those processes (such as milling, concentrating, smelting, 


refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to the crude ore or 
other production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially marketable 
form.


(2) The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid currently upon each lot sold, held, 
or used in integrated operations, as the case may be. 
(d) Unsold production. --If any production (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent), after the 


lapse of six months from ,the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used 
• in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance if it is stockpiled), the Govern-


ment, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its royalty 
on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the 
Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used in'integrated manufact-
uring or fabricating operations before the Government makes its election, the Government's royalty on 
such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which and at the time it is so 
used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income from mining operations for percentage 
depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the market value, whichever is greater. 


(e) Lien for payinent.--To secure the payment of royalty (see Article 6(b)), the Operator hereby 
grants to the Government a lien upon his interest in the land and upon any production of minerals and 
metals therefrom until the royalty claim is' extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(f) Notice to purchasers. --The Operator or producer shall give notice of the Government's claim for 
royalty to any purchaser o± the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the 
royalty directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. 
If the r'ecords of any production and sales or other 'disposition of production, whether the production is 
by the' Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
estimated by the Government, and this estimate shall be final and binding upon the Operator or producer. 


(g) No obligation to produce. --Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any obliga-
tion on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations. 


(h) Government not obligated to buy. --Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals and metals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 7 . Termination of the Government's Obligations.--(a) If the Government determines that 
operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results and further work is not justified, the 
Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon: 


(1) the Government shall be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not thai 
performed; and 


(2) the Operator' shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may 
be necessary and 'incidental to 'final accounting and reporting. 
(b) If the Government determines that the Operator is in defaul't under the terms of the contract, 


the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification of reasonable 
time within which the default must , be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default as required, 
thereupon:


(1) the Government shall be relieved of all obligation tq pay on account of units of work not 
performed when the notice was given, and 


(2) the Operator. shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be 
necessary and incidental to final 'accounting and reporting. 


The Government may also avail itself of any other remedy the law may provide for breach' of contract1 in-
cluding the right to rescind the contract and to demand repayment of all moneys contributed by the Govern-
ment under the contract.







(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 7 shall not 
affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to royalty an liens to 
secure the payment thereof, and such rights shall be fully preserved. 


(d) The determinations of the Government are subject to appeal under Article 11. 


ARTICLE 8. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator or may be sent 
by certified mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If mailed, 
notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE 9. Officials not to benefit. --No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise 
therefrom; but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corpora-
tion for its general benefit. 


ARTICLE 10. Nondiscrimination in Thuployment. --The provisions respecting nondiscrimination in em-
ployment which are required by section 301 of Executive Order 10925, dated March 6, 1961, as amended 
and supplemented, are attached hereto as Exhibit B and are hereby incorporated in and made a part of 
this contract. 


ARTICLE 11. Disputes. --Any dispute arising under this contract which is not disposed of by agree-
ment shall be decided by the Director, U. S. Geological Survey, who shall reduce his decision to 
writing and mail or otherwise furnish a copy thereof to the Operator. The decision of the Director, 
U.. S. Geological Survey, shall be final and conclusive unless, within 30 days from the date of receipt 
of such copy, the Operator mails or otherwise furnishes to the Director, U. S. Geological Survey, a 
written appeal addressed to the Secretary of the Interior. The decision of the Secretary or his 
duly authorized representative for the determination of such appeals shall be final and conclusive 
unless determined by a court of competent jurisdiction to have been fraudulent, or capricious or 
arbitrary, or so grossly erroneous as necessarily to imply bad faith, or not supported by substantial 
evidence. 


The term "Director, U. S. Geological Survey," as used herein includes his duly authorized 
representative. 


ARTICLE 12. Work Hours Act of 1962 - Overtime Compensation. --This contract, to the extent that 
it is of a character specified in the Work Hours Act of 1962 (Public Law 87-581, 76 Stat. 357-360) and 
is not covered by the Walsh-Healey Public Contracts Act (1ll U.S.C. 35-11.5), is subject to the following 
provisions and to all other provisions and exceptions of said Work Hours Act of 1962. 


(a) Overtime requirements. --No Operator or subcontractor contracting for any part of the con-
tract work which may require or involve the employment of laborers or mechanics shall require or per-
mit any laborer or mechanic to be employed on such work in excess of eight hours in any calendar day or 
in excess of forty hours in any workweek unless such laborer or mechanic receives compensation at a 
rate of not less than one and one-half times his basic rate of pay for all hours worked in excess of 
eight hours in any such calendar day or in excess of forty hours in any such workweek, as the case may 
be.


(b) Violations; liability for unpaid wages; liquidated damages. --In the event of any violation of 
the clause set forth in subparagraph (a) of this paragraph, the Operator and any subcontractor res-
ponsible therefor shall be liable to any affected employee for his unpaid wages. In addition, such 
Operator and subcontractor shall be liable to the United States (in the case of work done under con-
tract for the District of Columbia or .a territory, to such District or to such territory), for liquid-
ated damages. Such liquidated damages shall be computed, with respect to each individual laborer or 
mechanic employed in violation of the clause set forth in subparagraph (a) of this paragraph, in the 
sum of $10 for each calendar day on which such employee was required or permitted to work in excess of 
eight hours or in excess of the standard workweek of forty hours without payment of the overtime wages 
required by the clause set forth in subparagraph (a) of this paragraph. 


(c) Withholding for unpaid wages and. liquidated damages. --The U. S. Geological Survey may 
withhold or cause to be withheld, from any moneys payable on account of work performed by the Operator 
or ubcontractor, such sums as may administratively be determined to be necessary to satisfy any li-
abilities of such Operator or subcontractor for unpaid wages and liquidated damages as provided in the 
clause set forth in subparagraph (b) of this paragraph. 


ARTICLE 13. Copeland (Anti-Kickback) Act--Nonrebate of wages. --The regulations of the Secretary 
of Labor applicable to c)ntractors and subcontractors (29 CFR, Part 3), made pursuant to the Copeland 
Act, as amended (11.0 U. S. C. 276c) and to aid in the enforcement of the Anti-Kickback Act (18 U. S. C. 
8711. ) are made a part of this contract by reference. The Operator will comply with these regulations 
and any amendments or modifications thereof and will be responsible for the submission of affidavits 
required of independent contractors thereunder. The foregoing shall apply except as the Secretary of 
Labor may specifically provide for reasonable limitations, variations, tolerances, and exemptions.

Introduction 


Mr. Robert C. Hanford applied to the Office of Minerals Exploration 


for financial assistance to explore the Lane Silver mine. A field 


examination was requested by OME, Washington, and was made by Robert U. 


King on June 214 ., 1967, accompanied by the applicant, Mr. Hanford, and 


Messrs. P. S. Hoyt and his son. 


During the examination the applicant requested modification of the 


proposed exploration to include drilling of eight long holes at 25-foot 


intervals into the hanging- and foot-walls of the main vein to explore 


below mineralized outcrops of known veins on each side of the main 


vein, to be followed by a cross cut to either or both such veins, and 


a drift on either or both veins. Revised maps submitted by the applicant 


subsequent to the examination indicate that!eet of drilling will be 


sufficient to adequately explore the main vein on the 14.00 level. 


Conclusions and recommendations 


It is concluded that there is a good chance of discovering ore along 


the downward continuation of an ore shoot, that was mined above the 200 


level, by the applicant?s proposal to extend the existing 14.00 level adit 


an additional 300 feet, and of discovering ore on the downward 


continuation of the two parallel veins that were prospected on the surface







by eight long holes and 150 feet of x cut and drift on the parallel 


veins. I recommend this modified program estimated to cost $33,611.50 


be approved. 


Location 


The Lane Silver Mine is in the southern part of the Bradshaw 


Mountains in the Minnehaha-Hunthug Mining District. It is chiefly in 


the SE i/1., sec. 11, T. 9 N., R. '1 W., GSRM; part of one claim is in 


Sec. 12. 


The property 


The property consists of three continguous unpatented lode mining 


claims: Lane #1, Lane #2, Land #3 (fig. 1), which are recorded in 


Book 156, pages 19 and 20, and in Book 285, p. 562, respectively, in 


the office of the Yavapai County Recorder, Prescott, Arizona. 


çperty rights 


The applicant has an 18-month exclusive right and option to purchase 


the property dated July 11, 1966, with amendment for renewal of option 


for 1 year and 6 months dated September 22, 1966, from Southern Mining 


and Milling Company, owners. Mining rights until July 11, 1968, are 


implied by these documents. Lien and subordination agreements (MME Form 


52) were submitted with the original application to cover the Lane #1, 


2, and 3 claims.


Geologic summary 


Precambrian crystalline rocks and metamorphic rocks occupy most 


of the area surrounding the Lane mine. The metamorphic rocks, known 


as the Yavapai schist, consist of phyllite, and mica and hornblend.e 
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schist, all largely of sedimentary origin (Lindgren, 1926). Thick 


strata of Yavapai schist trending north-northeast across the district 


are intruded by the Bradshaw granite, a massive, coarse- to 


medium-grained, gray to pink biotite granite. The Lane mine is entirely 


within the granite. 


Ore minerals consist chiefly of silver-bearing galena and minor 


sphalerite. Traces to 0.1 oz. per ton of gold are reported to be 


present in the ore (Bradshaw, M. G. 1917). Gangue consists mostly of 


quartz, pyrite, and argillized wall rocks. 


The Lane mine exploited a steeply northwest-dipping fissure vein 


that cuts the granite roughly parallel to the predominant north-northeast 


trend of the major joint system. The main vein has been traced on the 


surface for about 1,000 feet through a vertical interval of about 500 


feet. It averages about 18 inches wide and has been mined to a depth 


of 220 feet. Two other semi-parallel veins, one on each side of and 


about 1i-O feet from the main vein, have been prospected at the surface 


near the northeastern extremity of the workings, they are about 1-foot 


wide and are believed to be branch veins of the main vein, but as the 


two subsidiary veins have never been explored at depth their genetic 


relationship with the main vein is not known. 


The Lane mine, according to Bradshaw (1917) was located in the early 


1880 t s and is reported to have had a production valued at between 


$300,000 and $)-i.00,000. Lindgren (1926) states that "in the Mint report 


for l884 - - - a +-stainp mill was on the property and that 300 tons of ore 


were crushed yielding $50,000 in silver and gold." A single stope 
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extending from the surface to a depth of about 200 feet and about 160 


feet long is the source of the known production from the Lane mine. 


It is reported by Bradshaw (1917) that the productive part of the main 


vein ranged from 6 inches to as much as .l. feet in width. A probable 


average may have been 18 inches giving a mined tonnage of i-,000 to 


5,000 tons, and which at an estimated average content of 200 oz. Ag per 


ton for 50 percent of the stope length would have generated a gross 


value from $1i.O0,000 to $500,000. 


The grade of the Lane mine ore body is also indicated by the 


following three samples, two of which were collected by Bradshaw in 


1917, and one by the Applicant.

The ore deposits of the Tiger district consist of scattered silver-lead 


and gold-copper veins (Lindgren, 1926). The mines exploiting these vein 


deposits were active mostly for short intervals during the period from 


the early 1880's to the late 1920's. Some sporadic mining and prospecting 
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has continued in the district to the present time. A disseminated 


(porphyry type) Cu-Mo deposit recently has been explored by trenching 


and drilling in Copper Basin, about 1/2 mile west of the Lane mine. 


The results of this exploration are not known. The largest mines in 


the Tiger district were probably the Tiger and the Oro Bell-Gray Eagle 


mines. These are from 3 to 4 miles northwest of the Lane mine. 


According to Lindgren (1926, p. 172-175), the value of the total 


production from the Tiger mine was estimated at $750,000 mostly in 


silver, that of the Oro Belle-Gray Eagle mine, about $700,000 distributed 


among gold, silver, and copper. 


No measured or indicated reserves of ore exist in the Lane mine, 


but it is reported by Bradshaw (1917), that ore was being followed as 


much as • 20 feet below the working (200) level at the time work ceased 


on that level (due to water), and the 400-foot level adit was being 


driven. It is inferred that additional ore may be discovered along the 


downward continuation of the ore body that was mined. If it is assumed 


that the unexplored part of the ore shoot contains about the same 


relative proportions of ore and waste as the part mined (50 percent), 


the inferred reserves in the block 1-1/2 feet thick and 160 feet long 


extending downward from 20 feet below the 200 level to the 400 level 


should be about 4,000 tons.

The value of the production from Lane mine is reported to have 


amounted to between $300,000 and $)#oo,000 mostly in silver. Total 


value of production from the Tiger and Pine Grove districts amounted 


to about $2,000,000 in Cu, Au, Ag, Pb, and Zn (Lindgren, 1926, p. 172) 


from about 150,000 tons of ore treated or shipped during the period 


1901 to 192)4. 


Exp1oration targets 


The target of the proposed exploration is the portion of the main 


vein that lies ahead of the )400 level adit between the 200 and )400 


levels directly below the 200 level stope. The known ore shoot of the 


main vein is 160 feet in length by about 200 feet in depth. The rake 


of the ore shoot is about 90°. on the )4O0 level the vein contains no 


visible sulfides for the first 200 feet, but Bradshaw (1917) reports 


"the vein in places in the lower ()400 level) tunnel shows a high state 


of mineralization - --." Confirmation of the reported mineralization 


from 200 feet to the face of the drift at about )400 feet is not possible 


due to caving of the tunnel. 


Although insufficient work has been done on the two parallel veins 


to identify them as probable primary exploration targets on the )400 


level, long-hole drilling of the hanging- and foot-walls of the main 


vein to determine whether these veins continue to the )400 level and to 


make certain that the most favorable vein structure is being followed 


by the )400 level; drifting should be included in the exploration project.

Dear Mr. Johnson: 


In reply to your letter of November 3, 1966, in which you request supporting 
geological evidence to justify the proposed underground drihg of Li5O feet on the 
Lane Mine vein. 


No geologic maps of :the Lane Silver Mine, or the immediate area, have ever 
been made as far as I know. 


Reference is made to the report and comments of William B. Millar, consulting 
geologist, in which he recommends that "the search for the extension in depth of 
the Lane orebody be undertaken." Also: "The fault structure containing the Lane 
vein and parallel (unexplored) veins is a strong geologic feature and augurs well 
for persistence in depth of the vein." 


Inasmuch as no ore has been encountered in the Ii.00 feet of drifting so far 
done on the L1.oO level, it is not possible to state positively that ore will be 
found on that level with Li.50 feet of drifting on the vein. However, as this drift-
ing would drive under, and beyond, the stoped area in the upper levels there is 
good grounds for expecting this work to encounter ore. This drifting could also 
encounter the enrichment, at depth, of the vein outcrop which was found li.65 feet)/ 
east from the underhand stope. (Page ii. paragraph L, Bradshaw report). 


It is my intention to drill prospect holes with air-leg drill arid jointed 
drill rod into the hanging and foot walls of the Lane vein to pick up the parallel 
veins Bradshaw refers to in his report and for which he-recommends prospecting 
(Page 2 paragraph 3, Bradshaw report);. This can be done at nominal cost. 


I have done no sampling or assaying as there is no ore in sight in place. 
A small pile of ore at the portal of the 200 foot level shows silver, lead and 
zinc minerals,	 no doubt, came out of the level but was not sampled or assayed. 


If the conclusions of Bradshaw and Millar are acceptable it appears that the 
exploration for ore in the Lane Mine is justified.
