- Although some exploration of the property uy be warranted most of

the wvork proposed is not eligible feor assistance to the extest
requested. The sinking of & shaft and mime rehabilitation are allowsble
cofts in an GME contract when considered necessary teo conduct sxplora-
tion. However, allewances to the degree where these expenses conatitute
the major pertion of the estimated costs eaamt be juatified.

Under these circumstances, if supportimg evidence can be obtaismed, we
suggest that you consider the feasibility of other, less costly,
exploretion such as diamond drilling from surface sites. It scems
that several well plamned holes would adequatety explore the target
at eonsidersbie less cost and time. .





 If a revised project proposal is submitted you will also have to
furnish the following information to complete the application.

Furniah copies of you letters to the banks requcnting an oxploration
loan. The letters ahould state the amount of the loan (estimated
Government participation), purpose, date, and terms requasted.

A revised cost estimate  should be submitted for the new proposal.
