The applicant requested an exploration loan of 325,OOO 
for diamond drilling and minor rehabilit 9.tion work at the Lead Mountain 
Mine, San Bernardino County, California. 


The mine was examined on July and 9, 1951 by the Field 
Team, Region III, and it's report of the examination recommends denial 
of the loan. The Field Team's conlusions are summarized as follows: 


1. The probability of developing a large tonnage 
of ore is poor. 


2. Barite is the principal ore mineral, lead consti-
tutes less than 1% end zinc less tha.n 4% of the 
ore. 


3. Extraction of the lead and zinc may render the 
barite unniarketable thus making the proposal 
less feasible economically. 


4. Barite is not on the current list of critical arid 
strategic minerals. 


The Lead Zinc Branch concurs with the recommendation of the 
Field Team that the application for an exploration loan be denied.

Introduction 


The Lead Mountain Mine was examined at the request of Mr. Tom 
Lyon, Chairman, Coordinating Committee, Defense Minerals Administration. 
Mr. 0. H. Griggs had applied for Government assistance in a 25,O0O 
program to explore the mine. illiam P. Irwin of the Geological Survey 
examined the mine July 8, and 9, 1951, in the company of Mr. J. P. 
Lloyd, who has a financial interest in the mine. A Brunton-and-tape 
map of the main level of the underground workings was made at a scale 
of 1 inch equals 50 feet, and four samples were taken in the underground 
workings. 


The deposit contains 9,000 tons of indicated ore with an approximate 
average grade of 61i.8 percent BaSO 1 , 0.7 percent Pb., 3.8 percent 
Zn, and 0.95 ounces of Ag. per tonLt The probability of discovering 
a tonnage of ore commensurate with the proposed cost of exploration 
is poor. Benefication of the ore to extract the metal values may 
make the barite unmarketable, and thereby render the ore uneconomic. 
Exploration of the deposit is not recommended. 


Location 


The mine is high on the southern slope of an eastward-trending 
ridge in sec. 36, T. 10 N., R. 1 W., SBBM, about 5 miles east of Barstow, 
San Bernardino County, California. It is accessible by 2.6 miles of 
gravel road that extends northeasterly from U. S. route 91 at a point 
3.6 miles from the center of Barstow. 


Geology 


The predominant country rock in the vicinity of the mine is 
porphyritic andesite and light gray to greenish tuff. The andesite caps 
the top of the eastward trending ridge, overlies the tuff, and may 
lie in the trough of an eastward trending open fold. On the south side 
of the ridge, the contact between andesite and tuff dips north at an 
average of about L1.o°; on the north side, the dips range from gently 
south, through horizontal, to gently north. The andesite is brecciated 
at its contact with the underlying tuff on the south side of the ridge. 
The brecciation appes to be due largely to shearing, but may be volcanic 
in part. The character of the contact on the north side of the ridge 
could not be determined. 


Barium-, lead-, and zinc-bearing minerals ieplace andesite breccia 
and fill cavities in the breccia zone adjacent to the tufT on the 
south side of the ridge. The zone averages about 15 feet in thiciciess. 
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. 
The ore minerals appear to be mainly barite, calamine, cerrusite, and 
galena. Silver chlorides are reported to be present. 


Workings 


Several tunnels, inclined shafts, and open cuts, open the breccia 
zone for about 1000 feet along the strike on the south side of the 
ridge. The main tunnel heads N 20 E in tuff, and crosscuts the contact 
between tuff and andesite breccia l5 feet from the portal (see plan of 
main level). Drifts in the ore zone extend east and west from the 
tunnel for a total length of 2lS feet. The ore zone above the level 
of the drifts is almost completely stoped to the surface. The stopes, 
as well as the short shafts that connect the stopes to the surface, are 
inclined at an average of 3 degrees. A lower tunnel in tuff heads S Lj. W 
from the north side of the ridge. It is 1300 feet long, and at its face 
a vertical raise is reported to extend 2lj.0 feet to the foot of a 
0-degree raise in the ore zone. The L.0-degree raise in the ore zone 
connects to the east drift, a horizontal distance of about L1.o feet to 
the south. 


The workings are dry and in good condition in general. All are 
accessible except the vertical raise and the innermost part of the 
lower tunnel. The uper end of the raise is open, but no ladder 
was available. A cave in the innermost part of the tunnel blocks 
the foot of the raise.


Ore Reeerves 


Ore is exposed at many places in the workings in the southern 
half of the ridge, in the form of small pillars and relatively thin layers 
in tIE backs of the workings in the ore zone. The north walls of the 
drifts are in ore that probably extends down the dip of the breccia 
zone. All mineable ore above the drifts has been mined out. 


The ore zone in the westerly drift thins considerably to the west, 
and near the west end is displaced in sn obscure manner by a fault. 
Nuch of the ore zone in the west end consists of massive brown 1cite. 
In the easterly drift, the ore zone grades into breccia of lower grade 
at the east end. 


The ore zone grades down the dip into sparsely mineralized andesite 
breccia.	 e inclined raise that extends from the top .of the vertical 
raise is in the ore for the greater part. In the small stope at the bottii 
of the inclined raise, however, the mineralization is relatively weak and 
erratic, and much of the andesite breccia is nearly barren. 


According to the docket submitted by the applicant (see sec. l6A), 
the bottom of the vertical raise is in ore. lso, a cross section submitted 
by the applicant shows the entire vertical raise in ore. This is in 
disagreement with Irwin t s concept of the geology of the mine. Irwin 
believes that the top of the vertical raise is probably near the footwall 
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S 
contact of the ore zone, and that the vertical raise is in barren tuff 
(see sketch section). The inaccessibility of the raise and innennost 
part of the lower tunnel precludes clarification of these points. 


Four channel samples were cut to determine the general tenor of 
the ore, and to check the sampling results reported by the applicant 
(see plan of underground workings). The samples were cut normal to 
the plane of the ore zone, and averaged about 5 pounds each. The 
following are the assay results as determined by the Bureau of Mines, 
Hyrdometallurgical and Ore Dressing Branch, Reno, Nevada.

The assay results differ considerab:Iy from those reported by the 
applicant, particularly in regard to the lead content of the ore. Samples 
nos. 1, 2 and L were taken approximately along the same level of the 
ore zone. The ore zone at that level is an average of about 15 feet 
thick. The samples were cut across only a part of' the thickness, and 
are believed to be somewhat higher than the average grade over the 
entire thickness of the ore zone. Sample no. 3 was cut in one of 
the richest parts of the ore zone near the top of the vertical raise. 
There the mineralization is erratic, and the assay value of sample no. 3 
is much higher than the average for the entire thickness of the ore 
zone.


The ore zone above the main level appear to be almost completely 
mined out. xtension of mineable-grade material along the strike 
to the east and west of the drifts is highly problematical, J own the 
dip of the ore zone, the cut-off between ore arid non-ore appears to be 
fairly sharp1 defined at a level about 10 feet above the top of the 
vertical raise. 


The block of ground between the drifts and a level about 10 feet 
above the top of the verticalise is believed to be the only ore 
reserve. Making the most favorable assumptions, this block of 
ground contains 9,000 tons of' indicated ore with an approximate average 
grade of 6Li.8 percent BaSob, 0.7 percent Pb., 3.8 percent Zn., and 0.95 
ounces of Ag. per ton. The assumptions used are i) the block is 
150 feet long and )4O feet wide, measured in the plane of the ore zone, 
and averages 15 feet in thickness, (2) the average grade of the block 
is the weighted average of samples nos. 1, 2, and Li., and (3) 10 cubic 
feet of ore weighs 1 ton. 


The deposit was discussed with Mr. Oliver E. Bowen, r, of the 
California ivision of Mines, who gained knowledge of the district 
while mapping the Barstow quadrangle nearby. According to Bowen, 
the Lead Mountain deposit is similar in occurrence and mineralogy to 
several others in the same general area. °ne characteristic of these 
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deposits is that the mineralization dies out at a depth of a few 
hundred feet. He states further that benefication of the ore, 
to. remove the metal-bearing minerals, renders the barite unmarketable. 
The metallurgy of the Lead Mountain ore should be investigated before 
any exploration is considered. 


ixploration 


The applicant's plans for exploring the property are not Imown. 
Mr. Lloyd, sent by Mr. Griggs as his representative during the 
examination, is not a mining man, and was ignorant of the exploration plans. 
Considering the diverse views of the s tructure of the deposit, held 
by Griggs and Irwin, it is probable that their ideas as to the proper 
procedure for exploring the property are at a wide variance. 


The first step in the exploration should be to gain access to the 
vertical raise. Data gathered in the vertical raise would determine 
in large part the remaining exploration program. If Irwin's concept 
of the structure is correct, the down-dip extension of the .breccia 
zone could be explored best by raising through the tuff in the lower 
tunnel a few hundred feet north of the vertical raise. The tuff is 
soft, and mining costs should be low. The drifts on the main level 
could be lengthened to explore any easterly or westerly extensions of ore 
along the strike of the breccia zone. 


Conclusion 


Exploration of the Lead Mountain Mine is not recoirnaended for the 
following reasons: (1) The probability of developing a large tonnage 
of ore of a grade similar to the 9,000 tons of indicatedore is poor. 
(2) Barite is the principal dre mineral; lead constitutes less than 1 
percent, zinc less than L percent, of the ore. (3) Extraction 
of the lead and zinc values may not be economically feasible because 
of metallurgical processes that may render the barite uriinarketable. 
(1g.) Barite, the principal ore mineral is not on the current list of 
strategic and critical minerals.

Gen1emen:- On January 3 last I addressed a letter to you in regard to 
a Zinc-lead-barite property named Lead. Mountain, but have had. no response 
to my letter. So far as available instructions indicate, it is your 
Administration to which such letters should be sent. If this is incorrect, 
I would greatly appreciate advice from you as to whom such matters should 
be directed. 


In order to disclose the purpose of my former letter, allow me to repeat 
the substance of it. 


The property under discussion was opned up years ago and highgrade zinc-lead 
ores shipped from limited work done. No treatment plant has ever been on the 
property and it has been idle ever since, being owned in fee by parties who 
are not engaged in mining. It has a large potential tonnage , reports by 
engineers at hand giving estimates of 1,000,000 to 2,0O0,OO) tons from the 
openings high up on the ore down 00 feat to the lowest opening, with no 
bottoming of ore in sight. The ore width is from 50 to 100 feet with a pro-
bable average of 75 feet. According to these reports which contain a large 
number of assays the ore will average 2% plus zinc, 2% lead and 4O% barites. 
There is a present ready market for tlibarites. 


In September last, an engineer from the Reno office of the Bureau of limes 
visited the property with cie in response to my request for an examination 
preliminary to an application for a roject for drilling the mine. Jhi1e I 
do not have any definite report of the results o: this visit,the Bureau 
suggested that I communicate with you inasnnich as the Bureau was short of 
necessary funds for the work.

Gentlemen:- The writer has received from the Bureau of Mines a sot of 
'orm NSRB 146, but,owing to conditions heroinafter explained, finds it 


difficult to formulate proper responses	 that Form. 


Some three months the writer in cpmpany with an Engineer from the Rono 
0 fficc of the Bureau of Mines visited the property under discussion in 
this letter and several samples wore taken, the assays of which have not 
boon furnished to the writer as yet. The purpose of the visit was to enlist 
aid, from the Bureau by a project for drilling the property, but the Bur3 
reported it was without funds for the purpose and recommended the matter be 
taken up with your Department, 


This property consists of one whole Section of land, is patented and owned 
in fee, clear of all oncizabrances. It is situated about fol2r miles Notth East 
of Barstow, California. 


Prom various reports it is learned that the ore was disc 0vored some 65 years ago 
and that early exploiters shipped from it untreated. highgrado ores to a t0tal 
w0 rth of some $500,000.00. No milling plant or modern equipment has ever been 
on the property. 


The ore occuronco, from the reports and my own investigation, appears to be 
in an and isitic, tufa, limestone country rock area. The reports and assays 
available indicate that an overall average of the ore will contain a minimum 
of :-Zinc, 2% plus; Lod, 2%; Baritos, 40%; silver, 1* oz; and gold a minor 
valuo? about 350. All of this would add. up to in excess of $15.00 per ton 
at prices very mucI below the present.
