Ref. our Grant application DMA 775X which has been
under process for some weeks, we visited, this week, the
office of lMr. Miller in San Franég&sco Who kindly allowed us
to read the report of the Geological Survey team which was .
the last of three units from Goverment sources to inspect
this uranium property.

In the report we noted that a winze of 30 £t extent
was recommended to be drilled along t e fault line, Before
anything further is done in the matter, it is desired teo
point out that, at a minimum, there is more to be done than
merely drilling down along the fault. For example, approximately
half mile of road must be built in order to bring in the proper
equipment., This fact, plus other factors of similar nature
and cost in the situation were ignored. From & practical
standpoint, however, they are part of the project and its
expense, and from our viewpoint a small grant would bse
insufficient to do a proper job.

In addition, we feel that such a limited exploration
would not at all indicate the true extent or possible wvalue
of the deposits we believe to be existent. Since it is already
opened to the extent of a 60 ft tunnel and 3 drifts we feel
that a more extensive exploration would be of value and
potentialities exposed which cannot be done with such a
limited sum as seems ind icated,

It is desired therefore to request hereby that
consideration be given to 8ll factors surrounding the case,
and a much larger grant be given, if any is to be given at all.
In fact, we would prefer to withdraw from the grant altogether
unless a truly proger job can be done on t he property, which
action will certainly requlre more than the sum needed for

Summary and Conclusions

The Natural Resources Developing Company of Los Gatos, California,
has made application under DMA docket 775x for a $100,000 loan (90 per-
cent Government participation) to explore a uranium-bearing zone on
the Wild Bill group of claims, Chidago Mining District, Mono County,
California.

One of these claims contains uranium minerals associated with
flat-lying quartz veins and steep, intersecting faults in a Jurassic (?)
acid intrusive. Geiger counter traverses indicate the radioactive
material is confined to a ﬁgyﬁped zone in a short adit on Wild Bill
No. 2 claim. Here, uranium occurs in thin, discontinuous, limonitic
seams; select samples assayed up to 0.37 percent U Og, but the average
grade over a mineable width is considerably below 8.10 percent U308'
Indicated reserves of material containing more than 0.10 percent
U30g total less than 5 tons.

Exploration as proposed in docket 775x is not recommended. Limited
exploration, as a risk venture, may be justified to determine whether
either the value or the continuity of the uranium~bearing zone in-
creases with depth.

Introduction

DMA docket 775x, Wild Bill (Banner or Dog) group of claims, Mono
County, California, proposes exploration of uranium-bearing zones
associated with flat-lying quartz veins and steep, intersecting faults
in a Jurassic (?) acid intrusive. The Natural Resourceé Developing
Company of Los Gatos, California, is the present owner of the Wild
Bill claims.

On June 1, 1951, docket 775x was referred to Mr. H. C. Miller,
Executive Officer of Field Team III from Mr. T. Lyon, Director, Supply
Division, DMA, for additional information concerning the Wild Bill
group of claims. A field examination of the property was made on
June 29, 1951, by Robert V. King and George W. Walker of the U. S.
Geological Survey. They were accompanied during the examination by
Mr. N. W. Pronger, Jr., engineer for the Natural Resources Developing
Company. On May 2L, 1951, Mr. E. E. Thurlow of the U. S. Atomic Energy
Commission visited the property and the rksults of his examination are
cogtained in Preliminary Reconnaissance Report C~1 (AEC), dated June 11,
1951.
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The field examination included reconnaissance traverses on the
surface with Geiger-liueller counters, and detailed examination of the
underground workings with counter traverses. The counter readings
indicated the radioactive ore of possible commercial value was limited
to one adit. A Brunton-tape survey of the adit was made on a scale
of 1%40 (see accompanying figure).

Location and Accessibility
The Wild Bill, (Banner or Dog) group of claims is in the SWg,

sec. 18, T. 3 S., R. 31 E., Mt. Diablo base and meridian, in the
Chidago Mining District, about 12 miles by gravel road south of Benton,

" lMono County, California. The property is half a mile by trail and dirt

road west of Banner Spring, which is approximately 3l miles from Laws
by all-weather gravel and paved roads. The Southern Pacific Company
maintains a narrow-gauge railroad at Laws.

Description of the Property and Ownership

The Natural Resources Developing Company owns five claims, and
either owns or has leases on 12 adjoining claims. The claims cover
the abandoned workings of the Banner mine, which yielded some lead,
silver, and zinc during the 1870's and 1880's. The old workings, as
seen in June 1951, consisted of a number of pits and adits that explored
and developed mineralized quartz veins that are nearly flat-lying.
The quartz veins are exposed in all of the underground workings, but
uranium mineralization apparently is confined to one short adit on
the Wild Bill No. 2 claim (see accompanying figure).

Geology

The Wild Bill group is ldcated in a quartz monzonite intrusive,
which shows, by the presence of numerous inclusions that it has been
contaminated by partly assimilating pieces of wall rock. Surface
contacts with the wall rock lie at some distance from the property-——
beyond the limits of this examination--indicating that the quartz
monzonite may have a broad border facies. Within the quartz monzonite
are several 6-inch to 2-foot mineralized quartz veins, which strike
northwest and dip at gentle angles to the southwest. Roughly parallel
to the quartz veins are numerous joints, some of which contain L- to
6-inch aplite dikes. Faults, which strike approximately N. 25° W. and
dip at faﬂyﬂy steep angles both east and west were observed only in
one adit. They cut and displace the mineralized quartz veins, but
only on one fault plane was it possible to measure the approximate
displacement. On this fault, shown on the accompanying figure, dis-
placement was about 3 feet down the dip. The @isplacements on the
other faults are probably of comparable magnitude, though they may be
somewhat greater. Associated with another fault exposed in the adit
is a thoroughly altered 1-foot dike of fine-grained mafic rock, probably
intruded along a pre-existing fault zone.





Where exposed in other underground workings the mineralized quartz
veins appear to be relatively undisturbed.

Ore Deposits and Reserves

Examination of the property by Geiger counters indicates that
appreciable quantities of fissionable material are found only in the
short adit on the %ild Bill No. 2 claim. Here, a mineralized quartz
vein, which contains pyrite, chalcopyrite, galena, tenorite, sphalerite,
gold (native)?, and alteration products of some of these minerals, is
broken by steep-angle faults and by one mafic dike. The quartz vein
and the quartz monzonite contain virtually no urnaium, except immediately
adjacent to these faults where the wallrock is shattered and stained
with limonite. Elsewhere on the property, no radioactive minerals were
found in the other exposed quartz veins, though they do contain lead,
copper, and zinc-bearing minerals.

In the adit on Wild Bill No. 2 claim a 55-foot drift and two short
crosscuts to the west expose three distinct fault planes, much brecci-
ated wall rock, and a 1-foot mafic dike. In this broken zone there are
notable quantities of limonite, some cerussite, and unidentified brown
and green, waxey clay minerals. Practically all of the uranium-bearing
materials are found in this broken zone; a foot or two away from the
zone the wall rock and the quartz vein are virtually barren. Most of
the uranium is found in thin--less than 2 inches--discontinuous layers
consisting of clay and gouge, limonite, and some cerussite. One such
layer, exposed for 5 feet beneath a quartz vein, was selectively sampled
and was found to contain 0.10 percent U Og. Two samples (probably
select grab or chip), collected in the adit by the owners and assayed
by the laboratories of the Atomic Energy Commission, contained 0.3l
percent and 0,37 percent U 08' Other select samples collected by
R. V. King and G. W. Walker and by Mr. Thurlow, contained from .003
percent to 0.17 percent U Og. The sample containing the lowest values
included some of the quartz vein.

The mineralogy of the uranium-bearing minerals is not known, but
it is assumed that because of their association with hydrated iron
oxides, the uranium probably is in the form of supergene minerals.

Indicated reserves of material containing more than 0.10 percent
U308 total less than 5 tons. This material is distributed in scattered,
thin patches that occur along fault planes and in thin limonitic zones
beneath the quartz vein. The discontinuity of these thin mineralized
zones prohibits inferring additional tonnage.






fonclusions and Recommendations

Geiger counter traverses, both on the surface and underground,
indicate that uranium mineralization is confined to an area about 30
feet long and 8 feet wide in the adit on Wild Bill No. 2 claim. The
mineralization probably was related to the faults exposed in the adit.
It may, however, have been related to the 1l-foot mafic dike that occurs
in the fault zone, although counter readings on the dike indicated
virtually no uranium content. It is doubtful that mineralization is in
any way related to the quartz veins exposed in the area, because away
from the faults and the dike, they are barren of radiocactive materials.
Present showings of uranium-bearing material are both discontinuous and
small. There is no evidence to indicéate better expectations along their
strike or dip; however, nothing indicates that the grade or continuity
of the ore-bearing zone may not improve with depth. Select samples
contained up to 0,37 percent U308’ but over a mineable width, the min-
eralized zone contains considerably less than 0.10 percent U;0q. There-
fore, the exploration as proposed by the owners in docket 775x cannot
be recommended.

As a risk venture, dependent on the need for uranium and the overall
exploration program for fissionable materials, limited exploration might
be justified. Exploration by sinking a 30-foot winze in the fault zone
should indicate whether values are higher and/or more continuous at
depth. Prevailing mining costs for sinking are approximately $50.00
per foot, so that the total cost for such exploration would be about
$1,500. Limited exploration by.extending the drift along the fault zone
might also uncover lateral extensions of the mineralized zone.
