Introduction

The Grandview mine consists of several claims located at elevations
near 8000 feet in the Black Canyon Mining District on the west slope
of the Inyo Range, about 12 miles northeast of Big Pine, California.
From the junction of the Westgard Pass Road and U.S. Highway 395
(0.5 miles north of ‘Big Pine), the Grandview mine is accessible to
automobile travel by going easterly on the paved Westgard Pass Road for
13.0 miles, travelling northerly on the White Mountain Road, a good
dirt road, for 5.3 miles, and then travelling westerly on a fair dirt
road for 1.8 miles to the mine camp., The nearest railhead is at Zurich,.
18.1 milés from the mine over the aforementioned route.

The authors spent two days examining the property, and were
accompanied in the field by Jerrell S. Wisdom, the mine owner, for
half of one of the days. Field work consisted of examining all of
the workings on the claims, making an underground map of the most
importani working, sampling, and a general reconnaissance of the
immediate area.

Data on the applicatién concerning equipment, development work,
and other assets of the operators appears to be essentially true.
However, the spring mentioned in the application is undeveloped and

lies in the bottom of a canyon about 2000 feet lower than the mine.

Geology

A thick sequence of Cambrian(?) sedimentary rocks with prevailing
northerly strikes and moderate to steep westerly dips is the exposed
country rock in the Grandview Mine Area. Limestone is the most
abundant rock, but quartzite and phyllitic limy shéle are present to
lesser extents.

The only probable lead=-zinc ore at the Grandview mine is exposed
in the main workings (see attached map) and is largely an oxidized
bedding-plane replacement from six inches to two feet thick. Small
amounts of galena, anglesite(?), and hemimorphite in a highly irone=
stained, p;edominantly carbonate gangue compose this body. The
irregularlybshaped‘ore(?) zone is truncated on the south by an east-
west trending fault, and it crops out for only 12 feet along its
strike to the north. This replacement body thins in its down-dip
portions, and its lowermost underground exposure is apparently cut by
a northeasterly~trending fault.

Other mineralized zones at the Grandview property include several
generally easterly-trending, steep-dipping, hematite-rich quartz veins
from 6 to 18 inches thick, and a few highly-oxidized siliceous veins
essentially parallel to the bedding.

The easterly~trending quartz veins are persistent and traceaﬁle
over most of the area. Megascopically they appear to be made up
largely of quartz with a fair amount of hematite, some pyrite and
limonite pseudomorphs after pyrite, and very minor amounts of bluish

_copper stain. These veins were reported by the applicant to assay

fairly high in gold, however they seem devoid of any lead-zinc-copper
production possibilities,

The siliceous veins parallel to the bedding lack lateral con-
tinuity. Sparsely distributed galena in a quartz matrix is exposed in
one prospect pit, and this constitutes the only observed ore mineral
.in these veins. It is likely that the highly-oxidized parts of these
veins contain small amounts of sécondary lead and zinc minerals, but -

none were discernible in the field.

Conclusions

As stated iﬁ the application, the applicantAintends to drive a‘
200 foot crosscut from a point on the hilléide to intersect the
probable ore of the main workings at a depth of 100 feet or so. (A
previous operafor reportedly (by Wisdom) struck ore at a depth of
93 feet with a diamond drill, but although the drill hole is present
there are no cores or other records available to substantiate tﬁis
statement.).

Driving the proposed crosscut does not seem feasible for the
following reasons: »

The currently-inactive Black Canyon mine, which borders the
Grandview claims on the east shipped 900 tons of ore that averaged
$60 per ton prior to 1947 _1/. The geologic environment at the
Black Canyon mine is similar to thaﬁ at the Grandview mine and the
pajority of the Black Canyon mine'!s ore production came from a
westerly-dipping replacement vein,

There is a fair possibility that diamond drilling could be
successfully employed to locate and delineate ore at the Grandview

mine.

7. Title to and disposition of property. ‘facilities, buildings, fixtures, equipment, or Q:r items costing more than $50
each, paid for or purchased with funds contributed jointly by the Operator and the Government, shall belong to the Operator and
the Government jointly, in proportion to their respective contributions, and upon the termination of the contract, if they have any
salvage value, shall be disposed of for their joint account unless the Government, in writing, waives its interest in any such items.
