recommendations.

In reply to your requect it is sugrested that a reply be
sent to Mr. Atkinson's letter of Cctober 2L, 1951 along the following
lines., .

"Reference is made to your letter of Uctober 24, 1951 con-
cerning rour application to DMA far an Lxploration Froject. I-
have had & member of my staff discuss your application with
DM¢ and have be:cn advised that yomr application was denied
because of the lack of sufficient evidence to justify the belief
that a copper deposit might exist on jour property.

This conclusion was arrived at after careful study by DMA,
Bureau of iines, Geological Survey and Field Team of Hegion III.

The factors set forth in MO-5, Regulations Governing Government
Aid in Defence Exploration Projects, were all considered and weighsd
in passing om your ap~-lication.

The Tri Metallic Mining claim was examined on July 27, 1951,
relative to a loan application for $2,000. for exploration worke
The owmer of the property, Mr. C. R. Atkinson ﬁas notified by mail
to meet the engineers and accompany them on the examination.
