Reference is made to the subject application for Government
participation in an exploration project for quartz crystals (piezo-
electric) at Crystal Peak, California (S3 sec. 10, T. 20 N., R. 17 E.,
M, D, B. ¢ M,) = near Verdi, Nevada — to consist mainly of a tunnel
or adit, with possible cross-cuts and drifts.

The applicant's reference to this as & "new discovery" may
be misleading as the occurrence involved seems to be one that has long
been known at Crystal Peak (Note the name!), and has been visited by the
Geological Survey. Cee

While the likelihood that a significant production can be
obtained from the deposit is poor, a very small production might be
obtained at costs greatly in excess of current market prices.

As you probably have observed, exploration and development
of quartz crystal deposits commonly and for sound reasons are carried
out as open pit, rather than underground operations as proposed by the
applicant. The proposal should not be acted upon favorably without
careful consideration of this aspect.
