Their
report, dated March 13, shows that a little scheelite is irregularly
distributed in calc-silicate rock, but that none of the rock exposed
can be considered ore.

The photograph attached to the field report suggests that
the overburden is shallow, and that any hidden layers containing
scheelite could probably be traced by float. Therefore I question the
merit of the appllcants' proposal to dig 2 bulldozer trenches at a
cost of $2,000.

The Blue Moon tungsten prospect was examined on Februery 26, 1952,
by L. Do Clark and W. P, Irwin of the Geological Survey, in the company
of theowners. The owners, Clyde Osborn and Dock Walker, applied to DMEA
on May 28, 1951 for Govermment participation in a $2000 exploration programe
As a result of the examination, Clark and Irwin found that one percent
of the rock mined was ore, and the occurrences were too small and erratic
to warrant Govermment aid in further exploration of the deposite

The prospect is at an altitude of 4000 feet in Sec. 12, T. 19 Sey, Re 29 E.,
(projected), Kaweah Quadrangle, about 11 airline miles north of Springville,
. Tulare County, California. It is several hundred feet northeast of the Blue
Ridge Lookout road, about 2 miles northwest of the junction of the North
Fork road that extends northward from Springville.

The property consists of two adjacent cleims, the Blue Moon and Lucky
Break, located by Clyde Osbom in Auguest 1948+ The claims are joined
end to end with the Lucky Brezk north of the Blue Moon, and their center
lines trend north-northwest.

The workings,which are all on the Blue Moon claim, consist of an open
cut, a shaft 20 feet deep, and several shallow pits (see plates 1 and 2)
Most of these were dug at an early period for gold, and, at a later
period,to prospect for chromium that was erroneously believed to be present
in a greenish pyroxene rocke. The applicants have only enlarged the open cut
. to satisfy requirements for assessment worke

' The workings are in a large mass of calc-silicate rock that is bounded
on the southwest by granodiorite, and on the northeast by a dark-green
leminated hornfels that is exposed only in the shaft. Although the trend
of the mass of cale-silicate rock sppears to be northwest, the internal
structure of the rock is highly contorted and irregular. In the area of
the open cut, the calc-silicate rock grades into small, irregular, vaguely
defined masses of garnet-bearing rock that may properly be termed tactitee.

According to the applicants the tungsten-bearing ore consisted of a
green scheelite-bearing rock that occured as small irregular pods in the
rock mined from the open cut. Similar rock was mined from the small pits
15 feet east of the open cut, but none was seen in place. Specimens from
the dumps are pyroxene. ‘

The scheelite occurs mainly as coarse crystals with an average diameter
of about 1/16 inch in the pyroxene rock, and to a minor extent in the
garnet-bearing tactite. Under ultra-violet light most of it fluoresces
blue-white but some fluoresces yellowe

A few pieces of ore on the dump are estimated to contain as much as
2 percent W03, but the average grade of material that could readily be hand
sorted is probably about 0.5 percent WO3. It is estimated that from the
approximately 300 tons of rock mined from the open cut, about 3 tons of ore
with an average grade of 0,5 percent WO3 could be sorted.

The applicants exploration plan consists of bulldozing two 200-foot
cuts along the contour of the hillside, normal to the trend of the open
cute One of the cuts is to be across the southeast end of the open cut,
and the other at the northwest end of the dump. The plan zppears
reasonable, although the length of the cuts may be somewhat greater than is
necessary.

It is recommended that the applicanﬂ% request for Government aid
in further exploration be denied, as the probahlity of finding any
gignificant tonnage of tungsten ore is very poor. The applicants were
informed by the examining geologists that, in their opinion, the deposit
does not warrant Government aid. They appeared to be satisfied with
the appraisal, but in the event they receive final confirmation of denial
of Government aid they may make arrangements to have the exploration
work done privately.

Conclusion: (1) The exploration proposed is probably notsuitable for the type
of ore body described.

(2) Small bodies of tactite containing 0.5 to 1.0 percent of WO
might be workable at this locality because the ore could be treated
at the mill of Tulare County Tungbten Co., located 15 miles distant
by road (8 miles west in a straight line),

(3) The deposit has not been examined by the Geological Survey
or Bereau of Mines, according to records in the Washington offices.
