SUBJECT: DMA-1770 X, Owl Springs Manganese Co.

The applicant, the Owl Springs Manganese Co., proposes to explore a
property known during World War II as the Big Reef mine. They indicate they
believe it contains up to 50,000 tons of ore, presumably containing about 25
percent Mn. No evidence is given for this, however, armd the Geological Survey
report based on an examination im March, 1943 gives only 2000 tons measured and
indicated reserves at 25% Mn. Moreover, the sketchy description and the map
of the property submitted by the applicant which show the manganese~bearing
veins to be striking approximately N. 60° E., and a proposed cross-cut N. 20-30° W,
do not agree with the description in California State-Division of Mines bull. 152,
p. 188-190, in which the fissure is stated to strike N, 10° W,

Because of these discrepancies, and the absence of sufficiently detailed
map for the purpose of laying out the work to be done, it is suggested the
applicant be requested to supplement the application, and to clarify the points
of confusion. A draft of a letter follows:

"Your application for assistance in the exploration of the Big Reef
mine, San Bernardino County, California, has been reviewed. It is agreed that
some exploration of this type is worthwhile but certain inconsistencies and short-
comings in the proposal as presented make it impossible to approve it in its
present form. Your sketch of the claims and the proposed workings is adequate
to show the relationship between the railroad and the area to be explored, but is
not sufficiently detailed to indicate the location and the extent of the work to
be done or the relationship of the proposed crosscut to the surfack outcrop of
the veins.

It is suggested that you include a new map on a larger scale which
will indicate this. It would be desirable also to submit a cross section through
the proposed working which will show to the correct scale the depth at which the
crosscut will intersect each of the veins. In view of the statement contained
in State of California Bull. 152 that the manganese oxides may not extend to much
more than 25 feet below the surface, it is important that you indicate whether this
depth will be exceeded. Also a description contained in that bulletin indicates
that the strike of the fissure zone is approximgtely N, 10° W, vhereas the fissures
you have indicated appear to strike about N, 60  E., This confusion should be
clarified. .

Please indicate also, either on your map or in additional descriptive
material, the exact relationship and %égsékbetween the two adits described in
Bull. 152 and the new adit you propose to drive.

If you are not already associated with someone who is qualified to
prepare the necessary maps and sections, it is suggested that you engage engineering
or geological assistance for this purpose."
