Scheelite is present in a mass of quartz-sulfide rock 45 feet 
long and 5 to 18 feet wide, enclosed by granite. The content of W03 
is 0.5 to 1.0 percent. 


The deposit is opened at the surface by pits. An adit 65 feet 
long, 45 feet beneath the outcrop, is entirely in granite although the 
face is beneath the surface cut. The field team recommends that the 
following program be undertaken under a DMEA exploration contract: Extend 
the adit 30 feet, and, if ore is found, drift 150 feet or to the limit 
of ore. If no ore is found, raise to ore (maximum 50 feet). If ore is 
found on the adit level, sink 50 feet in ore. The estimated cost is 
$13,900 if all stages are completed. The Field Team apparently did not 
submit a detailed break-down of the costs.

Bateman, geologist, U. S. Geological Survey, dated February 21, 
1952. Mr. Bateman' s conclusion is that the deposit should be 
explored at depth and that the best way to do this is to sink 
a shaft in ore from the surface, defraying the expense by shipping 
the ore mined to a custom mill. Obviously this method of explora-


H tion would not necessitate Government assistance. The applicants, 
.: however, do not agree that this procedure is best, because, as they

At a conference between Mr. Paul Aglietti, Mr. Bateman, 
and me, an alternate exploration program was developed.

The outcrop o%he Blue Star tungsten/depotis a small mass 
of ore 6fderate1y good gradeand cellent quali surrounded by 
granite. The ore body has not been èIöred at depth; the face of 
a 65-foot adit, 45 feet vertically beneath the north and of the ore 
body, is in granite. Because the ore is of good grade and excellent 
quality, delineation of the ore body at depth is desirable, but 
the best means of exploration, through a shaft sunk in ore, is not 
favored by the applicants. A compromise proposal to explore the ore 
body through the adit has been developed jointly by the field team 
and the applicant. This proposal merits careful consideration, but 
because the cost seems high the field team does notve it its unqualified 
endorsement.


Introduction 


I examined the Blue Star tungsten mine the afternoon and evening 
of January 29, and morning of January 30, 1952, accompanied by the 
applicants, Messers. Paul Aglietti and Peter De Michelis. The mine is in 
Sec • 22, T • 3 S., R. 19 E., about 3- miles ESE from El Portal in 
Mariposa County, California. It is reached from the Yosemite all-year 
highway approximately 3. miles west of El Portal by walking south on the 
Rite Cove trail about 0.7 miles to the property. The trail as far as 
the mine has been widened by the applicants, and was passable by jeep 
until it was washed out by a rain storm shortly before my visit. The 
mine area and the trail are shown on the U. S. Geological Survey "El 
Portal" 7 minute quadrangle.


Geology 


The deposit is of the contact-metamorphic type and is in the eastern 
margin of a small granitic mass (probably a stock). Schist., quartite, 
and hornfels are common types among the metamorphic rocks that bound the 
granitic mass, and about 50. feet ea&b of the deposit a thin bed of marble 
crops out. The ore body is poorly exposed on a steep soil-covered hillside. 
lrkings consist of a number of open cuts and prospect pits, and a 65-foot 
edit. (see accompanying sketch map). The heavy rain storm a few days 
before my examination, had filled the surface workings with loose soil 
making the study of the ore body difficult. 


On the surface the ore body appears to be partly or entirely enclosed 
in granite and is separated from the main belt of metamorphic rocks by 
about 50 feet. The ore body, is wedge-shaped in outcrop-about 45 feet 
long, 18 feet wide at the north end, and less than 5 feet wide at the 
south end. At the south end the ore body is only poorly exposed and both 
the length and the width may be somewhat greater beneath the soil cover 
than is shown on the map. At the north end, the ore body is in contact

The ore body has not been found in the adit, although the face of the 
adit is directly beneath the north end of the surface exposure. Exposures 
in the surface cuts suggest that the ore body may dip east at a very 
steep angle, but the exposed contacts are irregular and may have no 
significance. If the ore body does extend downward to the level of the 
adit it probably dips east or rakes south. Because the face of the adit 
is beneath the north end of-the ore body it is not likely that the ore 
body continues to the adit level if it rakes north.

I	 Further Exploration 


The moderately goód grade and ine quality of the ore exposed at 
the surface make it desirable to explore the ore body, even though the 
size probably is small. The least expensive way of exploring the 
deposit appears to be to sink a shaft in ore from the surface and track 
the ore mined to a custom mill to defray the expenses. The applicants do 
not- favor such aprogram because they maintain they have n&t been able 
to make a profitabl arrangement for custom milling and because they hope 


I	 to develoenough ore tobuild a mill of their own.  


A less desirable and more expensive way to explore the ore body is 
through the adit. The following has been agreed on in a conference between 
Mr. Aglietti, Messers. H. C. Miller and Spangler Ricker of the Bureau of

The cost of the complete program, estimated at $13,900 appears high 
but the total amount will only be spent if the ore body is found to 
continue downward beneath the adit level. If ore extends to the deepest 
level proposed 4exploration, 100 feet beneath the outcrop, probably 
43000 tons or more of ore containing 2 1000 to 2,500 units of W03 will 
be indicated.

INTRODUCTION 


At the request of Messrs. PAUL AGLIETTI and P. De 


MICHELIS, on September 13 and 14, 1951, I made a reconnaissance 


examination of their BLUE STAR TUNGSTEN MINE, spending one full 


day on their property. The purpose of the examination was es-S 


sentially to interpret the economic geology and recommend pro-


cedure for future activities on the property. 


LE GAL 


In the short space of one day my time was devoted to the 


essential geological economic aspects of the. ore occurrence. No 


time was devoted to checking such important legal data as claim 


locations, options, terms, titles, encumbrances, etc. These are 


as important as the presence of profitable orebodies. The mem-


bers of the Syndicate are experienced business men so, no doubt, 


have given these matters the attention they deserve.

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LOCATION 


Merced, the nearest railroad point is 66 miles by paved 


highway S 54 W from the property. The property is 27 miles over 


the same paved highway (the main entrance road to the Yosemite 


National Park) N 39 E from Mariposa, the county seat of Mariposa 


County where the mining claims are recorded. To ,these distances 


I	 ipust be added .63 of a mile S 6 E up about an 8% graded 3 ft* 


wide trail to the mine workings. 


E L E V A T IONS 


On Map I is shown the topograhpy of the immediate area


of the claims.. This is traced from an enlargement ( from liA 


2000 ft * to 
1 i 400 ft.) of that portion of the topographic 


map of the El Portal Quadrangle of the U.S. Geological Survey 


which was printed in 1949. It shows steep hillsides. There is 


-	 a difference of elevation on the property of 1330 feet. The main 


working is about 550 feet above the highway. 


PROPERTY 


The property consists :01' three unpatented lode mining 


claims, Blue Star #1 9 2 and 3, as shown on Map #1 attached hereto. 


There are no buildings nor equipment on the property other 


than personal property owned by the lesees,. consisting of drill 


steel, hammers, picks, shovels, etc.

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WORKINGS 


Map #2 was constructed from a tape and compass survey 


made by P. De MICHELIS and me. It was tied into the sharp turn 


in the Hite Cove trail at the southerly end of the Blue Star #1 


Claim (See Map #1). Map #2 shows all the prospect workings, cuts, 


pits and winzes which were called to my attention while at the 


property. There are eight in number. Ore occurs in only three 


of them as labeled on the map. 


GENERAL GEOLOGY 


The California State geological map (1916) shows a 


strip of metamorphosed Jurasic sediments about three miles wide 


extending about S 35 E from the City of Mariposa with large 


• areas of granite outcroping on each side of it. These Jurasic 


rocks 5hOW on both sides of Merced River from Briceburgto 


Indian Flat just west of the area of Map I, and dominate in the 


ridge east of' where the trail meets the highway. It is possibly 


a "roof pendant" underlain by the granite batholith. Beds strike 


and dip in many directions. 
Besides the outcrop of the granite batholith on each side 


of the three mile wide strip of Jurasic metamorphic rocks, dikes 


of granite of considerable width (say 500 feet or so) cut into 


the metamorphic sedimentaries a pile or so before they terminate. 


The east wall of one of these dikes crosses the trail about 


where the trail enters : the Blue Star #3 claim and probably con-


tinues under wash at least to a point 230 feet south of the
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main working where the trail crosses the westerly side of the 


granite dike..


ROCKS 


The Jurasic metamorphic sediments were originally de-


posited as a fine mud on the oceans continental shelf. On the 


outer reaches they were interdeposited with limy material which 


became limestone later. Closer to shore the mud was interde-


posited with sometimessand and sometimes with gravel. Geological 


processes converted the mud to shale, the sand to sandstone and 


the gravel to , conglomerate. When the Tertiary granite lava which 


became the great Sierra Nevada batholith was intruded up towards 


the overlying sedimentary rocks, the whole mass of the latter 


were lifted several thousand feet, tilted, contorted, faulted, 


fractured and those nearest the granite magma were heated almost 


to a liquid and silicified to a hornstone. These geologic pro-


cesses account for the complex nature of these rock occurrences. 


During the subsequent millions of years following down to the 


present1 trillions of tons of the overlying sedimentary, metamor-


phic rocks and even much of the . grani'te has been leached, weather-


ed and transported towards the Nevada deserts and the sea by 


glaciers, rains and streams thus leaving the conditions which we 


see today. 


The granite lavas,in such enormous masses remained cover-


ed by sedimentary rocks for millions of years until the jtagmas


4
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completely became coarsely crystalline solid granites. They soli- 


dified slowly from the outside towards their magmatic centers. This 


history accounted for fine grained granitic rocks near their con-


tacts with the colder sedimentary rocks and increasing in cQarse-


ness towards the center of the mass. Sone times the feldspar 


crystals last to solidlfY) became as much as a foot in diameter 


which makes a good source of material for making porcelain. Also 


the varying chemical composition of the granite magma and the 


mixing action of the movement of it while still liquid cause hund-


reds of rock types to crysta]]ize from it by the time it is com-


pletely solidified. These can range from dominant black biotite 


mica (called schlieren) to nearly white types such as aplite and 


alaskite which are composed of little more than .- qua rtz and feldspar. 


The probable average chemical composition of the Sierra Nevada 


batholith rocks would produce a rock type called quartz monzonite 


(sometimes called granodiorite). 


The granites outcropping on the Blue Star group are do- 


minantly a granite sand or granite laterite (disintegrated granite 


in place) due to weathering. This is dominantly only a few feet 


in thickness, varying to a semi-leached and thence to fresh fine-


grained granite. The granites on these claims are parts of a 


dike which account.. for its finer texture. 


Most of the Blue Star Claim #1 and the westerly half of 


#3 are covered with a foot or more of wash which conceals much 


geologic data which would be useful in determining all the
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possibilities for commercial orebodies. The remaining half of the 


group expose outcrops of Jurasic partly metamorphosed sediments. No 


ore is' found in them to'date.


ORE 


The developed ore is dominantly a dark gray mineralization 


with a microscopic silicious groundinass in which occur crystals of 


scheelite varying from j inch in diameter to almost microscopic size. 


There is also partially identifiable fine grained brassy, colored 


mineral resembling pyrite. In all probabilities there are minute 


other minerals in the ore which are too fine to determine with a 


hand lens. The alteration of the host rock has been so complete 


by introduced minerals that it is impracticable to determine whether 


it was originally a granite or an altered shale rock. Although the 


gradation phases are dark gray in color, most of the evidence indi-


cates that it originally was a granite. The evidence indicates 


that the ore occurs in discontinuous lenses completely surrounded 


by granite.


ASSAYS 


The ultra-violet light clearly indicates a dominant 


reaction of only scheelite present in an appreciable quantity. The 


weights of the different types indiôate that the fine-grained com-


pact ores with phenocrysts of scheelite less than one tenth of an 


inch in diameter may be a higher grade than those where the scheelite 


crystals are up to one half inch in diameter. The response to the 


ultra violet light is so positive that no sampling during mining 


will be necessary. After a limited experience, the operator can
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determine what rock will pay to mine by use of the ultra-violet light. 


Mr0 P. DeJYJICHELIS says that the samples he has had assayed 


run from , .59% W03 near the rim of the orebôdy to 3.O% W0 3 in the 


best concentration. 


It is of interest to know that the syndicate received 


the first prize at a recent Mariposa County Fair for the best 


tungsten ore exhibit from :new tungsten prospects during the past 


year.


U. S, GOVERNMENT ACTIVITY 


On September , 1951 Chairman Lyndon B. Johnson (D. Tex.) 


of the Senate Arms Service Preparedness Subcommittee wrote a letter 


to W.C. Schroeder, Acting Administrator of the Defense Minerals 


Administration with a copy to Jess Larson, Director of the newly 


created Defense Minerals Procurement Agency in which he requested 


eleven sets of data concerning the marketing of ore produced by 


small operators whose ore assays from .3% to 1% tungsten. His in-


quiry especially requested data concerning what has been done in 


establishing depots and price quotations for the purchase by the 


U.S. Government of low grade tungsten ore. Also "9. What financial 


ór:other assistance has been recommended by the Defense Minerals 


Administration for the increase in nation's tungsten mill or re-


fining capacity? Give us the details including the amount of 


money and capacity involved." S 


This offers a new alternative. If no market can be 


found for the ore already developed with a satisfactory profit 


from mining it, additional capital expenditures might be postponed


7
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until the Syndicate can determine what the U.S. Government will do 


in the near future to assist the small operator. At least this evi-


dence can be investigated still further while other plans are maturing. 


ROAD TO MINE 


The geological evidence indicates that the trail is in, 


soil over hornstone for only about 1,200 feet down from the gulch 


just easterly of the barbwire fence gate. The balance of the trail 


of 2,100 feet probably is in soil over granite laterite which 


should be able to be removable by a bull dozer without drilling and 


blasting except where an occasional "nigger-head" of fresh granite 


is encountered. The probabilities are that the trail can be widened 


to a truck road for at least two thirds of the total length. Further-


more, it is possible that some of the trail over hornstone could be 


widened by. the bull dozer. 


C 0 N C L. U S I 0 N S 


1.	 The foot or so of soil which covers most of the wes-


terly facing steep hillside materially reduced the ability of a 


geological engineer to secure the needed evidence with which to 


determine all of the ore-controls of this property in a one day 


reconnaissance examination. 


2. The eight prospect workings driven to date does 


expose the best quality of tungsten (scheelite) ore I have seen in 


any of my field trips. The assay value will vary from one half to 


over three per cent. Mill values have been exposed for a length of 


forty feet in a N 40 W direction, for a depth of twenty-five feet


a 
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and a maximum horizontal width of twenty feet. (The maximum width 


at right angles to the dip may be not more than fifteen feet). Any 


tungsten prospect with such a showing is worthy of having more new 


capital spent cautiosly to determine more about the trend of its 


economic value. 


3. The partly developed orebody is either qn ore shoot 


in the form of a pitching chimney or a lens completely in a wide 


granite dike at least fifty feet from the nearest rock of sedimen-


tary origin which contains some cherty limestone beds up to ten 


feet in width. So far, no other orebody has been exposed by pros-


pecting which was called to my attention. 


4. There are several other factors besides geological 


ore controls which have much to do with determining the profit 


nature of this enterprise. They are inter dependent. Some of 


them are itemized above under "U. •S. GOVERMENT ACTIVITY" and 


"LEGAL". The program to be followed is important; 


RECOMMENDATIONS 


1. Strip the soil from above the outcropping orebody 


so that all its exposed features can be evaluated to determine its 


commercial possibilites. 


2. Investigate fully government aids to small tungsten 


miners both in practice and contemplated. 


•	 3. Make a survey of all ore buyers and treatment plants 


to which the Blue Star ore might be sent. The data needed from 


them should include per cent recovery of the mill, how much of your 


ore they can treat daily, what they will charge for milling a ton 


of ore, probable grade of your concentrates, what arrangement they
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will make for your representative to check all steps in the process and 


the nature of the contract they are willing to sign. 


4. Determine the cost of hauling and freight to each 


ore buyer, treatment plant or government stock-piling depots. 


5. Cost of widening road from highway to mine. 


6. Estimate cost of surface plant and equipment and 


cost of mining and delivering ore to trucks. 


7. If from the above data and other cost factors you 


can calculate a satisfactory profit from the apparent developed ore 


now, then start truck road to the mine. In order to have bin room at 


the orebody of fifty feet, the switch-back road from the trail should 


start one hundred feet up the Hite Cove trail from the point the 


present foot trail to the workings starts. 


8. The best system for prospecting and development of 


this particular orebody is to use that followed by American pioneers 


and still used by Mexican miners. It is *wb either "follow the ore" 


or thstope_developfl it. By the latter method you will not miss any of 


the pay ore and at the same time you will have an income and need less 


new capital. Experience has shown that by these methods more ore will 


be marketed than can be estimated conservatively from the present 


available evidence.

Peter DeMichelis holds the legal title to the lease in his sole 
name. However, there is 'a partnership agreement between seven 
parties, one of whom is Mr. DeMichelis, in which, among other 
things, the following provisions appear:' 


• . and that in the event that actual conveyance 
of said undivided one-seventh (1/7th) interests of, 
in and to said lease shall not be made, the Lessees 
under said lease shall hold said lease in trust for 
the benefit of all of the parties hereto in the amount 
of an undivided-one-seventh (1/7th) interest for each 
of the parties hereto including the Lessees." 


This provision hereinabove cited is in force and ef-
fect since there has been no legal conveyance of the lease to 
the partners.
