The field team examination has resulted in a revised 
application that gives details lacking in the first application as 
to what the operator proposed to do. 


The Franciscan rocks are out, by several low angle thrust 
faults whose outcrops can be traced on the surface by the presence 
of silicified and breooiated sandstone and breociated quartz. Minor 
thrusts split off from the main thrusts at steeper angles, and it is 
along the hue of intersection of these minor faults with the main 
faults that the ore "pipes" are localized. Most of the intersections 
plunge at a low angle. 


Applicant's proposal is in 3 parts. At A, he proposer to 
drift 1400 feet northwest on one of the main faults to its .interaec tion 
with one of the subsidiary thrusts. The interseotion has been pre-
viously explored from the outcrop by a 70-foot adit and the ore from 
this 70-foot length of the ore pipe yielded 7 flasks of quicksilver.

The Valley View (or Panache) mine is on the west edge of 
Panache Valley, about 2 miles from Lianada. It was located in 1938. 
Production of 319 flasks to the end. of 1943 was from ore averaging 
less than 1 1/2 pounds of mercury per ton, or considerably below the 
average grades of ore produced in the United. States. Yates and 
Hilpert of the United States Geological Survey, in California Journal 
of Mines and Geology, Report ILI of the State Mineralogist, January 
1945, stated.: 


"The one exploited orebody of the Valley View mine decreased 
in grade at a shallow depth to such an extent that the operators 
could not mine it. Although there is no intrinsic reason for believing 
that the grade should increase with depth, there is, likewise, no 
apparent reason for believing it should decrease and pinch completely 
out. Further exploration for ore of comparable grade to that already 
mined. should -continue northeastward down the pitch of the orebody for 
50 to 100 feet farther, as the grade may again improve. Surface out-
crops of orebearing rock should at least be explored by prospect pits. 
Possibly drilling to the northeast of each metallized outcrop would 
be a practical method of exploration, although the ground is blocky. 
There is reason to believe that the mineralized ground extends for 
some distance to the east under the terrace gravels. The extension 
of the silicified rib could be proved, and possible splits from it 
could be hunted by digging trenches or by sinking shallow shafts. 
Geophysical methods might also be of use in mapping the structures 
under the alluvium.11 


On basis of former knowledge the property would not seem to justify 
proposed expenditure. Lessees claim present operation however, is 
on new outcropping. Thus, it is recommended that a field team in-
vestigation be made.

It is recommended that the field team suggest the, deletion 
of any production items that are included, such as the furnace. It 
likewise seems desirable that the entire proposal be cut unless results 
of the field examination are most promising.
