The Operators shall provide the Government with monthly
reports of work performed and costs (including contract unit prices) incurred under the contract, in quintuplicate (five copies),
upon forms provided by the Government. These progress reports shall be certified by the Operator, and shall constitute both the
Operator’s invoice of costs incurred on the project during the period covered by the repert and his voucher for repayment by
the Government, unless the Government requires the use of a standard voucher form with invoice attached. Progress reports
shall include surface and/or underground engineering-geological maps or sketches showing the progress of the exploration, with
assay-reports on samples taken concurrently with the advance in mineralized ground.

(b) Final report.—Upon completion of the exploration work or termination of the contract the Operator shall provide the
Government with an adequate geological and engineering report, in quintuplicate (five copies), including an estimate of ore
reserves resulting from the exploration work. o ‘ o - : -

(¢) Compliance with requirements.—If, in the opinion of the Government, any of the Operator’s reports are insufficient

or incomplete, the Government may procure the making or completion of such reports and attachments as an expense of the
exploration work; and the Government may withhold approval and payment of any vouchers. depending upon insufficient or
incomplete reports, o o I R A e :
. (d) Accounts and audits.~~The Operator shall keep. suitable records-and accounts of operations, which the Government may
inspect and audit at any time. The Government may at any time require an audit of the Operator’s records and acecounts by
a certified public accountant, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the project. The Operator shall keep and preserve said
records and accounts for at least 3 years after the completion of the project or the termination of this contract. Upon the com-
pletion of the project or termination of the contract the Operator shall render a final account as provided in Article 12, -

ARTICLE 8. Payments by the Government.—(a) The Government will pay 75 percent of the allowable
costs incurred, as they accrue, in an aggregate total amount not in excess of $---5.,.025..QQ______, which is ___-2.5. _________ per-
cent of § 6'1 700,00 , the agreed, estimated total cost-of the project in which the Government will participate;

Provided, that until the Operator’s final report and final accounting have been rendered to the Government, and any final audit-
ing required -by the Government has been made,-and a final settlement- of the contract: has ‘been made, the Government may
withhold from the last voucher or vouchers such sums as it sees fit not in excess of ten -(1Q)4pergent_of the maximum total which

ARTICLE 9. Repayment by Operaltor—(a) If, at any time, the Government considers that a discovery or a development from
which production may be made has resulted from the exploration work, the Government, at any time not later than 6 months after
the Operator has rendered the required final report and final account, may so certify in writing to the Operator. The certifica-
tion shall describe broadly or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. In the event of such certification, any minerals
mined or produced from the land described in Article 2 within 10 years from the date of this contract, including any mined or
produced before the certification, shall be subject to a percentage royalty which the Operator or his successor in interest shall
pay to the Government, upon the net smelter returns, the net concentrator returns, or other net amounts realized from the sale
or other disposition of any such production, in whatever form disposed of, including ore, concentrates, or metal, until the total
amount contributed by the Government, without interest, is fully repaid, or said 10 years have elapsed, whichever occurs first,
as follows: a

(1) One and one-half (1%%) percent of any such net amounts not in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton.

(2) One and one-half (1%%) percent of any such net amounts, plus one-half (%) percent of such net amounts for each
additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such net amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00) per ton, but not in excess of five (5)
percent of such net amounts.

(For instance: The percentage royalty on a net amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-half (11%)
percent; on a net amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half (3%) percent.)

(b) As here used, “net smelter returns,” “net concentrator returns,” and “other net amounts realized from the sale or other
disposition,” mean gross revenue from sales; or if not sold, the market value of the material after it is mined in the form in
which and the place where it is held. In the case of integrated operations in which the material is not disposed of as such,
Bhese terms mean what is or would be gross income from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in income-tax

etermination. :

(¢) To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, the Government shall have and is hereby granted a lien upon the land
described in Article 2 and upon any production of minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or
is fully paid. .

(d) This article is not to be construed as imposing any obligation on the Operator or the Operator’s successor in interest
to engage in any mining or production operations.

ARTICLE 10. Assignment, transfer, or loss of Operator’s interest.—Without the written consent of the Government, the
Operator shall not assign or otherwise transfer or hypothecate this contract or any rights thereunder. The Operator shall not
make any voluntary nor permit any involuntary transfer or conveyance of the Operator’s rights in the land described in Article 2,
without making suitable provision for the preservation of the Government’s right to a percentage royalty on production and
lien for the payment thereof; Provided, that mere failure by the Operator to maintain the Operator’s rights in the land, without
any consideration running to the Operator other than relief from the cost of maintaining such rights (as by surrender of a
leasehold, failure to perform assessment work, or failure to exercise an option), coupled with complete abandonment by the
Operator of all interest in or operations on the land for a period of 10 years from the date of this contract, shall not constitute
such a transfer or conveyance. Should the Operator make or permit any transfer or conveyance in violation of this provision,
the Operator shall be and remain liable for payment to the Government of the same amounts, at the same times, as would have
been paid under the terms of the percentage royalty on production. If for any reason the net smelter returns, net concentrator
returns, or other net amounts realized from the sale or other disposition of such production are not available as a means of meas-
uring the amount of the Operator’s liability, the amount thereof shall be estimated as well as may be, and in the event of dispute
as to such estimates, the determination thereof by the Administrator of Defense Minerals Exploration Administration or by his
successor shall be final and binding upon the Operator. .

ARTICLE 11. Title to and disposition of property.—All facilities, buildings, fixtures, equipment, or other items costing more
than $50.00 each, paid for or purchased with funds contributed jointly by the Operator and the Government, although title may
be taken in the name-of the Operator, shall belong to the Operator and the Government jointly, in proportion to their respective
contributions, and upon the completion of the work or the termination of the contract shall be disposed of promptly by the Opera-
tor for the joint account of the Government and the Operator, either by return to the vendor, by sale to others, or purchase by the
Operator at a price at least as high as could otherwise be obtained, as may appear to be for the best interest of the Government,
_unless the Government, in writing, waives its interest in any such item. If necessary to accomplish such disposition, the Opera-
tor shall dismantle, sever from the land, and remove any such item, the cost thereof o be for the joint account of the parties in
proportion to their respective interests. If the Operator, within 90 days after the receipt of written notice from the Government,
fails, neglects, or refuses to dispose of such property, the Government may itself enter upon the land, take possession of, and
remove und dispose of any such property as above provided. e

ARTICLE 12. Termination and completion.—The Government may, at any time, by written notice to the Operator, terminate
this.contract: (a) If the Operator fails to provide his share of the money necessary to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms
of the contract; (b) if the Operator, in the opinion of the Government, fails to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms of the

contract; or (¢) if in the opinion of the Government, operations up to the time of the notice have not indicated the probability of

making any worth while discovery and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justified. Upon the comple-
tion of the project or any termination of the contract the Operator shall dispose of any remaining materials, supplies, facilities,
buildings, fixtures, and equipment in which the Government has an interest, for the joint account of theé Operator and the Gov-
ernment in the proportion of their respective interests; shall render to the Government a full and final accounting of his operations
under the contract and his expenditures of money; and shall pay to the Government its pro rata share of any money remaining.

ARTICLE 13. Changes and added provisions. The_Operator's obligatlon to bring the project

to completlon conflnues only as long as the accufiulated allowable costs. .

ARTICLE 3. Exploration project.—The Operator, within thnrw_QQ) days from the date of this contract shall commence
work on a project of exploration for® _______] t ungs ten

in or upon the described land; and shall bring the project to completion within a period of four (L) months  from the
date of this contract. The work to be performed is more fully described in Exhibit “A” attached hereto, which, with any maps
ogtdrawmg_'g tcll1ereto attached, are made a part of this contract. The Government will contribute to the cost of this work as here-
after provided. ‘

ARTICLE 4. Performance of the work—(a) Operator’s responsibility. The work shall be performed efficiently, expertly, in
a workmanlike manner, in accordance with good mining standards and State regulations for health and safety and for workmens’
compensation and employers’ liability insurance, with suitable and adequate equipment, materials, and labor, to bring the project
to completion within the time fixed. To the extent specified in Exhibit “A,” attached hereto, the work may be performed by inde-
pendent contractor or contractors; and work not specified in Exhibit “A” for performance by independent contractor may never-
theless be so performed upon amendment of Exhibit “A,” as agreed to by the parties, to state the work to be so performed and
the estimated unit costs thereof, as provided hereafter.

(b) Independent contracts.—Any independent contract for the performance of work shall be on a unit-price basis (such as
per foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of bulldozer operations, per cubic yard of material moved), or on some basis
that will indicate the amount due for work performed at any stage of the work to be performed under such independent contract.
The Government shall not be nor be considered to be a party to any such independent contract, and the Government’s right to
terminate the exploration project contract under any of its provisions shall not in any manner be affected by reason of any
such independent contract. If the reference in Exhibit “A” to any such independent contract states that the Government’s
approval thereof is required, the Government may refuse to participate in the cost thereof unless and until it has given its
written approval of the independent contract.

(¢) Government may imnspect.—The Government shall have the right to enter and observe and inspect the work at all
reasonable times, and the Operator shall provide the Government with all available means for doing so. The Government may
consult with and advise the Operator on all phases of the work.

ARTICLE 5. Estimated costs of the project—A statement of the estimated cost of the project is set forth in Exhibit “A,”
attached hereto. Except insofar as any item of requirement or the estimated cost thereof set forth in Exhibit “A” is there or
elsewhere designated as an “allowable maximum,” such items of requirement and of related cost are estimates only, and may be
exceeded to-the extent that the Government may from time to time approve for the most economic and beneficial performance
of the work within the limitation of the total aggregate estimate of costs. The Government’s approval of any such excess
over the estimate for an item of requirement or related cost will be signified by its approval and payment of any invoice or
voucher for payment which expressly calls attention to such excess. Items expressly designated in Exhibit “A” or elsewhere as
“allowable maximum,” and the total aggregate estimated cost are limitations, and any excess therein will be for the sole account
of the Operator in which the Government will not participate. . .

ARTICLE 6. Allowable costs of the project.—(a) The costs of the project in which the Government will participate are
limited to the following: .

(1) Independent contradts.—Payments to independent contractors under independent contracts listed in Exhibit “A.”
The estimated cost of any work to be performed under an independent contract is or shall be incladed in the estimate of
costs in Exhibit “A” in terms of the estimated numbers of units of work to be performed, the estimated amount to be paid
per unit, and the estimated total amount to be paid to the independent ‘contractor, and such estimates shall be allowable
maximums above which the Government will not contribute. Regardless of the provisions of any such independent contract
the Government will participate in the payments to the independent contractor only on account of work actually performeci
and that conforms with the provisions of the exploration project contract, and only to the extent that the Government deems
the unit prices for the work under the independent contract to be reasonable and necessary. No such independent contract
shall have the effect of increasing the estimated tdtal cost of the exploration project contract nor the maximum amount

" ° “which the Government will pay as provided in the exploration project contract.

(2) Labor, superiision, consultants.—Labor, supervision and technical services (including enginega'ﬁng.énd geological
consultants), a schedule of which is included in the éstimate of costs set forth in Exhibit “A.” The requirements and related
estimgted costs for supervision and technical seryices are-allowable maximums. L ST e -

(8) Operating materials and supplies.—Necessary materials and supplies including items of equipmpnt costing less than
$50.00 each, and power, water, and fuel, a schedule of which is included in the estimate of costs in Exhibit “A.”

(4) Operating equipment.—Any operating equipment to be rented or-purchased, or whi¢h is owned and will be furnished
by the Operator, with the estimated rental, purchase price, or the allowable depreciation, as the case may be, a schedule of
which is included in Exhibit “A.” Any items listed as owned and to be furnished by the Operator, and related inbiest allow-

The purpose of this form is
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his

costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: “Operating Equip-
ment Purchased”, “Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs”, and “New Buildings, Improve-
ments, ete.”” The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one
month or period short of the entire contract period.

Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF-104 for both monthly and
cumulative costs. The ‘“Total Costs” on Form MF-104A for each month should equal
the monthly “Total Costs” as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the “Total
Costs To Date”.

In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, ete., provided
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such
phases, or on some other equitable basis. “Operating Equipment”’, “Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs”, and “New Buildings Improvements, etc.”, will be distributed to the
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed “‘Authorized by Contract” will be
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is
usually a part of Exhibit “A” of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or
disproportionate unit costs.

A Report of Review will be prepared for the above men-
tioned MF-104, in amount of §1,676.27, however, there are two (2)
insurance premiums included in the costs which I would like to
have clarified by your office before making any disallowance for
same and the items involved are as follows:

The Operator states in a Memo attached to Workmen's Com-
pensation Insurance invoice that "The $150.00 premium is a minimum
premium. Should the project go into the second stage, the premium
will apply. But none is returnable®. I phonmed the California
State Compensation Department and they intimated that they would





possibly prorate the $150.00 deposit due to the cancellation of
the contrect. Before requesting the Operator to seek a credit

due to cancellation of contract, I would like to know if this
procedure is correct or if we should consider the $150.00 de~
posit as a deposit receivable by the Uperator and only accept

the applicable payroll insurance rates for the periocd of operation.

In regard to the Public Liability and Property Damage premium of
$189,63, this is entirely disallowed and the Operator may have
been confused with the wording of Art. 6, Item 7, which refers

to Workmen's Compensation and Employer's Liability Insurence. ~
It is my understanding that these compensation insurence policies
include both compensation and employer?ts llability coverage. The
Public Liability and Property Damage coverage is for third parties
only and I doubt if DMEA contracts require this type of insurance.

The payroll for the period covered amcunted to $712.00, so ycu
can readily see that the above mentiocned insurance is extremely
high for approximately a one month operation.

- We have completed the eight cross trenches required
in Stage I. Sampling is well under way with some five samples
in the hands of Ed Eisenhauer, Assayer. 'l estimate that all
samples will be at the assayer by the end of this week.

At the instructions of lMr. Sheahan, we have requested
M. Eisenhauer to forward the "pulps® to Reno.

Since this stage will be completed in somewhat less
than a month from our beginning work, we will submit one set of
vouchers for the whole stage rather than split it up into two
very short periods.

The main vein appears to widen out to about 15 feet
North west of the area originally exposed. However, it does not lamp
as rich as the narrower section. The trench most northwesterly was
lozated acress a gully and in such deep overburden that it was not
completed. At five foot depth no bedrock was contacted. As our
instructions specified approximately three feet we did not finish
this trench.

The TPA Nos. 1 and 2 claims held by J. R. Stevenson and W. F,
Deeter (Tungsten Prospecting Associates) were examined February 28, 1952
by L. D. Clark and W, P. Irwin of the Geological Survey. Their report,
dated April 3, 1952, recommends denial of the application for an explo-
ration project costing $7,355.20.

According to the Field Team, coarse-grained scheelite with
feldspar, scapolite, calcite and sericite is exposed by trenches for a
distance of 30 feet and a width of 2 feet. The content of WO is
estimated to be 1 to 2 percent although no samples were taken. The
mineralized layer is parallelto beds in the marble wallrock and dips 600 SW.
Scattered grains of scheelite are present in the overburden along the
strike for distances of 50 feet southeast and 200 feet northwest.

The description suggests that the deposit is small but that it
does contain some good-grade material. An assay submitted by the applicant
showed 2,76 percent of WO, in one cut. If the average grade is 2 percent
for a length of 30 feet and width of 2 feet, reserves amount to 6 tons
per foot of depth (12 units). Ore could be shipped to the Lighthouse
Mining Corporation mill at Barstow, California a distance of 80 miles.

This custom mill will accept lots of 30 tons or more and pay $36 per
contained unit of W03, or will mill ores and return concentrates to the
producer.

The exploration proposal made by the applicant (10 pits at
100-foot intervals and a 200-foot shaft inclined .at 20°, in waste) is
not acceptable. However, a maximum of 8 pits at 25-foot intervals seems
warranted to search for extensions of the ore layer along the strike.
After this surface exploration and sampling is completed, a 50-foot
shaft, steeply inclined in ore, might be warranted. The total cost of
this work might amount to $800 for the 8 pits and $3,000 for the shaft,
or a total government participation of $2,850 out of a $3,800 project.
This work might be accomplished for less.

Although I agree with the Field Team's philosophy that the
applicants' proposal should be rejected because it is not in scale with
the mineralization. I am of the opinion that the application cannot be
denied completely without making a counter proposal for acceptance or

rejection by the applicants.

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Introduction

The Tungsten Prospecting Associates own two claims in the San
Bernardino Mountains, $an Bernardino County, Celifomia. They applied
on December 24, 1951, to DMEA for Government participation in a $7,355.20
program to explore the tungsten deposit covered by the claims. In response
to a request from DMEA, L, D, Clark and We. P. Irwin of the Geological
Survey examined the claims during the aftemoon and evening of February
28, 1952, in the company of the applicants, J. R. Stevenson and W. F.
Deeter. The deposit contains ore of fairly high grade, but it is small
and does not warrant the relatively extensive exploration proposed by
the applicant. It is recommended that the loan be denied.

Description of Property

 The claims consist of the TPA Nos. 1 and 2, and are at an altitude
of 6300 feet in the NWi NW% sec. 13, T. 2 N., R. 2 E., (projected),
SBBM, about 33 miles east of Baldwin Lake. They are a few hundred feet
southwest of the Mt. Rose road, and 5 miles southeast of the junction
of the Mt. Rose road with Route 18 near Baldwin Lake. : ‘

The center line of the claims trends northwest, and the TPA No. 2
is at the northwest end of the TPA No. le The deposit was discovered
in October 1951 by Deeter. The workings, consisting of several small
open cuts and pits, are on the TPA No. 1 claim (see.plate 1 and 2). Only
one ton of handsorted ore has been removed from the property.

Geology

The area is underlain by medium-grained marble that ranges from
white to bluish-gray in color. The bedding of the marble, which is-
fairly uniform,strikes northwest and dips 55 to 70 degrees to the south-
weste

The tungsten deposit occurs in the marble, and is exposed by a
small pit and open cut (see plates 1 and 2). It occurs as three tabular
bodies of a very coarse-grained, scheelite-bearing rock that consists
chiefly of potash feldspar, scapolite, calcite,plagioclase (?) and sericite.
The bodies are parallel to the bedding of the marble. The largest body
is 3 feet thick and is flanked by two bodies that are 1 foot thick, one
a distance of 1 foot to the northeast, and the other 6 feet to the southwest.
The principal occurrence of scheelite is in the 3-foot thick body.

Scheelite is the only tungsten-bearing mineral that was seen. It
occurs mainly as dark-gray crystals that are an average of 1 inch in

. diameter and are as much as 5 inches in length. Few fine grains are present

in the main open cut, but are abundant in the small pit a few feet to
the southeast. Under ultra-violet light the scheelite fluoresces
bluish-white. Although the scheelite contains no molybdenum, powellite
is abundant locally, and it is probablg that the molybdenum content of
the ore is extraordinarily high. :

At the southeast face of the open cut (see plate 2) the 3-foot
section of ore is estimated to contain 5.0 percent WO8. The flanking
bodies lamp about Oe5 percent WO3 in the same cut. The central body
can be traced 30 feet in the open cut and the small pit to the southeast.
It is estimated that the average grade of ore for that length is between
1.0 and 2.0 percent W03 over an average width of 2 feet. The small cut
about 50 feet northwest of the main open cut is in scheelite-bearing
rock that contains about 0.l percent WO3. No other exposures of the
scheelite-bearing rock were seen, but scattered grains of scheelite were
found in the overburden for a distance of 50 feet southeast and 200 feet
northwest of the main open cut.

Exploration

The applicant plans to explore the deposit by digging ten trenches
and a 200-foot inclined shaft. The trenches are to be across the probable
trace of the vein, and at approximately 100-foot intervals. Presumably,
most of the trenches are to be northwest of the main open cut. The
shaft is to be started at 2 point about 130 feet north of the main open
cut, and inclined about 20 degrees to the south in order to intersect
ore body at a depth of 100 feet by passing beneath the main open cut.

The exploration plan is logical from the standpoint of the structure
of the deposit, but is much togambitious considering the indicated «
size of the deposit. Several shallow trenches spaced at 25-foot intervals
northwest and southeast of the main open cut are all that appears to
be warranted, as it is doubtful that the ore shoot extends much beyond
the indicated 30-foot length. The cost of the trenches would be only
a few hundred dollarse. This cost seems too small to warrant Government
aid, as the applicants have indicated their ability to contribute a
muach larger sum as their share of the program they proposed.

Although the grade of the ore is fairly high, the indicated sige of
the deposit is small., It would seem most reasonable for the applicant
to sink a shaft in the ore rather than to do extensive exploratory work.
The ore mined would probably pay for the operation. By following the ore
the attitude of the ore shoot may be determined and, in such case, exploration
or development at depth may be feasible.

Recormendation

It is recommended that the applicant's request for a loan be denied.
